The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Clerk we proceed.
COMMUNICATION FROM THE CHAIR

Hon. Members I have got one issue to mention as you all know today is on Thursday and also you understand the moment we are as at now. As you all know there is an issue of insecurity affecting our county and it is my sincere wish that we all pray so that peace prevail in our County thanks you can proceed.

(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Hon. Leader of Majority.

Leader of Majority (Hon. Toroitich): Thank you Mr. Speaker, I rise on a motion that this House approves vetting of appointees to County Community Policing Authority. Mr. Speaker this are the names of the County Policing Authority appointees brought to this House for approval but at the same time we have two Members from this County Assembly who are supposed to be among the ones to be approved by this Hon. House. These are two Members, Hon. Kambala and Hon. Tuwit who are among the appointees to be approved by this Assembly. On the same note Mr. Speaker we have the attached names of individuals who were proposed by the NSIS on the same issue of the vetting appointees to the County Policing Authority.
Mr. Speaker if you allow me to go through this and it read as follows;

Reference is made to your letter Vol. of dated 14th April 2016; Mr. Speaker it has taken too long and as you had communicated that we had an issue of insecurity in Baringo County and this are the people who will be going round the community. Mr. Speaker we have the list of appointees to the County Community Policing Authority. 
When you go to count two; that the following are the vetting results of under listed appointees County Policing Authority. I hope Members are have the document. 
When we come to Irene Chirchir Mr. Speaker she is loyal to the Government and acceptable moral standards, however her temperamental and secretive behavior may alienate her from serving the public well, besides interpersonal relationship. Mr. Speaker this is the findings of the government and those who have been monitoring our welfare and character secretly and this is what they said about her and I hope Members know where Irene Chirchir comes from. Mr. Speaker it is for this Assembly to intervene and at the same time critic this Members before we pass.
Coming to number two that is Joel Lakarel; though visually challenged, his intellectual capability is impressive. He commands respects from his area residents, there is no adverse record on the subject. Mr. Speaker this is the findings from the same intelligence officers who has been monitoring us secretly. Coming to Nehemiah Kangogo and I hope Members know where he comes from. He has a fairly good professional experience and educational background on security matters. There is no advance record on the subject concerning the same Nehemiah Kangogo and this is the report that has been given. 

When we come to Rev Joshua Chepkurgor; he is of good moral standards and because of his religious mode of life he can serve the public without discrimination or favour. There is no adverse record on the subject. He has no any other record to implicate him or to indicate what sort of a person he is but that is the much disclosed about Rev Joshua Chepkurgor.
Coming to Erick Mengich Bett; he is a freelance peace mediator who has been helpful in peace building in Nyimbei and Chebinyin areas on cases of displaced people occasioned by cattle rustling. He is supportive to the local administration in time of conflicts. There is no advance record on the subject. When we come to the last person that is James Chebii Rutto; he is a senior retired chief who has served in his location well and of a Christian background. There is no adverse record on the subject.

Mr. Speaker this are the people who have been appointed by the Governor from the public and the Members who were proposed by the County Assembly is Hon. Daniel Loreria Tuwit an MCA from Ribkwo ward and Hon. Richard K Kambala MCA Saimo Soi. These are the ones who were nominated by this Hon. House and it is for this Hon. House to approve these names either with amendments or the way they are so that we can have this people to seat in the County Policing Authority. These are the names which will be forwarded to the National government for approval as well. Mr. Speaker I would want to say at this juncture it is for this Hon House to critic and maybe approve, thank you Mr. Speaker sir.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Who is your seconder?

Leader of Majority (Hon. Toroitich): The Hon. Chief whip.
Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Mr. Speaker I rise to second. On this issue of County Community Policing Authority is that even though we are going to approve it today but I don’t think this will help us. We are approving and I am seconding it but it somehow too late for them to assist us and as you have said earlier we have the issue of insecurity Mr. Speaker and I think some of  us we didn’t really sleep yesterday because of this matter. I think it is almost one month facing this issue and even today in the dailies you saw that among the 11 people killed yesterday there were some kids and also other school going children injured.
Even though Mr. Speaker it is late, let us approve these names and we request each and every one of us to pray God since he can give us peace so that our people can live in harmony. So I rise to second the adoption of these names Mr. Speaker thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Thank you Hon. Chepsongol.

(Question Proposed)

Debate is open. 
Hon. Beatrice: Thank you Mr. Speaker.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Order Hon. Member. You have to switch on.

Hon. Beatrice: It is on Mr. Speaker I guess it was not but it is thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Yah.

Hon. Beatrice: Mr. Speaker, I rise to oppose the adoption of these names because the names forwarded by His Excellency the Governor is not gender sensitive. Mr. Speaker the six names brought by His Excellency the Governor was one the business sector, Community Based Organization, women, persons with special needs, religious organizations, the youth….
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Hon. Beatrice order. This names were forwarded by NSIS and after investigation it was given by the Governor so …
Hon. Beatrice: Mr. Speaker one third gender rule isn’t considered yet these are eight names forwarded here and there is only one lady. I can see who Miss Irene Chirchir is. Is Joel Lakarel a lady Mr. Speaker? I am asking, so this thing should not proceed unless a name of a lady is added to this list before brought to this House.  Thank you.
(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Before we proceed to the next debater maybe Members we need to think thoroughly because this is something very urgent and we have to think because if we amend then we will not be able to produce a person in this House at this moment. Secondly issues to do with security you all understand Hon. Members…
(Hon. Chepsongol consults loudly)

Order Hon. Chepsongol. Issues to do with security you all understand who faces such issues. Women are affected but when there is such a problem it is men who deal with it squarely so we can proceed, Hon…
Hon. Kiror: Thank you. Mr. Speaker, I am shocked to learn that we are doing things in this House at a very high speed. Just before we pass or reject this report Mr. Speaker, I would like to ask the leader of Majority to tell us exactly about Irene Chirchir because I am informed in this letter that she is loyal to the government. What does it mean, Mr. Speaker when somebody say that so and so is loyal to the government? I need to be informed Mr. Speaker because being loyal does not mean being a policy maker please.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Hon. Kiror I think this is a debate and know when you are debating you either object or support so the question of asking the Hon. Majority Leader a question does not apply here so we proceed.
Hon. Chebon: Thank you Mr. Speaker I arise to oppose this list. To me I think there is something wrong because if you give us a list of names like this, we don’t know even where this people are coming from. Where are they coming from?

(Applause)

Is it from Baringo County or somewhere else because at least we need to know where they are coming from so that we will vet them based on where they come from because Mr. Speaker if you give us a list which is not specific… this thing is not clear and I would like to request it to be returned back so that they give us proper description of this people, where they come from, what are their qualifications? So that we will be able to vet and approve this list because again when you go through the list of the NSIS, I think also when they were vetting something is not clear about the results. 
We want to have clear information about these people that have been chosen. We need people who are not partisan in the communities they will be assidgned to. To me, the Leader of Majority should take back this list and bring a complete list to this House Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Thank you Hon. Chebon. What do you have to say Leader of Majority?
Hon. Toroitich (Leader of Majority): I rise to give some further information that members on this list will not be sitting alone in the committee but there are other members. Mr. Speaker allow me to read; there shall be established County Policing Authority in respect of each County which shall comprise;

a. The Governor or a Member of Executive Committee appointed by the Governor who shall be the Chairperson

b. County Representatives appointed by the Inspector General who shall comprise the head of national police service, national intelligence service and the directorate of criminal investigation attached to County level.

c. Two elected Members nominated by the County Assembly whom we have already nominated

d. Chairperson of the County security committee 

e. At least six other members 

The six other are well known by the Hon. Members but they only want to meander around Mr. Speaker. The six come from the business sector, community based organization, representing women, youth, religious organization and people with special needs. It is for this Hon. House to only know where these people are coming from maybe only the lady. They either adopt or change the lady if they are not comfortable with.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Thank you Leader of Majority for the information. This House has room to amend two members either Tuwit or Kambala. Two, if we shoot down this motion, the implication is that it will come after six months; think along those lines Hon. Members. Hon. Chebon

Hon. Chebon: Is the Majority in order to say this list is in black and white? What is it? Mr. Speaker this is a report not a motion, the list can only be taken to be corrected then returned; it cannot take six months as you say Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Order Hon. Chebon you sometimes bring reports to this House which are changed into motions.  I see other Members want to contribute Hon. Chepsongol. 
Hon. Chepsongol:  Thank you Mr. Speaker,  I differ with what Hon. Chebon said. I think the Governor appointed the six from each sub county. Mr. James Rutto…

(Loud Consultations)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Allow him to finish. Order Hon. Linah…

Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. James Chebii Rutto is a retired chief from Pemwai Baringo North Katiorin Sub location. Mr. Speaker I suggest that this motion be postponed for us to scutinize where these peole that are on the list come from.

(Loud consultations)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Order Members let us hear what Hon. Chepsongol is saying.
Hon. Chepsongol: That is what I wanted to clarify. It is up to us to amend the members of this Assembly and put a lady which is okay to me, we only need to change.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): We have gotten what Hon. Chepsongol is trying to say. Maybe…

Hon. Chepsongol: To conclude Mr. Speaker…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Order Hon. Chepsongol you talked when you were seconding that is a mistake…Hon. Cheboiwo

Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I differ with most of these members by supporting this motion. Our county at the moment, children and women are suffering, livestock are lost and property burned. It is urgent for the intelligence of this county to give proper information and it is up to this House to adopt the report. 

Despite some errors like for Irine Chirchir, whom the intelligence says that she is temperamental behavior and so forth, we need to pass this report because we do not have another time our days are numbered here. We need to support the intelligence of this County by passing this list to be corrected later so that they could get vital information to trace criminals within our jurisdiction Mr. Speaker Sir.

(Loud Consultations)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Hon. Members consult in low tones. 

Hon. Cheboiwo: Mr. Speaker with these people being bestowed with powers to sit with the security, they can provide secret information that can assist our security to curb banditry and it’s criminal. I urge this Hon. House to adopt this list for the benefit of our County. These are the right people because we as Hon. Members given this opportunity, we will be biased bearing in mind that we are in campaign period and coming from different ethnic communities. Thank you Mr. Speaker sir.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Thank you Hon. Cheboiwo. Hon. Cheptoo

Hon. Cheptoo: I rise to support the adoption of this report Mr. Speaker this report has stayed for long and it is this time that we need to pass it. Hon. Members the current state of our security in our County demands urgent approval of this list. We might have discrepancies but we know that all these members come from each sub county. Mr. James Chebii come from my Ward and Joshua Chepkurgor is from Baringo South. 

(Loud Consultations)

Hon. Speaker protect me from…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Hon. Members please consult in low tones… 

Hon. Cheptoo: If the lady said is temperamental, let us know from the people who know her so that we can help her. For the sake of our County at large, let us pass this list Hon. Member’s. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Thank you Hon. Members. Before we proceed we acknowledge the presence teachers and pupils of St. Josephs Academy Loboi. They are six teachers and 34 pupils adding to 40 altogether. They come from Mochongoi represented in the House by Hon. Jackson Tarus who is on official duty, he will be around tomorrow. Thank you.

(Applause)
To add on what Hon. Cheptoo has said that when the County is bleeding, we need also be sensitive. Hon. Kibii.
Hon. Kibii: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I rise to support the list but I request the Leader of Majority not to mislead the House by saying that all sub counties are being represented. Eldama Ravine is not represented let me not believe that he was not in that panel. But because of the situation of our county, let us pass this list but nominating a Pokot Mr. Speaker is like fuelling a tank. We are trying to remove one as the Security Chairman and you want to add another one. We should shut it down and put someone reasonable like Nanga instead of Tuwit. Thank you

(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): What are you putting across Hon. Kibii, because you have said…?

Hon. Kibii: I want to make an amendment in this House that we nominate Hon. Kibowen from Marigat instead of Hon. Tuwit.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Is that an amendment? But as you proceed Members, you should be sensitive because at the end of the day, the problem lies between the two communities and there will be no solution if we go on one line. I don’t know if Hon. Kibii will bring the amendment or will take my advice. We can proceed.  

(Loud Consultations)

As you have read, its two Members and in our County we have three communities. Hon. Kibii you have exhausted yours. Let’s have another Member who wants to talk. Hon. Chelal

Hon. Chelal: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support the list of Members proposed to join the security team and agree that this information is not so clear because there is no information about these Members but because of insecurity matters in…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Hon. Kiror, be orderly. 

Hon. Chelal: Mr. Speaker, because of insecurity matters in this County, people are moving away and we want to shoot down this motion because it is not good. I advise Members not to let this House be the one that is cooperating to the insecurity matter. We want to end this issue and instead of putting a question, I am of the opinion that the Leader of Majority returns this list and get it with details next week for approval. 

(Loud Consultations)

I am sensing something dangerous ahead. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Thank you Hon. Chelal. Hon. Leader of Majority, I think you don’t have anything to say because if Members shoot it down, it will be said that you are not in support of security. So, I will use the Standing Order No. 51 (3), whereby despite paragraph (2), the Speaker may on the request of a Member, defer the putting of the question to the following day in which case the Speaker shall thereupon nominate a time at which the question shall be put. 

We shall put the question earliest when the Assembly resumes. Thank you. Next order!
(Loud Consultations)
(Motion deferred)

report on suspension of the health services committee
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Leader of Majority.

Hon. Toroitich (Leader of Majority): Thank you Mr. Speaker. This is not a motion but a report of the Committee on Powers and Privileges on suspension of the Health Services Committee. On your ruling which was on the wish to deliver the chair’s verdict regarding the performance of the Committee on Health Services. 

On behalf of the Members of the Committee of Powers and Privileges, inquiring into matters of alleged negligence of duty by the Committee on Health Service and or breach of privilege or code of conduct by its’ membership, I am pleased to present this Report to the Honorable House. It has taken some time for the report to come on table because of the Assembly’s tight schedule regarding the calendar. 
Mr. Speaker, allow me to read a verbatim excerpt of the communication presented by the chair on 16th November, 2016 on the alleged negligence of duty by the Committee on Health Service.

The Committee on Health Service was established to deal with matters espoused under paragraph 2 of Part 2 to the Fourth Schedule of the Constitution. The same is well prescribed in the Baringo County Assembly Standing Orders. It is very disturbing to note that the Committee has continued to fail in the performance of its duties in oversighting the matters on Health in this County. It is instructive to note that, the underperformance by the Committee has cast a shadow on the ability of this House to play its principle role of oversighting the other arm of this County government contrary to the provisions of Article 185(3) of the Constitution of Kenya.

Honorable Members have time and again exercised their legislative authority pursuant to Article 185 of the Constitution, requesting for statements and reports regarding matters of Health in the County but the answers given by the Committee have never been forthcoming or have been unsatisfactorily to say the least. Reports on matters of Health have equally been delayed on many occasions. There have been persistent issues touching on Health workers which the Committee has been unable to deal with. This has further been aided by uncoordinated and frequent unexplained absence from the House sittings by the Chairperson of the Committee and the Vice Chairperson.

Mr. Speaker, on the powers and privileges committee sittings and basing on the above communication, the Powers and Privileges Committee embarked on a rigorous process in trying to unravel the challenges bedeviling the Health Service Committee. The Committee held a series of meetings alongside the Health Service Committee members and came up with this report.

To begin with, the Committee largely relied on the House debate on 16th of November, 2016 on how a number of members contributed to the foregoing debate on the neglect of duty by the Health Service Committee.
Mr. Speaker, the Powers and Privileges Committee members were grateful to the Committee leadership and appreciated the request to handle the issue of suspension of the Health Service Committee which was ruled before the floor of the House and committed to the Committee of Powers and privileges to be disposed as soon as possible. The vice chairperson to the Committee, Hon. Eunice Karani guided the Committee on the way forward as follows:

1. That in the execution of its mandate, the Committee must at all times be guided by the relevant legislations and applicable rules of procedure. These may include the Baringo County Assembly Standing Orders, The Powers and Privileges Act and the fundamental rights and freedoms as provided for in the Constitution of Kenya, 2010.
2. That, it is prudent that the rules of natural justice, fair hearing, non-discrimination and  the rule of law must be followed to the later in handling the issue at hand.

3. That, undue delay in responding to the floor of the House on this issue cannot be tolerated since it will be detrimental to the Health Service Committee Members in discharging their mandate.

4. That, the Committee should take cognizance of the Health crisis that has been ongoing for quite some time in the country i.e. the doctors strike thus subjecting  the people of Baringo County to untold sorrow and agony for lack of sufficient Health care Service.

5. That finally, the report from the Committee on the matter at hand should be non-discriminatory, objective, just, neutral, reasonable and rational enough in the prevailing circumstances. 

Mr. Speaker, before we embark on the findings of the Committee of Powers and Privileges, allow me to inform the Honorable House the membership of the Health Service Committee. Composition of the…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Leader of Majority, you can leave that one. Members can see…

Hon. Toroitich (Leader of Majority): As much as the Members know the composition of the Committee, but it is best for the HANSARD to record that I go very fast through the names. 
(Loud consultations)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Proceed

Mr. Speaker, on the summary of findings from interrogation of the Health Service Committee Members, he Committee held numerous meetings and took evidence from the Members of the Health Service Committee and their clerk Mr. Alex Chepkurgor respectively.

The Powers and Privileges Committee having been on a fact finding mission, inquired from the Health Service Committee Members to explain the challenges that their Committee was facing until its untimely suspension vide a ruling by the speaker at the floor of the House. The Powers and Privileges Committee endeavored to collect enough evidence to substantiate the claims leveled against that Committee and try and get a possible remedy in the circumstance.

Hon. Toroitich (Leader of Majority): Mr. Speaker, allow me to go direct to the findings.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Proceed.
Hon. Toroitich (Leader of Majority): Mr. Speaker, the Powers and privileges Committee learnt that, the Committee on Health Service was established to deal with matters espoused under paragraph 2 of the same. 
Finally, after the lengthy and very intensive interrogation of the Health Service Committee members, the members sought to know from them a range of possible remedies in the circumstance. They responded as follows:

1. That there was need for fair, just, objective and independent County Assembly administration.

2. That there was need for the leaders of Committee of Health Service to work together and work passionately for the best interests of the Committee and the people of Baringo County, or a change in the Committee leadership may suffice in the circumstances.

3. That the Health Service Committee members be proactive in contributing to various agendas in meetings at Committee level and display some level of commitment.

4. That further, there was an urgent need of appointing an independent chief officer for the Health department and preferably a doctor by profession, to be vetted or approved by the County Assembly.

5. That additionally, the current C.E.C of Health Dr. Andrew Kwonyike to be compelled to support the Committee and to be fully answerable to the County Assembly.

6. That, extensive favoritism and rampant discriminatory practices displayed by the Baringo County Assembly administration should cease with immediate effect and Service must be extended to all Committees on an equal footing. 

7. That, the current C.E.C Dr. Andrew Kwonyike is constantly absent from office and the current chief officer Mr. Richard Koech is on an acting capacity and handles two very sensitive departments i.e. that of Health Service and that of finance and economic planning, leading to slow responses from their end.

8. That further, the Health Service Committee members to improve on Committee attendances and or on quorum hitches which constantly hampers Committee performance.

9. That additionally, some members have other pressing commitments outside their normal duties rendering the Committee incapacitated. This should be monitored /checked on a constant basis.
10. That finally since the electioneering period is approaching, there was an urgent need for completion of County Health projects on time to avoid unnecessary embarrassment.

Mr. Speaker, having critically analyzed and considered the evidence and submissions tendered by the Committee on Health Service, bearing in mind that this is an electioneering period and that the County Assembly’s term is almost ending, the Powers and Privileges  Committee resolved as follows:

1. That basing on the above considerations, a complete overhaul of the Committee leadership and membership is not an option in the circumstances. That the current leadership and membership to proceed discharging their duties noting that the County Assembly of Baringo is watching keenly.

2. That therefore, the Health Service Committee to be allowed to function normally with a stern warning or reprimand meted by this Honorable House in a bid to improve their performance so that the Committee members may hold meetings and look into the Health crisis that is currently paralyzing the Health sector all over the country.

3. That the Health Service Committee leadership to do some soul searching on how they will steer this very important Committee.

4. That, going forward, the committee on health services is expected to hold rampant proactive committee meetings in a bid to salvage its tainted image before the eyes of this Honorable House and the community at large. 

5. That the County Assembly acting as an oversight entity, to Fast track the appointment of the department of Health’s’ C.E.C and the C.O with some background in medicine or any other Health related discipline.

In conclusion, I wish to record the Committee’s gratitude to the House, for having entrusted us with the execution of the onerous and important duty of contributing to the efforts of restoring the image and place of Baringo County Assembly.
The Committee is thankful to the Chairperson and Members of the Committee of Health Service for honoring requests to appear before the Committee, even on short notice. May I also thank you the Hon. for the invaluable support you accorded to the Committee during the Inquiry.

Hon. Speaker, finally, it is now my pleasant duty, on behalf of the Committee of Powers and Privileges, to present and commend this Report for immediate consideration and adoption by the House. The Committee also requests the House to implement the resolutions proposed in this Report.

Finally on the composition of the powers and privileges committee, this report having been developed and read is hereby undersigned as confirmation by the following Committee members:

Hon. Lekakimon (Leader of Minority): Thank you Mr. Speaker. I came in late because I had attended the insecurity issue in our area. What happened over the past two days is all over the media. Sometimes, leaders in this County are not serious but I am happy that the Governor and the regional Commissioner have tasted the heat of insecurity…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Hon. Minority Leader, what do you mean by the Governor testing the heat?

Hon. Lekakimon (Leader of Minority): He has tasted because when gunshots were fired, he felt what the people on the ground feel. When we talk of insecurity here, some Members think that it is just insecurity, but it is beyond that when harmless women and children are killed and if we don’t take an initiative in this County, it will go overboard. 
Mr. Speaker I like your ruling over the issue of insecurity here, because the people who are opted to represent the security matter here don’t even know what is on the ground on those areas where we are experiencing insecurity.

If we can put a committee Member, a person who troubles everybody to be a peace maker that is serious. Mr. Speaker I point out two incidences. 

The person who caused these women to be killed in Mukutani is a pastor and the people were killed in the church, you remember the incident of Elgeyo Marakwet, Members of the Assembly and the County Government went to do a Harambee for the church in Elgeyo…

(Loud consultations)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Maybe Members we can allow Hon. Lekakimon to give us on a light note on that issue of Mukutani.

Hon. Lekakimon (Leader of Minority): So Mr. Speaker in fact the Members of the Elgeyo Marakwet went for a fundraising down there to fundraise for the church, and during the exercise of insecurity the culprits were apprehended and among the culprits who actually engineered the killing is the pastor whose church was done for the fundraising.

So you can imagine the magnitude of insecurity to the people we are talking about, even pastors are not pastors, and today we said let us not blame so much because we know the blood of those women and children  which was shed in the church  will speak and God will see what to do.

This is because it was done in the church. Mr. Speaker it is bitter to lose a child, it is bitter to lose a woman and to lose innocent people for no reason, so even this committee that was here Mr. Speaker sometimes we don’t joke with lives of people and we don’t have people earning some allowances for sitting for a meeting that will not yield anything. We need to go to people who can assist to root out this problem. Mr. Speaker I support…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Maybe before you proceed I request that the Leader of Majority that you consult the office of the Governor so that the list is put in order so that at the end of the day we pass ta good list. Proceed.

Hon. Lekakimon (Leader of Minority): Mr. Speaker, I am a Member of the Committee of Powers and Privileges and we interrogated this committee and now that time is very short the committee of Privileges should carry out their duties however much they have let us down as Members of this Assembly.

Mr. Speaker we want this committee to be very proactive for this short time remaining, you can imagine how we lost in this County, the strike for doctors who went for more than a hundred days we don’t even know the drugs which the County Government bought are safe or in the custody of private clinics.

It is now the prerogative of these committee to now take charge and start doing some audits of these drugs and see that the people have enough now that things are happening all over. We also want them to come with a recommendation on this devolved function, remember it is only the doctors that was devolved but the whole budget for doctors is in the National Government.

I think they should also liaise so that the National Government can also devolve all the budget plus the personnel so that this County cannot strain on the wage bill of people that their budget is being withheld by the National Government.

Mr. Speaker we also want this committee to come out and make sure that all the projects that pertain to health sectors is completed, we want all the dispensaries completed we want all those dispensaries to have the staff to attend people, there is no point of coming up with a dispensary and there is no nurse or attendants to work in those dispensaries.

Mr. Speaker that committee should see that there is work ahead of them, the committee should meet with the CO and the CEC and reconcile and see how they will work together for this short time.

Otherwise the committee should be proactive, I wish the Chairman and the others, I am seeing Hon. Beatrice and Hon. Sote,   and I don’t know where the other Members are Hon. Cheptoo are you a Member? No. So there are only two Members of the Health committee here.

Mr. Speaker for several meetings Hon. Beatrice and Hon. Chemjor were giving a lot of excuses but we want them to be proactive as from now, and now that this House has adopted the report as it is, but they should not absent themselves again, the small time that is there they see that things are working.

Otherwise Mr. Speaker, we are human as the committee of Powers and Privileges that we have given them another chance but we are watching keenly on how they will serve these Members and the people of Baringo County.

It is not us the Members of Health committee that are suffering but the people of Baringo County, and we are wondering why Baringo County is referring patients to another County that has equal opportunity like this County. So it is up to you to make sure that you save the lives of the people. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Thank you Hon. Lekakimon. Hon. Kiror.

Hon. Kiror: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I support the adoption of this report, Mr. Speaker just before we adopt this report I would like to say that this  is a ministry that has let us down  the people of Baringo County.

Mr. Speaker I remember very well this docket called the ministry of Health, it is a ministry that has been giving us false information, and they have been misleading this House. Just as I read number 11, that the current CEC Dr. Andrew Kwonyike is absent from office and the current Chief Officer Mr. Richard Koech is overwhelmed since he is on an acting capacity leading to poor response from their end.

Mr. Speaker this is a docket that we have placed people who do not know their work, I remember very well when we were vetting the same CECs we agreed and we short down and letter on it was returned back.

As a Hon. House we agree that we pass these names so that if they want to fail this County let them fail it, and Dr. Kwonyike is an environment person while Hon. Richard Koech is a mathematician.

Now we have placed two people in a very serious docket. I am requesting this House and it has been written even in this report that as we are nearing elections, it does not mean that when we are almost going for an election we have to forgive them.

Exercising power even for one hour is very important Mr. Speaker, the so called power is very important we can impeach them, we still have power, it could have  been best for us to impeach them, we have been complaining Mr. Speaker.

Take for example Mr. Speaker the Hon. Members who are the committees of this docket they  have been bringing us a lot of unanswered questions, questions that they have been shifting for  weeks and Mr. Speaker it is only because the minister is not in the office.

Mr Speaker, how can somebody award tenders as a Chief Officer and at the same time he becomes the paying master, don’t you see that even they are  completely failing  and that is why the County is completely failing. Mr. Speaker I wish to inform this House that it is not yet…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Yes what is your point of order, Hon. Kiror put off your microphone.

Hon. Cheptoo:  Is Hon. Kiror in order to say that this County is failing yet it was the other day that he was keenly listening to the progress report of the County? 

Hon. Kiror: I need to hear Mr. Speaker.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Maybe before we talk Hon. Kiror I think that meeting was informal because there was no letter that was written to the Members so we cannot argue on that. 

Hon. Kiror:  But having in mind Mr. Speaker, these are the kitchen cabinets. The Hon. Cheptoo and the Hon. Chepsongol are the kitchen cabinets and that is why even now they are bringing us names concerning security which we don’t even know.

Mr. Speaker I was in a point by saying that this CEC and the CO has failed Baringo County, as we are speaking now how many dispensaries have never been completed, how many level four hospitals have not been completed? As I am speaking now patients in Kabartonjo are still sharing one floor such that when you stand up you will see the other person sleeping. In fact women and men are only separated by a cupboard Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Hon. Kiror you want to say that Kabartonjo should have been completed long time ago?

Hon. Kiror: Mr. Speaker a level four hospital is a hospital that men and women are separated, you cannot see another person from the other side, what about if at night even if a mad man comes to that…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): You need to wind up your debate

Hon. Kiror: I need to end there Mr. Speaker and even if there is a black out you never know what is going to happen Mr. Speaker that is why the CEC and the CO has failed this Baringo County and that is why I am seeing that we still have enough power to impeach them.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Hon. Kiror, what about the authority, where does the authority of this County Government rely on? Is it on the Governor or you Members?

Hon. Kiror: The authority lies within the Assembly and the authority has been shared, take for example when we were given only ten names, how can we be given ten names against ten ministries. We could have been given twenty so that we can see if Hon. Lekakimon is not learned than Hon. Sote then we give the more competent person. Thank you. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): I will only give to one Member so that we can proceed to the next motion, so the first one Member. Hon. Cheptoo, and don’t base your argument on what Hon. Kiror talked about forget about that story.

Hon. Cheptoo: Thank you Mr. Speaker, allow me on a light note that we inform Hon. Kiror that we no longer have power failure in Kabartonjo because we have put mechanisms in place and we have got functional generator which serves our people well.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Hon. Cheptoo since when was Hon. Kiror in Kabartonjo, or he has been away from home.

Hon. Cheptoo: For quite a while. Hon. Speaker being a Member of this committee on Powers and Privileges, indeed as the Leader of Majority has presented, we really consider so many things. Hon. Members especially for those of us who are facing the electorates and to my colleague Hon. Kiror that at this juncture please don’t talk of impeachment because outside there are more serious impeachments than the ones we are talking about here.

It is out of what we saw that despite the challenges, and the short comings that our colleagues in the Health committee had, we thought that at this injury time it is not good because anything that we do here is so sensitive and can follow them to the elections box, and all of us would like to wish ourselves well that we come back here.  
Hon. Speaker despite the challenges that we have had during the doctor’s strike I want to comment those doctors who never went for full time strike. Just to point out our renal unit was functional and people were brought from Nakuru for dialysis. I had a relative who was on dialysis in Nakuru but we had to relocate home so that he gets the services in Kabarnet. We want to comment Dr. Kalya the in charge. He did a lot and I want to go on record to say that we are really grateful but we want to tell the health committee to move very fast to find out how they have resumed and fast track all the assignments, especially the County public service board. There are staff that we wanted to be recruited because we have got facilities which are ready and we don’t have the personnel. They should move very fast to recruit them so that we can have these facilities open so that our people will use them. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): One more member so that we can finish. Hon. Kibii.
Hon. Kibii: I rise to support this motion to have this committee to come on board so as to assist people. I stand representing my people I believe in my area I am loosing votes because of the issues of the health. I have sent the committee of this House to the ground to visit health centres which I allocated money since 2013 to date. It is only 2 million and they have not finished the renovation. I want to plead to these members to go back and exercise their powers to show them that they are back and they want serious work done. 
I want to assure this House that this financial year 2017/18 that there are no financial allocation to health department because of such things. From 2013 we have never finished one project so I want to say this sector is actually dragging back this county in terms of development. You give a chance to the Chair or the Vice Chair to actually commit himself or herself that they will go back to Kiptuno dispensary and do what they had promised the people that they will do. In fact people were hopeful when they saw the committee from the Assembly but they are seeing nothing now.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto): Maybe Hon Kibii, after the adoption of this report they must be able to undertake what you have said. 

Hon. Kibii: They should exercise powers because people know we have them but they are not using. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto):  Thank you Hon. Kibii. I now call upon the mover to reply then we proceed.

Hon. Toroitich (Leader of Majority): I want to thank all those who have contributed to this report. Members have responded so well and I expected these honourable members to say that because the acting CEC acted for long. There is a limit in a person who is acting. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto):  The CO

Hon. Toroitich (Leader of Majority): The CO. I expected members to give feedback on the same. But because they have not given we will follow it up Mr. Speaker. We had given a ruling in this Honourable House that the Governor should appoint somebody who will work on that and we were expecting the same appointee to come for vetting but it has taken time. I want to thank all the members because they are of the same sentiments that the members of this committee, which is very vital that they be given a leeway to proceed and give the execution of their work. 

I want to thank each and every member that has contributed and urge them to pass this report to adopt so that this members can work from now henceforth. Thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto):  Thank you Hon member.

(Question put and agreed to)

Thank you Hon members I want to comment you for what you have done. Before we move on, I think it is about four weeks before we face the primaries. For those who went to school we call them CATs. We proceed to the next motion. Leader of majority. 

adjournment for the second legislative summit
Hon. Toroitich (Leader of Majority): Thank you Mr. Speaker I once again rise and move the motion that this House adjourns for the second annual legislative summit 2017 as from 16th March 2017 to Thursday 28th March 2017 at 2:30pm. 
We have a summit in Mombasa that will start next week Monday and all assemblies are convening in Mombasa for the summit. It is an annual event and I would urge that as we adjourn we expect all the members to be in Mombasa by Monday. It brings about the senate which is the representatives of all the Counties. I am urging that as we adjourn all the members should be in Mombasa. This is because when we were in Naivasha only to be told that Baringo is not there. If we were not there we would be having problems. The whole nation is watching us so as we adjourn you know the business of Baringo is not taking place. As I move this motion I would want to ask the Minority Leader to second.

Hon. Lekakimon (Leader of Minority): Thank you Mr. Speaker sir I would like to second this motion that we adjourn this House from 6th to 28th March to attend this second annual legislative summit in Mombasa. This is a Countrywide conference, the 47 counties are supposed to attend this legislative summit. Baringo being one of the Counties it is prudent that we attend. 
The only thing that I want to urge members, this meeting is very important. This maybe the second annual legislative meeting and it may be the last meeting that we shall attend as members of the County Assembly. Remember it is important that we conclude with other Kenyans, put things in place for the next generation to come on issues of county government legislations. I urge members to go there and participate. When we go to Mombasa, there are very few members who attend these sessions. There are few members who articulate issues and correct them. 

Some members only attend and start exploring Mombasa butt we urge members to do that after the meeting. We know is a very distinct and distant County people may not go there always but when you go there you will enjoy. Otherwise let us all attend. We will use road, air but what we want is to attend. It is too shameful even for the media;we have to correct that, when we were in Naivasha almost all the members were there. But the said some Counties have taken allowances and they have not attended the meeting, and have not paid the conference then it is very disturbing. 
Several people called us asking why we take allowances and you are not in the meeting. That article alone made us to stay there, some of us were to stay one day or two days but when the article was published we had to stay to show that we are there. 

I am happy because two members of this Assembly appeared on the paper; the Leader of Majority and Hon. Parkei. When people saw the two members they thought contrary, we were there it is only the Standard newspaper that has something negative with the people of Baringo. I urge the members let us adjourn for these days when we come back after Mombasa we are refreshed and then we can be able to be active for the time before going for nominations. I second.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Kipkuto):  Thank you.
(Question proposed)

Reading the mood of the House I know every member will attend this summit; I will straight away put the question.

(Question put and agreed to)

Thank you members. I have the following communication to make before we adjourn. Today there will be no statement hour like we usually do on Thursdays. Hon Saphina has lost her mother so I think we shall join the family in sending our condolences. Finally Hon members as you know we are almost going for nominations in various parties, as the Chair I want to wish each and everyone success and good health from now till we go for nominations.
