NOTICE OF MOTION

compensation of communities by british government

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Hon. Kibiwott Munge? Who have been designated by the Hon. Member?

Hon. Kipkuto: Yes Hon. Speaker, on behalf of the Hon. Member, MCA Lembus Perkerra Ward, I beg to give notice of the following motion;

Respectful of the supremacy of the constitution of Kenya, 2010 and in recognition of the aspirations of all Kenyans for a government based ion essential values of human rights, equality, equity, freedom, democracy, social justice and rule of law and in recognition of the Bill of Rights as anchored in Chapter Four of the constitution of Kenya on preserving the dignity of individuals and all communities in Kenya;

Further aware that, Chapter five of the constitution of Kenya in articles: 42,60,69, 70, 71 provides for principles governing land ownership rights and obligations towards the environment to include sustainable utilization, management and conservation of the environment and its natural resources by ensuring equitable sharing of accruing benefits; provides procedures to be  followed for ratification of agreements, concessions or issuance of grant of rights relating to exploitation of natural resources in Kenya;

Concerned that, the communities living in Baringo County stretching from Tiaty Constituency all through to Eldama Ravine constituency were subjects to immense suffering and misery by the British Government during the pre-colonial periods the rights of the populace were violated, their livestock brutally confiscated, their warriors and men tortured mercilessly and massacred these include the Kamasai Operation of 1897 to 1900, Lembus community human violations and the Kolowa Massacre of 1952 in Tiaty;

Deeply concerned that for a period of 46 years from 1911 to 1957, the British colonial representatives awarded illegal concessions to  British merchant Retired Major Ewartt Scott Grogen to harvest over 400 mi9llion cubic meters of indigenous trees covering 128,000 acres of Lembus forest and exported to Britain and South Africa causing massive environmental degradation which is felt to date;
Further aware that the need for compensation and repayment for the unlawful and forceful alienation and dispossession of the Baringo communities ancestral land, forest rip offs, livestock confiscation and a myriad of historical injustices and atrocities include merciless killings, inhuman treatment, torture and detentions which caused immense human suffering is an idea whose time is long overdue and as a matter of right as provided for under Chapter Four of the constitution of Kenya;
Aware that, all these atrocities were as a result of horror meted out by the British counter insurgency operations on the natives during pre-colonial period and other adverse colonial policies which were sanctioned at the highest levels of the British government in London. Further aware that the British Government bears full responsibility for all these historical injustice as demonstrated by how successful the Mau Mau veterans’ case resulted to full compensation.

Mr. Speaker now, therefore, pursuant to the above, I humbly urge this Honorable House to resolve that the Baringo County Executive do pursue compensation reparations for the communities in Baringo County for example, the Tugen, Endorois, Pokot, Keben, Kakimor who suffered under the British government and further urge Her Majesty the Queen of England, Queen Elizabeth11 to apologize for the wrongs the British government committed against the people of Baringo County.

Mr. Speaker sir I beg to give notice.

Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker understanding the situation as he has said, I accept it for them to go for fact finding in the ground. I was there through the weekend at it is still the way it was uncompleted. Thank you
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Hon. Chelal you had said one week
Hon. Chelal: Yes Mr. Speaker

Hon. Chelal: Yes sir thank you.

matter of county importance
Hon. Lekakimon (The Minority Leader): Mr. Speaker sir I stand on a standing order number 31 to discuss a definite matter of County importance. Mr. Speaker sir I want this House to discuss the county executive committee. I want the Hon. Majority Leader to tell us where the Governor, his deputy and all the CECs in this County are.  I went to several offices today to know the extent of the work done….
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): For procedure Hon. Lekakimon you seek point of order, then I direct the House.
Hon. Lekakimon (The Minority Leader): Thank you Mr. Speaker.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Hon. Members, the Member for Ilchamus had earlier sought a motion of county importance in our standing orders number 31; (1) any member may at any time rise in his or her place and seek leave to move the adjournment of the House for the purpose of deliberating a definite matter of urgent county importance.
(2)A member who wishes to seek to move the adjournment of the House shall at least two hours before the commencement of the sitting, hand to the Speaker a written notification of the matter but the Speaker shall refuse to allow the claim, unless the Speaker is satisfied that the matter is definite, urgent and of county importance and may properly be raised on a motion for adjournment of the House,
(3) if the Speaker is satisfied in terms of paragraph (2) and not less than ten other Members rise in their places in support, the Speaker shall nominate a time on the same day at which such Motion may he moved.

Therefore I want the Member to move the motion I have agreed for the motion as the Chair and at least ten Members need to deliberate.
(Leader of majority stands in his place)

Hon. Majority leader you cannot rise on a point of information on a point of order. Proceed Member for Ilchamus
Hon. Lekakimon (The Minority Leader): Thank you Mr. Speaker sir for allowing me to deliberate on such important matter. It was two weeks ago, that we were celebrating progress report in this County. After those two weeks, there was some rating that was done in the Republic of Kenya on the usage of development funds in all the Counties. Our County was rated 47 out 47 for usage of funds.
 Today, I went to pursue on the developments in my ward in several offices at the Executive because most of the projects were not completed.  I went to four offices and there were no one. I want the Majority to tell us what is going on in the Government. Have the CECs resigned and gone for politics or what?
Our people require services and we are wondering when we go there to look how far the projects are going on, there is nobody to tell. I need the Majority and some Members to deliberate on issues bearing in mind that this is a campaign period which have come when we are still in office. It will be absurd to be defeated in the field when you still have four months to August coming here yet people have decided to remove you in the office. The people who make out of your office are the same CECs who are trying to make what you had already budgeted for. I ask Members who have visited these offices to support this motion. Thank you Mr. Speaker
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Members in support of this motion should stand.
(Loud Consultations)

Hon. Lekakimon (The Minority Leader): You can take the numbers who are inside Mr. Speaker and all of us here.

(Loud Consultations)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): I have said those who are in support of the motion to stand up.

 I shall go by the standing order number 31  three the Speaker is satisfied and not less than ten other Members rise in their places in support, the Speaker shall nominate a time on the same day at which such motion may be moved. The Members were nine and Member for Ilchamus you may lobby for your motion. It will still come next time. 

(Hon. Kiror stands in his place)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): On which point of order do you want to stand?  

Hon. Kiror: Mr. Speaker…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Order Member for Saimo- Kipsaraman. Which point of order are you standing on?

(Laughter)

Hon. Kiror: Mr. Speaker, when we were nine…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Which point of order are you standing on?

Hon. Kiror: Mr. Speaker, when reading the Standing Order, you discovered that we were nine…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Which point of order are you standing on?

Hon. Kipkuto: Mr. Speaker, it is very worrying when Members fail to support a very important motion. It was in the morning when the CEC’s were putting the Governor’s posters on the walls….
What is it Member for Bartabwa? He was giving a point of information.

Hon. Risper, you still feel that lobbying should be done?
