i. If he is aware that the replacement of ECD tutors in Baringo County has not been done?
ii. Were there any budgetary allocations for the said ECD tutors?
iii. Where is the accumulated salary for the said tutors from the time the vacancies fell vacant?  
iv. What plans does the County Government have concerning the ECD Centres which don’t have a single tutor? 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Deputy Leader of Majority.
Hon. Makilap: Thank you Mr. Speaker. This is a new question…

Hon. Kipkuto: Mr. Speaker, is it in order for Hon. Kiror to seat on the Leader of Majority’s seat instead of the Deputy Leader of Majority seat? 
Hon. Makilap: Mr. Speaker, I invited Hon. Vincent Kiror for a brief consultation.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Order Deputy Leader of Majority! I think it is in order because it was a serious consultation. Proceed.

misrepresentation of county progress report
Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I seek a statement from the Leader of Majority on the following matters of concern about the recent launch of the County Progress report by His Excellency the Governor. 
i. Why the progress report was not tabled in the County Assembly for Members to ventilate upon pursuant to Article 183 (3) of the Constitution and Section 47 (3) of the County Government Act before being presented to the public? 
ii. What is the actual implementation status of the projects across the County?
iii. Were the relevant sectors consulted when devolving the reports?
iv. How much money was used while developing and launching of the said report in various venues within and out of the County?
v. Was the launch budgeted for?
vi. Why were the Members and relevant Committees of the County Assembly not involved in the launching of the County Progress report? 
vii. What was the importance of conducting these meetings in Nairobi, Nakuru and Eldoret while Members of the Community were not adequately informed?

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Deputy Leader of Majority
Hon. Makilap: Mr. Speaker, this is an urgent matter and immediately at the rise of this Assembly, I will present this to the County Executive with the view of getting a response tomorrow. This matter as raised by Hon. Cheboiwo are very weighty and as you saw, the President of Kenya addressed Parliament and gave out a very clear roadmap of his Government. Whether it pleased the opposition or not, he did by law by going to Parliament and issuing a State of the Nation Report.   
The Governor ought to have addressed this House. These matters are very sensitive because they boarder on integrity and appropriation of funds. The fact that there was a launch like an Investment forum meant that a lot of money was spent and the projects that were in the Ward Development Fund were included in the success story of the Governor. Whereas the Member who gave out the money for the project to be done, his photograph was not even attached to that report.   
This may be a motion in the long run because a single person wants to take the glory of over the elected Members of this County Assembly. It is also not right for the Government vehicles to be used in campaigns and when all the Executives are on the run, services are paralyzed. This matter needs attention and this House must do its oversight role... 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Enough. I have given you enough time.
Hon. Makilap (Deputy Leader of Majority): I take this matter with urgency so that the report concerning Hon. Cheboiwo’s statement can be brought tomorrow Thursday at 2:30pm. Thank you.
(Loud Consultations)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Order Members! Hon. Makilap has decided that his statement be brought tomorrow. To the concerned Member again, the role of the Leader of Majority and the Minority Leader is more political and therefore you need to come with an answer in order to protect the interests of Members.

I do not know as the Chair whether that role, you have been having your own meetings as a circus   of Political Parties or you have left your Members to joyride by the executives , so that is how oversight is done.

The role of the political parties, the Majority Leader and the Minority Leader is to group their parties for the purposes for the County to succeed politically and also in development. I do not know whether you have been having caurcuses to discuss your political future.

(Hon. Makilap applies to speak)

You cannot answer anything now Member for Barwessa you will answer tomorrow.What is it Member for Saimo Kipsaraman?
(Statement deferred)

Hon. Kiror: Is it in order Mr. Speaker for Hon. Chepsongol to pin down Hon. Makilap when he is trying to explain about developments or what it is going on in this County? Can Hon. Chepsongol tell us exactly how much money he is being paid by the Executives such that when Hon. Makilap tries to explain a point Hon. Chepsongol is pinning him down?

The Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): You have been heard Hon. Member for Saimo/Kipsaram. Hon. Makilap has not complained so I don’t know whether there is a problem. 
(Loud consultations)

Order! Member for Sacho.

Hon. Kipkuto: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I  bring to the attention of Members that tomorrow is 30th  of March  and the Baringo County Budget is supposed to have been passed by tomorrow. 
I appreciate the office of the Clerk that have written to request, you know Mr. Speaker it is not usually a request but a procedure. Mr. Speaker when all this is happening we better know that we were number 47 in the expenditure of development funds. 

The information I want to give to the Members of this House is that as far as we enjoy  this House,  Mr. Speaker I personally think our Government is a failed Government because, using 25% on development and being number 47, I even don’t know how to express it. So failing to pass the budget will mean a lot to this County Government.

The Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Leader of Majority where is the Chairman for budget? You need to say something about budget.

Hon. Makilap: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I want to be truthful to my people and the Members of this House, first of all the Chairman of budget, my colleagues is around and you know Mr. Speaker he is working very hard to capture his seat  just like all of us. 

So he is around in fact I consulted with him before I came here, he is equally worried that the budget estimates for  the financial year 2017/18 are not available and is also worried of a supplementary budget.

This is why I am saying as a legislature whose role is oversight, there is something wrong. Mr. Speaker there was even a budget to mitigate draught and emergencies like war and we have seen the Government spending and spending and we do not know where they get the money. How did they manipulate their way to spend the money or how they are getting  creditors who give them goods yet there is no  budgetary provision in terms of supplementary.

Mr. Speaker by consultation with a Member of budget,  Hon. Kampala and I, Nationally the budgets are supposed to have been passed  or tabled by tomorrow which is 30th of March.  So Mr. Speaker it is an equal concern that we should report back.  

I will consult with the Chairman of budget to come over this afternoon and give a statement on the affairs of budget of this County including supplementary and the budget, to see whether we are still working together or the other part has already deposed us in many ways.  That is the true position Mr. Speaker.

The Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Well, I will direct you through the Chair that you need to consult as you have said and we need a comprehensive report at 2.30 pm

Hon. Makilap: This afternoon?

The Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Or after 2.30pm, without the report, the Chair will make a directive. 

Hon. Makilap: Much complied. 
The Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): What is it Hon. Leader of Minority, there was no debate.

Hon. Leakakimon (Leader of Minority): Mr. Speaker I stand on standing order number 31 on issues of County importance. Mr. Speaker yesterday we debated on the issue of County Executive Committee, you can now see Mr. Speaker how the Government is operating because even now if you try to follow up the activities in these offices, most of these members are not in the offices.

Even the people who are in charge of this budget are not there. Mr. Speaker you can now realize the issue of budget not being tabled. The public participation for this budget have not been done, I don’t know who will do  this participation,  Members are going for nominations the budget has delayed and there is no Member that  is following up this project.

Mr. Speaker you can revisit yesterday’s issue on the County importance to discuss the CECs.  I visited five offices in this County yesterday but none of the CECs was there, I also presume that those who are in charge of the budget are not in the office...

The Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Order. Leader of Minority, I feel your feelings but where you are directing, is not within my procedures, I had guided you yesterday so do the necessary.  Next statement no. 015/17 sought by Hon. Richard Kampala to the Chairperson Education.

The Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Order Hon. Member for Kipsaraman, Hon. Mutai is aware and he is equally to the task to bring the answer tomorrow and if he does not bring it tomorrow you will have your time to ask him why, so leave it to tomorrow at 2.30 pm. 

Hon. Members, maybe to remind you, your role is critically oversight and also to protect the citizens of Baringo in any way on expenditure and development matters. You represent your people exactly on that.  So you are aware of that critical role, you have to take charge for the success of this County.
