The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Clerk!
COMMUNICATION FROM THE CHAIR

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Hon. Members you are all aware that we went for late lunch and I see there is no quorum so…

Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Speaker, proceed just as if there is quorum until someone raises a question. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  I just wanted to notify you on the Standing Order Number 33 (i) and (ii) on quorum:
i. A quorum of the County Assembly or of a Committee of the Whole House shall be a third of its Members.

ii. If there is not a quorum present when the Chair is taken, at the time appointed for a meeting of the County Assembly, immediately after the saying of the prayer, the Speaker shall order the bell to be rung for five minute and if no quorum is present at the expiration of the five minutes, the Speaker may direct that the bell be rung for a further five minutes and if there is still no quorum present, the Speaker shall adjourn the House forthwith to the next sitting.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  What is your point of order Hon. Ng’otie?
Hon. Ng’otie: He is wondering whether the session is on or on hold. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  The session is on.

Hon. Ng’otie:  So we should follow the rules of this House.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Exactly! 
Hon. Ng’otie:  Thank you.
Hon. Kimosop: I want to advice Hon. Koech that there are punitive measures if you disregard the rules of this House. The session is on, it is only the quorum bell that is being rung for five minutes. Mr. Speaker we can proceed now because the quorum is okay.  Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  There now quorum we can proceed.  What is your point of information Hon. Kibet?

STATEMENTS
17 Million Legal Fee for a boundary dispute 
between Baringo and Turkana Counties

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  We have a statement from Julius Ng’otie MCA Eldama Ravine Ward.
Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I seek statement 008/2017 to the Leader of Majority on the following matters of concern;

i. If he is aware that the High Court in Nairobi has ordered Baringo County Government to pay sum of Kshs.17, 570,907 to one Donald B. Kipkorir as legal fees after representing the County in a suit against Turkana Government on boundary issue?
ii. Was the said law firm prequalified by the Baringo County Government?

iii. Was there any service rendered that is commensurate with the legal fees raised and were there any upfront payments on the same suit?

iv. Did the County Government negotiate to downscale the exorbitant fees raised and what is the status of the suit as at now?

v. What immediate and long term plans do the County Government have on curbing such wastages of government resources in such fraudulent dealings?

Thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Thank you Hon. Ng’otie, the Leader of Majority do you have the answer?
Hon. Leparsalach (Deputy Leader of Majority): We do not have the answer now, this statement could have been gotten from the newspapers. I stand to be guided whether we are to give an answer to the  issue in the press if yes, then we need to be given time up to next week Tuesday we come up with a correct answer.
Hon. Ng’otie: It is still my baby!  So I tell the Deputy Majority Leader that this is a very serious matter and such huge sum can be used for development including his ward. This is not hearsay and would like the majority leader to state how many times the lawyer did attended court proceedings. Thank you Mr. Speaker.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): The Majority Leader has requested up to Tuesday to bring the answer. Hon. Kibet what is your point of order and please the rest put off your mics.
Hon. Kibet: Is the Majority Leader in order to request the source of questions we ask in this House? I think this a good question and it should not be dismissed at any costs because we shall be setting a bad precedence. This is my first time for me to hear such question.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Thank you Mhe Kibet.  Hon. Kimosop.
Hon. Kimosop: Thank you Mr. Speaker I am on my feet on point of information which I need to give to this House which in the course of it I seek your clarification. Hon. Ng’otie was to move this as a matter of county importance in the morning and it could have given us time to canvas deeply.
Secondly, this statement in my opinion should be directed to PIC/PAC committee not the Leader of Majority. I give you the information that the Hon. Justice Mutivo ordered the County Government of Baringo to pay Bill of costs amounting to 17 Million to the said Donald B. Kipkorir.

I met the governor that day he was from Nairobi for this briefing and he was completely disappointed. We need to debate on this because we are inheriting the messes of the previous Government that sunk the development of this County. I will be unveiling the dubious acts that the previous regime did. 
To be on record, it is a fact that we will be paying the said person that sum of money. Mr. Speaker you will be surprised that the lawyers who were to proceed with this case filed it in different court. I need your guidance whether we will proceed with the debate thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Thank you Hon. Kimosop, I want to put the record straight that the Deputy Majority Leader has asked to present the answer on Tuesday afternoon. It will be in order for us to allow him bring the answer on Tuesday. Next order!
