The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Members, welcome to this session and I do not see the leadership of the House but anyway let us continue, Clerk proceed.
COMMUNICATION FROM THE CHAIR
Filing of Wealth Declaration Forms

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Members I have few communications to make;

One, the Liaison Committee meeting will be taking place immediately after the session today. Secondly, there is a letter for Members to be aware of what is required from them. This is an internal memo from the Baringo County Assembly; subject is declaration of income, assets and liabilities by state and public officers.
As you are aware Section 2 of Public Officers Ethics Act 2003 requires each state and public officer to once every two years to submit to them relevant responsible commission, declaration of income assets and liabilities of him/her spouses and dependents children under the age of 18 years.   
In addition, section 18 requires all persons joining public service to make initial declaration within 30 days of becoming state and public officers and final declaration within 30 days of seizing to hold state as a public officer.
The Ethic and Anti-corruption has notified that 2017 is a declaration year and all state and public officers will be expected to submit their declaration forms on or from before 1st December 2017.
Please note that failure to submit declaration is a criminal offence under section 32 of the Act which tenders to a non-compliable officer upon conviction liable to a fine not exceeding 1Million or imprisonment for a term not exceeding one year or bond and could constitute breach of Chapter Six of the Constitution of Kenya.
This is to hereby to forward to you the standard clearing form A3 to be used by public and state officers of Baringo County Assembly. All duly field form should be submitted to this office or on or before 1st December 2017 for onward transmission. Please collect the forms from the Human Resource Officer. 
Hon. Member I believe those of us who have been serving in the public service are aware of those forms to be filled. I urge all of you to take this very seriously because you are Hon. Members. It is prudent for us to fulfill our mandate as state officers. After this session, you can collect the forms from the communication from the communication officer not human resource.
Also there is an audit tool from the Education Committee which all Members will be given maybe in future sittings for MCAs to give a report of the ECDE centers that have been constructed in their wards and give a recommendation of the centers that you wish the Education Committee to visit in your wards. When that time comes, you take those forms and assist the committee. Thank you. Next order!
NOTICE OF MOTION

Strategies to Safeguard Fire Disasters in the County

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Members we have a notice of motion from Hon. Julius Ng’otie MCA Eldama Ravine Ward. I call the Member to read the notice.
Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir; this is a notice of motion by myself concerning fire equipment.
Aware that incidences of fire affecting business premises, public facilities and even residences are on the rise in our County;
Further aware that the County has experienced fatalities, injuries and material losses running into millions of shillings occasioned by fire incidences; 
Concerned that, the available firefighting equipment and personnel are woefully inadequate as currently established:

Now therefore, this House urges the 
Baringo County Government to put in place the following preventive and strategic raft of measures to safeguard the lives and properties of the people of Baringo attributable to fire disasters:

i. Training, employment and deployment of firemen/firewomen.

ii. Put in place a regular public education program on disaster management and preparedness.

iii. Purchasing of modern hi-tech firefighting equipment for responding to fire disasters.

iv. Proper prioritization of fire disaster preparedness program, management, and response strategy in the CIDP, ADP Annual Budgets and how it should be tied with the overall County disaster management Strategy plan.

Terms of Employment for Employees

who were Employed During Transition Period

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Statement by Hon. Benjamin Koech from Lembus Ward. Can you read it? 

(The Temporary Speaker consults with the Clerk)

This is an old statement and I believe that the Chairperson for Labour Social welfare, Children, Youth and Sports should give the answer. But I can give the Member a chance to say something before the Chair speaks. 

Hon. Koech: Thank you Mr. Speaker. It is my third time to seek the same statement on the following matters of concern:

i. If she is aware that there were employees who were employed by Baringo County Government to various departments during the transition period;

ii. Was the due process followed?

iii. Can the Chairperson table a report detailing; the terms of employment, job groups, names and the Wards from which such employees come from?

iv. What action is the Baringo County Government taking to regularize such employments?

Mr. Speaker, this statement has taken so long…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I ask the Chairperson to respond.

Hon. Birchogo:  Thank you Mr. Speaker. We have written to the CEC who was in charge of labour but they have not replied. I was consulting with my Clerk and he told me that they are putting things in order then they will give the statement afterwards. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Will you be able to get the answer by Thursday? 

Hon. Koech: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I think…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): It is the Chairperson to respond…

Hon. Koech: I thought it is me

Hon. Birchogo: We will write again and I hope that next week we will get the answer.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Next week we will be going for sports and we need that answer the first Tuesday Afternoon after we resume from sports. 

Hon. Birchogo: Okay.
(Statement Deferred)

Incorporation of Community Health Volunteers in Health Units

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I believe that we have the answer for the statement on Health and I ask the Chairman to respond. If the Chairman is not in, Vice-Chair please.
Hon. Birchogo: Thank you Mr. Speaker. The Clerk has sent me a text to reply to this because the Chair and the Vice-Chair are not in. In response to the County Assembly question raised by Hon. Jacob Cheboiwo MCA Kisanana Ward on 16th October 2017 reference BCA/HSC/47/VOL.II/02 Pursuant to Article 195(1) of the Constitution and communicated read by the Chair Health Services Committee, states as follows; 

1. If he is aware that the Non-Governmental Organizations such as World Vision, USAID, Red Cross, and Faith Based Organizations have trained Community Health Volunteers across the County?

2. Yes. I am aware that 58 Community Health Units (CHUs) have been established across the County with about 1,450 Community Health Volunteers (CHVs) who have been fully trained by various partners. World Vision trained 17 units in Baringo North, Baringo South, and Mogotio Sub-Counties with a total of 275 CHVs, UNICEF trained 15 units in East Pokot with a total of 375 trained CHVs while 
AphiaPlus trained 13 units in Koibatek with 325 CHVs. Similarly, AphiaPlus trained one Unit in Kampi Turkana, Marigat, one Unit in Kituro and 4 Units in Mogotio and the County Government managed to train only 3 Units in December 2015 i.e. Koitebes, Kabasis and Kipcherere with a total of 75 CHVs.  

3. If he is further aware that the said Volunteers have contributed so much to the health sector in disease prevention and training communities in health related matters?

Yes. I am aware that the said volunteers have contributed immensely to the local communities’ health related matters through/in the following ways:

i. Referral of Antenatal mothers to access skilled delivery

ii. Upscaling and strengthening of referral services

iii. Promotion of Maternal, Neonatal child health and family planning

iv. Strengthening nutrition services through identification of malnourished children.

v. Upscaling water sanitation and hygiene

vi. Improvement of food hygiene practices promoting hand washing in Households

vii. Visiting schools for deworming of school going children 

viii. Latrine promotion

ix. Promotion of facial cleanliness and referral of eyesight related diseases

x. Water treatment at Household level

xi. Vector control services such as nets distribution and spraying

 The third question was if there are plans to provide more training and allowances to volunteers so as to motivate them to deliver services. The answer was that the County Government department of health is in the process of recruiting, training and remunerating the Community health volunteers’ across the County by giving them stipends of Kshs. 2.000 in appreciation of the voluntary work they do.
However the department has continuously faced financial constrains which have hampered the affirmative action, we request and encourage the MCAs to in future support the new and existing community health units and community health volunteers using Ward Development Fund at the rate of Kshs. 2,000 per community health volunteers per month which translates to Kshs. 600,000 per unit of 25 community health volunteers per year.

This is possible tenable both in short and long term meanwhile we are pursuing any likeminded partner who may be willing to assist us in process through proposal writing and public private partnership where possible. 

The fourth question was what plans does the County Government have to ensure that the community health volunteers are in cooperated in the community health unit so that they can work hand in hand with health facilities in the County as a professionally recognized body? 

The answer is that currently the community health volunteers are linked to health facilities across the County for referral services and are being supervised by public health officers attached to the existing units.

This is the initial process of integrating them in to health facilities systems it would even be more elaborate when we succeed in our case of identifying them through future allocation of stipends and other financial resources.

Finally, we look forward to employing these volunteers in the near future so as to have them permanently just like any other health worker in the health sector however, if the community health volunteers cannot be absorbed in to the mainstream Government health sector then we recommend for the creation of income generating activities for each community unit for a long term sustainability and retention. And you can see down there that it was signed by Mr. Andrew Kwonyike the CEC health services Baringo County.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Chair. The only thing that you need to do is that in future you own the report, not saying that you are acting on behalf of someone. So I would ask the Member who asked the statement that is Hon. Cheboiwo to conform whether he is satisfied or not.

Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I am very well satisfied I realized the technical team outside there is doing a good job because they have recognized their plans on them.  I also realized that a lot of work was done by those volunteers during the nurse’s strike. That is why I came up with this questions and I have also realized that the department is aware of their good work. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay thank you Hon. Cheboiwo. Yes Hon. Limo. Put off your mic Hon. Chepsongol.

Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. I seek more clarification on this report.  I have just gone through it, it is a good report from the CEC but let us see where it was asking whether there are plans to provide more trainings and allowances to volunteers so as to motivate them to deliver services. The CEC went further saying that he is requesting the Hon. Members to allocate some funds to this kitty amounting to around Kshs. 600, 000 per unit of 25 (CHVs).

Mr. Speaker I am aware and I have believe that we have a budget in the ministry of health that gathers for issues pertaining health, how can we say that Members in this House should also allocate money for health yet we have a very huge budget.

I saw in this County the other time that we allocated the biggest share of the budget to health and now the CEC is trying to maneuver going round saying you allocate money from the development kitty, the Kshs. 30 million that we are struggling to ensure it goes across our Wards.

Saying you slice Kshs. 600.000 to cater for (CHVs) why is he not owning the process and ensure that they give at least every Ward Kshs. 600,000 for only one unit per Ward so that they can distribute these (CHVs) per dispensary to ensure they support in various places or even in the villages.

Mr. Speaker I don’t feel that the Hon. CEC was right to say we look for funds from Ward Development Fund. Can the Chairman tell us if he is contented with this money being sliced from Hon. Members to go to the ministry of health then we can react to that. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay. Hon. Cheboiwo please react to that if you are satisfied with the… or the Chairperson to the committee please rise and give us an answer.

Hon. Birchogo: Regarding the Ward Development Fund I personally think this is  a suggestion and if Members don’t like it they can as well drop it. For them they think that it is a good suggestion but it is upon us to accept or leave it. Thank you.
COMMUNICATION FROM THE CHAIR
Chamber Protocol

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you, well I believe that it is a budgetary issue which will be dealt with by the Health Committee working with the Budget Committee. So let us put that to rest. Let me give some information here, while you are entering or leaving the chamber you bow at the centre not at the periphery. I want to bring to your attention standing order number 79 which says if two or more members request to speak at the same time the member called upon by the speaker shall be entitled to speak. Hon. Chepsongol proceed.
Incorporation of Community Health Volunteers in Health Units

Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Mr Speaker, so maybe we shall not be applying then if the Standing Orders directs that way. 
I rise to seek clarification on the same issue but I might differ on what Hon member of Tirioko on what the CEC has requested on the issue of CHVs. It was a request and maybe because of the wage bill the CEC was seeing that it is better for us as the MCAs to chip in on the same. My clarification is on the issue of the allowance, I remember that during our tenure as the MCAs we had the same problem which Hon. Member of Kisanana has raised that there are some people who volunteered themselves to serve and assist the community and they were paid by HSSF. Every health facility was given some amount from the department and it was sponsored by DANIDA. What the Hon member of Kisanana was raising is that the beneficiaries did not get the money from last year. I want to seek clarification.

(Loud Consultations)

I don’t want any point of information, I want to finish. I want to seek clarification from the Chair, even if we can give the money to the department will the CHVs get the 2000. Will this really help these people compared to the work that they are doing Mr. Speaker. I want to seek clarification whether the CEC finds that the 2000 will be enough then according to me or other members this one cannot be enough. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you for your observation ...

Hon. Chepsongol: Thirdly as I sit down. We have been told that MCAs are to apportion some amount from the Ward fund and I remember, maybe these members will clarify some issues. I was from Ward yesterday and the County sent some officers for the public participation and they were saying we have come here to tell you what the Governor is saying. So we don’t know where we are going to get the money because the officers were saying we want to follow the manifesto of the Governor. What about us and we promised the community, where are we heading to? Even if we say we want to apportion some amount from the ward fund where are we going to get the money and yet these officers are saying we have been sent by the Governor. There is something wrong, I think we are going to discuss further.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I believe about the public participation let us not go in to that as at now but let us move on with the statement as it is. Those ones we can be able to ask during the Kamukunji and so on. Hon. Cheboiwo.

Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr Speaker sir. I realized some members want to divert the question. Hon. Chepsongol is bringing in the issue of subordinate staff. I was asking a question on CHV, those people who were trained by NGOs to support the community on health issues.

Secondly the issue of the CEC saying that I request the Assembly to apportion some amount, we are the owners of the budget, they just propose the budget, we table in this House, we commit to the budget committee, they analyse it and since the health committee we indicate that there are  proposal for some allowances for those people then he is requesting us but the budget committee to consider when they will table in this House we are aware that they are requesting for such funds then we will also endorse it. We are the owners and they are asking in good faith. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I believe you can see the importance of the information. He has clarified and that point put to rest. Maybe the Chairperson for that department should respond. Hon. Birchogo.

Hon. Birchogo: Actually I am not responding I am just standing to remind Hon. Cheboiwo that next time he should not ask question and he is a member of health committee. He should be helping us. Thank you

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Ok, So members take note of that. You are not supposed to ask a question if you are a member a committee concerned.  We will allow Hon. Cheboiwo to do that this time but next time that mistake should not be repeated.
Status of ECD construction, Funds Allocation in the County

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Members I believe we should be moving straight to the statements by Hon. Richard Rono MCA Barwessa Ward to read the statement. Is he in? Someone is there on his behalf. Hon. Saphina Chelagat.
Hon. Saphina: Mr Speaker I rise to read a statement on behalf of the member of Barwessa Ward Hon. Richard Rono who is also my MCA, he is seeking a statement from the Chairperson Education, Vocational Training and ICT on the following matters of concern;

i. If he is aware that budgets were allocated for construction of ECD classrooms from 2013-14 financial year to 2016-17 financial year?

ii. If he is further aware that some classrooms are not done yet while others are complete?

iii. Can the Chairperson furnish the Assembly with the list of incomplete and the completed ECD classes in the County

iv. What is the County Government doing to ensure that all ECD projects are completed in time?

 Thank you

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Ok thank you Hon. Saphina I believe we have members of that committee are here and I had mentioned that I am the Chair of that Committee and so the Vice Chair can respond to it… or if there is any member of the committee… yes Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang.
Hon. Elizabeth: Thank you Mr. Speaker, as the Hon. Member seeks this statement… Mr. Speaker I think during the time you were issuing a message you said you have questionnaires that are going to issue to all the MCAs from the 30 Wards and this is going to help the department to give us at least the number of incomplete and complete projects. At the same time Mr. Speaker we are going to go round various Wards for fact finding of the projects, last week Mr. Speaker we were in Kabarnet Ward and also visited Kapropita Ward and with the availability of time we are going to go to the remaining Wards and we are going to give you a report that will satisfy this House so give us time.

Mr. Speaker we are also going to release the questionnaires so that each one of you will have one and when you go to your respective Wards you going to give us a report because we have to agree that the County is actually diverse and it might take us some time before we reach all the Wards…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Ok what is your point of order Hon. Chepsongol

Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker I think we are in a learning process, but even in those learning stages we need to remind ourselves on some issues. Mr. Speaker is it in order for the member to anticipate a report which has not been tabled in the House and yet you had directed asking to know when the committee is going to bring the response. Mr. Speaker as we wait we want to know when will they bring the response.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Yes the member is not in order but as a committee we will write the letter to the CEC… Ok what is the point of Order Hon. Kibet

Hon. Kibet: Thank you Mr. Speaker, is it in order for the speaker to respond to the statement like a committee member?

(Laughter)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Ok, it is not in order, point corrected… what is your point of Order Hon. Saphina

Hon. Saphina: Mr. Speaker I had a point of order which I thought Hon. Kibet was going to point it out, but now Hon. Kibet is trying to correct the Chair of the plenary which is not in order, Mr. Speaker I think the point of order that the Hon. Member could have correctly brought was to point out from the Chair here to be specific and give us the time when the committee will bring the response because of essence is time at this point, so the point of order should be directed to you so that you correct the Chair responding for the committee not him to correct the Chair of the plenary.
(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Yes Hon. Limo.
Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Yes Mr. Speaker it is true that Hon. Saphina pointed out a very correct point but I was asking the Chair who is sited back there if for sure what she has said is true and that if it is true then how long will he take them to complete the 30 Wards because for the past one month the committee have just rotated around Kabarnet and Kapropita

(Laughter)

When will you go to North Baringo, Ravine and when will you go to Baringo South and possibly to Tiaty.

Mr. Speaker are you aware that these are some of the questions which as raised and we were expecting you to expedite the process and ensure that we get to know…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I will not allow more debates, I direct that the Chairperson of that committee to give us the time when she will give us the response

Hon. Elizabeth: Thank you Mr. Speaker we will give the response after the next week when we will be back from the games activities

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Which date 

Hon. Elizabeth: On 23rd Nov. 2017 we will bring the answer to the question to the House.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Bring the answer on 6th Dec. 2017. That is the direction, Hon. Members I believe we have settled the issue of that question that the response be brought to the House on 6th Dec. 2017 at 2:30Pm. 
(Statement Deferred)

Death of a Six Year Old Pupil who Drowned in an Open Septic Tank

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I want us now to move to the next statement, Hon. Ng’otie MCA Ravine Ward to read the question. 

Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, before I seek for this statement I would like to seek for your guidance because I can’t see the Leader of Majority…

(Hon. Chepsongol points out)

I don’t understand sign language Mr. Speaker sir so kindly can you give the chief whip to give explanations of what he is indicating kindly. 
(Laughter)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Ok Hon. Chief Whip answer your questions that are directed to you

Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker the leadership is there, there is no vacuum let him proceed and he will get what he is seeking.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I believe you have been answered, there is no leadership vacuum, the members who are there can give response to what you need proceed.

Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I wanted to ask that question purposely because we are expecting the answer next week or any soon and let him not tell this House that you know that day the majority was not there, I know proceed; this is a statement number 012/2017 sought by myself seeking a statement from the Leader of Majority party on the following matters of concern;

i. If he is aware that a six year old pupil of Shimoni primary school lost his life when he slipped through an uncovered manhole and drowned in a septic tank constructed near their estate by the County Government?

ii. Which company was awarded the contract to construct the said septic tank?

iii. Had the said facility been certified, complete and handed over to the County Government at the time of the incident or not?

iv. What plans has the County Government put in place to ensure the bereaved family is compensated for the loss of their loved one due to the causative negligence on the part of the County Government to avoid expensive litigation that may arise there from?

And to add on that Mr. Speaker let them also include the cost of the said facility. Thank you Mr. Speaker sir.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Ok, the Leader of Majority is not in but I will urge the Majority Chief Whip to respond and give us the time to which they are going to give the response 

Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker this one will be the quickest statement to be provided to this House. As I stand on behalf of the Government and the question has been directed to me as the representative of the Majority Leader. This answer will be brought to this honorable House on 24th of this month and Mr. Speaker immediately after the rise of this Assembly I will make sure that this question…

Mr. Speaker I think you will advise us on the dates because I don’t have the calendar here…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay.
Hon. Chepsongol: …But my wish Mr. Speaker because of the inter-counties games then I think by 6th  December the answer will be availed but before that, I will make sure  that the department has done their work before that day so that we safe other people Mr. Speaker thank you .

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Majority whip.  I want to believe that the point of information was on what he has already corrected. So we expect the answer maybe we give you on 5th December on Tuesday at 2:30PM. You said you can even get the answer tomorrow so on 29th November that’s on Tuesday at 2:30PM, .. 

(Hon Chepsongol loudly Consults)

Wednesday sorry.

What is your point of information Hon. Saphina?

Hon. Saphina: Mr. Speaker there is a similar case which happened last year in Barwessa and I was also requesting if you may allow it becomes a supplementary question so that it comes together because it is similar.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay so the Hon. Chief Whip Hon. Chepsongol you also give an answer to what Hon. Saphina has put forward because they are things which have affected our people and I believe that is within your…you can be able to  do that okay.

Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Mr. Speaker even the Majority Leader has come and I have already briefed him on the same and on the issue of Barwessa I think we shall come up with the same on that day and I promise that even if we get the answer before Thursday then it is well and good and you can allow us to proceed but we are going to make sure that things have been done on those areas thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay so you bring it on 29th November but if you can get the answer by Thursday then it will be fine and you can table it. Next statements and till by Hon. Julius Ngotie the MCA for Barwessa…Eldama Ravine ward sorry.

(Laughter)
(Statement Deferred)
Hon. Ngotie: Mr. Speaker sir before I continue kindly correct so that it is in record that I am not the MCA from Barwessa Ward.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  That has been corrected.

Hon. Ngotie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): And also somebody mentioned Hon. Richard Aengwo as the MCA for Barwessa. That is also wrong and it should be Hon. Richard Rono MCA for Barwessa Ward, proceed Hon. Ngotie. 
Frequent Water Shortage in KCC Estate- Eldama Ravine

Hon. Ngotie: Thank you, now this is statement No. 013 of 2017 by me seeking a statement from Chairperson Water and Irrigation Committee on the following matters of concern. If he is aware that residents of KCC estate in Eldama Ravine town started experiencing water shortages ever since Eldama Ravine Water and Sewerage Company (EREWASCO) introduced water kiosk concept as opposed to the direct water supply to their homes?

 If he is further aware that the residents of the said estate are still paying a flat rate water supply fee of Kshs 500 despite the frequent water shortages or interruptions caused by the water kiosk concept?

What measures has the County Government, department of Water and Irrigation put in place to ensure that residents of the said estate get uninterrupted water supply of piped water as they used to previously enjoyed since the water supply pipeline to their estate was installed using CDF funds upon their own request and unaffected by the water kiosk business? Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Okay Chairperson Water and Irrigation commit yourself as when you can bring the answer. If he is not there then the Vice Chair can do that. I am seeing Hon. Kandie.

Hon. Kandie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I think our Chairman is not around and also the vice Chair but we shall seek the statement from the CEC on water and we shall bring it on 6th December.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  6th? 

Hon. Kandie: With the answer that is 6th of December after the games.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I believe we have committed that time to two other statements maybe you can bring it on 30th November.

Hon. Kandie: Thank you Mr. Speaker.
(Statement Deferred)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  That is Thursday. Okay so I believe we have completed the statements and the Hon. Majority Leader I believe you can communicate with some of the Chairmen and their Vice because they are not here. The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Okay well said so I believe…Okay Hon. Ngotie contribution.

Hon. Ngotie: Just maybe your guidance Mr. Speaker sir, aware that we are going for sports from 19th to …is it 26th? What plans do you have to compensate on those days meant for business of the plenary because there are a lot of things that will not have settled? Is it possible maybe we compensate by pushing forward the adjournment as per the calendar or something like that? I don’t know we need your guidance. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Okay what we will do is that we will have the House Business Committee and we will commit that to the said committee to deliberate so that they will be able to give us the way forward. So that is that.
