Stalled and Incomplete Projects

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): This is not a new question by Hon. Ameja Selemoi MCA Churo Amaya ward to the Majority Leader. Do we have an answer?
(Loud Consultations)

Hon. Leparsalach (Deputy Leader of Majority): Madam Speaker, I beg to be given more time to bring an answer to that question from Hon. Selemoi. Maybe after next week sports event.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Point of concern by Hon. Lotela.
Hon. Lotela: Madam Speaker I am not used to this but I am saying for the first time Madam Speaker I need your direction on this kind of statement because this does not fall under the jurisdiction mandate of the Majority Leader but to Budget and Appropriations Committee because they are the ones who do the budget. The Majority Leader only links the Government business but this one is falls under inter sectoral issues.
Anything to do with projects is not for the Majority Leader.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Yes Whip.
Hon. Chepsongol (Majority Whip):  Madam Speaker when you look at question (c) towards the last line it is asking the Majority Leader to give exact dates for completion and current status of projects and for me this can be directed to Committee on Implementation because they can go to the site and bring a comprehensive report pertaining the question. Thank you.
(Loud Consultations)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Elizabeth. Order Member for Barwessa!
Hon. Elizabeth: Thank you Madam Speaker for giving me this opportunity to air my views. I see this question need to go to inter sectoral committee then they bring to the Implementation Committee for a comprehensive report. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Member for Barwessa Ward Hon. Rono.
Hon. Rono: Thank you Madam Speaker, I believe this is the work of House Business Committee in which Hon. Lotela and the Whip sits, they should have sorted this matter earlier than to bring their correction here. If they do not know their mandate, we can harmonize the whole thing.
(Applause)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Point of order Hon. Chepsongol?
Hon. Chepsongol (Majority Whip): Is it in order for the Hon. Member to blame Members such as the Whip saying this matter should have been sorted out yet Hon. Selemoi is a new Member to this House? He has a right to ask questions pertaining his issues Madam Speaker, he is in order?
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Point of order Hon. Rono.
Hon. Rono: Madam Speaker it seems like the Majority Whip has not understood my question, because Hon. Selemoi is right to ask the question but who is to answer? Our whip must be guided he did not understand my question. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): You have cleared yourself Hon. Rono. Hon. Cheboiwo. 
Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Madam Speaker this question could have been directed to Finance Committee because it is an over sighting committee to the budget and issues of money allocation. Madam Speaker, I see the same question being answered through the ADP because in every Ward, finance and economic planning, the  treasury section provide a list showing the status of projects implementation from 2014 to current. I believe every Member who has attended ADP in his Ward has a copy showing all projects which were allocated funds from 2013.

I advise that the questions be directed to the Finance Committee because it is over sighting to the Finance Department. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina):  Okay Members this question is not new and when you look at it critically, it cuts across some sectoral committee including Implementation, Budget and Appropriations and Finance is also there. However the Leader of Majority is the Leader of Government business, so you are not off the hook yet. Leader of Majority you are taking too long; you should state when you will bring a comprehensive report. 
Hon. Leparsalaach (Deputy Majority Leader) Madam Speaker I agree with you that we have taken long to answer but one reason is that the question is lengthy and cuts across all sectors and it became difficult for us to get answers…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina):  Point of order! Yes…

Hon. Lotela: Madam Speaker I do not know what culture is developing in this House. Is it in order for a senior government member of the Assembly to be a watchdog in this House? The issue of projects is an oversight role and a report must be from a department which has gone to the ground. It is wrong for the Majority Leader to accept to take other departments’ burden; that is  double standard Madam Speaker.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina):  Hon. Members your concerns have been taken but remember that this question had been ruled before that the Majority Leader should bring the statement. The Majority Leader can work with the relevant committee that is Implementation and Budget and Appropriations committees’ respectively.

Lack of Exhausters in Eldama Ravine Town

Statement 006 of 2017 by Julius Ng’otie MCA Eldama Ravine Ward to Chairperson health.
Hon. Rono: Thank you Madam Speaker first I would like to bring greetings from the people of Barwessa Ward. I was there on a public participation yesterday. Secondly…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina):  Point of order Chief Whip?
Hon. Chepsongol (Chief Whip): Madam Speaker is it in order for the Member for Barwessa to bring to us greetings from his people? If we allow all Members to bring greetings, business of this House will stand still Madam Speaker. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina):  Point of order Hon. Purity Tallam allowed.
Hon. Purity:  Thank you Madam Speaker I am giving point of order to our Hon. Chief Whip it is in order for Hon. Member to give greetings.
(Loud Consultations)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Order Member you cannot rule because you are not the Chair.
(Laughter)
Hon. Rono do you need information from the Minority Leader?

Hon. Rono: Yes.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Go ahead Minority Leader.
Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Thank you Madam Speaker. Hon. Rono was proceeding in responding to the question after giving us greetings from his people Madam Speaker. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): It is not bad to get greetings from our member of community of Baringo, receive warm greeting from Hon. Rono, go ahead.

Hon. Rono: Thank you Madam Speaker and the Minority for protecting me. The answer is;
Yes I am aware that there is no exhauster in Eldama Ravine town as none has been purchased since the County Government came to existence. The town heavily relies on the one in Kabarnet town for exhausting services in Eldama Ravine and other towns that require such services in the County. It is the concern of the Town Administrator together with the liaison with the public health department to ensure timely exhaustion of septic tanks whenever it is reported to them by the inspection team or the public to arrange for them exhaustion services.
Also I am aware that some residents in Eldama Ravine town when they fail to get support from the new exhauster in Kabarnet town as expected are sometimes forced by circumstances to seek similar services from individual private hired services business vendors in Nakuru town at an exorbitant cost  than that of the County. 
The town administrator has been instructed to hold an urgent public sensitization meeting in Eldama Ravine town to inform the residents the cost effective services of the exhausters in Kabarnet town. 
Yes I am also aware of an alleged existence of septic tanks in Bondeni, Kisarget and kapdening residents that are full of wastes matter forcing an imminent outbreak of diarrheal diseases like cholera. Consequently, I have dispatched public health officers in collaboration with the town administrator to the site to carry out inspection of the septic tanks and come up with a concrete report that would enable us to take actions against the concerned owners of premises for a clean environment devoid of any form of nuisance brought by public sewers.

The most immediate short term action that we have applied is the regular inspection of waste generation and disposal point in Eldama Ravine town by the public health teams in conjunction with the town administration. Further, we agreed with the Magistrate Eldama Ravine Law Court and Kabarnet Land and Environmental Tribunal Court to expediously and with a ruthless arm of the law to deal with any environment case brought it firmly. 

However, for a long term remedy, the town administrator has budgeted Kshs. 9 million to procure an exhauster for Eldama Ravine town in the FY 2017/2018 which is an ongoing process. This will not only solve the waste exhaustion problem in the town but will also act as a revenue source for the County Government. in addition to improving environmental sanitation and hygiene in Eldama Ravine town and neighborhood. Thank you. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Ng’otie.
Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Madam Speaker. This is the most absurd report that I have heard in this House. It has a lot of contradictions and tells us that the work of the Ward Administrator with liaison to Health department to ensure timely exhaustion of septic tanks wherever it is reported. At the same time, they are reporting that they are working together with the Magistrate to ruthlessly punish the landlords with overflowing septic tanks. 

This answer made me think that maybe we should have a motion of the People’s Assembly so that we can deal with such cases from the public. It is entailed in the report that we need to sensitize our people to know that we have an exhauster inn Kabarnet and yet it also states that people go for the private exhauster when they fail to access the one in Kabarnet. This report is not correct and the only thing that makes me think that they have here is the Kshs. 9 million. Otherwise the report is bad. Why should they ruthlessly plan to punish people yet this is the work of the County Government.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Ng’otie, if a report is given, you should seek for further clarification. What are your points of clarifications that the Chair should look into or you are rubbishing the whole report? 

Hon. Ng’otie: Madam Speaker, I am not rubbishing the whole report. Am just concerned about the ruthless punishment to the landlords. Let them expound on that part. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Chair.
Hon. Rono: Thank you Madam Speaker.  Hon. Ng’otie may misquote the whole answer but the issue is that some landlords may not report that their septic tanks are full up to the level that it becomes a nuisance to the public until it is reported. That is why they need to work with the courts to compel them.    

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): I want to hear from the Mayors of the town…

Hon. Ng’otie: I am one of the Mayors…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Order Ng’otie! I want to hear from Hon. Ernest Kibet, Hon. Lemlem, Hon. Jacob, and Hon. Tuwit 

(Loud Consultations)
Go ahead Member

Hon. Kibet: Thank you.  I appreciate my little children for joining us today. They have been pressurizing me that they want to be in this Assembly. 

(Applause)

That is Chelsea and Chester. And they are the only one’s in the public gallery. I appreciate them.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Members, can you appreciate the children of Hon. Ernest

(Applause)

Thank you and welcome. 

Hon. Kibet: Madam Speaker, I have read the answer to this statement and I concur with Hon. Ng’otie that the answer is not sufficient because it has not addressed the key issues. Why do we rely on Nakuru? What makes the landlords not to exhaust? In our case in Kabarnet, we don’t have disposal sites and that is the role of the County Government. We are forced to take the waste to Eldoret and use private septic tanks for a fee of Kshs. 5,000. That is an unfair practice for our business people. Am very perturbed and I don’t agree with the aspect of colluding with the Magistrate to freeze our business people. That is corruption. 

Unless the CEC is telling us that…we pay for public health and it is their role to inspect and we enjoy the services. There has to be a consultation as you rule because the Mayors have a lot of information concerning this issue. The exhauster in Kabarnet cannot serve the two towns.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina):  Hon. Kibet, it’s not a debate.
Hon. Kibet:  We have many clarifications to seek and our landlords should not be at the receiving end in matters of waste disposal. We seek for clarification on the nearest disposal because a town like Ravine cannot depend on Nakuru. Is there an existing lagoon in Ravine, Kabarnet and Marigat?     
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina):  Make it brief quote and quote Mayor. Hon. Lemlem on behalf of Marigat people and remember it’s not a debate

Hon. Lemlem: Thank for the opportunity Madam Speaker. As we speak, Marigat has a population of about 25,000 people and it is growing. It has no exhauster, dumpsite, and lagoon and after my election, I met one of the longest serving businessmen and he explained to me the agony they go through when it comes to exhaustion. They spend up to Kshs. 20,000 and bring to Kabarnet and I understand that it doesn’t take it anymore.   This is an issue that the House needs to look into because it is a revenue generator. 

Madam Speaker, during the last Assembly, Marigat was elevated to a town but it is yet to get the full funding and the drainage is pathetic. Last week, there were issues with the Matatu Association which…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina):  Hon. Member, wrap up because it is not a debate

Hon. Lemlem: Madam Speaker, I am trying to paint a picture of the town that generates the highest revenue in this County and how it looks like. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): You’ve been heard Member. I can’t see Hon. Charles Kosgei. Hon. Kibarar do you want to step…Hon. Chepsongol be ready

Hon. Kibarar: Thank you Madam Speaker. I join the Members in saying that our major towns in the County are in pathetic condition in terms of dumpsite. We have one in Mogotio but it will soon be filled up because the land is too small and there is no exhauster. This County should take up the matter and assign exhausters for each town. The situation in Mogotio is a replica of other towns. The answer given is not satisfactory and the County should take note of it. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Can we hear about Kabartonjo town? Hon. Chepsongol on behalf of Hon. Kipchew.
Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Madam Speaker.  Kabartonjo town does not have an exhauster and I wish that one can be provided just like Eldama Ravine where the CEC stated that they will procure one. I seek a clarification from the Chair if there is any money collected after exhaustion or is it a free service? 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Minority Leader, do we have the same problem in Chemolingot? 

Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Thank you Madam Speaker. I am speaking on behalf of Hon. Tuwit, Hon. Mailuk and Hon. Makal who has not been keen on this matter because he has been browsing on his phone during the discussion

(Laughter)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Makal, can you confirm or deny the allegation?

Hon. Makal: Point of order Madam Speaker. Its one person at a time to speak and my time isn’t up. I was deliberating on an important issue.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Are you confirming the allegations?

Hon. Makal: No. He should withdraw. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Minority Leader, do you have evidence that you can table? 

Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Madam Speaker, the Hon. Member is not sincere to himself and to the House because he has been on the phone. If you pick his phone, it is either on Whatsapp or Facebook...  

(Laughter)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Order M
inority Leader! Those are very serious allegations. He can’t be doing that in here because he is representing the people of Kolowa … 

Hon. Makal: Madam Speaker, he may be right because there is an issue disturbing me and I am conversing with my Member of Parliament Hon. Kamket on the issue of road from Barpello to Kolowa. He thought I was on Whatsapp but…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Are you confirming or denying? I believe you were trying to keep your phone somewhere there …
Hon. Makal: He saw me writing a text message but I was not  on whatsapp…

(Loud Consultations)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Order Member! Hon. Tochim.
Hon. Tochim: Madam Speaker, it is now clear that the MCA for Kolowa was texting in the House. Is it in order to text in the House because he has just confirmed texting Hon. Kamket? I want to know if it is in order and if we are allowed as Hon. Members to be texting on phone and on whatsapp because he has just confirmed to the House that he was texting Hon. Kamket. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Yes Hon. Kibet. 

Hon. Kibet: Thank you Madam Speaker. I think we are really dealing with side shows and I want to be very clear that we are allowed to converse in low tones, so long as we are not destructing; I mean you should not be openly texting.  Madam Speaker I think it is allowed because as we sit in this House we are supposed to be receiving information from our electorates.  I imagine Hon. Solomon he cannot even switch off his phone because he comes from insecurity prone area. The Hon. Minority Leader is out of order for being like an FBI or eavesdropping others. Madam Speaker you should rule that the Minority Leader….

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Okay you have been heard Hon. Member. Let us resume to the Minority Leader to tell us about Chemolingot.

Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Thank you Madam Speaker. I think Hon. Solomon has now cleared the air and I am happy that he is also conversing or talking with the Parliamentary Member of Tiaty Constituency on the issue of road which is really becoming a problem in that area.

Madam Speaker, I am speaking on behalf of Hon. Tuwit and Hon. Akeno.  Currently, in Tiaty we have two major towns,  one of them is Chemolingot which is a big town that also need an exhauster.  Tangulbei is also another one. 

And Madam Speaker if I am not wrong Kolowa is really growing and it also needs an exhauster. In this case, I just read somewhere from this report where it was saying the immediate short term action that has been applied is the regular inspection of waste generating and exposing points in Eldama Ravine town.

Is the Chairperson aware that also other centers need the same intervention of public health team to do the regular inspection so that they can also advise the ministry on the need of exhauster and garbage disposal mechanism? Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Alright Members I just needed to hear about various towns. Now Chair what is your take,  having gotten all the information from various towns.

Hon. Rono: Thank you Madam Speaker. I think that is a point of concern having heard from our representatives from our major towns. I think it is time now we have time to consult with the town leadership and maybe our public health department so that we come up with a better solution than acquiring the exhausters.

Madam Speaker, our County needs more than an exhauster, like in Eldama Ravine being a major town we need to consider sewage system not an exhauster. At the same time in our town here in Kabarnet.  I was conversing the other day with our Hon. Member of Kabarnet about the placement of the sewage system of this town. We realized that the place suggested to be our point of sewage treatment plant, to us looks like it is a misplaced place because in fact it might not even receive the sewage system of Kabarnet alone. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Chair you are actually rejecting that report.

Hon. Rono: I am not rejecting it Madam but I am improving it.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): No, you cannot improve the report you are just admitting that the report is not comprehensive.

Hon. Rono: Thank you Madam Speaker.  I need to consult with the town mayor …
(Hon. Makal loudly consults)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): So do you need information Hon. Rono? Information from Hon. Makal.

Hon. Makal: Thank you Madam Speaker.  My point of information to this question is that rather than Members debating or talking about sideshows we need to face a reality that we have a problem in this County; we don’t have enough exhausters.

Madam Speaker, my point of information to my Chairman is that he issues requests to this House if he could be smart of which he is smart, sorry for that. We could have equalization fund which is coming so that we can purchase this machines. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Okay. You have been heard Hon. Member. Hon. Rono Chair Health Services you don’t need to say anything I am just ruling, that you bring a comprehensive report on 28th November it will be on a Tuesday and you take in to consideration the problems of  all the other towns in Baringo County not only Eldama Ravine.

Hon. Julius Ngotie I think you should come up with a motion on the same. Before we go to the new questions that are lined up.  The Majority Leader in respect to the first question also come with a comprehensive report on 28th November Tuesday. Question by Hon. Lotela, this is a new question. Statement number 014/2017.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): My question Hon. Ngotie is that are you doing a report or are you giving the House implementation status of the projects for the past five years up to now; that is from 2013.

Hon. Ngotie: Madam Speaker that is what I was telling you that we have started perusing on all those motions which were passed and not implemented and all other things that were passed in this House and were not implemented so we are following up. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): That could be a different question all together implementation status is like the question which is being handled by the Majority Leader. The first question could actually be handled by you. 

I am not ruling that it should get off the hands of the Majority Leader but try to see how you can work together so that you come up with a comprehensive report that is the committees on implementation give us a status report on implementation of projects on various sectors. 

Hon. Ngotie: I am going to liaise with the Majority Leader and we shall give the report.

Hon. Lemlem: Thank you Madam Speaker. I seek a point of information as a Member of committee on implementation. I want to protect my Chairman, I want to be informed if the committee on implementation looks on issues of projects of implementation or it looks on implementation of motions only. This is because I thought that the implementation committee looks on implementation alone and the implementation of projects falls under the docket of various sector committees. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): It actually deals with the implementation of the resolutions of the House and that doesn’t stop them from giving us the implementation status of various projects.

Hon. Elizabeth: Thank you Madam Speaker. Hon. Ngotie is telling us that these things, what are these things that he is referring to? Are they trees, animals that you want to go and investigate? Can you clarify?

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): You are out of order Hon. Member. Now Members I have ruled that the implementation committee look at those resolutions of the House how far they have been implemented and also nothing stops you from giving implementation status report of the projects. Next order!
MOTION
Employment of more tutors in County Polytechnics

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Cheboiwo.
Hon. Cheboiwo: Thak you Madam Speaker I rise to move the motion that aware that the functions of the National and County Governments have been expressly set out under the fourth schedule on the constitution. Further aware that part two of the fourth schedules of the constitution provides that village polytechnics is a function of the County Government. Acknowledging that most students who fail to secure places in secondary and colleges opted to join such polytechnics in search of knowledge and skills that will be useful to their future. Concerned that the County Government has consistently failed to address issues touching on these polytechnics thus leading to many challenges such as shortage of tutors, lack of training facilities and more others.

Disturbed that should the current conditions of these polytechnics continue deteriorating the hopes of the better future of many youths will be shattered and yet the youth are the future. Now therefore this motion urges the County Government to move with speed and employ an adequate number of tutors in all polytechnics in the County and to equip all these institutions with modern learning and training equipment.

Madam Speaker going by this motion all our youth polytechnics, technical institutes within our County have no tutors. I did a small research by visiting some of them and I realized that most of these facilities are just structures and few trainees. I realized a school like Maji Moto polytechnic there are few students and there is no single Government tutor. I realized Nginyang has just one. The only institutions o training institution in this County polytechnics which are well equipped is Baringo polytechnic in Kabarnet, Kituro, Kabimoi and Mogotio. But we have more than 30 village and youth polytechnics.

This is where we are developing our talent and our skills, I urge this Government to employ some few tutors to every institution so that they will get somebody to mobilize students, trainees as well as to give some courses which can be offered in every institution and equip these youths with skills that can assist the community in development. Right now we are seeing this country are in the mood of secession and learning by the tradition part those people who are plumbers, mechanics, masons are people who are advocating for secession. We are wondering Madam Speaker if they qualify in their secession quest, who will do these jobs. 

In Baringo since this role belonged to the County Government and since the inception of the County Government we have not employed even a single tutor to our polytechnics and yet we are building these institutions every now and then. We want our youth to be self reliant, to register companies, work on developing the nation such as constructing the roads, building the other things. We have nothing that we have set to improve their skills. I am bringing this motion so that the Government knows that we are actually developing the structural part but we don’t have the human resource. Those who are serving in those other polytechnics like Mogotio and Marigat we have realized that most of them are overwhelmed, they are being paid by the schools.

I urge this House to support this motion and fully pass it and the majority leader and the whip to present this motion in persons to the Government so that it can rethink and visit those polytechnics and understand that there is a need somewhere. We need to mobilize these youths not to be idle by playing pool and doing things that are unnecessary that can ruin their lives in future. When you want to take these youths to driving schools, we take them to Nakuru and other areas where services are available and yet we have our own polytechnics which if improved can cater for those things. I request Hon. Purity Tallam to second and I urge all members to support this motion for the betterment of our youth. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Cheboiwo who is seconding the motion? Did you mention?  

Hon. Purity:  Seconded.
(Question Proposed)
Debate is open. Hon. Kibai.
Hon. Kibai: Thank you Madam Speaker I rise to support this motion brought by Hon. Jacob Cheboiwo, it is a good motion. You know that the National Government has initiated to build a technical training institute in every constituency. If we will not, or if the Government will not move with speed and employ tutors and equip the institutions with modern learning ad training equipments these buildings will just be nothing with the modern learning equipments. So I support this motion because our youth need to have these skills. If every constituency has a polytechnic that is well equipped and the tutors are available then our youth will not go far in trying to acquire these skills. They will be available within their reach. I support this motion.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Musa Cheruiyot.
Hon. Cheruiyot: Thank you Madam Speaker I rise to support this motion and we need to embrace the issue of equipping our polytechnics and training more tutors because as a County we need roads, water and we need this human resource. So without training our youth to do these technical jobs and that is why we need to equip and finance our polytechnics. So I support this motion thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina):  Hon. Maria Losile.
Hon. Maria: Thank you Madam Speaker I stand to support this motion that was brought by Hon. Cheboiwo. It is really touching because in every Constituency we have those polytechnics but to us it has become a white elephant. For instance Nginyang youth polytechnic is one of the oldest polytechnic but nothing is going on there. There are no tutors and we only have one manager and no students and every year we allocate money. What is the reason of putting money when there are no students and no tutors? We need to employ the instructors to train these students because our youths are just loitering, wasting time because they don’t see life ahead. So I support the motion that we need to employ more instructors there. Thank you Madam Speaker.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina):  Hon. Cheserem. 

Hon. Cheserem: Thank you Madam Speaker for giving me this opportunity. I think this motion has come on time but there are some things that we need to put in order. Almost every Ward in this County has started constructing a village polytechnic. Through the National Government in every constituency we are supposed to have a technical institute. But they are not complete and the ones which are there which are already having tutors, we are having a problem as a County, our people or our school leavers are not fully informed about these technical polytechnics and the village polytechnics. The village polytechnics are not complete therefore there is need for money to be allocated to complete them and if possible we even reduce the number of the technical institutes because if those ones that have been constructed as a member has confirmed that it is complete with only a manager. So there is something wrong with our people.

We also have a problem in registration which I want to call upon the department of education to work hand in hand with the County Education Board to register some of them, because the posting of the tutors will rely on the time those polytechnics are registered. Without being registered we cannot have the tutors there. We also need the director of civic education to really go into our villages and do a lot of civic education about the importance of these village polytechnics. I think we also need as members also to go down and have forums with our people to sensitize them because at the moment we are importing people who can even repair our vehicles and do plumbing yet we have the people who could be trained in these village polytechnics and technical colleges.

So registration is very important. You know how people are waiting for the white collar jobs. Some of them are even calling us asking if there are jobs at the moment yet they have not been trained.  There is need for them to go and join these colleges. This motion has come on time that we are conducting public participation on the ADP so that we can use those forums to inform our people and allocate money for this. We also have the equalization fund and I think there is need that that money to be allocated for the completion of the village polytechnics and also to employ tutors. Thank you I support this motion.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina):  Hon. Franscisca Cheburet.
Hon. Cheburet: Thank you Madam Speaker, I rise to support this motion that has been moved by Hon. Cheboiwo. I think this is a motion that really touches most of us especially the larger County where most of our youths are not employed. This initiative was started so that it can curb the same. I want to support it because for one, most of our youth who have benefitted from this previously are doing well. They are no longer loitering but instead they are doing good job. I wanted to touch on some point on the tutors. The National Government has a proper structure on the payment of the tutors who are in these institutions. I think the County Government should take the initiative to plan a structure on payment of the tutors that are being sponsored by the County Government because we find that most tutors are being employed but since there is no proper structure most of them will move out to do their own businesses because they get more income on the business than going to tutor in the polytechnics.

I think in our own County we have a problem of progress in the same polytechnics. We have the training in the level of certificate but it has not been planned so that we have a diploma and maybe up to degree level. I happen to have been in Nyeri at some point and I saw a very good structure on the polytechnics where you start a certificate and you know when you do very well you continue to the next college which is still in the same place for a diploma course and then you proceed to a degree. 

To motivate these students or the youths who are joining polytechnics the County should take the initiative of having one that if all will perform in the other polytechnics you will join this for either a diploma course or a degree. The other thing that I wish to say is that when these tutors come to the polytechnics there is no job security but those who have been employed by the National Government have a job security; they their salary increment every year. So I think the County Government should have that structure and include job security so that you know that if you are a tutor in any polytechnic your job is safe. Thank you Madam Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina):  Hon. Bowen.
Hon. Bowen: Thank you very much Hon. Speaker for giving me this chance. I want to congratulate Hon. Cheboiwo for having brought this motion because any country without human resource cannot do any kind of development neither will it improve its economic status. I want to say the problem of techniques come as a result of not involving some experts in that area. 
The County Assembly might have actually seen the need to establish polytechnics in the Wards but they did not go deeply to know if they establish these polytechnics, how they will be able to get the tutors and the students. Experience has shown that whenever a student finishes standard eight or form four he or she does not want to attend a polytechnic which is nearby, they feel that they should go to Eldoret and other areas, that is why you find that some polytechnics are empty though they are properly build, some may have equipment but they may not have students.

Hon. Speaker, it is my recommendation that once we discover that polytechnics are very important by having some masons, electricians, plumbers and vehicle mechanics just like some of our members have alluded to, what we need to do is that we establish grading of our polytechnics so that we know that these one in Kabarnet is doing very well and well equipped then we sensitize our communities to bring the children to such institutions rather than waiting to have develop and have it equipped and yet there are no students.

Let us not claim as Hon. Members that we have build polytechnics but they are empty, let us say what can we do to ensure that students and children who are loitering around the villages are really advised accordingly to take such courses immediately, otherwise I want to advise the County Government to do proper planning because without any plan… if I establish this institution how shall we be able to run it, who will run it and shall we be able to get the students? So that everybody should not say I want to have a polytechnic in our village, if we are to go round we shall find that every Ward has a polytechnic the way you recommended as Hon. Members but it is also wastage of resources that we have facilities that are not put in use.

Hon. Speaker this can still be change from public participation, we should not have buildings that exists where we have used public funds and they are not functioning, otherwise I want to say this is the Hon. House that will recommend things let us have the equipped polytechnics being used and we accept while the students are enrolled and continuing with their studies we can now go to the villages and we look for finances to have village polytechnics equipped for future use, but for the current students who are loitering let us advise them to go to Eldoret, Kituro, Mogotio, Eldama Ravine which are equipped and the institution belongs to the County, Baringo is one don’t wait for your own village polytechnic to be equipped so that you have your own children from that particular Ward, it may not be possible, otherwise I rise to support and I feel that for us to improve the general living standards of our youth we shall solve many problems. Thank you Hon. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Makal.
Hon. Makal:  Thank you Madam Speaker, this is a very good motion and I support it because we need to make the youth busy, Madam Speaker by the fact that the Hon. Members are the ones who own the budget and if they want to equip these facilities then they should factor in some money. The Hon. Members should not be making noise and tell the Governor everything because we are Hon. House which has the control of the budget which in its process it passes this Assembly.

Madam Speaker, I want also to say even in the Ward Development Fund a Hon. Member can put money so that the polytechnic can get some strength. As I support this motion Madam Speaker we need to sensitize the youth to embrace the institutions and join the polytechnics and on the issue of the tutors, this County has a lot of problems and we have to realize that together with the Governor we need to deal with this seriously because we have many ghost workers in this County Government which when we bring in the issue of tutors we shall be having a big wage bill and so we need to identify the ghost workers and put people on the right place so that we can get proper service delivery.

Madam Speaker if this House works with the Governor and make sure that everything is correct for use to realize good services to wananchIi, I support this motion and I request members to factor in money from the Ward Development Fund because at the end of the day you will be given that money and out of that it will be a huge amount which will eat into the general budget allocated to the County.  Madam Speaker,  I support that we adopt the motion and we pass it.

Madam Speaker the previous Assembly had a lot motions, we passed around 52 of them but motions which were implemented were only four so we need to come together and support a motion which is implementable and can be implemented.  I support the motion. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Lemlem.
Hon. Lemlem: Thank you Madam Speaker for this opportunity, I want to congratulate the Hon. Member for Kisanana, this is a timely motion and it will really go a long way in bringing our County up.  Madam Speaker I visited Marigat polytechnic and what I saw there is in line with what the Hon. Member has proposed, I met students learning mechanical engineering or something of that nature and the kind of equipment they were using as they demonstrated was a Chevrolet 1980s model and we have a 2017 model that runs on sensor and everything is fully electrical. I will want to support this motion fully and underline the word equip all these institutions with modern learning and training equipment.

Madam Speaker, the reason why Hon. Losile noted that these polytechnics have no students is because the private polytechnics have modern learning equipment. No parent or anyone with a right mind will take their children to a polytechnic that is learning an outdated technology so I support the motion fully, thank you Madam Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Kibet.
Hon. Kibet: Thank you Madam Speaker, I want to support this motion and I think what is ailing these institutions like the polytechnics… I have tried to see other institutions like the Kenya School of Government (KSG)… what are they doing differently that we are not doing in the polytechnics and I have just discovered that in most of the most successful institutions there is an income generating activity in those institutions, even the prisons department Madam Speaker they have carpentry department and they are selling the products to the public so my suggestion is that for us to realize value of polytechnics, we need to put money there, we need to move to the level of production within the same institution rather than just training people and sending them to the public.

The NYS Madam Speaker are also transiting into production, they are being used to do some work, they have an engineering department, they do even roads, bridges and many things so Madam Speaker those polytechnic in our villages should be strengthen, I want to support that we put funds there as the Hon. Member Hon. Makal said that it is this House that makes the decision, Madam Speaker, it is so disheartening that those we have trained cannot even get a refresher course as Hon. Lemlem  puts it and that they are using Chevrolet.

Madam Speaker lately we have had many big companies who have come to do contracts like we have one in Ainabmoi; they are using modern lories which is operated by just pressing buttons. Madam Speaker and if our young people cannot access these new vehicles… I am feeling like the polytechnics should be equipped with modern lorries so that I can go for refresher course. So that when I go for interviews I may be able to secure that job because I am a driver I just need to shift from manual to the electronic system.  I support this motion by saying that it is an area that can give the youth the employment they are seeking.

We should also accept Madam Speaker that if we introduce that business dimension like the KSG who are doing catering services, hostel facilities and are packaging water and selling and so they have been able to generate income within the institution so they can support their activities. I want to support this motion and say that it is timely and congratulations Hon. Jacob Cheboiwo. It is now us the Hon. Members to do our work and talk of what we can do and if we can provide the budget for this and it will sort most of our problems.  Thank you Madam Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Selemoi.
Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Thank you Hon. Speaker, first of all I want to congratulate the Hon. Member from Kisanana Ward Hon. Jacob Cheboiwo for bringing this motion which is not only timely but very important in the development of career opportunities for our youth and our communities. 

Hon. Speaker like most Speakers before me have alluded, it is very shameful that in our County we have facilities which are constructed… sometimes poorly constructed and then left unattended to or abandoned yet it has consumed tax payers money which would have gone to other facilities or functions.

Hon. Speaker, in the Ward that I represent which is Churo/Amaya Ward, we have a village polytechnic which is virtually ran down, abandoned, neglected and it was constructed in the bush and left unattended like that, and you are aware that vandalism, destruction and the likes has been going on because there were no mitigating measures from whoever made the suggestion to do that.  Immediately after the construction there should have been a program to ensure that the area is fenced, the tutors, instructors and other support staff like watchmen and security are deployed.  So for what purpose will a facility be constructed when there is no underlying or supportive evaluation and monitoring that accompanies the program.

Hon. Speaker,  I am totally in support of this motion that this Hon. House should budget and give funds to the existing facilities and if possible petition the County Executive arm of Government that is the Governor to simply employ tutors, instructors and subordinate staff to these institutions otherwise we will be constructing monuments and buildings that have no value to our tax payers money. Hon. Speaker, supplying electricity in these facilities is very important but such things are really done, things like water and other amenities are also of great demand. 

Hon. Speaker it is true that most of the motions that are passed in this House are never implemented which is a sad precedent. We will want to pursue through the Implementation Committee to ensure that this House is not a House of a talk show, we will not be passing motions or seeking statements and then it goes just like that, this House must have teeth to bite and implement and seek why is the executive arm of the Government is ignoring our motions because a motion like this… why would a CEC ignore to implement something that will make the Governor re-elected because I am sure Hon. Speaker that should the County Government implement this motion as it is as prayed by the Hon. Member of Kisanana.  I am sure the amount of popularity that the Governor will earn from these areas will be monumental.

Hon. Speaker if by any chance there is no equipping of these village polytechnics, I will not allow the building to be dilapidated, destroyed and lie idle in my Ward, in fact I have written to the CEC in charge of these polytechnics that should they hesitate not to make use of these village polytechnics I will turn them to ECD centres or primary school, because why will a building which costs a lot of money meant for my Ward be lying idle! It should do something even being a chief’s office of my own office as they sort themselves out.

Hon. Speaker I am aware that equipments were bought in the last County Government but the equipments are lying idle in stores when it should have been varied to these polytechnics and then the worst thing Hon. Speaker is that most of the curriculum for village polytechnics and polytechnics at large are so obsolete so archaic it has never been ratified and amended in line with technologies that we currently enjoy they are still in the British way of doing masonry. Hon. Speaker I think the curriculum for these village polytechnics should be ratified to suit the current needs of techno serving people or the population that we have. 

Finally Hon. Speaker the general knowledge that when you are admitted to a polytechnic you are the most dander in that community, this mentality Hon. Members should be done away with.  Village polytechnics offer the best courses that enrich our society for example if the water pipe in your House is broken or electrical appliances get broken, who meant them? Those who do that are the products of these village polytechnics as opposed to the attitude that most of the students that go there are the ones that have failed to be admitted. We should encourage them especially Hon. Speaker,  in Tiaty Constituency where LAPSET project is expected to pass through there or even elsewhere, we anticipate many workmanship or artisan to be required in that project and as it is now…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Selemoi…

Hon. Selemoi: Thank you I am winding up

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): You should be winding up.

Hon. Selemoi: I seek to end by supporting the Motion. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): There was a point of order.

Hon. Cheserem: Madam Speaker I am standing on a point of order, reading the mood of the House it is like all Members are in agreement and I want to be guided whether it is wise for the mover to respond and let us pass it as it is.  Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Okay do we have…I will call the mover to reply but do we have one lady? I just want to give one lady if there is one who is ready. Hon. Eunice Kakerel. The mover of the Motion should be ready to reply.

Hon. Kakerel: Mhe. Spika Nimesimama kuunga mkono hoja ya Mhe. Cheboiwo. Kusema ukweli vijana wetu wamesoroteka, vijana wetu wamezunguka wakicheza pool na mambo kadha kwa sababu hawana kazi yeyote. Kwa hivyo kulingana na funzo hili, tukienda kuimarisha ninaona ya kwamba vijana wetu watakuwa na kazi ya kufanya na sisi wengine ambao hatutaki watoto wapotee hivyo kwa kuenda kukunywa pombe kwa sababu hawana kazi yeyote, mimi naona kwamba hii shule ya kiufundi itawasaidia sana.

Kulingana na maeneo kama kwetu Tiaty,  tumeona ya kwamba watoto wengi wanaacha shule kwa darasa la nane na kidato cha pili. Wengi wanaacha masomo yao kabla hawajamaliza mafunzo yao na unaona ya kwamba wale ambao hawajamaliza shule ndiyo wanaharibika zaidi kuliko wale hawajaenda shule. Tukipewa nafasi ya kutoa mafunzo kuwa shule ya ufundi ni bora basi tungetaka kuona kuwa kulingana wale wamesema tuweke shule ya kiufundi katika kila kijiji haitawezekana. Inafaa katika kila kijiji tuweke pesa ya kutoa mafunzo hawa vijana kwamba bado kuna nafasi ya kuimarisha maisha ukiende kusomea katika shule ya kiufundi.

 Mimi nimetembea katika vijiji mbali mbali kule nyumbani nanikaona vijana wa sasa wenye hawajaenda hata shule wanafungua piki piki na simu na kuitengeneza wenyewe na hawana mafunzo kuhusiana na kazi hiyo. Hata mimi nilishangaaa walipata wapi ujuzi kiasi hiyo ya kufungua na kutengeneza ilhali hawajui hata kusoma.  Sasa mimi ninahunga mkono hili hoja nikisema kwamba tutapata watoto ambao wataendesha magari, watatengeneza hata piki piki na hata kurekebisha vyombo mbali mbali ambayo hata sisi tumeshindwa kupata fundi wanao husiana na kazi hiyo.

Ninasema ya kwamba ninaunga hii hoja ya Mhe. Cheboiwo na Kusema kuwa hawa vijana watang’amua kwa maisha yao kwamba ni watu wa maana sana. Kitu nyingine ambayo ilisemwa na Mhe….Anaitwa nani huyo Mhe?

(Loud Consultations)

Mhe. Bowen, hawa watoto wetu tukiwapeleka katika chuo iliyo karibu zaidi wanaona nikama kwamba si ya kufana sana kama vile Chuo Kikuu ilifunguliwa Kabarnet, kuna mwanafunzi mmoja alipata nafasi katika hilo chuo alafu mpamngo ya kuchangisha karo za chuo ikatangazwa na wazazi wengine wakaanza kusema heti Kabarnet ni Chuo Kikuu kweli? Mwingine akasema mtoto yake hakupata nafasi katika Chuo Kikuu dhabiti maanake hakupita mitihani vyema kwa sababu alipewa nafasi katika Chuo cha Kabarnet. 

Wanafunzi wengine wanapata nafasi katika Chuo Kikuuu cha Nairobi, Kenyatta na Eldoret lakini huyo mwengine alienda hapa Kabarnet. Hawafahamu kuwa bora tumeanzisha chuo hata kama ni hapa karibu nyumbani, maanake shida ni kuwa na chuo hapa nyumbani na wanaotoa mafunzo watatoka Nairobi na hata Eldoret. Ni vile walisema kwamba….

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Mhe. Eunice nakuomba umalize.

Hon. Kakerel: Kwa hivyo ninamalizia kwa kuunga mkono hili hoja ya kwamba tuanze kuboresha vyuo vya ufundi vilivyokuwa vimesimama. Ahsante.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Members if I look at my watch we were supposed to be having tea at 10:30am and it is now 12 noon and I don’t know. Do we still allow more or we give to the mover?

(Loud Consultations)

Okay maybe two minutes only to the Minority Leader and the Deputy Majority Leader. Two minutes only.

Hon. Limo: Thank you Hon. Speaker.  I think what the Members have said is true about these polytechnics and the Motion by Hon. Jacob Cheboiwo is in order and I support this Motion. I think Madam Speaker, there are some gaps after the promulgation of the Constitution (2010) and some of these institutions were placed under the County Governments. 

There were gaps which were not addressed, for example, the tutors who were supposed to handle these institutions are still under the National Government and they have no director within the County. So it is very hard for a Director of Education to maybe command this institution which maybe they say that they are independent body although they are under the institutions within the County. So these are some of the gaps which may be filled later.

 On my observation Madam Speaker is that some of these polytechnics which were constructed along ago don’t have codes and there is no budget that is supposed to handle those institutions. So maybe first those MCAs who are from those areas where the said institutions are stationed should ensure the institutions are registered so that they can have a code that they can be addressed and their resources channeled through it.

Madam Speaker, also I feel like these institutions are not that strong to offer these courses which our youth requires. As you may note, currently is that our youth are saying they are digital and they want to do things which are digital. If you bring issues to do with masonry or plumbing some of them see as if they have been enrolled to courses which are not leading to white collar jobs. I think in this institutions they can still consider courses to do with phone and computer repairing and other courses which is deemed as digital so that it can attract more of our youth from various  places.

 Finally Madam Speaker, so that this issue can be addressed, there should be away to tackle this issue and first according to my proposal is that we have somebody who is in charge of these institutions so that as we proceed further and allocate money to our wards then we will have direction or people to give directives on this matter, so Madam Speaker I support this Motion.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Hon. Deputy Majority Leader strictly two minutes.

Hon. Leparsalaach: Thank you so much Madam Speaker, I also rise to support this Motion and I would like to inform the Members that I am in fact a product of a technical institution. Those old days when we had nine technical schools in Kenya and the technical institutions or those technical schools used to offer technical subjects from form one to form four. 

Madam Speaker skilled labour is very crucial in every growing institution, County or Country. In our County in this case we need to have skilled labour and we will only get it through this middle tertiary colleges like polytechnics and for our students to join those institutions, in fact as of now the word village polytechnic has become a deterring factor for our students to join those institutions because they think a village polytechnic is meant for failures. 

Now Members we need to sensitize our students that if you join a village polytechnic then you are not a fool but a bright student who need to get a skilled labour certificate. In fact I think the Ministry of Education has improved and they are no longer called village polytechnics but Vocational Training Centres so as to remove that perception that village polytechnics are for failures. 

Japan as a Country has grown because of skilled labour. Here in Kenya I will say that the masons that we have in our County are from Nyanza and Western. Here in Baringo County, in fact the last time we went to Eldoret, we found that most of our vehicles are repaired in Eldoret why? It is because we don’t have trained mechanics or we have and they are very few.  So we really need to encourage our student to join polytechnics to acquire skills and tap the economy of our County.

My Suggestion Madam Speaker is that, if it is possible we can have 6 major polytechnics in our County and this means one major polytechnic in for every Sub County so that we can do budget per Sub County then put money to that polytechnic for easy management. In fact like Marigat there are doing almost everything. Electrical and electronics covers the cyber knowledge so for any students who were to do the cyber and takes electrical and electronic then he or she will get some knowledge on cyber and as we grow definitely we are going to tap all those skills. Otherwise Madam Speaker I support fully and as this House need to implement everything that we deliberate in the House.  Thank you Madam Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Okay the mover of the Motion to reply.

Hon. Cheboiwo: Okay thank you Madam Speaker, may I congratulate the House for supporting this Motion. It was out of my research that I discovered that I have over 50 masonries in my village who take their trainings at Marigat polytechnic and also I have few carpenters who took their training at Nginyang polytechnic and all of them are very rich. The other term,  I talked of polytechnics and I mobilized the youth to join the polytechnics.

 I discovered that we had over 100 of them who registered but during at the beginning of their trainings most of them left and joined Mogotio polytechnic and Emining technical college reasons being that there were no tutors for courses applied by the trainees. Madam Speaker,  for a country to industrialize we need man power and I discovered Madam Speaker that all these trainings need to be available in every locality so that when we need somebody to do masonry work they are available. When we need a carpenter, a hair dresser and mechanics then we can get and also we can transform our youth to be development oriented because they will be self reliant. When you don’t have money you can open a workshop and start doing your work. Madam Speaker is some areas like Mogotio for you to get a coffin you have to go to Nakuru because there are no carpenters who can do the work. 

Madam Speaker I also realized that we are mobilizing Boda boda youth to leave that business because it is so casual and it affects their health but we don’t have an alternative for them. They are willing actually and we can give them bursaries to join tertiary colleges but for instance in Mogotio the polytechnic has over admitted trainees since we have over 200 of them there. 

So Madam Speaker it is good that all those polytechnics which we have constructed in our Sub Counties or Wards, be equiped and employ tutors for various courses and maybe they can offer like three course and the other courses be offered in different polytechnics in other places so that we can make use of these technical institutions. Madam Speaker I move the Motion and urge my fellow Members to adopt it.  Thank you.

 (Question Put and agreed to)

(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Members I want to Congratulate the mover of the Motion Hon. Cheboiwo for bringing the Motion to the House and also congratulate the Members for debating and adopting or passing the Motion.  Now I urge the Chair of Implementation Committee and the Committee Members to take up the resolution of this House and ensure that it is implemented to the fullest. Also the Committee on Education should also work hand in hand with Implementation committee to ensure that Motion is implemented.

 Hon. Members I want to encourage you that for the full implementation of this Motion or function, it requires the participation of all of you. Remember that this is a devolved function so it is upon you to encourage even the youth by even awarding them bursaries so that you can encourage them to go and learn in these institutions.

(Applause)

And also the Committee on Education should come up with a popular good strategy in implementing that so that it is not seen as a very remote institution and when they say village maybe it is discouraging.  So congratulation Members.
