Sergeant-At Arms I direct the bell to be rung for further five minutes.

Theft of Camels in Silale and Loyamorok

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Saphina): Statement 018 of 2107 by Hon. Nelson Lotela MCA Silale ward. Hon. Maria Losile are you reading on behalf of Hon. Lotela?
Hon. Losile: Yes I am reading on behalf of Hon. Lotela. I seek statement from the Chairperson Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries Committee on the following matters of concern;
i. If he is aware that there is a rampant theft of camels and donkeys in Silale and Loyamorok Wards of Tiaty Sub-County?

ii. If he is also aware that there is cladestine inter-county businesses on camels and donkeys taking place covertly in Baringo, Laikipia, Marsabit, Nakuru and West Pokot Counties?

iii. Is the County Government aware that the stolen livestock mentioned in question (i) are transported after being stolen in the cover of darkness?

iv. Does the County Government (Department of Treasury, revenue section) issue permits for animals transported at night?

v. Has the County put in place any measure to bring to an end this trade of camels and donkeys suspected to be proceeds of a syndicate of thieves of such animals?

vi. Is it true that some of the County revenue officers are part of cartels providing safe passage for stolen livestock (particularly camels and donkeys) from Loyamorok and Silale areas of Tiaty Sub- County?

vii. What measures has the County Government put in place to ensure that traders buy these animals in the designated markets and in the day time to avoid massive loss of revenue?

viii. Has the County Government put in place mechanism to ascertain the legality of transportation of camels and donkeys in the said Counties to ensure that they are not proceeds of suspected animal theft syndicates and that revenue have been dully collected for these animals?

Madam Speaker that is the information that we need the Chairperson Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries to give to this House. As we speak, there are 9 camels with their calves that have been recovered between Mogotio and Muserechi and there is a case in Mogotio Police Station. Thank you
