COMMUNICATION FROM THE CHAIR
CRA Ranks Baringo County Assembly No. 3 on Fiscal Responsibility 

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Good afternoon Members, you are well aware that this being Thursday the last session of our sittings before we resume for next week,  you will be told where we will be next week, but I would wish to bring to your attention one occurrence that happened; it must have been two weeks ago.
Our officers went to Nairobi,  they were invited by the Commission on Revenue Allocation and we were heavily represented by our Clerk. We are happy to report that upon assessment of their fiscal responsibility for all the 47 Counties,  Baringo County Assembly was ranked number 3 out of 47.
In the ranking of the County Assemblies adherence to ceilings for the years 2014/2015 to 2016/2017. And of importance is also for you to note what exactly they were looking for, the concept of fiscal responsibility.

The meaning of fiscal responsibility they were looking for is the attitude of general Government or some level of it towards fiscal prudence. This attitude often manifests in sustainable transparent and accountable fiscal framework usually calls for prudence are contained in a fiscal responsibility framework.

So in short, this is a confirmation by the Commission of Revenue Allocation that indeed Baringo County Assembly have been very prudent and responsible and have done what they are supposed to do towards fiscal responsibility.  In simple terms the way we have been using the funds allocated to us by the CRA. I think this should make us feel proud and work hard towards even a better positionnext year. We will tell our staff to move towards number one. It is possible. Next order Clerk.

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Yours is the framing of the question. Where is Hon. Richard Cheserem. He is not him so what you are suggesting Hon. Losile will not get to him. I defer it to next time also. Unless there is someone from that committee who want to say something. Yes Hon Ng’otie.
