Launch of Activism against Gender Based Violence
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Members I will start with a letter from the department of Education, Gender, and Culture, Sports and Social Development inviting the Members of the Baringo County Assembly and it reads;
County lounge of 16 days of activism against gender based violence, at Kabarnet Museum on 30th November 2017 starting at 10:00AM. The 16 days of activism against gender based violence is a global event which begins on 25th November international day for the elimination of violence against women and ends on 10th December that is the International human rights day every year. 
These 16 days are aimed at galvanizing action to end gender based violence in the Country. The global theme for this year’s campaign is from peace in the home to peace in the world. Make education safe for all.
Which has been domesticated to from peace in the home to peace in the County. The campaign will be launched on 30th November 2017 at Kabarnet Museum beginning at 10.00AM. During the launch the department will sensitize the public on gender based violence the purpose of this latter is to invite you to come and join us at the launch of this important campaign aimed at eliminating gender based violence in the County.The letter is signed by Thomas Lenongonop the CEC Education Gender Culture Sports and Social Development.

STATEMENTS

Status of 2013-2017 County Projects

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Members we have a statement that is requested by Hon. Ameja Selemoi; MCA Churo/Amaya Ward directed to the Leader of the Majority Party and I believe these statements will be… where is Hon. Selemoi?
Maybe we need the answer from the Majority Leader. 
Hon. Leparsalach: Thank you so much Mr. Speaker sir. I have a statement regarding the question which was raised by Hon. Selemoi and as I said in the morning, it is a lengthy answer and I believe each and every Member has a copy of it.
The question was whether if the Leader of Majority is aware of the myriad projects that have been undertaken by the Baringo County Government since its inception from 2013/2014, 2014/2015, 2015/2016 and 2016/2017. 
The County Government implemented projects totaling to approximately 1,646 in the last four financial years. Out of this, 1,182 number of projects were completed (representing 72% of the total projects implemented) while 461 (28%) are at various stages of completion. Other 3 projects in two Departments have stalled: Embosos- Ngelecha Road for 2015/16 financial year by the department of Transport &Infrastructure has stalled as a result of insecurity which has affected the areas within the project site and the other 2 are from the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries, Veterinary and Livestock, which include completion of Kapkuikui honey refinery and construction of hay store at Kisanana. A summary of the number of projects implemented by the County Government in the last 4 financial years is as shown.

As Members can see there is a table there starting with Industrialization, Commerce and Tourism, the number of projects completed are 20, the ongoing projects are 19, stalled projects none and the total 39. 
In the department of Education and ICT completed projects were 106, ongoing projects17, stalled projects 0 total projects 123. Sector of Health services completed projects 106, ongoing projects 100, stalled projects 0 total projects 206.
Lands Housing and Urban development, completed projects 30, ongoing 2, stalled projects 0 total projects 32. Department of Agriculture, Fisheries, Veterinary and Livestock completed projects 94, ongoing 31 stalled projects 2 making a total of 127 projects.
Department of Water and Irrigation, completed projects 387, ongoing projects 123, stalled projects 0 total projects 510. Department of Environment and Natural resources, completed projects 32 ongoing 10 stalled projects 0 making a total of 42.
The department of Youth, Gender, Sports and Culture completed projects 15 ongoing projects 26 stalled projects 0 making a total of 41 projects. Transport and infrastructure, completed projects are 348, ongoing projects 123 stalled projects 1 making a total of 427 projects.
The department of Treasury and Economic planning completed projects 37, ongoing projects 0, stalled projects 0 making a total of 37 projects. Office of the Governor, completed projects are 7, ongoing projects are 10 and stalled projects are 0 making a total of 17 projects.
So in that chart you will find that the completed projects are 1,182 projects making a total of 72%, ongoing projects are 461 making a 28% and stalled projects are 3 bringing a total of projects of 1,646 projects.
Mr. Speaker sir, in summary again here is a departmental report. Water and Irrigation; the Department of Water and Irrigation has undertaken various projects totaling510 in numberover the financial years 2013/2014 to 2016/2017. The total allocation during over this period was Kshs 1,002,673,934. A total of 387 (76%) projects have been completed while another 123 (24%) are on-going. 

The Department does not have any stalled or abandoned project since 2013/2014 FY to date. There may have been challenges in completing some of the projects on time, but the department has always found a way out and completed them as per design.

The projects carried out include rehabilitations/expansions of water supplies, drilling of boreholes and equipping, construction of storage facilities (water pans), Irrigation schemes as well as water harvesting structures. A summary of this as shown.

In the financial year 2013/14 the number of completed projects in that department are 121, Ongoing projects 0, stalled projects 121.

In the financial year 2014/15, 92 projects were completed, 6 projects were ongoing stalled projects zero making a total of 98 projects. 
In the financial year 2015/2016, completed projects were 157, 77 were ongoing and stalled projects zero making a total of 234 projects within thatdepartment of Water and irrigation Mr. Speaker sir.
In the financial year 2016/17 completed projects were 17, ongoing projects were 40, and stalled were zero projects making a total of 57 projects. In that chart it gives the number of completed projects as 387, ongoing projects 123 making a total of 510 projects. 
The Department is fast tracking the implementation of the projects especially the ones for 2016/2017 FY which had their scope changed severally thus causing delay.

Transport and Infrastructure; the department of Transport & Infrastructure is in charge of rural road opening and upgrading of urban roads as well installation flood lights. In the last four years, the department has completed 348 representing (74%) projects, 123 representing (26%) are ongoing and 1 has stalled; making the total number of implemented projects to be 472. The table below provides the tally of the projects over these financial years. 
The financial year 2013/2014; the completed projects were 69, ongoing projects0 and stalled projects 0 these making a total of 69 projects, financial year 2014/15; completed projects were 100, ongoing projects were 6 and stalled projects were 0 making a total of 106 projects. The financial year 2015/15; completed projects were 109, ongoing projects were 77 and stalled projects 1 making a total of 187 projects. 
The financial year 2016/17 completed projects were 70, ongoing projects were 40 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 110 projects. So in those four financial years the total number of projects that were completed were 348, the ongoing projects are 123 and stalled projects is 1 making a total of 472 projects within that period of four years in that department. 
Mr. Speaker sir the other department is the department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries which implemented a total of 127 development projects in 2013/2014 to 2016/17 financial year. A total of 94 (74%) projects have been completed, 31 (24%) are ongoing and 2 (2%) are stalled as shown in the table below:

Financial year 2013/14, completed projects were 25, 0ngoing 0 and stalled 0 these making a total of 25 projects.
The financial year 2014/15 the completed projects were 25, ongoing projects 4 and stalled projects 1 making a total of 30 projects. The financial year 2015/16 completed projects were 29, ongoing projects were 8 and stalled project 1 making a total of 38 projects. 
The financial year 2016/17, the completed projects were 15, ongoing projects 19 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 34 projects. So within the four financial years 94 projects were completed, 31 projects ongoing and 2 projects stalled making a total of 127 projects.
Mr. Speaker sir, Health services; The department of health services during the financial years 2013/14 to 2016/17 implemented a total of 206 development projects out of which 106 (51%) are complete and 100 (49%) are ongoing. The major projects include rehabilitation of various health facilities, construction of dispensaries, and construction of one sub county hospital and upgrading of the other five, upgrading of several health facilities, construction of various maternity blocks among other types of projects. 

In the financial year 2013/14 completed projects were 39, ongoing projects 4 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 43 projects. In the financial year 2014/15 completed projects were 33, ongoing projects 26 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 59 projects.
In the financial year 2015/16 the number of completed projects were 26, ongoing projects 38 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 64 projects. In the year 2016/17 completed projects were 8 ongoing projects 32 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 40 projects. 
In the four financial years Mr. Speaker the total number of completed projects were 106, ongoing projects were 100 making a total of 206 projects within that four financial years. 
Mr. Speaker sir, Industrialization, Commerce, Tourism and Enterprise Development; the department has implemented various development projects totaling to 39 from 2013/14 to 2016/17 financial year. Out of this, 20 (51%) are complete and 19 (49%) are ongoing. The type of projects implemented by department include market shades, industrial parks, Tannery, bodaboda shades among others. 

In the financial year 2013/14 the number of completed projects were 7, ongoing projects0 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 7 projects. In the financial year 2014/15 the number of completed projects were 5 ongoing projects 3 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 8 projects.
In the financial year 2015/16 the number of completed projects were 4, ongoing projects 7 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 11 projects. In the financial year 2016/17 the number of completed projects were 4, ongoing projects 9 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 13 projects.
Mr. Speaker sir in the period of the four financial years the total number of completed projects were 20 and the ongoing projects were 19 these making a total of 39 projects. 
Mr. Speaker in the department of Environment and Natural resources; For the last 4 financial years, the department of Environment and Natural Resources has implemented 42 projects out of which 32 (76%) are complete and 10 (24%) are ongoing. The department has been implementing its activities on Tree Planting, Soil and water conservation, spring and riverbank protection, Model tree nursery, development of dumpsite, protection of Swamps, Wildlife conservancy ecosystem, establishment of alternative energy source and demonstration centers energy saving jikos (and biogas respectively). A summary of completed and ongoing projects are shown. 
In the financial year 2013/14 the number of completed projects were 5, ongoing projects 0 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 5 projects. In the year 2014/15 the number of completed projects were 8 ongoing projects 0 and stalled projects0 making a total of 8 projects. 
In the financial year 2015/16 the number of completed projects were 11 ongoing projects 0 and stalled projects0 making a total of 11 projects. In the financial year 2016/2017 the number of completed projects are 8 ongoing projects are 10 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 18 projects. The total number of completed projects in those financial years were 32, ongoing projects are 10 making a total of 42 projects.
Mr. Speaker sir, the department of Education and ICT; the department implemented a total of 249 projects during the financial years 2013/2014 to 2016/17 out of which 106 (43%) are complete and 143 (57%) are ongoing. The projects undertaken by department include construction of ECDEs classrooms, construction/upgrading of vocational training centers and upgrading of lelian ECDE College among other projects. 

In the financial year 2013/14 completed projects 37, ongoing projects 3 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 40 projects. In the financial year 2014/15 the number of completed projects were 30, ongoing projects 8 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 38 projects. 
In the financial year 2015/16 the number of completed projects were 35, ongoing projects 35 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 70 projects. In the financial year 2016/17 the number of completed projects were 4, ongoing projects were 97 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 101 projects.Mr. Speaker sir in the four financial years the total number of completed projects were 106, ongoing projects were 143 making a total of 249 projects.
Mr. Speaker sir, Lands, Housing and Urban Development; the department implemented a total of 32 projects during the financial years 2013/2014 to 2016/17 out of which 30 (94%) are complete and 2 (6%) are ongoing. The projects undertaken by department include development of county spatial plan and integrated development plan, purchase of land banks, gabbros works and street lighting among others. 
In the financial year 2013/14 completed projects 0, ongoing 0 and stalled projects 0. In the financial year 2014/15 the number of completed projects were 4 ongoing projects o stalled projects 0 making a total of 4 projects. 
In the financial year 2015/16 completed projects were 14, ongoing projects0 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 14 projects. In the financial year 2016/17 completed projects 12 ongoing 2 stalled 2 making a total of 14 projects.
So in those four financial years the total number of projects that were completed were 30 ongoing projects 2 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 32 projects. 
Mr. Speaker sir, Youth Gender Sports and Culture; the department implemented a total of 41 projects during the financial years 2013/2014 to 2016/17 out of which 15 (37%) are complete and 26 (63%) are ongoing. The projects undertaken by department include construction of stadium, construction of youth empowerment centers, construction of athletics camp, rehabilitation of several playing grounds and construction of social hall and play theatre among others.

In the financial year 2013/14 the number of completed projects were 3 ongoing projects 1 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 4 projects. In the financial year 2014/15 the number of completed projects were 4 ongoing projects 9 and stalled projects 0 making atotal of 13 projects. In the financial year 2015/16 the total number of completed projects were 3 ongoing projects 10 and stalled projects 0 making a total of 13 projects.
In the financial year 2016/17 the total number of completed projects were 5 ongoing projects 6 and stalled projects o making a total of 11 projects. Mr. Speaker sir, in those four financial years the total number of completed projects were 15, ongoing projects 26 making a total of 41 projects.
Mr. Speaker sir, Treasury and Economic Planning; The Department implemented a total of 37 projects related to revenue enhancement during 2016/17 financial year. All the 37 projects were completed during the financial year and put to use. The following represents a summary of these projects in numbers.

1. Bodaboda sheds 22

2. Market toilets 8

3. Revenue Kiosks 7

Mr. Speaker sir, office of the Governor/ County Administration; During the period under review, the Office of the Governor implemented and completed 5 projects while 11 others are at various stages of completion. The implemented projects include refurbishment of Governor’s Office and Residence, acquisition of a Standby Generator, improvement of compound at Governor’s Office by laying Gabro works and construction of Ward Offices.

Comprehensive report for all projects; the details of all projects implemented by the County Government are provided in the Annexes to this report. 

Mr. Speaker sir, Steps/actions taken by the Baringo County Government to ensure that all the incomplete projects are completed and put into use; As indicated in the report above 28 per cent of the projects implemented by the county government remain incomplete with some of them having taken quite a long time before they are completed. This state of affairs may be attributed to many challenges experienced during implementation of these projects. 

General Challenges experienced in Project implementation; the following are some of the challenges which have contributed to the delay in completion of projects by various Departments:

1. Lack of adequate technical capacity by project management teams especially low staff numbers especially in the earlier years of devolution. This affects collection of project data, development of specifications, tender evaluation, project supervision, certification of work done and inspection/acceptance

Action taken/Recommendation; this has been partially addressed by recruitment of additional technical staff during 2015/16 financial year. However, there is need to recruit building inspectors and clerk of works to further enhance technical capacity.
2. Delays in procurement and contracting due to low staff capacity and legal requirements in procurement including e-procurement.
Action taken and recommendation; the low staff capacity in the Procurement Unit has since been addressed through recruitment. Efficiency has also been enhanced through capacity building of contractors and continuous staff development.The e-procurement system has not picked up since National Treasury seems to have backtracked on it. However, continuous capacity building of both staff and contractors has been undertaken.
3. Delays in execution of contracts attributed to capacity challenges of contractors.
Action taken; this has been the main challenge which was made worse by some contractors taking up make jobs while their capacities are low.We are in the process of profiling contractors to ensure their capacities are matched with contracts. We also intend to limit the number of contracts for each contractor besides diligenttechnical and financial evaluation during tender evaluation.
4. Delays in payments for works as a result of slow disbursements from National Treasury as well as challenges attributed to IFMIS.

Action taken; Follow up is being made with National Treasury and Office of Controller of Budget to ensure that timely release of funds is achieved in accordance with the approved disbursement Schedule. We are planning to upgrade internet connectivity within County Treasury to reduce downtime and fast track payments in the System.
5. Inadequate allocation of funds to projects in approved budgets.

Action taken; when a project does not receive adequate budgetary allocation in any given financial year, the project cannot be completed on time because the payments will not be made timeously. Payments will only be made in subsequent financial years when additional funds are provided. Although this challenge has not been fully overcome, continuous effort is being made to ensure that projects get adequate allocations in approved budgets in the first instance.

6. Lack of budgetary provision for operationalization of completed projects.

Action taken; most completed projects require additional budgetary provisions to make them operational. These provisions have not been made in subsequent years making the projects remain unused. 
The County Government shall compile a list of all projects which are completed but require more funds to make them operational for purposes of setting aside funds for this purpose.  It is advised that future projects should be properly planned so as to ensure that funding is sustained until they are operationalized.
Mr. Speaker sir, what follows is a very long list for every financial year and that answers the question of the contractors, the amount allocated and the state of the projects as you can see in the department of Water and irrigationyou will find that the supplier and the contractor drilling of Kagogh borehole which is in Tiaty and the contractor is indicated there as the Gad contractors, the amount is indicated there of Kshs. 6,077,000 million in the financial year 2013/14.

They have not indicated the date of completion but the last remark there shows that the project is 100%complete. So that follows in every department the projects undertaken, the steps the amount allocated the contractor himself and the state. 
Mr. Speaker sir I think everything that follows from there I would say it is self-explanatory and Members can just go through and maybe for the interest of time Members can study it for two or three days, that is my suggestion so that if there is anything that a Member feels that he/she is not understanding especially the state of the projects then they can just bring to us so that we can make a follow up with the concerned department. 
It’s only prudent if you go through and come up with the challenges that you find. If a project is indicated as a 100 percent complete and you feel it’s not true, you can underline that and we make a follow up together 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Leparsaalach, the Deputy Majority Leader. The report is well laid and I believe that Members can peruse through the projects because they are indicated where they are but the problem is that we don’t have the Ward where the first one is placed.  But through the project title, you can know where it is. I direct that Members go through the list of projects and make recommendations to the Chairs of various Committees so that they can be able to explain. 

The elected Members can check and come up with the incomplete projects. We will go through it and make our submissions on Wednesday next week during the morning and afternoon session because it is a long document. 

(Hon. Rono stands in his place)
Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I am trying to see the percentages that the owner of the document has put across from the complete, ongoing and stalled projects and I realize that there is an error. The ongoing projects amounts to 48.8 percent, stalled projects 0.25 percent and complete projects 51 percent. They omitted figures on Education and ICT because it is indicated 17 for the ongoing but you realize that it is around 143 and that changes the whole figure.  

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Alright. I believe that those are the things that we will point out during our discussion next week on Wednesday. Next order!
MOTION
Purchase of Exhausters for Major Towns
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I see the mover is present. Hon. Ng’otie, MCA Ravine Ward.
Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker. This is a motion no. 8 by myself and I will read it. 

Aware that, the Constitution of Kenya as enshrined under Article 174 provides for the objects and principles of devolution;

Noting that, the objects and principles of devolution set out under Article 174 and 175 of the Constitution provide for promotion of social and economic development and the provision of proximate, easily accessible services throughout Kenya;

Acknowledging that, the Constitution provides that every person has right to clean and safe environment;

Concerned that, there is only one operational exhauster in the whole County which is stationed at Kabarnet which is supposed to serve major towns and satellite centers;

Disturbed that, the scarcity of exhausters has been detrimental to the majority of the residents whereby many people nowadays depend on private exhauster providers who charge exorbitant fees of up to Kshs. 16,000 per trip,

Further aware that, some residents in major towns have resorted to the use of unorthodox means of disposing filled up septic tanks and thus putting themselves at the risk of contacting diseases such as cholera, 

Now therefore, pursuant to the above, this motion urges the County Government to:

i. Immediately appropriate funds for the purchase of at least three exhausters to be distributed among major towns;

ii. Negotiate with private dealers of exhauster services to lower the charges for exhauster services;

iii. Provide short term solutions as the County Government procures the exhausters;

iv. Provide a proper timetable on when and what time the available exhauster will be available in particular town.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay thank you. Who is your seconder? 
Hon. Ng’otie: Hon. Charles Kosgei

Hon. Kosgei: Seconded
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Since the motion has been seconded…

(Question proposed)
Debate is open. Members can ventilate on this matter. Hon. Tuwit.
Hon. Tuwit: Thank you Mr Speaker sir. Let me first of all take this opportunity to thank Hon. Ngotie for coming with this motion. This is a very important motion to this County. Knowing that our towns that is Eldama Ravine, Kabarnet, Mogotio, Kabartonjo, Marigat and Chemolingot are growing. We know people have pit latrines and we need these exhausters in all these towns. It happened one day that I was walking along Marigat in the villages and I realized that the toilets are full. People were digging more toilets because there are no exhausters for making work easier. We know that this is a waste product and therefore there is no hygiene when the toilet is filled up and that might cause more problems to the residents of this County. When the toilet is full the flies in there collect dirt and this may lead to some diseases like cholera. This is a very important motion and I ask this House to support this motion so that the County can budget and buy these Exhausters. This is an urgent matter. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Tuwit. Next member to contribute, Hon Kandie.
Hon. Kandie: Thank you Mr Speaker sir, I propose the motion of Hon. Julius Ng’otie from Eldama Ravine because places like Marigat have a problem for lack of exhausters. In fact we have a hotel in Marigat where most of the time the owner digs an outlet outside to do away with the waste because he doesn’t have exhauster. People in Baringo South are digging many pit latrines to an extend they dig three pit latrines in one plot. So I propose the motion.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): You are not proposing but you are supporting. 
Hon. Kandie: I am supporting Mr Speaker sir

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Ok next member Hon. Rono.
Hon. Rono:  Thank you Mr Speaker sir. This motion has come at the right time and I support it fully because other than actually our growing towns we have our institutions like primary and secondary schools and other institutions of higher learning. They also have challenges of disposing the waste. It is not even enough that after buying the exhausters we need to have a complete sewage system in some of our major towns or if not that the County Government can come up with lagoons whereby after the exhausters collect the waste they can come and dispose on the lagoons. Rather than transporting all the way to Nakuru or Eldoret for dumping. It is a very expensive exercise for our traders that mean we could have more business in our County. Before someone starts building a plot you will find that someone will erect the toilet first because it is a necessity required by any person who is to undertake any business. 

So I believe the motion has come at the right time,  we need to support it fully and in the three towns that the member is proposing but to me we need to have one in every Sub County so that it can be efficient, reliable and someone will just get the services when he needs it. There are rumors that other counties have a cholera outbreak. Recently we had our fellow MCAs suffering from cholera in the County of Mombasa so we are really worried that if we don’t look into such issues we might have such a crisis within our environment. 

Thirdly, one time we had cholera outbreak in Marigat and I think if we can go back and recollect what was happening that time maybe it was due to such scenarios. So I believe that this Hon. House will support this motion as soon as possible so that we correct the mess before it messes us. Thank you Mr Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Rono. Hon. Cornelius I am seeing you are the only one with a blinking microphone. 

Hon. Korir: Thank you Mr Speaker. I rise to support the motion brought by Hon. Ngotie from Eldama Ravine.  I support this motion with a few amendments. The way I understand, at least three exhausters means more than three. In my view as Baringo County we have a problem of economic development. If we can purchase more than three exhausters and that can be worth over 50 million the economic growth of our county will go down. So I want to amend the motion to read at most three exhausters in our County such that we have only three or two. Thank you Mr Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Ok thank you. Hon. Ben Koech.
Hon. Koech: Thank you Mr Speaker, I rise to support the motion with amendment. On his prayer number two, negotiations with private dealers to lower services charged to me that is someone’s business. It may be hard for the County Government to deal with the dealers. I support the motion but we delete number two. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  That is, you support with amendment. The amendment is noted. Hon. Cheboiwo.
Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support the motion noting that there is no amendment that has been submitted to you. There is a problem with exhausters in Baringo County because most of our people take it to Molo and others pour it along the way creating a health hazards. We request that the County Government purchase at least six exhausters that is, at least one for every Sub County. We have the exhauster services charges in our Finance Bill but we don’t have the exhausters. I support it although Cheruiyot and Ben have talked of the amendment which I support but none has been submitted to you. Let us pass it as it is. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Hon. Cheboiwo, you are a senior Member of this House and you are therefore aware of the Standing Orders. Standing Order No. 54 (I) states that  proposal of an amendment to a motion shall before moving it hand the proposed amendment in writing signed by the proposer to the Clerk, at least two hours before the  order is read. Despite paragraph one, the Speaker may in exception allow a Member to move an amendment to a motion before the House at any time during the consideration of that motion. 

I believe that the request by the Members to have an amendment may not be allowed because on the recommendations; now therefore pursuant to the above, this motion urges the County Government to: 

i. Immediately appropriate funds for the purchase of at least 3 exhausters to be distributed among major towns. If we can pass this as it is, the County Government can at least buy 2 in the first year and buy some more later. 
ii. Negotiate with exhauster service dealers to lower the charges. As one Member has put it, those services are in the Finance Bill and can be dealt with.  

Members, we have deliberated and we may not have the amendments. Hon. Ng’otie, reply.
Hon. Ng’otie: I thank the Hon. Members for contributing. I would have liked some amendments to be included but because of the law we will pass this motion as it is. We were discussing with the Chairman for Health Committee that we have the sewerage lagoons in the long term but we will need your guidance. The price of a new exhauster is Kshs. 9 million and my colleague should not be worried that we will gamble for about Kshs. 150 million for the three and the new one that we have was bought at that amount. 

The use of exhauster is highly recommended and we had a problem with the proposed exhauster service charges because we don’t have the exhausters but there will be no complains if they are there. I urge the House to adopt it as it is. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay. Hon. Lawi.
Hon. Kipchumba: I rise to support the motion. The issue of exhausters is needed as soon as yesterday because there is a problem in major towns…..
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): What is your point of order Hon. Cheserem 
Hon. Cheserem: Is it in order for Majority Leader to contribute when the mover has replied? I think it is in order for the Chair to propose ….
(Applause)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): It was my prerogative to allow him since he had requested but I jammed him. Please proceed.
Hon. Kipchumba: Thank you Mr. Speaker. You had bypassed me and I am grateful you have given me a chance. I just wanted to advise you to put the question reading by the mood of the House.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): You can see the importance of giving him the chance. 

(Question put and agreed to)
(Applause)
