ADMINISTRATION OF OATH
Hon. Members I want to read; to emphasize the importance of taking oath, Article 74 of the Constitution says; oath of office of sate officers says, before assuming to office, acting or performing any functions of state office a person shall and subscribe the oath or affirmation of office in the manner and form prescribed by the Third Schedule or under Act of parliament. Baringo County Assembly Standing Order No. 3(2) says that;

On the first sitting of the new Assembly after the general election, the Clerk shall read the notification of convening the Assembly which I have already done and lay the list of both elected and nominated and administer Oath or Affirmation of Office provided for in the First Schedule of the County Government Act of 2012 to all Members present in the County Assembly in the order set out in paragraph three.

Procedure to be Followed in Electing The Speaker

The Clerk of the County Assembly (Mr. Koech): Hon. Members I want to draw your attention to Standing Order 4(1) which says a speaker shall be elected when the County Assembly first meets after general election and before the County Assembly proceeds with the dispatch of any other business, except the Administration of Oath or Affirmation of office to members present. Also the election of the Speaker shall be of secret ballot.
1. Upon the Governor notifying the place and date for the first sitting of a new County Assembly pursuant to Standing Order 3 the Clerk shall by Notice in the Gazette and the County Gazette notify that the fact and invite interested persons to submit their nomination papers for election to the office of the Speaker
2. The names of candidates for election to the office of Speaker shall be entered upon nomination papers obtained from the Clerk and handed back to the Clerk at least forty eight hours before the time appointed at which the County Assembly is to meet to elect a Speaker
3. The nomination papers of a candidate shall be accompanied by the names and signatures of at least two members who support the candidate and a declaration by them that the candidate is qualified to be elected as a Member of County Assembly under Article 193 of the Constitution and is willing to serve as Speaker of the County Assembly.
