Hon. Kipchew: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I beg to give notice to the following motion that, the thanks of the County Assembly be recorded for the exposition of public policy contained in the address of the Governor. 
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Next order.

MOTION
Thanks for the governor’s address
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Mr. Speaker sir, I beg to move the following motion that the thanks of the County Assembly be recorded for the exposition of public policy contained in the address of the Governor.

Mr. Speaker sir, looking at the address of the Governor there are a quiet number of things that we as Members need to read, understand and scrutinize fully so that we will understand what is contained in it. I call upon Hon. Makal to second the motion.

Hon. Makal: Thank you Mr. Speaker. In this capacity, I am the Leader of Minority and Mr. Speaker I beg to second the motion. Though I have been given a short notice but later Mr. Speaker I will debate as Member of Kolowa. 
Mr. Speaker, having read the speech of the Governor, I congratulate him, although  there are some issues which were not included in this speech like the issue of corruption and unemployment but because he is still new, things will be okay as time goes. I beg to second the motion.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Debate is open. Members are free to debate the speech of the Governor. Yes Member for Kolowa.

Hon. Makal: Thank you Mr. Speaker. Because I am the senior most Member in this House…

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order! You were the last Member to speak and you seconded the motion so you will not be the first debtor.

Hon. Makal: Thank you Mr. Speaker. Mine was just but a point of information to my fellow Hon. Members. The speech is here and you can now interrogate it, youcan add some information which you feel like the Governor missed in his speech. 
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order Hon. Member. Pursuant to the standing order number 82 (1) no Member should speak more than once to a question except in the committee of the whole House, so Hon. Solomon you overruled. Hon.  Yes Hon. Fransisca.
Hon. Fransisca Cherutich: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I listened to the official opening and the speech of the governor. I agree with what the Speaker said on how we should uphold as this House and the speech clearly stated that Baringo should be united, empowered, accountable, inclusive and prosperous.

We should become a prosperous County and I would request my fellow Hon. Members that if we uphold this, I am sure that by the time we will be through with this House, Baringo will be a prosperous County. Thank you.

Hon. Aengwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. I also support the motion but I have one limitation, which I believe Hon. Despite paragraph two, the Speaker may on the request of a Member defer the putting of the question to the following day in which case the Speaker shall thereupon nominate a time at which the question shall be put.
So Hon. Aengwo you are truly in order to move that request and I urge any Member to put it procedurally so that we can go as per Hon. Aengwo’s request. Yes Hon. Kimosop.

Hon. Kimosop: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support what Hon. Aengwo has proposed because as we all know this is a very critical document and most of my colleagues including myself will be for the first time making their comments to this speech and even before this House.
It would be prudent bearing in mind that this will be recorded a debate, we have to give out our well thought-out subjects on this debate. It is really a blame perhaps on the Governor himself or those who were supposed to give us this documents that we should have been given this earlier.
