The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): I urge diligence and proper scrutiny in this big document by different sectoral committees. Next order!
STATEMENTS
Government Response to Blown Off Roof at Sambaka Primary School

Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Speaker I rise to seek a statement from the Majority Party Leader but first I greet my colleagues and bring to you greetings from my Ward by saying happy New Year. We thank God for the gift of life and we pray the he continues to guide us so that we can deliberate issues affecting people of Baringo County. I seek statement from the Leader of Majority the following matters of concern:
a) If he is aware that the roof if Sambaka Primary School in Mochongoi Ward was blown off  by very strong winds in the course of last week in effect taking off iron sheets thus endangering the leaners and the neighboring residents in that area;

b) If he is further aware that the County Government department in charge of Disaster Management was alerted on the disaster immediately yet NO action has been taken so far;
c) What plans and arrangements do the County Government have to effectively and expeditiously take to respond to the disaster in the aforementioned area in order to alleviate the suffering being experienced by the school;

d) What commitments or level of preparedness is the disaster management department giving in response to disasters generally in the County?

In disaster Mr. Speaker we need to get commitment…
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order Hon. Kimosop you need to give opportunity the Leader of Majority to respond and not debate.
Hon. Kipchumba (Leader of Majority): Thank you Mr. Speaker for your protection. Hon. Kimosop, I think the primary docket is in the National Government but I will liaise with the relevant authorities I beg for a week.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order Leader of Majority. The Hon. Member has sought a statement. When are you bringing the answer to the House?
Hon. Kipchumba (Leader of Majority): Thursday next week.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Are you comfortable with nest week Thursday Hon. Member?
Hon. Kimosop: A disaster by its nature does not require laxity. My humble request is that if possible the answer should come on Thursday.
`
He has raised something very important on whether primary school blown off by wind is a County or National Government function. I think this is a disaster element as opposed to the primary school function itself. Disaster is a cross-cutting matter and it is something that we should not entertain. 

The wind even blew the ECD classes which belongs to the County Government mandate. But let’s be sensitive on disaster matters.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you. Before a point of information, Leader of Majority, this is a disaster that happened last week and the County Government has a disaster fund. Can you undertake to bring the answer on Thursday afternoon this week?

What is your point of order?

Hon. Saphina: Mr. Speaker, it will be unfair if we treat it as such. If we ask for the answer on Thursday, then it ceases to be a disaster. By the definition of a disaster, it needs an urgent and immediate attention as urgent as the next second. And to be fair to the Majority Leader, he should bring the answer tomorrow morning as opposed to Thursday.  

(Applause)
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): I have just asked the Majority Leader whether he is willing to bring the answer latest Thursday this week. What is your take?

Hon. Lawi (Leader of Majority): Despite being a disaster, I have to consult the relevant authority. I agree to bring the answer on Thursday afternoon. Thank you…

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Before you switch off your microphone, what is the clarification or content of information that you want to seek? Is it that the disaster didn’t happen, availability of funds or what is your difficulty, Leader of Majority?
(Hon. Aengwo applies to speak)
You are out of order Hon.Aengwo. He is struggling to get the gadget working and you are…
Hon. Lawi (Leader of Majority): Mr. Speaker, with occurrence, I am comfortable with my friend Hon. Kimosop and we trust that the disaster happened. The problem is the funds having in mind that we don’t have the CO’s around.  

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Fair enough. Thursday afternoon. But Hon. Leader of Majority, you are lying to the House that there are no CO’s. Can you withdraw and apologize. 

(Hon. Aegwo stands in his place)

Order Hon. Aerngwo. Why are you rising up? Let the Leader of Majority withdraw and apologize for misinforming the House.

Hon. Lawi (Leader of Majority): Mr. Speaker before I withdraw, the current CO’s who are believed to be leaving are very reluctant and are on go slow…

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): You are out of order for insinuating that the Government officers are reluctant and disorderly without bringing…what is he representing?

(Applause)
 Then he should resign for allowing reluctant officers to be in office. What is your point of information Hon. Tarus? 

 Hon. Tarus:Thank you Mr. Speaker. I have an addition to what Hon. Kimosop has raised and in my Ward also…

Proceed Hon. Tarus…what is your point of order?

Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker, is it in order for Hon. Member for Sacho to seek a clarification before the answer is brought to the House because the routine…?   But you are the Chair, you can rule… 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you. First of all, Hon. Tarus sought to rise on a point of information but when he was given the opportunity, he brought in a different issue. So, you are out of order. What is your information relating to this?

Hon. Tarus: Thank you. I want to add on what Mhe. Kimosop has put across that we have another disaster in my Ward and I believe that it is fine…

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order! 

(Laughter)

 You hold your horses until the answer is supplied here then you can interject and give that issue or consequently bring a statement. What was your point of information Hon. Aengwo?

Hon. Aengwo: Mr. Speaker, I am a Member of Education Committee and if children in Mochongoi are not learning while the rest are learning yet we have a disaster fund, what is it for?

(Applause)
I think that money is readily available for any disaster and the sooner the Majority Leader seeks for it, the faster it will be availed to those children. I don’t agree with Thursday because it should be as faster as yesterday, which is tomorrow and I humbly request you Mr. Speaker to compel the Majority Leader to bring that statement tomorrow afternoon so that those children can resume their learning. 

I think the Deputy Governor is the head of the Disaster fund and he is around, contrary to speculations that the CO’s are not there. Thank you.
(Loud consultations)
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Aengwo, you were short of disputing my ruling for Thursday. Let it rest at that because the Chair cannot revert. We cannot dwell on one issue forever. 
(Statement Deferred)

Mbara Kaptich WARUA Funds
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Statement No. 20 sought by Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang from the Chairman Environment and Natural Resources. Chairman!
Hon. Mailuk: Thank you Mr. Speaker. In response to question; 

i. If I am aware that in 2016/2017 FY the Mbara Kaptich Water Resource Users Association was allocated Kshs. 3 million towards improvement of sub-catchment structures under the Kabarnet Ward fund; Yes, I am aware.

ii. If I am aware that the Community and Mbara Kaptich jointly identified Kiberenge, Kapkiyai, Emkos, Kwenunin and Kabuon spring as the projects to be funded and the respective project committees to be trained on spring/tree nursery management;  Yes, we are aware of the identified springs to be protected and conserved. And also, on the sensitization of the Committee and residents. That is public living around the springs. This will help them on spring protection and conservation measures and also tree nursery establishment and management. In conjunction with that, we have planned for sensitization meetings in the respective areas as indicated in the sensitization schedule attached.  

iii. Yes, we are aware of the non-commencement of the project and the training. The delay occurred because during the time of evaluation by the procurement, it was noted that the bill of quantities had a problem. The problem has since been rectified and the contract re-tendered. Therefore, it is expected that site handing over of the project to the contractor shall be done by 16th February 2018.

iv. We have ensured that the project has fully passed the procurement process and has been awarded to BIDCOIN Engineering Company. Site handing over will be done on 16th February 2018 and specified works shall start off as indicated in the bill of quantity. We will also supervise the stated works to ensure that the contractor has done what is required in the Bill of Quantity. The community members and the association members will be involved fully in the project management and supervision works. In conclusion, the department shall seek to deliver services to the residents of Baringo in a fair, just and transparent manner at all times. They promise to cooperate with you in all matters in order to deliver on our mandates.

Mr. Speaker, that is the statement and the Hon. Member can present queries if any. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): What is it Hon. Parkei? 

Hon. Parkei: Thank you Mr. Speaker, before the statement seeker responds, I can see that it was sought by Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang but according to the CEC, it was raised by the Hon. Member for Kapropita Ward. Is the Member Hon. Kabon or Hon. Elizabeth? 

(Speaker consults with the Clerk)

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Sorry for that destruction, you said the CEC was addressing MCA Kapropita Ward when the question was actually asked by the nominated Member of Baringo County. So what was your concern Chair?
Hon. Mailuk: Thank you Hon. Parkei for raising that concern and what I have seen also maybe the Executive or the department, you know the Hon. Member Elizabeth comes from Kapropita Ward and maybe the statement wanted to address that but there was a typing error it was written Kapropita Ward meaning that she is the Member elected Kapropita Ward which is not so. Thank you  Mr. Speaker.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): And then let us take it as typos error because actually the sentence after Kapropita Ward is a question mark which is horrible in English maybe the CEC was doubtful whether he is actually the MCA for Kapropita Ward. So let us rest at that, yes Hon. Member Elizabeth.

Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang: Thank you Mr. Speaker. First and foremost from the question I had asked because during the financial year 2016/17, we were given Kshs. 3 million but when we went back to  the records we saw that Kshs. 2.3 million was remaining and I don’t know where the seven hundred  thousand shillings went to.

At the same time the Mbara Kaptich WRUA is not even aware, they are saying that they will launch it on 16th and we have not been given any notification yet. And it is us who requested for the funding so I am not satisfied with the statement the Hon. Member has brought to this House.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): What in particular aren’t you satisfied with? 

Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang: Okay Mr. Speaker we were given Kshs. 3 million but by now when we went to records in the department we saw that we had a balance of Kshs. 2.3 million so I wanted to know where the seven hundred thousand shillings was spent.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Can you table those documents?

Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang: Mr. Speaker, I will bring the documents tomorrow in the morning. I am very sure that the seven hundred thousand shillings were used without the consent of the Mbara Kaptich WRUA and I was even talking with the Chairman some few days ago and he was insisting that I provide a real answer of the statement I had given to this House last year. So I am going to bring the documents tomorrow to verify because we are not satisfied with this statement.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Any other concern before we give the Chair? Yes Hon. Cheboiwo.

Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir I would like the Chairperson to confirm whether he is not part of the department because whenever he answered the questions he referred to ‘they’ instead of ‘we’ for example on the second question the answerer wrote ‘yes we are aware’ but the Chair said ‘yes they are aware’. So can he own the answer or just send back the question. Thank you.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Chair did you disown the statement by saying ‘they’ instead of ‘we’? Referring to others and not you as the Chair?

Hon. Mailuk: Mr. Speaker I don’t remember not owning the statement I thought I was saying ‘I’ or ‘we’. Maybe the Hon. Member didn’t hear it well.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Fair enough so you own the statement. Yes Hon. Chepsongol.

Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker I congratulate the Chairman because this is his first time to answer questions in this House and he is newly elected. So I congratulate him and urge him to abide by what Hon. Cheboiwo said. 

Mr. Speaker I seek clarification on the same because some of us are residents of Kabarnet like Kiberenge which has been encroached by people living within that water project. What action is the department taking to make sure that people who have encroached are removed. 
Secondly Mr. Speaker, I want you to direct the nominated Members when they are asking questions they ask questions as Members of Baringo County and not Members from certain Wards even if you are living in that Ward. Thank you.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Yes Hon. Kimosop.

Hon. Kimosop: Thank you Mr. Speaker I look at this and I think it still requires further interrogation by the Committee. I am also a Member of the Committee on Environment and I congratulate my Chairman for the good work but I think as a Committee we may need to still follow this up and get to the gist of this.

Of course the statement is signed by the CEC and as much as the Chair owns it, it is an answer from the department. The delay occurred because during the time of evaluation by procurement it was noted that the BQs had a problem. 

Procurement department noted that and so it went back through another process and that is the reason why it delayed and there will be a handing over on February 16th 2018 probably we may also need to pay attention to that.

This in itself Mr. Speaker captures the procurement bureaucracy that we all go through the projects that we have and the problems we experience in our County. I think it will be prudent questions of procurement, questions of efficiency, and questions of bureaucracy are looked at so that it don’t delay.

Secondly, the Member talks of Kshs. 3 million and she says that the money available is Kshs. 2.3 million. So the question then is where the seven hundred thousand shillings is. There are two ways that the money could have disappeared. 

One is that probably through a supplementary budget previously, there might have been a waiver or something that must be looked at whether there was a supplementary budget by the previous Assembly or anything that waived the money. 

Secondly, it beats logic because the department says Kshs. 3 million is available and they will contract and hand over so we will need to look at the contracting or what they have signed if it is Kshs. 3 million or Kshs. 2.3 million.  

So we may need to track the budget formulation process. Then Finally I want to agree with the clarification from Hon. Parkei whether this typo of Kapropita Ward and Baringo County I think Hon. Chepsongol has said that but it is good that those titles are handled properly.

This is because this is a political House and these documents are available to the public and if they are not corrected it can create unnecessary impression. I also want to urge our colleagues that whenever there is a matter like even this one of Kapropita Ward it is good to consult if the two MCAs come from the same Ward the elected and the nominated. It is good to consult or have a working formula so that we do not have any unnecessary sideshows or anything. This could have been a typing error but it is good to avoid such situations. Thank you.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you and talking of the typos they are many including the first framing of the first question that reads Kabarnet Ward Fund. So your ministry Hon. Chair should be keen on many of these typos because they are many and many of them are devastating. So any other concern? Yes Hon. Julia Kandie.  

Hon. Julia Kandie: Mr. Speaker my question is if nominated Members are not allowed to ask questions in this House and I want it be answered today.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Relax. Yes now address the Chair.

Hon. Julia Kandie: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I just wanted to ask a question because Hon. Kimosop and Hon. Chepsongol were talking as if we the nominated Members are not supposed to seek statements from this House and I don’t know why.  I think we are all Hon. Members in this House and everybody deserves to work in this House.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Yes Hon. Jeruto Kiptalla.

Hon. Kiptalla: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I think it is in order for whoever was doing the typo to indicate nominated Member Kapropita Ward because in my view and for example even when we are paid millage they say she comes from Kapropita Ward. Then why not on documentation!
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Okay. Yes Hon. Saphina Chelagat. And please this is a Hon. House don’t disgrace or dwell on sideshows because this is a Hon. House. Proceed. 

Hon. Saphina: Thank you Mr. Speaker. It is not a point of digression we are just addressing these issues of typos and it seems like it is bringing misunderstandings which needs to be addressed and this should have been sought  out when we were doing induction.

Mr. Speaker if I look at this typo actually all MCAs in this Assembly are equal as per the constitution and we should respect each other at that level however when you are bringing a statement and that has been the tradition of the Parliament, like if I was the one who was bringing this statement nominated MCAs are supposed to bring statements from all over the County it does not have any boundaries.

But Mr. Speaker when you bring a statement for example from Lembus Kwen and there is an issue there it is always good to consult or inform the area MCA that, you know there is an issue that I am supposed to bring to the House and the Community have raised so what is the status of that problem in your Ward. 

This is because maybe the MCA is also aware and he could be seeing it on a different lens so it could have been a problem which was already sought. It is also good to let the Member know. 

Mr. Speaker I don’t want to say that Hon. Elizabeth made a mistake.  I blame the clerk or the person who was tying because I don’t think Hon. Elizabeth would want to call herself MCA for Kapropita Ward.

So, we should exonerate Hon. Elizabeth because this is a typological error. Mr. Speaker let this thing settle and if you can create time or further induction so that we work in this Assembly seamlessly without any fights because we are working as a team.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you. Hon. Kabon MCA Kapropita Wards.

Hon. Kabon: Yes the original and not counterfeit! 

(Laughter)

Asante sana Bwana Spika na pole nimechanganya lugha. Kwanza nashukuru Mungu kwa maana ametulinda tangu tukue kwa likizo letu refu hadi tumerudi wote tukiwa wazima. Pia Bwana Spika kila mmoja anatamani hii kiti lakini bado ni mbali kwahivyo nataka kumwambia Mhe. Mwenzangu kuwa watu wa Kapropita walinichagua na wote wako nyuma yangu hadi mashamba hadi ngombe na kila kitu. 

Bwana Spika tafadhali jaza tena karatasi nyingine twende tukafunzwe tena jinsi ya kufanya kazi ili tusipigane kwa hii nyumba sababu hatutaki chenye kilifanyika kwa ile serikali iliyopita irudiwe tena hapa. Bwana Spika sisemi kwa ubaya lakini nasema kwa Amani.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): What is your point of order Hon. Parkei.

Hon. Kabon: Bwana Spika ningemaliza kwanza ndio umpee nafasi. 

(Loud consultations)

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Kabon I will come back to you later. We have just come from a long recess and we want to acclimatize and at the same time we do not want to get so rowdy.  Yes Hon. Parkei 

Hon. Parkei: Mr. Speaker I am the one who initiated this discussion but I just want the Members to exonerate the Hon. Elizabeth because the statement that she asked is clearly stated Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang Baringo County.

I am blaming the CEC because this statement is from the CEC which she stated that the Hon. Kipsang is a Member of Kapropita Ward. The Member doesn’t have any problem.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Proceed Hon. Kabon.

Hon. Kabon: Asante Bwana Spika na ndio tuepukane na kukosana kwa hii nyumba kama serikali iliyopita, tulipigana na matusi ilikua mingi na hatukuona mafanikio yake, ni muhimu tuelezane na kila mtu akue kwa laini yake.

Ata mimi pia kwa serikali iliyopita nilikua mbunge mteule na Hon. Chemjor ndiye alikua amechaguliwa lakini nikiandika swali lolote nilikua najifahamisha kuwa mbunge mteule. Pia CEC amekosea sababu ukiangalia upande mwingine ameandika mbunge mteule  na upande mwingine ameandika Kapropita. 

Bwana Spika ili tukae kwa Amani kwa hii nyumba lazima tujue vizuri wale waliochaguliwa na wananchi kwa kufanya kazi kubwa na wale walichaguliwa kuja kusaidia chama. Asante.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you. Let us put it this way,  it was purely an error of typing and even if the error emanated from the ministry,  Hon. Elizabeth has no authority to be blamed on matters that it is not her creation. So let us put it like that and Hon. Chair can you reply to Members concerned if there are any.

Hon. Mailuk: Thank you Mr. Speaker. On the issue of Kapropita Ward we have cleared that and the other part that I want to answer is that the statement that we received last time that…

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order Hon. Mailuk. Next time you should be addressing the Chair not the Member. Hon. Majority Whip you are conversing loudly there. So Hon. Mailuk proceed. 

Hon. Mailuk: Last time Mr. Speaker when we received a statement that you yourself as the Deputy Speaker raised to the Majority Leader on that report concerning this issue of Kapropita Ward the report stated that the work is 15% complete so maybe and concerning the issue of Hon. Elizabeth as a committee we will go on to investigate how far the project has gone. 

Hon. Elizabeth has said that seven hundred thousand shillings have already been used so maybe it is that 15 % indicated. So we will go check on that and come up with an answer and also on the question number three whereby we have been told that the project has been retendered maybe on that process of retendering Mr. Speaker the money was used.

Maybe the contractor had done some work before the retendering and the change of the BQs so we can go as the committee and look on that and come up with a full report that can satisfy the Member.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Chair before you sit the Member requested to table papers of evidence tomorrow what is your take, are you willing to accept those papers or you feel that you sufficiently answered the questions.  Secondly, about the encroachment of the spring. Proceed. 

Hon. Mailuk: On the encroachment issue I think when this project will be complete,  the issue of encroachment will have been answered. And on the papers it will be important for us to receive those papers so that when we will be investigating we will use them to know what has been going on. Thank you.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): So tomorrow in the afternoon Hon. Elizabeth we expect you to table the authenticated documents and we will peruse it so the matter will come precisely on those papers only.

Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Thank you Mr. Speaker. As I second I have an observation on these gadgets that we are using and through your indulgence I request if I can say it here. Mr. Speaker when we adjourned last year for the long recess there was an issue with these gadgets they were not functioning well. 

I remember one time Hon. Saphina Chelagat had to move from the other end up to this other end to talk from this end just because there was a failure of these gadgets and it was my prayer that maybe those who were concerned were tackling it before we resume.

But Mr. Speaker I have noted it with a lot of concern when we came back there had been a lot of challenge with Members having their gadgets working properly. Mr. Speaker this is an issue to do with the administration of these House and the management and we are pumping the question or directing to whoever is concerned to pick from that end and ensure that as we proceed these gadgets function well so that Members cannot be having difficulties because it is so embracing. 

It is shameful to this Assembly that the Members of the Public are in the gallery and are seeing what is going on here Members having to shift to a place that the microphone works. And it is us who have failed. 

Mr. Speaker I also thank God for protecting us throughout the long recess and I second the draft of the County Assembly calendar 2018. Thank you.

(Question Proposed)
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Debate is open, Hon. Saphina Jelagat

Hon. Saphina: Thank you Mr. Speaker, there is no much debates on an Assembly calendar because it is always a document that has to be tabled on such time.  Mr. Speaker only that I just wanted to remind the Majority Leader, the House Leadership and the House Business Committee that we were suppose to have resumed last week on 6th Feb 2018 but it was extended by one week, I only don’t know whether they remembered to extend for one week to compensate so that instead of going for a short recess on Friday 23rd March 2018 we extend for a week, I don’t know whether they remembered to do that, otherwise Mr. Speaker I support because there is no much that we can do. Thank you.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Daniel Tuwit.
Hon. Tuwit: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I am very tired because of a very long recess, but I praise God that all of us have come back safely. Mr. Speaker sir we were prepared to come back on 5th Feb. 2018 but I don’t know who micromanaged the calendar; we yet to claim for the time lost.

Mr. Speaker sir, it is not good to approve a calendar in the House and some few individuals sit somewhere and micromanage, it was supposed to be discussed and agreed by this House Mr. Speaker but not changed by few people who want to go to a certain place. Mr. Speaker sir truly this is very bad because if we continue being micromanaged by some people who have some selfish interest for themselves we will not be in agreement but I support this motion Mr. Speaker sir.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Reuben Chepsongol the Majority Whip.
Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I rise to support this motion and say some few words that as a routine done by this House, I think members should not raise a lot now on the issue of the one week delay but prepare themselves during the time when the House want to adjourn for them now to push for extension for one week to compensate for the lost week. As for now, we will recover the lost time. 
Mr. Speaker I concur with my fellow Hon. Members when raising concerns on the changes made, Mr. Speaker if there are changes to be made then all members be involved as the procedures indicates because I think we have lost a lot of business and there were some questions which could have been answered since last week and now we are pilling a lot of questions seeking for answers.  I think going forward things that have happened should not happen again Mr. Speaker, I support.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you, Hon. Kesei.
Hon. Kesei:  Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, we also thank God for having come back after a long recess.  Mr. Speaker support this motion because currently our County is experiencing very many disasters like water shortages and some parts are experiencing diseases challenges. so we should come back and deliberate on issues that are affecting the citizens of Baringo County, I support this motion Mr. Speaker.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you, Hon. Paul Kibarar MCA for Emining.
Hon. Kibarar: Asante sana Bwana Spika, ninasimama kuunga mkono kalenda hii ya kikao cha Bunge letu la Kaunti, na kusema ninapendekeza kuwa, wakati tutakapokuwa kwa likizo … kama nilvyo ona wakati tulikuwa kwa likizo wajumbe wengi waliweza kutembea, niliwaona wengine wakiwa Mombasa na sehemu mbali mbali za inchi hii. Ningependa pia… kwa sababu tumeona katika yale mafunzo ya kwanza tuliofunzwa yaani induction tuliofanya inaonekana kuwa hatukuweza kufanya vizuri hivyo basi ningeomba Bunge letu liweze kufikiria tuwe na kikao kimoja kule pwani katika ruhusa ama likizo fupi ilio katika kalenda hii ili tuweze kufaamiana vizuri na kazi zetu na angalau tuwe na muda kidogo wa kupumzika tukiwa katika likizo.

Mhe. Spika ninaona kuwa vikao vyetu viwe likizo ambazo tutapata kuondoka kidogo kwa sababu tunaona Kaunti zingine wanaonekana wakiwa Nairobi, Mombasa hivyo basi ningependekeza twende pia. Mhe. Spika ninaunga mkono kalenda hii.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you, I can see there are no more concerns, are they? May be one more concern from Hon. Tarus.
Hon. Tarus: Thank you Mr. Speaker,  I want to say that the sessions that we have are in order, I would only want to raise a concern about the December recess that it is actually too long but I support the motion.  I would suggest that since members are in agreement that the calendar should go as it is but for me the December recess is actually too long, so I would suggest that we shorten it a bit.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): One last concern then I will call upon the mover to reply, Hon. Kibowen welcome.

Hon. Bowen: Mhe. Spika, I wanted to reiterate what some people said that the holiday was too long, may be they did not have many activities, but for those of us who come from the low land areas where drought has affected so many things, we have been very busy and we are very thankful that recess was extended by one week.

Mr. Speaker there is nothing wrong if committees go… committee members are members like you and some of us had also gone out so whenever others go we should not think that they have gone there because of their personal interests, it is wrong to think that way. I would like to ask the Hon. Member to withdraw that statement because all Hon. Member will one day go out on assignment.

Secondly Mr. Speaker we have elected our Hon. Members to represent us in various committees where they think that it is necessary to extend then they have every right to raise it because they are our representatives, there is no day where all the 45 Hon. Members will be called upon to decide over something, so let us respect ourselves

(Loud consultations)

Let us respect our House and let us know that this House belongs to all of us it is not for an individual…

(Loud consultations)

Give him…

(Laughter)

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): What is your point of Order Hon. Chepsongol. 

Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker is it in order for the Hon. Member; Hon. Bowen to rubbish members siting that members have no right to be called to the Assembly to decide on any changes and yet we are the representatives of our citizens?

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Fair enough … Hon. Reuben Chepsongol, who is also the Majority Whip, next time you rise on a point of order,  you don’t have to violently do that, you can civilly say point of order! And the Chair can hear you, so what was your point of order once again?

(Laughter)

Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker we are used to this and you know when you have been doing that for long it becomes a problem. I was saying is it in order for Hon. Bowen to say that the Hon. Members of this House have no right to decide on issues pertaining this Honourable House Mr. Speaker?

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Yes Hon. Limo what is your point of order?
Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Mr. Speaker, I thought you heard him but after listening for some time, I wondered whether you chose that he continues that uninterrupted, Mr. Speaker Hon. Bowen begun by speaking in Kiswahili for about two minutes then he switched to English

(Laughter)

Is it in order for him to speak like that? Thank you Mr. Speaker.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Bowen… let me say this, you  are the Minority Leader and you should be aware that the Chair is rendered blind until a member raises an issue, so can you clarify and withdraw or defend yourself.

Hon. Bowen: Mr. Speaker I heard some of the members speaking in Kiswahili and I thought I would go in their line but I was not able to speak Kiswahili fluently as they did…

(Laughter)

So I apologize Mr. Speaker for mixing the languages. 

Secondly, Mr. Speaker sir in response to what the Hon. Member said, I did not deny that it is actually right that any resolution sought can be brought to the House for members to deliberate on but in this particular case we were on recess so the responsible committee could be called to come and do the adjustments of the calendar on behalf of the Hon. Members.  I was only trying to say that we do not want to condemn any of our members who may not be with us today, thank you very much Mr. Speaker.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you, I hope Hon. Chepsongol has been answered; now I call upon the motion mover to reply.

Hon. Kipchumba: Mr. Speaker mine is to congratulate the Hon. Members for supporting the motion. Mr. Speaker I am foreseeing that this year members are not joking around instead they are debating. I think we will go to a higher level, thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you Hon. Members. In addition, you will realize that in the calendar one week has been added which I think was to compensate the lost week. On the issue of these gadgets I have been informed that tenders are already floated and so we should be expecting more improvement on the same equipment soon and we know it has been so embarrassing when they don’t work.
