NOTICE OF MOTION
Compensation for the Loss Occasioned 

by Reptiles at Lake Baringo

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Leparsalach welcome so that you can give notice of your motion
Hon. Leparsalach: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I rise to give notice of motion;
 Aware that the constitution of Kenya under article 40 provides for the protection of the right to property by every person in Kenya;

Acknowledging that article 40 (2)(b) provides that parliament shall enact legislation to enable the state or any person to seek just compensation for such property;
Concerned that there has been widespread wildlife attacks on farms as well as reptile attacks on domestic animals within Lake Baringo and its environs occasioning the loss of property thus sinking the farmers into abject poverty;

Disturbed that if the situation is not arrested at the earliest instance, the residents within Lake Baringo will continue losing their produce as and livestock thereby affecting their only source of livelihood;

Deeply concerned that the reptiles such as the crocodiles in Lake Baringo have become a total menace as they attack even human beings at times leading to death or loss of limbs;

Now therefore this House urges the Baringo County Government to liaise with the National Government to ensure the residents who have lost their livelihoods in and around Lake Baringo are fully and adequately compensated for the losses and attacks occasioned by the reptiles.

Issuance of Allotment Letters

Hon. Kosgei:Mr. Speaker I stand to give notice of motion that;
Aware that the constitution of Kenya under article 60 of the constitution of Kenya provides for the principles of land policy in Kenya;

Acknowledging that the preamble of the National Land Commission Act, 2012 seeks to give effect to the objects and principles of devolved Government in land management and administration and for connected purposes;

Concerned that the allotment letters given by the defunct local authorities have become redundant and therefore cannot be used in cases of transfer of land as demonstrated in the case of Mogotio ward where residents do not have allotment letters from the National Land Commission leading to a backlog since 2013 hence hampering development;

Disturbed that if the situation is not addressed, there will be a looming crisis of land tussles which lead to bad blood relationships between residents;

Now therefore this motion urges the County Government to fast track the issuance of allotment letters to the residents so that land transactions can be effected without hitches.

Status of ECD construction, Funds Allocation in the County

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Hon. Rono.
Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker, the committee asked for more time yesterday and I oblige to wait until next week to bring a report to the House.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  The committee will table a full report concerning the issues on ECDEs to this House on 28th February.Next statement by Hon. Reuben Chepsongol MCA Bartabwa ward seeking statement from the health committee, welcome Hon. Rono.
(Statement Deferred)
Construction Works in Kipkaren, Barbarchun and Terik Dispensaries

Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I rise to answer statement sought by Hon. Chepsongol MCA Bartabwa ward that ;(i)
a. Kipkaren Dispensary; A contract was awarded to M/S valley procures and constructions Co. Ltd in 2014/15 financial year for the construction of a dispensary block at Kshs. 4,905,083.00 to date the construction work is at 75%.  The contractor has been on and off site. Warning and a default letters were issued for this contractor and a joint meeting was held to discuss way forward on the same. Following this meeting, the contractor resumed the construction and has promised to complete the work by the end of the year. The project management team has visited the site and confirmed the contractor is active on site.
b. Barbarchun Dispensary: In 2013/14 financial year, the department awarded a contract for the construction of a dispensary installation of 10,000 liters water tank and twin door pit latrine. The construction work was completed and handed more than a year ago. The department further procured essential equipment for the facility. However the dispensary remains utilized because of lack of health staff. In 2015/16 financial year a contact for the construction of maternity block was awarded to M/S Kasetwa Construction Ltd. The construction is at roofing stage however the work is extremely slow and a warning letter already issued to the contractor.

c. Terik Dispensary: In 2014/15 financial year, a contract was awarded to M/S Chanis holdings for the completion of Terik dispensary at a cost of Kshs. 1,508,988.00. The contractor had done the work to nearly completion but with a lot of defects. The works stands at 98% completion.
(ii) What action is the county Government taking to ensure that the said projects are completed for the community to receive services from these facilities?

Terik and Kipkaren dispensaries: the contractors have assured the projects manager that they will be able to handover the projectsbefore the end of the year. The department of health has further planned to procure bulk medical equipment for all health facilities completed in this financial year. However the staffing issues remains a serious challenge to the department.
Barbarchun dispensary: Already equipment’s have been procured. The department is making arrangements for a volunteer staff to open up the facility as we pursue the employment of health workers. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Thank you Hon. Rono, I ask Hon. Chepsongol if he is satisfied with the statement.

Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Mr. Speaker I am not satisfied with the statement. The statement is stale; it is for 2017. Secondly the Chairman is misleading the House by saying that the contract will be terminated. The project has reached the roofing stage and the Chair is saying it is 75% complete, this is also misleading.
In Barbarchun, the Chair is giving misleading information because the water tank 5,000 liters tank is what is on the ground. Secondly, the handing over of the facility was not done and also the issue of pit latrine is misleading. Mr. Speaker, I request the Chair to furnish the House with BQs for us to go through them. 
A lot of money was given to Terik facility yet some repairs were required. There is no fence in that facility because the one which was there fell down yet we are told the project was handed over. Mr. Speaker the Chairman should tell us what measures to be taken by the department and who was there when the project was handed over. The Chairman should shed light on this facility Mr. Speaker, thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Hon.Rono respond to that before I make a ruling on the same.
Hon. Rono: Mr. Speaker,  I want to give Hon.Member a clarification before I sum up.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Hon. Parkei.
Hon. Parkei: Thank you Mr. Speaker the statement is dated 6th December 2017. It is prudent for the Chair to update this statement. Can the Chairman clarify because the project should have been completed by the end of last year?
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Thank you, Hon. Rono.
Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, the statement came before the recess. We have discussed with my committee that we go for fact finding during our short recess in March then we will table a comprehensive report to the House. Mr. Speaker the issue of stalled projects is not only in Bartabwa but it is across the County. Give us time until we do fact finding so that we will furnish this House with a full report form the ground. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you but still I direct that you go back to the CEC to give you an updated report as required by the Members. Secondly, the committee need to go for a fact finding but the time is long, you can decide what do because we want this done the soonest.
The Leader of Majority should discuss with the Executive because answers brought to this House are not worthy.
(Applause)
Most of their answers and reports are misleading. Act on this Majority Leader.

I will require an updated statement to be tabled in this House on Wednesday morning. Thank you, what is it Hon. Chepsongol?

Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker I thank you for the ruling you have just made that the Majority Leader to talk with the Executive. We do not expect CECs to inherit the previous regime behavior of bringing to the House misleading information. I am also in the Government side but when something that touches my people in the ground rise, I stand with my people.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Hon. Members we were given a mandate by the electorates. I give Hon. Lawi time to respond.
Hon. Kipchumba (Majority Leader): Thank you Mr. Speaker, I accept your ruling and I will do as you have directed. I accept that there is a problem with the Executive maybe an induction should be organized so that I teach them on how statements are answered. We do not want to inherit the behavior of the previous regime. There was an issue raised by Hon. Kimosop which I have tried to find an answer to it but nothing has come by.  I will do as you have directed Mr. Speaker sir.

Issues of Health and Quality Standards in Saimo/Soi Ward

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Thank you very much that is disposed off. Next statement by Hon Richard Cheserem seeking statement from health committee. Hon Rono.
Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker we received a shoddy statement from the CEC. We returned it to get a full report. We request up to Tuesday next week to bring the answer.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): This means that you disowned the answer.
Hon. Rono: We returned it so that we get a full answer.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): That is good, Tuesday afternoon next week provide the statement to the House. Next is by the Majority Leader.

Government Response to Blown Off Roof at Sambaka Primary School

Hon. Kipchumba (Leader of Majority):  Mr. Speaker I have moved up and down even to reach the Deputy Governor without success. Everything seem to be not in order Mr. Speaker.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): The Executive seems to be not working… Hon. Kimosop what do you want to say.

Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Speaker it is sad that the issue we are talking about is a disaster. Three roofs of the lower classes were further blown off by winds while the pupils were in class.  Mr. Speaker if a tragedy is to happen in Sambaka, it will be even difficult for ambulances to reach there. I engaged with the office that deals with disasters through text messages and phone calls but sadly no response and that is why I brought it to the House.
We do not know for a fact when a disaster strikes. Our county is prone to disasters such as landslides and also Lake Bogoria bursts wider at times. How do we handle disasters when they strike as a County? Our leaders should be rushing to the scene of the disasters. This should come back on Tuesday afternoon. We should flex muscle by putting the Executive to task on service delivery.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Kimosop has noted your disappointment… what is your point of information
Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker in the previous Assembly when a disaster used to strike, the County Government took the initiative to arrest the issue like that of Lake Bogoria and Tenges.  As we speak, the Disaster Management officers are in fire department offices. I was there last week and asked them what they are planning regarding the drought and in response, they said that they are waiting for the supplementary budget so that they can allocate money. 

Mr. Speaker, I echo what Hon. Kimosop has said. I called the Deputy Governor yesterday and he told me that he was in Naivasha and today he was in Nakuru for CIDP Meeting. As Members of this House, we have to source from various departments and after this session I request hon. Kimosop and Majority Leader that we go to the Disaster Management office and register our issues so that we can have an answer on Tuesday. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay. Thank you.  Point of  information  Hon.  Deputy Speaker?
(Loud Consultations)
Please Hon. Selemoi

(Technical Hitch)

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker):  Mr. Speaker, I have information from several counties on how they handle disasters. Last week, it was reported in Liakipia that one school was overrun on by elephants.  The Governor rushed to the school and donated iron sheets and building materials. In West Pokot, last week some bandits destroyed voters’ Houses and the Governor Prof. Lonyangapuo rushed to the scene and donated building materials, blankets and other stuff. Equally, the same issue happened in Elgeyo Marakwet and the Governor together with the Senator Hon. Kipchumba Murkomen rushed and donated materials. 

But something happens in Baringo and we are treated in circus and sideshows of supplementary budgets which this House can’t tolerate. Issues of water in East Pokot and Baringo North are a disaster at the moment and schools have been closed yet we have water boozers in this County. We are told that there are no tyres and fuel. What kind of a County are we if we can’t attend to emergencies? 

(Applause)
The basic existence of County resources is not only development but to attend to emergencies. Hon. Leader of Majority we should not take this lightly. Some heads must roll and that’s when people in Government offices will wake up. I rest my case that we must grow some teeth and if we don’t have that, we must grow some milk teeth.

(Laughter)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Well said Hon. Selemoi. There was a point of order from Hon. Elizabeth.
Hon. Elizabeth: Mr. Speaker, I have heard Members talk about disasters but on Sunday, we had a disaster in Kirdam and as leaders from the area, we talked to the people from the office of the Deputy Governor and there are procedures that we used. The chief wrote a letter …

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): What is your point of order Hon. Ng’otie? 

Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. Is the Hon. Member in order trying to insinuate that Hon. Ameja and Hon. Kimosop did not follow the right procedure in the disaster management of the issues to be addressed? You cannot take us back because we are so angry with that issue. You should apologize. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay. Hon. Elizabeth, and be brief. 

Hon. Elizabeth: If following the procedure is wrong, I apologize. But I tell you it was attended to in a day. 

(Loud Consultations)
I will only allow two more contributions. Hon. Chako

Hon. Kosgei: Thank you Mr. Speaker. It is so sad and I wonder if we have emergency funds in our Budget and who manages it? Second, it has become a tradition especially in the Assembly that before you get a statement; we have to go to a Kamukunji.  I propose that, the relevant CEC of Health, Education and Labour should be summoned because we have a problem with those two. They are belittling us so much.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Our gadgets have some problems because we are using a generator. Bear with us.  Hon. Lemlem will be the last contributor on that matter then I will give the Majority Leader to say something. Hon. Lemlem.
Hon. Lemlem: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I have listened with a deep concern the issue of disaster. This is something that happens abruptly but it looks like the Executive is clueless of what running a Government is all about.  I request that from the circus that we have seen from the Health department issuing uncooked answers, it happens that as the Chair of Transport, disaster is also my mandate and it’s high time that we request a report from the Disaster management since 2013 to show on how they have been using these funds.  Are these issues politically related? 

Am concerned about my colleague from Mochongoi because Baringo South is a prone area and soon we are headed to rainy season and we want to know the measures put in place to manage disasters. I concur with my colleague from Mogotio that we summon the CEC,  it’s like we approved all the County Executives who don’t have a clue of what the County Government is meant to do. 

Yesterday, I was called by a resident of Tinamoi because his House was blown away. I took an initiative to talk to the office of the Deputy Governor and when I called, I found the number was switched off. We are here to serve the residents of Baringo for five years and our phone numbers should be on 24/7. If not, move around with a power bank.  That is the only thing that shows leadership

(Applause)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): That is the last person to contribute on that , but before the Majority Leader stands, you should note that there are a lot of concerned regarding the performance of the disaster team and as put by some Members, it is like there is no work being done in that area. I wish that as you respond, you seek a financial statement and the actions taken by the disaster team since 2013 and tell us unsolved disasters and what should be done. Somebody should be answerable. Welcome.
Hon. Lawi (Leader of Majority): Thank you Mr. Speaker,  I concur with you that there is a go slow or negligence of duty in the Executive side. After the session, I will visit the disaster office and come back with a comprehensive report possibly on Tuesday though I am a Member of the Committee Budget and there is an issue of supplementary budget, we may be going somewhere and I may delegate that duty to my Deputy. 

Otherwise I don’t discourage you to grow teeth as said by the Deputy Speaker. Once there is a problem, and people are not working, we can tell them that we also came here to work and I will be on your side in biting.    

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you. Hon. Majority Leader, make sure that statement is here by next week on Tuesday.

Water Hyacinth on Lake Baringo and Lake 94

Hon. Leparsalach: Mr. Speaker I seek a statement from the Chair Environment and Natural Resources Committee on the following matters of concern:

i. If he is aware that water hyacinth has infested Lake Baringo and Lake Ninety Four?

ii. If he is aware that the hyacinth in the aforesaid lakes has posed a great risk to the livelihood of most residents who carry out fishing? 

iii. If he is further aware that due to the extensive coverage of the vegetation on the surface of the lake, domestic animals are endangered by the crocodiles that hide beneath them?

iv. If he is further aware that due to the extensive coverage of the hyacinth, fish breeding in the aforesaid areas is hampered thus leading to the reduction of the number of fish in the area consequently affecting the economic activity of the fishers?

v. What measures is the County Government taking to ensure that the water hyacinth menace is eradicated and the affected farmers are supported in their fishing activities? 
I also seek a statement from…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I believe you should first get an answer or what is to be done before you proceed to the next one.

(Laughter)
Hon. Mailuk, please respond

Hon. Mailuk:Thank you Mr. Speaker. Water hyacinth is a world disaster and an invasive species…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): What is your point of order Hon. Chepsongol?

Hon. Chepsongol:  Mr. Speaker, is it in order for the Chair to give us the answer verbally? We need a written document.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Mailuk, could you give us a timeline on when the answer from the CEC will be ready? 

Hon. Mailuk:Mr. Speaker, I thought giving out information is not a problem even though he is still requesting for the answer because maybe the Member doesn’t have the information concerning the hyacinth… 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): You will give that information when you will be giving a statement from the CEC. I direct that since you have not asked…

What is your point of order Hon…?

Hon. Kimosop: Hon. Mailuk is my Chairman and I sit in that Committee. Is it in order for Hon. Chepsongol to harass him? He was in the middle of a statement and he didn’t know what he was to say next. We are not robots and humanly we are supposed to be given time. Let us not use order…   

(Hon. Chepsongol stands in his place)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Chepsongol you are out of order! I direct that the Chair Environment and Natural Resources to commit a time to provide an answer. 

Hon. Mailuk:Mr. Speaker, in that one minute that I have sat down, I have written the answer.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): We require the answer from the CEC not you. So commit a time. 

Hon. Mailuk: Maybe next week Wednesday morning.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay thank you. Provide the answer then. 

(Hon. Kipchew applies to speak)
Hon. Kipchew, I hope it’s not on the same issue. 

Hon. Kipchew: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I seek a clarification on if it is in order for the Chair to give an answer by saying maybe he will give the answer on…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Hon. Chair for Environment, it could be prudent if you get the answer in one weeks’ time and I believe 22nd February will do.

Hon. Mailuk: That is Okay Mr. Speaker.

Hon. Limo (Minority Leader): Thank you Mr. Speaker. I seek a statement from the Leader of Majority Party on the following matters of concern: 

i. If he is aware that the roof of Chewara primary School in Tirioko Ward was blown off by strong winds last month January, 2018 in effect taking off iron sheets and the entire roof of staffroom, headteacher’s office and standard seven class, thus endangering the learners and the neighbouring residents in the area?

ii. If he is further aware that I communicated to County Government Department in charge of Disaster Management (Office of the Deputy Governor and Director in charge of disaster management) through a letter dated 11th January, 2018? 

iii. What plans and measures does the County Government through the Office of the Deputy Governor have to effectively and expeditiously take to respond to the disaster in the aforementioned area in order to alleviate the suffering being experienced by the school that has affected learning since the day it took place?

iv. How long does the office in charge of disaster management in the County normally take to respond to disaster in the County? 

This is what has been discussed here and I also lament that the first question by Hon. Kimosop has not been answered and now this, we don’t know how many disasters will happen this month. Are we expecting anything soon? As other Members concern and as a Member of Tirioko Ward, if this issue will be taking long in Baringo, we should not expect anythinggood happening soon.

I took my initiative to the office of the Deputy Governor and did not receive any response so I am asking the Majority Leader if he can intervene the matter and ensure that possibly by next week because learning is not going on in that school I wish he could get the answer by next week. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay thank you. I believe that the statement will be directed to the Majority Leader to fast track on those disasters which have occurred with no action taken and provide the answer on Tuesday next week.

I would also request the other Leaders of this House to see what can be done, you should work with the Majority Leader to make sure that those disasters that occurred are dealt with and the problem solved fully. Let us move on to the next statement which is sought by Hon. Limo, proceed.

(Statement Deferred)

Defective Ng’oron Borehole

Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Thank you Mr. Speaker I seek a statement from the Chairperson Water and Irrigation Committee on the following matters of concern:

i. If he is aware that a borehole at Ngoron which serves Ngoron community secondary school and the only secondary school in the Ward and Ngoron primary and the health center of Ngoron and its environs is defective and has forced the children and the area residents to languish by travelling long distances to get water?

ii. If he is further aware that the County Government through the CEC Member of Water and Irrigation received communication through a letter dated 11th January but has not responded to date?

iii. What plans has the County Government put in place to resolve this snagging problem of water especially in Tiaty Sub-County. 

Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Chair Water and Irrigation Committee that is Hon. Parkei to respond and give the time frame within which he will provide the answer.

Hon. Parkei: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I first thank the Hon. Member for asking such a question.  After recieving this question I consulted the Member and he gave me some information that an engineer visited that area.

Mr. Speaker sir I can bring the answer by Thursday next week and also to stress on that, two weeks ago I was in Chemolingot and we have two water boozers stationed there. So Mr. Speaker we are doing something as a department. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay the answer will be provided to this House on Tuesday next week at 2.30pm, is that okay with you Hon. Limo?

Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Okay Mr. Speaker I accept it but it is taking long though the Chairperson said it will be on Thursday but I am getting concerned on the issue of water boozers that he is mentioning here that has only been to Chemolingot but has not gone beyond Chemolingot. 

So if also he can do some follow up to ensure that Ngoron primary, Ngoron secondary school and Sugut primary which also have water problem can get the services of the water boozers. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I believe Hon. 
Parkei you can liaise with the CEC concerned so that water can be provided to the schools that have been mentioned and you provide the answer on Thursday next week which is on 22nd as you requested. 

Next statement by Hon. Ben Koech MCA Lembus Ward.
(Statement Deferred)

Clamping of Hon Members Vehicles Parked outside the Assembly
Hon. Koech: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I seek a statement from Treasury and Economic planning committee on the following matters of concern;

i. If he is aware that revenue parking attendants clamped a vehicle with an official County Assembly sticker belonging to the Minority Leader on 15th February 2018?

ii. If he is further aware due to the action of the said attendant to the Hon. Member impact a bad image to this Hon. House and up to large extend the general public scene?

iii. Is there a policy guideline providing for how this parking attendants or other revenue attendants need to follow to discharge their mandate?

iv. What measures will County Government put in place to ensure that vehicle with official stickers belonging to Hon. Members and other parliamentary staffs are not clamped? 

Mr. Speaker it was this morning I was on my official duties I learned of an incident through the social media that my colleagues vehicle is clamped outside the petrol station, I went there personally to see what happened.

Mr. Speaker what I heard from the parking attendant actually, it is witch hunting, what he told me is that, you know you Members you go and report to your CEC, call your CEC, and when I talked to the other Members to my knowledge that my Chairman Finance was threatened yesterday that when he leave his vehicle it would be clamped.

Mr. Speaker this is witch hunting and as you make your ruling maybe we need the CEC himself to appear in person and that is my prayer thank you. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Koech, I believe the Chairman for Finance should respond and give us the date that he will provide the answer and I know we have a lot of information let me allow a few Members to give information but not to debate please. Yes Hon. Bowen.

Hon. Bowen: Thank you Mr. Speaker it is disappointing that a Hon. Member’s vehicles are being clamped and it is the same House that is expected to pass the supplementary budget to enable them earn salaries.

We would like to build cordial relationship between the County Assembly and the County Government so for this reason the minister for this case two Members yesterday and today actually warrants the minister himself to come and tell the committee why such incidences happen to Hon. Members.

I beg to request that the committee handles this matter with the minister and the concerned parties if it is found we will like to see the regulations that the attendants are using and if there are no regulations that attendant should be removed from that place. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you. I will now allow Hon. Ngotie then Hon. Charles and lastly Hon. Komosop then I will provide the ruling.  Oh gender, but I have not seen the ladies mics on. Proceed Hon. Ngotie.

Hon. Ngotie: Thank you Mr. Speaker for giving me this unusual opportunity. According to the oxford dictionary the word Honourable, is bringing or deserving honor as a title for certain high officials the children of certain ranks of nobility that is according to the oxford dictionary.

According to the Cambridge dictionary, it has to do with people and actions that are honest fair and worthy of respect those are very powerful words. I understand that the person who was concerned told the Hon. Member and my senior in that matter that tell the CEC to unclamp the vehicle,  just imagine that. 

We need a response from the CEC because when we were taking the stickers I had the opportunity to see a memo from the CEC why they are giving us the stickers so that they don’t have any loopholes with collection of revenue.

These people have received direct instructions from the CEC that don’t be told that this one is an MCA or who just clamp. We need a way forward. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you. Hon. Charles Kosgei MCA Mogotio.

Hon. Kosgei: Mr. Speaker sir, with reference to what Hon. Ngotie has said I thought that this matter would  be of County Importance. We will not sit for another day let us finish it today. The Hon. Majority Leader said that we should have teeth that bites and I think with this issue with your permission Mr. Speaker we should bite somebody. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Yes Hon. Kimosop.
Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Speaker, I also thought that it would be an issue of County importance but all the same the information that I need to provide is that Members this is a matter touching on the welfare of Members and Mr. speaker you are one of us and going even by the comments I think you have been a Member to this.

Members, when it comes to our welfare we must get concerned and united you know what just happened to our Member is not just clamping of a vehicle it is a communication of how we are demeaned or where we are ranked in the architecture  of this County.  

Hon. Chairman a just for information sake. I think we are on our feet to provide information, we are the Members of Baringo County Assembly that should be very clear that we oversight the Executive; we are state officers and we deserve respect. 

Actually, I have received this respect from other Counties and even from police officers in Nakuru by the way I have not picked the sticker and I have spent time in Nakuru all the time. I pass by going to my place, but every time my driver explains to the people that this is an MCAs vehicle the amount of respect they give is amazing. 

Sometimes back around last week I was in a matatu that was arrested around Naivasha by traffic police officers so it was dragging and it was getting late so I moved out and moved aside the police officer and told him my brother I am an MCA and I am rushing somewhere.

That guy said that please Mhe. we are sorry you need to go and he called the driver and told him that pelekeni Mheshimiwa na muhakikishe amefika mkutano. Those were his words. We are state officers and we are supposed to be respected, this is your life time opportunity to be Members of County Assembly.

Don’t think that if you behave like you are behaving you are becoming arrogant or proud we sit in committees and committees that make decisions we attend meetings that people expect us to communication matters of County importance so we deserve respect.

When the Governor was being sworn in I don’t know where you sat we saw people being received in terms of ranks but we did not have seats. I remember the former deputy speaker displacing an MCA saying that nyinyimtapelekwa induction baadae.

This tells you where the status of an MCA in the previous Government was. It is up to you to remain in the same position or not. We pass the budget, we have the power to impeach, the power to sensor and even to refuse to have all this information and to me we have to flex our muscles. Let us be united, thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Yes Hon. Cheboiwo and that should be the last to contribute please.

Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker. The Hon. Member insinuated that the former Deputy Speaker was so weak and there was no time that our vehicle was clamped there, there was no time our CEC...

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): You are out of order Hon. Cheboiwo. We are not here to fight over whether this Assembly is weak or the former.  Let me give to the victim of the clamping to say something.

Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Thank you Mr. Speaker. I am really a disappointed man today and my day started very badly that immediately in the morning before even coming for the House business committee my vehicle was bounded and clamped.

I am not so much on the issue of clamping but by the issue of how these people address the Hon. Members. I called one of the directors of revenue but what he responded to me Mr. Speaker is really showing that there is a lot of witch hunt from the Executive part to this House.

This House being demeaned and it is seen as people who are fighting here and coming here to waste our time because we do not have anything else to do outside that is my perception and conclusion according of the statements of one of the revenue officers.

They were instructed by the CEC and I quote in Kiswahili, ‘kama kuna mtu ambaye ni mkubwa na analeta kichwa wacha apigie mimi simu.’ That was the statement from one of the revenue officers that now I should be calling the CEC to bring the key to unclamp my vehicle.

Mr. Speaker if these Hon. Members are treated like that or if the Minority Leader of the Baringo County Assembly is treated like that how about the common mwananchi or the voters who sent us here how are they treated? 

One of them passed there and he was really sympathizing with me and told me wacha muone vile wanatufanyia.  Mr. Speaker just in conclusion, I request the Chairman Finance that there hones  with Executive, we need some trimmer and you have the trimmer here. 

If you find that they are not cooperating with you bring them we are going to bring a motion of impeachment and we can set an example with the one CEC first so as to serve as an example to others. Thank you. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you. I believe the Chairman Finance and Economic Planning can respond and give us the date. I will also direct that that committee should get the CEC concerned and to provide the way forward on that. 

Hon. Kebut: Thank you. First I would like to say sorry to my senior the Minority Leader for the frustration he went through this morning, he was coming to work but it was very unfortunate for a junior officer to frustrate him.

Secondly, this is an unfortunate case and I had an idea of congratulating the CEC for issuing the stickers to the Hon. Members that was good progress but now I am realizing that one of the officers who is a junior officer want to rubbish the whole thing.

Moving forward because these are Hon. Members and when they park their vehicles they should be considered as Hon. Members and the way I see or I look at the mood of the House they are really furious and disappointed because they are not accorded honor of being Hon. Members of Baringo County Assembly. 

I will a statement and as mentioned by the Leader of Minority if they are treating Hon. Members like that how about the members of the public, actually they are going through the same frustrations even more as we speak now we have around 9 or 8 vehicles of the members of the public which were bounded taken to the Kabarnet police station and some had to pay fee.

But when they go there to collect their vehicles there is also another fee which I don’t know of Kshs. 5,000 of which I don’t know it is revenue for which department. I thought if you pay the Kshs. 5,000 then you are supposed to go and pick your vehicle free of charge. 

So we have a serious problem and let me seek for the statement and bring to this House on Wednesday in the morning session. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you. I believe that will be okay with the Members.  I know all of us are disappointed because in one way or another you have fallen a victim and because one of our colleague was also a victim we are all disappointed. Next order.

(Statement Deferred)

MOTION
Bursary for Vulnerable Children

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you. I call upon the Hon. Ameja Selemoi MCA Churo/Amaya Ward to move the motion. Welcome. You are allowed to migrate because the gadgets around you are not working. 

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Thank you Mr. Speaker. Aware that the Constitution of Kenya, under Article 53 (1) (b) of the Constitution of Kenya provides that every child has a right to free and compulsory basic education and further, Article 53 (2) provides that a child’s best interests are of paramount importance in every matter concerning the child.

Further aware that, Article 54 (1) (b) provides that a person with disability is entitled to access educational institutions for persons with disabilities that are integrated into society. 

Realizing that, the preamble of basic education Act 2017 as read together with section 7 (2) of the children’s Act, 2016 provides for the promotion and regulation of free and compulsory basic education to which every child has a right to.

Recognizing that, Article 28 of the United Nations Convention on the rights of the child (1989) as read together with Article 26 of the Universal Declaration of human rights (1948) and Article 17 (1) of the African Charter on Human and Peoples rights provide that free and compulsory basic education is an inalienable child right.

Noting that, the President of the republic of Kenya issued a decree that every child has a right to free basic and compulsory education adding that the Government would facilitate for free secondary education.

Concerned that, the poverty index in Baringo County is optimally high with many children failing to attend school due to lack of school fees and that the amenities leading to frequent school drop outs with other children engaging in illegal activities as opposed to attending school. 

Disturbed that, the inadequacy of the bursary fund of Kshs. 30,000 000 allocated by the County Government to the 30 Wards are insufficient and therefore impossible to fully sponsor the overgrowing number of needy and vulnerable children, such as orphans, students from poor backgrounds and the disabled.

Now therefore, This House urges the Baringo County Government to raise the bursary allotted to the Wards from Kshs. 30,000,000 to Kshs. 270,000,000 which translates to 0.06% of the equitable share (CARA) approved budget for the 2017/2018 financial year, of which each Ward will get Kshs. 9,000,000 to cater for bursary need for the vulnerable children within the respective Wards per financial year. 

I beg to move.

Mr. Speaker, I gave notice of motion yesterday and I thank the House Business Committee for making it necessary for this motion to come very fast and earlier than I had anticipated. Mr. Speaker, I want to quickly provide information on bursaries and bursary fund in this County.

This County has an allocation of Kshs. 30,000,000 for all the 30 Wards meant for needy children which meant that each Ward will get Kshs. 1,000,000 and if you go further the Kshs. 1 million for each Ward will be reduced by Kshs. 80,000 as an administrative fee for the committees which means therefore that each Ward will get Kshs. 920,000. 

This Kshs. 920,000 are meant to assist needy children, orphans and the disabled children in our societies and I can give an example of my Ward. Churo/Amaya Ward Mr. Speaker sir has 1, 247 students in high school. 

If each were to be given equally each would get six hundred shillings but should we give the Kshs. 920,000 to the orphans, in my Ward I have 119 orphans and disabled people. Practically this is the allocation that Churo/Amaya Ward distributed to the orphans and the disabled.

If you have your calculator with you, you will get that out of the 119 orphans, each child would get Kshs. 6,000.  You can imagine Mr. Speaker sir an orphan getting Kshs. 6,000 from this County Government that is a drop in the ocean.

Mr. Speaker sir, the previous Leadership allocated Kshs. 12 million to sponsor 10 students per Ward. And you can imagine 10 students per Ward with thousands of needy children in the sasme Ward it means that the blame game is high.

Mr. Speaker sir, I want to provide data for the entire Baringo County. This County of ours has over 6,000 extremely needy cases of secondary school going children and over 2,000 orphans according to the data from the ministry of education. 

How are we supposed to assist the needy and the orphans with the Kshs. 920,000? So immaterially it will mean that we are so insensitive with the less fortunate members of our society Mr. Speaker. I don’t know how our County can receive Kshs. 6. 2 billion channel much of it 75% to salaries and then 30% to development and allocate 0.06% to education sector for fees.

If we are going to allow that tradition to go on Mr. Speaker, it will mean that we are part and parcel of a team of human beings who were elected or nominated to this House and they came to conspire and do injustice to the needy orphans and disabled children of this County.

Mr. Speaker sir, I have moved this motion not for anything malice to be done to the budget of this County Government but on realization that the needy children of this County; the disabled ones and the orphans need a shoulder to lean on.

Mr. Speaker, you are aware that this is the only County that has the least allocation of bursaries or bursary fund in Kenya. If you go to the internet, Mr. Speaker, you will realize what I am talking about that in West Pokot for example you watched the news last week, a Governor launching Kshs. 565 million per year for bursaries it was a live coverage.

You also watched yesterday the Governor for Laikipia launching free NHIF scheme together with Kshs. 360 million per year for bursaries. You are all aware that two years ago the County Government of Turkana launched a robust of Kshs. 700 billion for bursaries and in Turkana they paid up to and including anybody going for driving school. 

Mr. Speaker sir these Counties that I have mentioned, for example West Pokot County, they get Ksh.5.5 Billion a year, Laikipia get Ksh.5.6 Billion a year as CARA, in Baringo we get Ksh.6.2 Billion a year and in Samburu they get Ksh.4.2 Billion per year, my question is where do these other Counties get money to finance bursaries that we in Baringo don’t get? Mr. Speaker, I suspect two things, one is either we have our priorities upside down or two we have priorities going elsewhere other than the children of Baringo which is most likely corrupt programs. 

Mr. Speaker, we have the existing Baringo Bursaries and scholarship fund regulation 2015, I have it with me here and most of you have it. It is a nice document with objectives, mission, eligibility… and I want to draw your attention Mr. Speaker sir on this regulation that was formulated by the ministry of Education in this County, it has many objectives and one of them is to ensure that this fund provide financial assistance to needy and bright students for high schools and vocational trainings in Baringo, Mr. Speaker that objective alone cannot be met by giving out nothing other than Ksh.20, 000 per student, it can’t.

Mr. Speaker it also goes as to say that without prejudices, the generality of sub-session one that I have just read, the objectives of the fund and these regulations includes making provisional granting of bursaries and scholarships of every child in Baringo… how is that attainable… it is not attainable because you are saying good things while on the other hand you do the opposite. Mr. Speaker sir this regulation is mischievous because it cannot meet its objectives with the said allocation.

Mr. Speaker for this regulation to be practically possible, we have to augment it with relevant funds that will meet its objectives and the best way to do it Mr. Speaker is by allocating funds according to my motion whether it will be agreed by members or not.  I am proposing that we give every Ward Ksh.9 Million per year.
(Applause)

Then we subdivide the Ksh.9 Million to the three semesters that will be Ksh.3 Million per semester and that will not be too big allocation for this County… Ksh.270 Million for our County is fair enough because we have not asked the Ksh.560 Million as are allocated by other Counties but we have just asked a starting fund of 0.06%, we will still move to 1% in future and 1% of that will be Ksh.600 Million.

Mr. Speaker sir, I don’t want to eat much of the time because it is getting late but I want to mention two things that our children in secondary schools, special schools, ECDEs and vocational schools have been dropping out of school like in hundreds and this is a sad part of our education system in Baringo largely because of fees. Mr. Speaker sir we shall not allow this. The other parliament could not do it but we are not going to use their failure as a scapegoat anymore we have to grab the opportunity and offer leadership in this County.

Mr. Speaker Sir, in this regulation also, the CEC education has the powers in section17 (1) the County Executive Committee member of Education shall for each financial year budget funds for bursary and scholarship which allocations shall be approved by this Assembly. Mr. Speaker it is not that the law does not exist, the law do exist but we have chosen to ignore the children of this County.

I want the Committee which you Chair that is Education to cease this moment and grab this opportunity and revive the education sector and ensure that less fortunate members of our society do not drop from schools because of school fees and any other issue. Mr. Speaker sir, because the interests of members are supreme, I want to categorically urge the Executive Arm of the County Government not to oppose or bring in side shows, bottlenecks that will kill this motion for if they do that, they now become the enemies of Baringo 

(Applause)

The funds are available and it is this Assembly that passes the funds, we are going to ensure that before anything else … and I urge Hon. Members… because Hon. Members have been suffering from SMS, M-Pesa, queues in their offices and homes… you go to your offices and homes today you wake up in the morning and you find twenty to fifty people are lining up looking for assistance and 99% of the assistance sought are school fees. Mr. Speaker with this fund the problems of handouts and begging will be reduced at our offices and homes and this extends up to and including the office of the Governor, you visit the office of the Governor today you will find many people are queuing all with pro-fomas seeking for school fees.

Once we have such kind of funds we are able to reduce those kinds of stresses by 60% and going forward Mr. Speaker sir this is the list amount… this is the lowest amount we have asked from the budget, should we have been so ambitious we would have said for 1% of the CARA which is Ksh.600 Million but we said let us start from the lowest percentage then we will go up. 

Mr. Speaker I want to seek two seconders of this motion so that they divide their time by half and the first seconder is Hon. Lawi Kipchumba the Leader of Majority and Hon. Kipruto Kimosop. Mr. Speaker sir, allow me to retreat to my seat as my two members of this Hon. House second, I beg to move the motion,thank you Mr. Speaker sir.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Selemoi MCA Churo/ Amaya Ward, I believe the Standing Orders requires that we have only one seconder but not two, so Hon. Lawi you may proceed

Hon. Lawi (Leader of Majority): Thank you very much Mr. Speaker the motion which has been brought by my friend Hon. Ameja Selemoi from Chuor/Amaya Ward is a very good motion Mr. Speaker, I second and I beg all the Hon. Members of this House to support this motion because by supporting this motion we will be supporting education in Baringo County.  Thank you very much I beg to second.

(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you, now I will propose the question.
(Question proposed)
Debate is open and members are free to debate… Hon. Kesei

Hon. Kesei: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, finally your eye has gotten me, I stand to support this motion first because I am a teacher by profession and truly education is key in any society and if Baringo County will not take this into account and very seriously then we are doomed as Baringo County. Just like the Deputy Speaker has just said 99% of … even 99.9% of Baringo, wherever you go, whenever you greet anyone out there they will just tell you “Mheshimiwa I have something for you” and what they produce is a pro-foma, Mr. Speaker 99.9% of what we encounter is about school fees or health.

Mr. Speaker, the Jubilee Government recently said they are going to provide free education but apparently we have students who are going to study in boarding schools in high schools who are required to pay for amenities and food; these needs will make a student not to go to school and that is why I stand to support this motion because these are vulnerable children coming from very poor families.

Mr. Speaker a classical example has been given out like from West Pokot County and Turkana County who are benefiting for the second year why not Baringo! Others have done it, we can do it even better, let us not make the people of Baringo to judge us because if history will judge us then it will judge us harshly, I stand to support this motion.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Kesei… next is Hon. Leparsalaach

Hon. Leparsalaach: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I rise to support the motion by Hon. Selemoi, The mover started by saying poverty index in Baringo stands at 52% that is to say out of 100 people it is only 48 people who can earn a dollar in a day, that is a clear indication that people in Baringo are terribly poor and in need of support.

Mr. Speaker, going by the illiteracy rate in our County, you will find that in some Sub-Counties take for example Tiaty Sub-County the illiteracy rate is very high followed by Baringo South and the list continues, now if you also look at the school dropping rates you will also find that the two Sub-Counties that I have mentioned lead in school dropouts and the main reason for that is school fees and the second is maybe pregnancies and the third may be other reasons. We really need to do something to make sure that our poor children access quality education.

Mr. Speaker it is true that the Jubilee Government have tried to provide Ksh.22, 000 per child in the day schools but the question is how many day schools do we have in Tiaty Sub-County and in Baringo South… in fact they are very minimal. Mr. Speaker sir there is a big need for us to increase the bursary kitty from the Ksh.30 Million to the amount stated by the Hon. Member in the motion.

Mr. Speaker sir in my Ward, last time while allocating bursaries to students, the entire Ksh.920,000 went to orphans which means that the other needy children did not get anything and even all the orphans were not catered for and remember ones an orphan you will be an orphan forever, that is to say that in the entire five years the amount allocated is Ksh.920,000 per Ward and especially in my Ward that entire amount will be going to orphans only so the other needy children will not be catered for.  Mr. Speaker I support the motion, thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Cheruyot. 
Hon. Cheruiyot: Thank you  Mr. Speaker I stand to support the motion brought by Hon. Selemoi and as he was moving the motion I was perusing through the document which I was pushed to collect from the office of the research officers, the document has a statistical report which shows poverty level in my Ward and I am sure this applies to all Wards in Baringo, poverty level is very high, when I looked at the report that I was given this morning every sub-location in my Wards shows low level of education the reason is all the families are not able to support or educate their children, they go through primary school and stop there because they can’t afford education after that.

I have the report in my hand now which originated from our research department and this shows you how critical this issue is and we need to support this motion because we also understand the poverty level in our County is so high and most families are not able to support themselves. Mr. Speaker the reason why I sought for this report was that I was called last night that there were some forms which were brought to my office even after we have completed allocating the Ksh.920, 000… many families are still coming up since they didn’t receive help from anywhere else and that is what motivated me to go and look for this report.  I am compelled now to support this motion and request all members that we have to support this motion and have our County Government raise the help to improve education in our County.

Mr. Speaker the level of education is dropping year after year and in five years if we are not going to do something we will find ourselves in a bad state, Mr. Speaker that is very critical and I beg to support this motion.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Charles Kosgei.
Hon. Kosgei: Thank you Mr. Speaker first of all I would like to thank the mover of the motion because this motion has come at the right time, Mr. Speaker if we don’t take the education of our children seriously it will be one part that will take us home in year 2022, we should take keen interest in these children.

Mr. Speaker, out every 100 phone calls these members receive, 95 are school fees requests. I think and urge every member to support this motion and one way… you find that we are informed that we always have rollover, if we put more money on education and bursaries rollover will come down. Mr. Speaker, considering my Ward,  I have 621 orphan who applied for the bursary that we gave them recently but we managed to give only 400 orphans little money and if there is no other money these children will drop and stay at homes.  It is high time that we consider that these orphans be given money throughout the year so that they can be able to complete their schooling.

We are told to go to day schools, when most of these day schools have no teachers and no staff and when you are going to a day school, the highest grade these children get in these schools is D+ and you will see that you will not have helped these children.  Mr. Speaker I want to urge all members to support this motion because it has come at the right time. Thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Kimosop, I will allow two more members to contribute and I don’t know I don’t see our lady Hon. Members applying to contribute; it is only the men Hon. Members who are dominating… Hon. Kimosop

Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Speaker going by the mood of the House I think I will be exceptionally brief, one I support this motion and a lot of what my colleagues have said is exactly what I was to say; the statistics, the data, the phone calls that we receive I think I will not wish to belabor the point.

The only reason why I rose up Mr. Speaker… the Chair of Implementation Committee Hon. Ng’otie I hope you are listening to me, the reason why I woke up is to actually ask whether when we pass this motion today and indeed all the other motions that we have passed whether it takes effect or we are just engaging in routine process and a PR exercise. 

Mr. Speaker we passed the one for ECDE teachers and beyond being passed here there has never been any debate or have I seen the Executive initiating procedures of implementing the motion on the ECDE teachers that we passed. I need the guarantee that when we pass these motions what happens because in my view it should be binding and should be implemented, my concern is actually on the implementation; whether this motion will be implemented or not and this is one of the area that we really need to bite.  So I congratulate my colleague for Churo/Amaya Ward, let us go for the 0.06% for now but we will actually be increasing the percentage because what is development if you cannot develop human resource part of you and if as leaders we cannot think about future generation then honestly I don’t know the definition of development. So let me not take much time,  I am resting my case there and I support. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): What is not in order Hon. Limo?
Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Thank you Mr. Speaker,  I have rose on a point of Order after reading the mood of the House and the magnitude of this motion… to continue debating on it yet it is getting late we may lack quorum to pass the motion.  I suggest that you give the mover to reply then you put the question, thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Ok, I think the member has read for us the mood of the House and I believe the mover of the motion should rise and reply.

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Mr. Speaker sir I seek your guidance on whether to rush to pass the motion today or we defer putting of the question so that we can continue next week because the magnitude of this motion is big and I seek your guidance whether it will be prudent for us to finish it today or we can defer it so that we get the participation and contribution from other members for that will also appear as public participation in this House.  So I seek your ruling on that before I reply, thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Selemoi just as you are still standing there I want to say that from the contribution already made by these members I believe all members are in agreement that…

(Applause)

That this motion is in order, so I am ruling that you go ahead and reply and I will put the question immediately 

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Thank you Mr. Speaker I oblige. I want to speedily congratulate Hon. Members who contributed candidly on the magnitude of this motion, specifically the grappling of the intense pressure from the public to lead the debate. 

Mr. Speaker,  I want to belabor that point because we are all aware that fees problem in Baringo is a troublesome issue and as Hon. Member from Mochongoi Hon. Kimosop has just said the issue is not about relevance or importance of motions in this House; the elephant in the room is about implementation and luckily enough the Chairman of Implementation my great friend Hon. Julius Ng’otie and it will be disservice to the 30 Wards that this motion came the other day, it was passed and it collapsed. So I will urge that we will also follow it up with the relevant ministry for them to bring a substantive regulation to this motion and the regulation will be brought to this House by none other than Hon. John Tarus who is the Chair of Education  Committee and who has presided over the motion today.
(Applause)

So this thing we are joined in the hip, Mr. Speaker if this motion collapses it will not be the Member for Churo/Amaya Ward that has flopped but it is all of us. I want to thank all the members who contributed and request that let us work it out because the purpose and the implementation timeline is the next financial year 2018/19 not this financial year; we excuse this financial year because already the figures are already tabled in this House, so we want these figures to be implemented in June this year so that the next financial year we have these figures in the budget and our children will benefit by August or September. Thank you very much and God bless you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you.
