Requisite Equipment for Fire Fighting
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Statement 007 of 2018 sought by Ernest Tarus MCA Kabarnet Ward to the Committee on Transport, Public Work and Infrastructure. Chairperson?
Hon. Cornelius: Thank you Mr. Speaker for this opportunity. I commit to bring the statement next week Thursday at 2:30p.m.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thursday 2:30 p.m. the answer should be here because it has come to this House several times for a long time. 
(Statement Deferred)

Destruction of Forests in the County
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Next statement form Musa Cheruiyot MCA Koibatek Ward to the Chairperson Environment and Natural Resources Committee.
Hon. Mailuk: Thank you Mr. Speaker I stand to give statement raised by MCA Koibatek ward.
1. If aware that there is a wanton destruction of Kiplombe, Sabatia, Esageri and Koibatek forests?

Yes I am aware that there is a wanton destruction of Kiplombe, Sabatia and Koibatek forest witnessed by depletion of indigenous forest, medicinal herbs, red cider trees, wild mushrooms among others. Wildlife migration to other ecosystems for instance bees, butterflies, birds, Rhinos,buffallos, hare,  leopards and dikdik. Various questions were raised during public baraza that was held on 13th December 2017 at County rangers camp Kiplombe forest organized by the department of environment in context of the non-going destruction in the forest, and among the critical resolutions made were that the department to hire adequaterangers to protect the forest and natural resources in Kiplombe forest.
2. If he is further aware that the said forest is the main water source for the rivers; Kabimoi, Esageri and Molo which are tributaries of Lake Perkerra?

Yes I am aware that the above said forest is the main water source for the riversKabimoi, Esageri and Molo which are tributaries to Lake Perkerra. The formation of the River Perkerra majorly depends on the above named rivers. The department is engaging with KFS in charge of gazeted forest Koibatek forest zone and Mau forest conservation committee (FCC) to ensure that the fragile ecosystem is protected, reforested and conserved with water plants in the highlands of Koibatek which mainly serve as water tower for the County among others. It should be pointed out that all thesecatchments and water intakes are inside the gazzetted forest under Kenya Forest Service.
3. If he is further aware that the water intakes at Narosura, Awee, Ainoptich, Tekeltee, Kaplesir and highland water catchment areas may be drying up due to the forest destruction; 
Yes I am further aware that Narosura, Awee, Ainoptich, Tekeltee, Kaplesir and highland water catchment areas may be drying up due to the forest destruction.
If proper policy for catchments and wetlands I not seriously addressed by the tow arms of the County Government, the above catchments will decline. The department is currently undertaking spring protection at Narosura other springs will be considered as priority in subsequent year budget. Water being a basic need among the millennium development goal and big four for ensuring environmental sustainability, it is collective responsibility of saving environmental degradation that has already pose a great threat as its impacts negatively on economic drivers of the County.
4. What is the County Government doing to ensure that the said forest is reinstated, protected and conserved as the main water source for our main rivers? 
The County Government is rehabilitating, conserving and protecting the catchments and wetlands by planting indigenous and water plants e.g. bamboo. By doing these the catchments will be restored back to its initial state and consequently the water flow will increase down the stream. This requires an integratedapproach to natural resources management that takes into account factors that influence decision on water use at County level. Towards this urge, the Assembly to do alignment on environmental policies because of current conflicting sectoral laws and policies and departmental mandate overlaps which constraintsimplementation and scaling up environmental issues curtail the greatest impact as it plays a key role in advancing the County economic and social agenda on economic recovery and poverty reduction through sustainable management of natural resources and environmental conservation.
To add Mr. Speaker there are minutes of the meeting at Kiplombe camp and Members can go through. We are called to conserve our environment like planting bamboo that mature fast and economical good to ourlives. Some counties like Embu have invested it and has becomean important tree compared with timber. So Mr. Speaker, if Hon. Musa is not satisfied or has something to add on it, he can let me know so that I can engage it more. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Chair for Environment and Natural Resources. Hon. Cheruiyot, are you satisfied with the answer? 

Hon. Cheruiyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I appreciate the work of the Committee and the whole Department because they have given a comprehensive answer. My request is that they should implement what they have promised because the forest is really depleted and we need an immediate action to save the water catchment forests. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): As per the sentiments, the Hon. Member is satisfied. The Chair Environment has done a good job and the same goes to your CEC…

What is your point of concern Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang?

Hon. Elizabeth: I have a big concern pertaining the catchment areas. As we speak, we have more than 20 river users Associations whose major work is to take care of the springs but it is very perplexing because when money is allocated for environmental conservation, the Association is not given any funding yet they go and procure somebody who doesn’t even come from the area. The Associations are in the six sub counties and through the Environment Committee, can you allocate money because they are registered under the Attorney General and can be sued if they misuse the money…    

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): What is your point of order Hon. Limo?

Hon. Limo: Mr. Speaker, is it in order for the Hon. Member to ask a question inside a question? I thought it’s a new question that should come through the House Business.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Member, you are out of order and you should prepare the question and present it to this House. 
(Statement Deferred)

Re-Encroachment of County Reserved Plots

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Next statement by Hon. Musa Cheruiyot to Chairperson Environment. Chair. 
Hon. Mailuk: Thank you Mr. Speaker. In response to:

i. If I am aware that there is a re-encroachment of County reserved plots after the people were evicted in 2008 by the defunct Koibatek County Council, especially plot No. 205 Konjoul water catchment, 222 and 223 forest area? Yes I am aware. The ministry is also aware of the re-encroachment of the County reserved plots after people were evicted in 2008 by the defunct Koibatek County Council especially plot No. 205 water catchment, 222 and 223 forest areas. 

In fact as a result of the destructions the Department through its Sub County Environment Officer led in holding a series of meetings (Community Barazas) between 29th November and 14th December 2017 at Kiplombe Forest Rangers Camp and at Oinoptich Water Tank. Present in the meetings were Esageri ACC, Ward Administrators Koibatek and Lembus and all chiefs of Esageri Division. 

In the meeting held at Oinoptich Water Tank on 13th December 2018 in which the MCA Hon. Musa Cheruiyot was present, he stated the land parcel 222 belongs to County Government and those having a claim on it should let the Government develop it. The Ministry is planning to create CFA to carry out eco-enterprise projects inside the forest. This will link the community and the Government in forest resource utilization and management   

ii. If I am further aware that white Rhinos initially inhabit the forest area but were transferred to Lake Nakuru National Park after the destruction? Yes. We are aware. In fact, it’s not the white Rhinos that were trans-located but black Rhinos. Mr. Speaker, it’s hard to differentiate between white and black Rhino and needs experts in the field because it’s through their muscle and the way the move. The Rhinos were taken to Nakuru for safe keeping due to destruction of their habitat and the threat of poaching through human encroachment. 

Can the Rhinos be brought back to Baringo County? Yes, as already mentioned, the black Rhinos were trans-located to Lake Nakuru for safety reasons. Their area of jurisdiction was encroached by humans for settlement and other anthropogenic activities which were rendering the wildlife to poaching. Rhinos are known to be long range and that narrowing their habitat stresses their survival.

It is still possible to translocate back the Rhinos to Baringo only if the initial threats that led to their transfer are removed and the thresholds for their survival are met. This requires the collaboration of all stakeholders, identification of all logistics and costs. This can be achieved through proper research in collaboration with Kenya Wildlife Service.

Mr. Speaker in addition, other Baringo wildlife have been taken away like the Giraffe as mentioned by our Governor which is called Roscha Giraffe and was taken from Lake Baringo to Roysambu Conservancy and in 2008, eight of them were brought to the conservancy that is Lake Baringo and due to the challenges, they haven’t survived as expected.   

iii. If I am further aware that the mentioned plots have been severely destructed by cutting trees for firewood and charcoal burning? Yes. I am aware. The Ministry is aware that the plots mentioned above have been severely destructed by residents living adjacent to the forest by cutting trees for firewood and producing charcoal to create room for cultivation. It has been difficult to curb the destruction because of a number of challenges including inadequate forest rangers and conflict with the community over ownership due to encroachment. The reason to why this is happening is due to inadequate forest rangers to protect the destruction. At present, there is only one forest ranger guarding the forest area and the number required is approximately 20 forest rangers.   

iv. When is the County Government going to rescue the situation by planting trees again and fencing the said plots for protection and possibly establishing a conservancy in the said forest area? Yes. I am aware. So far, the Department of Environment has constructed a fire tower within Kiplombe Forest to improve on surveillance of the forest area. In this Financial Year, the Department has budgeted for Kiplombe fire tower phase II forest units. Kiplombe forest area is major project area for conservation and protection for the department due to its ecosystem and biodiversity importance. The department has further plans for massive tree planting and construction of enforcement units. 

In order not to hamper community involvement and support of protection and conservation   measures of the department, plans are underway on sensitization and advocacy campaigns for the surrounding community through Barazas to win their support. The department is also planning for a key stakeholders meeting with the local area administration, key departments (Lands, KFS, KWS, NEMA and WARMA) on the best way forward for protection and conservation of the encroached area and work on the logistics for the commencement of protection and conservation works.
In liaison with key stakeholders, the Department will advise and help the community on the possible establishment of conservancy once all conflicts have been resolved. The department will also carry out a massive tree planting campaign together with the community during the onset of rainy season.  In account of the above plans, it is worth noting that the department is faced with critical financial constraints due to the low budgetary allocations. There is therefore a great need to consider raising its budgetary allocation for it to carry out its programs and activities effectively and efficiently.   
Mr. Speaker, we receive like Kshs. 30 million for a whole FY and loOkaying at all parameters that covers administration in a department, that amount of money is little and we keep on postponing things that needs to be tackled once and for all. Again we have other Government parastatals like KWS and KFS that are working on the same things. Our Forests in Eldama Ravine are managed by Kenya Forest Service and give out permits without even notifying the County because they believe they are the managers. They have gone further to give permits to charcoal burners who are misusing the community forest more so in Tiaty. It has become a challenge in the department because it is an independent parastatal and I request this House to loOkay keenly on how Baringo County will work. Will we go the KFS way or the Department of Environment in the County? 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I believe you should come up with a motion in order to fast track that. Hon. Cheruiyot, are you satisfied?

Hon. Cheruiyot: Thank you. I appreciate the Environment and Natural Resource Committee because they have given a comprehensive answer. I am happy with the answer, it’s only that the issue of KFS that there is some petition which was raised by the community.  I have the petition but I am not going to raise that matter today.

Maybe in future I will advise my able Chairman the way he has tried to answer that question that he should also ask some research assistance from the research office because I also have some information, these forests areas were supposed to be community forest but they have been taken by the KFS. 

There are some petitions which I think were done last year and the reports are here, it was supposed to be forwarded to the senate to deliberate on. I must appreciate the work of the committee because they have really done a good job. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you. The Member is satisfied and I believe the Hon. Chair again you have done a splendid job and of course extend that to your CEC although from that statement on question number  three there is a word there ‘destructed’ but this is on a light note, I don’t know if there is an English word like that I thought it could be destroyed. But that is just on a light note as I had said. So we have dispensed off that let us move to the next statement no. 07/2018.  I can see some mics blinking what is it Hon. Charles Kosgei?
Hon. Kosgei: Thank you Mr. Speaker. why is the Member saying that he cannot differentiate between a white Rhino and a black Rhino?

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okayay, Rhinos are Rhinos whether black or white so maybe that one Hon. Chair, you want to react on that?

Hon. Mailuk: Rhinos are all the same in color and to differentiate between a white Rhino and a black Rhino it is just the muscle of the mouth and the movement and white Rhinos don’t live in forests they live in grass lands but the black Rhinos live in forests.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Yes Hon. Limo.
Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Thank you Mr. Speaker. Concerning the answers the Chair is giving to this House about the Rhinos he is really misleading the House.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Actually!
Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): I have been to Kisumu Mr. Speaker and I have seen the white Rhino at Kisumu Park. I have also seen a black Rhino, colors are different. The black Rhino is black and the white Rhino is white. I have not seen different mouth muscles. Mr. Speaker can you assist this House or rule on this issue so that Members cannot be further to mislead this House? 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I think all of us know the Rhinos, there are white Rhinos and black Rhinos. Yes,  Hon. Cheruiyot.

Hon. Cheruiyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker. In my area there were white Rhinos not black Rhinos. I am very sure because I saw them even when they were taken to Nakuru so it was not about the the muscles but the colors were white.  So we are waiting for white Rhinos to be returned to Kiplombe forest. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you very much Hon. Cheruiyot now let us put that to rest. Next statement. Yes Hon. Limo.

Defective Ng’oron Borehole

Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Mr. Speaker I am still waiting for the answers.  I raised this question last week and I think what it was agreed here was today at 2.30pm. The Chairperson Water and Irrigation Committee to give a response this this. So Mr. Speaker before I react I want to hear from the Chairperson.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Yes Chairperson Water or the Vice Chair. Yes Hon. Kandie.
Hon. Julia: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I seek for more time Mr. Speaker until Thursday in the afternoon so that I can bring a comprehensive answer.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okayay Thursday next week in the Afternoon is that Okayay with you Hon. Limo?
Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Mr. Speaker, I think it will not be comfortable for me to wait for that long owing to the magnitude of the question and the suffering that the students of Ng’oron are facing. They are now travelling loOkaying for water.  Mr. Speaker maybe you direct the answer to be provided on Tuesday next week.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okayay maybe the Member who represented the Chair should answer 

Hon. Julia: Thank you Mr. Speaker. We had taken the question to the CEC water and we have a clue that water boozers were taken to Tiaty Sub-County although we shall bring a comprehensive answer on Tuesday in the afternoon Session. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okayay let the answer come on Tuesday 27th in the afternoon. 
(Statement Deferred)

The Effects of ‘Y’ Results for 30 Tenges High School Students

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Next statement by Hon. Nickson Lemlem to the Chairperson Education Vocational Training and ICT. 

This is a new statement therefore it is supposed to be read. Yes Hon. Lemlem, he is not in. Yes Hon. Ngotie

Hon. Ngotie: Mr. Speaker loOkaying at this question or statement from Hon. Lemlem directed to the Chairperson on Labor it is about construction and the Chairman of infrastructure…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Order. We are not yet there Hon. Ngotie.
Hon. Ngotie: We are not yet there Mr. Speaker but we will be there.  I am just preempting maybe you can give direction for the statement for him to answer because he is the Chairman of Infrastructure. This is to do with construction it doesn’t have anything to do with the Chairperson for Labor Social Welfare Children Youth and Sports.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): You are out of order. Once we are there Hon. Member we will deal with that. So let us move on, is there anybody standing for Hon. Lemlem? Yes Hon. Charles Kosgei. 
Hon. Kosgei: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. On behalf of Hon. Lemlem, I seek the following statement from the Chairperson Education Vocational Training and ICT;

I. If he is aware that thirty one students from Tenges Secondary school got ‘Y’ for their results in the 2017 KCSE exams?

II. If he is further aware that, at the moment they have not been readmitted back to the school or any other school?

III. If he is further aware that the future of the students is at stake and that they may engage in illegal and irresponsible behaviors?

IV. What action is the Baringo County Government taking to ensure that the future of the affected students is safeguarded?

Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okayay so the Vice Chair to that committee should give an appropriate day when you should present the answer. 
Hon. Siriti: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. I request Hon. Lemlem that as the Education Committee we will bring a comprehensive answer on Thursday next week. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okayay bring the answer on Thursday 1st of March at 2.30pm. What is it Hon. Cheboiwo

Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. I am wondering about this question because it seems to be for the National Assembly because this issue is not under our mandate. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Yes Hon. Elizabeth.
Hon. Elizabeth: Thank you Mr. Speaker. As the MCA from Mogotio has said I concur with him because secondary school education is not devolved. And it is not the mandate of the Committee on Education to do research on the same. Thank you. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okayay I will do a ruling on that. Yes Hon. Tochim.
Hon. Tochim: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I also want to raise further information on this question the Hon. Member for Marigat Ward has not done proper research on this question though it is not our mandate to discuss it, Secondary Education is not devolved.

While it is true that there are some students who got ‘Y’ but he is further saying that they have not been re admitted to the school or any other school. That one is not true because I know of two students who have been admitted in different schools.  Tenges boys falls under Tenges Ward so this information is not true. 

Maybe all of the students have gone to other schools because I am aware of three students who went to other schools.  I even participated in their admission so the County Assembly should do further research before bringing such questions to the House.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okayay, I have some input on the same which I think Hon. Members we have before I bring some input I am seeing some Members have something to say but it should not be a debate. Yes Hon. Bowen. 

Hon. Bowen: Thank you very much Mr. Speaker I think there should be a committee I don’t know whether it is the House Business Committee that should be scrutinize questions. There are other questions that are very simple that a Hon. Member should go to the Director of Education and ask such questions. Not everything can be brought here ...
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): What is your point of order Hon. Limo. You are out of order Hon. Member.
Hon. Limo (Minority Leader): Mr Speaker, I think Hon. Kibowen is out of order for mentioning the House Business Committee insinuating that they are not doing their work as required. We have been spending most of our time leaving other committee meetings and attending House Business Committee to ensure that this House runs. The Hon. Member cannot come here and dismiss the work of the committee and insinuate that they are doing nothing. This question is so important so that those children who are left outside to be assisted. There are some cases of children who have received their admission but there are many who we understand that they have not received their admissions and the school has refused. So this question is in order and Hon. Nixon Lemlem brought it in good faith to assist those children. So Mr Speaker I think you will advise us on that issue.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you. Hon. Mailuk. That is the last one then I make a ruling.

Hon. Mailuk: Mr Speaker I am coming in the defence of Hon. Nixon Lemlem that the Hon members are saying this question was not framed well. When I loOkay at the question it is Okayay. This is like a disaster, not that if it is not the mandate of the County Government to deal with secondary and primary education then we leave out the issues that may arise on the way. For instance, yesterday we were discussing about a school that was blown by wind and the County Government agreed to fund and repair those classes and it is not our mandate. This one as leaders we need to loOkay into it keenly and again question two reads; if he is further aware that at the moment they have not been re-admitted to the school or any other school. I think Hon. Tochim was saying that some of the students have gone to other schools. What of Tenges did they admit the students that got ‘Y’ in the 2017 KCSE results? The Committee on Education should just go and work on it and it should not ignore it’s duties. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you.  I have said that is the last, so let us not debate it. The House Business Committee did their job well and it is in order to have that particular statement in the order paper. The Statement is of great importance and interest because it touches on the lives of our people as a County and therefore I direct that the Education Committee do their work and present the answer on Thursday afternoon, that is on 1st March.

Hon. Bowen: Thank you very much Mr Speaker, Hon. Birchogo got a call yesterday and she left for Eldoret for a very important duty concerning this Honourable House. So I want to represent her. She has brought up a question which requires the Chairman of transport, public works and infrastructure committee asking on the following concerns. 

1. If he is aware that Marigat-Lake Bogoria road is very important in the County.  
2. If he is further aware that the said road is in a dilapidated condition thus 
      hampering   tourism activities hence revenue collection.
3. What action is the Government taking to ensure that the road is re-instated. 

4. How long will it for the road to be rehabilitated.

Hon. Bowen: I am satisfied Mr Speaker.

Incompletion of Youth Empowerment Center in Marigat

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus):  Thank you. So we are done with that so we move to the next statement number 11/2018 by Hon. Nixon Lemlem. Maybe he has somebody to stand on his behalf. He requires a statement from Chairperson, Hon. Charles Kosgei, I think you are up. 

Hon. Kosgei: I rise on behalf of Nixon Lemlem MCA Marigat Ward and seek a statement from the Chairperson labour and social welfare children youth and sports on the following matters of concern. 

1. If she is aware a total of Ksh 5,230,400 was allocated for the construction of youth empowerment centre in Marigat town of Marigat Ward. 

2. If she is further aware that currently the project appears to have been abandoned at slab stage. 

3. Can the Chairperson table a comprehensive report detailing the name of the contractor awarded the works, date of project commencement and the expected date of completion and reasons as to why the project was abandoned or stalled.

4. What action is the Baringo County Government taking to ensure that the project is expedited?

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Alright I believe there was a member who had raised a query on that. So maybe I should ask that Hon. Member to come up… Hon. Charles Kosgei put off your mic. Hon. Ngotie.
Hon. Ngotie: Thank you Mr Speaker sir, you know Hon. Kosgei purposely did not switch off this mic because he knows he is going to answer this question. The question is asking for details of the contractor and how long it is going to take him to finish that work in Marigat. Actually you cannot ask something of infrastructure to Chairman Labour Social Services and Welfare. It is misplaced but we will not leave him to go scot free. He is supposed to supply this House with the right answer. Thank you Mr Speaker.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I think you are not supposed to pin down the member on something that he might have forgotten, that is not right. Maybe the Chairperson Labor and Social Welfare Children Youth and Sports should give day and time that he will present the answer. It has been asked by the Chairman Infrastructure and I believe that project is under the Chairperson Labour and Social Welfare, Children Youth and Sports. That project falls under that department and therefore I believe the question is right. Let me allow two members Hon. Cheboiwo and Mailuk.

Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr Speaker sir, before we own the question as the Labour Committee we need your direction. All the infrastructures are currently under the department of Transport and Infrastructure. We don’t know when we will change our oversight role to the other departments and yet the person who is asking the question is also the Chairman who is supposed to be having the real answers. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I think I had given.... Hon. Mailuk then I give the direction.

Hon. Mailuk: I don’t know why we are going against what we have been doing as a House because all the questions that we have been receiving in this House are being directed to the responsible department and committees. Like for example the committee on education has recieved several questions concerning the incomplete projects of ECDs but they are not under infrastructure but this touches on their department. The same on Labour Social Welfare Children, Youth and Sports, they are supposed to loOkay keenly on their projects.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Well stated I believe that one has been heard. So the Chairperson Labour Social Welfare Children Youth and Sports should give the date when the answer is supposed to be provided.

Hon. Cheboiwo: Since the work here is under two departments we are the clients of the project and the owners are the transport can give us until Thursday next week.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okayay Thursday next week, but you should not shy away from your responsibility. The youth empowerment centre is it under the infrastructure? No, it is under the youth docket. We have dispensed off that, that is Thursday next week. 
(Statement Deferred)

Lack of Green Park and Enough Public Toilets in Marigat

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Let’s move on to the next statement by Hon. Lemlem MCA Marigat Ward who seeks a statement from the Chairperson Environment and Natural Resources. Whoever is standing on his behalf should read the statements. Hon. Cornelius. 

Hon. Cornelius:  Statement 012/2018, I represent Hon. Nixon Lemlem MCA Marigat Ward seeking a statement from Chairperson Environment and Natural Resources on the following matters of concern;

i. If he is aware that in the entire town of Marigat there is no resting or green park?

ii. If he is further aware that there is no public toilet in Marigat town and that the 
           newly build one is yet to be commissioned?

iii. If he is further aware that the single public toilet is not sufficient to serve 
           a huge population of Marigat Town.

iv. What action is Baringo County taking to ensure that the already constructed Eco-Toilet is commissioned and that the resting place or a green park is provided? Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okayay, the Chairperson Environment and Natural Resources give us an appropriate date and time when you are going to provide an answer

Hon. Mailuk: Next week Thursday in the afternoon.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Member I am seeing that statements scheduled for Thursday are becoming too many, is it possible to move it to Wednesday?

Hon. Mailuk: Mr. Speaker maybe we can move it to the next week on Tuesday.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okayay, is the Hon. Member comfortable with the said date?

Hon. Cornelius: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I am not comfortable with that date maybe the Chairman can at least bring the response on Tuesday or Wednesday next week.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okayay, Hon. Chair, I will direct that you bring the response on Wednesday afternoon next week 2:30pm, will that be Okay? …. Okay the Chair has accepted that date and now we move to the next statement by Hon. Julius Ng’otie Eldama Ravine Ward.

(Statement Deferred)

Destructive Logging in Eldama Ravine Forests

Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I think the statement number 013/2018 is an old one which I am waiting for response, maybe you direct that I proceed to the next one.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, since that is an old statement we would require a response from the Chairman Environment, Hon. Mailuk.
Hon. Mailuk: Mr. Speaker this question was brought to the House yesterday and we agreed that we will bring the response next week. 

(Statement Deferred)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, that will come at the time that was set yesterday so Hon. Ng’otie please proceed with the next statement.

Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, before I read this statement I would like to recognize our gallant sons Dr. Segon and Kemei of  ICT who today saw it fit to start kikao kikuu in Baringo and they come from Baringo.
(Applause)

It is only unfortunate that the Chairman of ICT Senate was not available and was not with us, it is a pity Mr. Speaker sir…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I believe he was represented…

Hon. Ng’otie: I want those ones who will be able to meet him to register our disappointment Mr. Speaker…

(Loud consultations)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): You are out of Order Hon. Ng’otie, you are suppose to read the statement but not to…

Hon. Ng’otie: But I have said before I read I beg to appreciate some of our gallant sons who were there today, what is wrong with that? And by the way the statement has reached home so there is no worry, that we need him because he is our senator, we voted for him and we thought because he is the Chairman of ICT in the Senate he will be available…

(Loud consultations)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Order Hon. Members… we have a point of order from Hon. Limo.
Hon. Limo: I am standing on a point of Order Hon. Speaker, is it in order for the Hon. Member who was to read a question to proceed and victimize Hon. Senator yet he did sent a representative who is also a senator to represent him and he heard his speech being read in that place, is he in order?

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): He is out of Order and I had ruled him out of order so Hon. Ng’otie please read your statement.  

Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I don’t remember him sending a representative when he was seeking for votes.
(Laughter)

Anyway let us forget about that because the message will reach him.
Posting of Medical Consultant in Eldama Ravine
 to Oversee Internship Programme

 Mr. Speaker I am seeking a statement from the Chairman Health Services on the following matters;

i. If he is aware that the inspection team from medical practitioners and dentist Board were in Eldama Ravine Sub County Hospital on 14th Feb. 2018?

iv. What plans does the County Government have to employ/ post the said consultants in order for the County to benefit from internship programme?

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): My ruling still binds and you are out of order Hon. Ng’otie and I want to believe that …. I don’t want us to belabor on these… Okay Hon. Siriti

Hon. Siriti: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I want to inform Hon. Ng’otie that if you look at this House now we are not full House;  there are Hon. Members who are suppose to be in the plenary and those who are absent are absent with apology, you cannot victimize someone when he is on an official duties by not attending another official duty where he is well represented by his Vice Chair.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): A point of Order from Hon. Cheboiwo.
Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I thought we had finished this matter what is it again?  Hon. Siriti is standing under which Standing Order…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Member I thought you want to say something else because I had ruled that all the Hon. Members talking about that are out of order because it is in order for any elected member to be away and send a representative who is going to stand on his behalf.  Let that not be a debate and let as stop there, Hon. Chair for Health Services to give us time and date that he is going to bring the response.

Hon. Cheruyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I also want to take the opportunity to congratulate our young ICT guys who made us proud today, we understand they are going to United States to receive some awards and as Hon. Members of this House I think we need to appreciate and congratulate them. 

(Applause)

And if it is possible we need to talk to these guys and give them a word of congratulations. A way from that Mr. Speaker I want to tell Hon. Ng’otie that God willing next week on Thursday we shall give a comprehensive answer tothe questions he has raised because I can see they are quite a number and they need some comprehensive response.  So Thursday next week will be appropriate Mr. Speaker thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thursday next week Hon. Ng’otie is that Okay? … Okay that is accepted Thursday next week 2:30pm that is on 1st March 2018. 
(Statement Deferred)
