MOTION
REPORT ON THE BARINGO COUNTY SECOND SUPPLEMENTARY 
BUDGET ESTIMATES FOR THE YEAR 2017/18 FY
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I call upon the mover of the motion.  This is the approval of the report of Budget and Appropriation Committee on the Baringo County Second Supplementary Budget Estimates for the year 2017/18 FY. Members, as you are all aware, the paper was laid earlier. I now call upon the Hon. John Aengwo the Chair of the Budget and Appropriations committee to move the motion.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Hon. Aengwo: Thank you so much Hon. Speaker.  I rise to give a report of the Budget and Appropriations Committee on the Second Supplementary Budget of the Baringo County Government for the financial year 2017/18… That this House adopts the report of the Budget and Appropriations Committee on the Second Supplementary Estimates of the Baringo County Government for the Financial Year 2017/18 laid on the table of the House during a Special Sitting on Tuesday 5th June 2018 and in accordance with the provision of Article 224 of the Constitution as read together with section 135 of the PFM Act and Standing Order 220 of the Baringo County Assembly.
Mr. Speaker sir,  the report of the Budget and Appropriations Committee on the second supplementary estimates of the 2017/18 financial year; an increment of the total recurrent expenditure (R.E)for the financial year 2017/18 by Ksh.38,247,257 to read Ksh.4,245,686,050 in respect of the votes as attached in the fourth schedule.
Mr. Speaker sir, I want to give the introduction of what has necessitated our special sitting and I want to thank members for coming for this sitting, I know there was a very short notice and most of the members were still in there recess like Hon. Ng’otie, it is a point to note that I know majority of us are away and we are on recess and we came just because of this supplementary Budget, I want to thank everybody for coming.
Mr. Speaker following the tabling of the Second Supplementary Budget as it is written here,The County Treasury in complying with the above provisions of the Law, submitted the Second Supplementary Budget to this Assembly for approval.
As members may be aware the Financial Year is fast drawing to a close and it is important for all the Budget entities in the County to cleanse the budget of any negatives through realignment of budget lines.
Mr. Speaker Sir, Further any monies in the Recurrent Expenditure side of the budget that may not be utilized within the remaining period of the Financial Year, need to be moved to other budget lines where it can be used up before the end of the Financial Year on 30th June 2018. It is instructive to remind members that any monies in the recurrent Expenditure budget that remain unspent as at 30th of June 2018 will automatically lapse and be converted to a Revenue source for Capital Expenditure (Development) of the next Financial Year (2018/2019FY) through a Refund Statement of the ended Financial Year (2017/2018FY).
Mr. Speaker, the legal basis of the Second Supplementary Budget in page six is that Section 135 of the Public Finance Management Act, 2012 contains provisions on preparation of a Supplementary budget as follows:
(1) A County Government may spend money that has not been appropriated if the amount appropriated for any purpose under the County Appropriation Act is insufficient or a need has arisen for expenditure for a purpose for which no amount has been appropriated by that Act, or money has been withdrawn from the County Government Emergency Fund. 
(2) A County Government shall submit a supplementary budget in support of the additional expenditure for authority for spending under subsection (1).
(3)  In complying with subsection (2), a County Government shall describe how the additional expenditure relates to the fiscal responsibility principles and financial objectives.
(4) Except as provided by subsection (5), the approval of the County Assembly for any spending under this section shall be sought within two months after the first withdrawal of the money.
(5) If the County Assembly is not sitting during the time contemplated in subsection (4), or is sitting but adjourns before approval has been sought, approval shall be sought within fourteen days after it next sits.
(6) When the County Assembly has approved spending under subsection (2), a supplementary Appropriation Bill shall be introduced for the appropriation of the money spent.
(7) In any financial year, the County Government may not spend under this section more than ten percent of the amount appropriated by the County Assembly for that year unless that County Assembly has, in special circumstances, approved a higher percentage.
Mr. Speaker Sir, In addition, Section 154 (2) of the PFM Act provides that; 
An Accounting Officer for a County Government entity may reallocate funds between programs, or between Sub Votes, in the budget for a financial year, but only if- 
(a) provisions made in the budget of a program or Sub-Vote are available and are unlikely to be used;
(b)a request for the reallocation has been made to the County Treasury explaining the reasons for the reallocation and the County Treasury has approved the request; and
(c) The total of all reallocations made to or from a program or Sub-Vote does not exceed ten percent of the total expenditure approved for that program or Sub-Vote for that year. 
Mr. Speaker sir, why do we need this supplementary budget, the justification for the Second Supplementary Budget, the  Second revision of the 2017/2018FY budget was necessitated by  the following:
1)Inadequate budget provision for Personnel Emoluments for County Executive... we realized Mr. Speaker that our first supplementary budget was entireely for mortgage for members little did the Executive knew that there was a gap in salaries for the Executive therefore it necesitated this Second Supplementary Budget because you can imagine our ECD teachers falling under this category, you can imagine if they miss salary just because we have not passed a supplementary, that is why i started by appriciating members for coming for this Second Supplementary Budget during our recess.
2)Need for minor changes across budget lines (Votes) through viament because you realise if money is not going to be spent in recurrent it will laps and it will go to development.
3)Reclassification of some budget lines from recurrent to development.
Mr. Speaker sir, the Budget and appropriation Committee draws its powers and mandate to oversight the budgeting process from Standing Orders 192(3) of the this Assembly which states as written down here and members can read through and we also have the composition of the committee which I will not read so that we may save time.
In the acknowledgement there are some people who worked day and night to make sure that this work actually came to be a success…. Mr. Speaker sir I am not also going to read the acknowledgement for the interest of time but I will go to the committee findings Mr. Speaker, the committee made the following findings on the second supplementary estimates 2017/18 financial year as presented by the County Treasury.
Mr. Speaker we realize that table on page 11 that the revenue estimates are shown as you can see the equitable share from the National Treasury and there were no much changes there… go down and find Danida which is only where there are some changes and also in the universal care projects but majority has no much changes. Mr. Speaker sir, the committee noted that there were no changes in revenue projections proposed by the treasury, the following table provides summary of proposed revenues for the Second Supplementary Budget for the 2017/18 financial year which is itemized there for employee compensation is Ksh.3,131,880,468.60, operation and maintenance is Ksh.1,102,647,589.40 and development expences is Ksh.2,724,858,243.09 the total is Ksh.6,959,386,301.09.
Mr. Speaker Sir, The Committee noted that the County Treasury presented the Second Supplementary Budget estimates in form of programmethat is Program Based Budget (PBB) which is a key requirement as provided for in Section 130(1) of the PFM Act.
Mr. Speaker Sir, The table herein below shows the various proposed amendments per program for the various departments, I think you can see on table two page 13 where we have Program Based Budget for the year 2017/18 which is a modern way which is going away from the previous way of Budget, this is a budget where we have the objectives plus sections in form of SWOT analysis and you can be able to see, there are several pages which members can be able to go through for example we have the sub-program like for the County Assembly first supplementary budget was Ksh.726,964,265 and the amendment was Ksh.65, 664,533 now we are interested in the next column which is the Second Supplementary Budget development and the Second Supplementary Budget recurrent and the totals are there Ksh.661,299,732… now it goes on like that per vote both for the County Assembly and the Executive services treasury and Economic planning as seen in page 14 and I think members can be able to look at it… it goes on up to page 21.
Mr. Speaker when you look at pg 22, this is the page that shows what really informed the Second Supplementary Budget,Mr. Speaker Sir, the Committee noted that there was inadequate budgetary provision for Personnel Emoluments (P.E) in the County Executive which is the major reason for the Proposed Supplementary Budget. The County Treasury providedIFMIS Balance analysis of Salaries for all the Departments as shown below; this is actually what informed this Second Supplementary Budget Hon. Members, I would wish to take you through one of the item that is in Health where its 1st supplementary Budget was Ksh.1,521,126,565 and the actual expenditure for salaries is Ksh.1,515,962,287.80 the IFMIS balance is only Ksh.5,164,277,20 and what they spend monthly is quite higher than what we have that means if this session was not convened then even the health workers will miss their salaries for the month of June.
The education and ICT which I mentioned earlier is also when you look at the balance it is only Ksh.2, 984,140.80, that is it and when you go to page 23 Mr. Speaker sir we can see a table showing operation and maintenance analysis for the County departments as provided by the County treasury, you can see the actual budget, actual expenditure and the balance and I think this is also where it was touched to cure the deficits of the salaries.
Mr. Speaker sir, From the aforementioned analysis, the Committee noted that the Second Supplementary Budget provided that, out of the total allocation of Kshs. 2,952,180,468.00 on P.E, Kshs. 2,798,326,195.15had already been spent with an IFMIS Balance of Kshs. 153,854,272.85 before statutory deductions for the month of May,2018 which was amounting to Kshs. 118,044,815.29. The statutory deductions Hon. Members includes the PAYE and those other deductions that you see.
The Committee further noted that Kshs. 35,809,457.56 is the total balance on P.E for the Month of June, 2018 against the provisional salary of Kshs. 225,318,698.99 leaving a deficit ofKshs. 189,509,241.43 this is actually the salary deficits that informs the second supplementary Mr. Speaker, I know that we have a problem in our County when it comes to salaries, it has been recurring and I think some of our recommendations that we have made as a committee will help cure this annual problems of salary deficits and we shall also call upon the sectoral committees to do a lot of work so that going forward we shall not have such deficits every year.
Mr. Speaker Sir, The Committee further noted that the County Treasury Department proposed to bridge the deficit of Kshs 189,509,241.43 in the following Way; that a proposed amount of Kshs. 93,798,210.00 and Kshs. 95,711,031.43 on O&M and Development respectively be reallocated to PE to bridge the deficit
Mr. Speaker Sir, The County Treasury Department informed the Committee that the amounts proposed for reallocations from O&M have not yet been Committed thus will eventually lapse as the County draws near the end of the Financial Year.
It is imperative to inform the Hon. Members that any allocations for O&M or recurrent Expenditure which has not been committed by the 15th of June… this is what I wanted the members to understand that if all this recurrent expenditure will not be committed by 15th of June of every financial year will automatically lapse and be converted to revenue in the next financial year which will be a disadvantage so it is important that we pay our Executive staff instead of them staying without salary yet this money will be taken for development expenditure.
Mr. Speaker Sir, The County Treasury proposed that the reallocations from the development Expenditure were from flagships which have not yet been committed while others which have been committed will not be paid by the end of the financial year. I want to beg Hon. Members in this as well to go through the proposed reductions and increments as proposed by the treasury because it will consume much time reading, let me go to the committee recommendations.
Mr. Speaker Sir, Based on its analysis of the 2nd Supplementary Budget Estimates as submitted by the County Treasury and taking into account the views of the CECM Treasury and Economic Planning arising from deliberations held as envisaged in Section 131 (2) of the PFM Act and Standing Order No 212(5), the Committee makes the following recommendations;
1. a) That the Department of Youth, Gender, Sports and Social Security Services should work towards developing appropriate policies to give effect to the operationalization of the following Grants;
i. Elderly Grants 
ii. PWD Grants
b) That the same Department sensitize the Youth and circulate guidelines on the operationalization of the National Youth Council (NYC) structures in the County. You realize Mr. Speaker sir that you will find a vote having money allocated for a certain activity and yet there is no policy that guides the same which will make money to remain without being used so this is a recommendation that seeks to have policies because our people are growing old and some of them do not have people to support and we have money which the department have not been able to give out because of lack of policies.
2. Mr Speaker Sir, That the Department of Industrialization,Trade, Tourism and Cooperative Development should prepare Policy regulations on the Support to Community Conservancy Grants, get the policy regulations approved by the Assembly and ensure their Gazettement in the Kenya Gazette to ensure any budgeted Funds can benefit the targeted Community Conservancies.
3. All future allocations for equipping of facilities in the County be pegged on confirmed completion of the building structures to host such facilities to avoid tying up funds that would be otherwise used for development of other projects. I knowof some examples of projects which are incomplete but the same department is allocating money to equip an incomplete project which is actually not important.
4. That savings from implementation of Ward Specific projects be ploughed back to projects in the affected Wards upon completion of budgeted projects. This is something that has been debated so much by this House and that the balance of money that remains from the quoted amounts just disappear but it should be prudent that the same money be brought back to the same Ward to help implement other projects 
5. Mr Speaker Sir,that in future no additional funds should be allocated to projects with Rollover funds until there is proof that, all the funds transferred from the previous Financial Year will be absorbed by the project in the current Financial Year because this is amounting to hipping money to the same project which has not picked up but they still add some money yet we have other priorities Mr. Speaker sir.
6. a) That feasibility study for projects earmarked for implementation in the 2018/2019FY be done in the Month of July to enable completion of BQ’s by the end of the Month of August 2018  to enable implementation to kick off in the 2nd Quarter. Mr. Speaker sir this is something this House should take with a lot of importance because even up to today the rollover is so much and I am getting to know that even the common man has actually pointed fingers to this House that we are not doing our oversight role because there are no projects that are taking place. 
b) To ensure achievement of the above, the relevant Departments to outsource the process of undertaking feasibility studies and development of BQ’s to Interns and Finalists in Engineering Schools of established and recognized Universities that offer engineering related Courses. Mr. Speaker in Baringo the only architect has retired yet we have many projects which are supposed to supervised by them that is why we are very much stuck, we need interns to help us fast track this process so that this rollover cannot be seen again 
7. Mr. Speaker Sir, That, the County Departments should prioritize their needs (especially on furniture, computers and computer accessories) before budgeting and Fast track the procurement of such necessities to avoid the need of expunging of projects from the Recurrent Expenditure Budget during Supplementary budgets.
8. a) That to forestall future budget deficits arising from Salary adjustments all Sectoral Departments through their Sectoral Committee’s to present the latest IPPD printouts of their salaries and wages (May 2018) and this one as a committee we discussed and we shall continue to discuss about it that every sectoral committee must know the amount paid to their employees failure to which you will also be creating a loophole because we lack the reasons why we experience salary deficits every time yet we have IPPD and we have casual workers, but I think there is a loop hole in the departments and we the sectoral committees we should not stoop down in this, we must have a printout of their salaries and wages for May 2018  the annual projections of their Departmental Salary Budgets for the 2018/2019FY to the Budget and Appropriations Committee to enable verification and finalization of the 2018/2019FY Salaries and Wages. This is something that going forward my budget and Appropriation committee will not accept anything below that.
b) Mr. Speaker Sir, the County Human Resources Department, the County Payroll, Manager and the County Public Service Board to work together and present to the Budget and Appropriations Committee harmonized salary projections for all County Departments which should be factual and realistic. Any underestimation of Salaries will lead to punitive action from the Assembly on the concerned offices.
9. Mr. Speaker Sir, That the 2ndSupplementary Budget programs for the 2017/2018 FY be as set out in the First (1st) Schedule, Mr. Speaker sir I would wish to ask members to turn to the back and see the first schedule… that the Grand Revenue of the 2017/2018 FY 2nd Supplementary be as set out in the Second Schedule A, that Local Revenue Streams and Sources be as set out in the Second Schedule B, that the  overall budget summary with percentages for the 2nd Supplementary Budget be as set out in the Third Schedule A, that the overall budget summary for the 2nd Supplementary Budget be as set out in the Third Schedule B, that the Recurrent Budget Summary for the 2nd Supplementary Budget be as set out in the Fourth Schedule, that the Development Budget Summary for the 2nd Supplementary Budget be as set out in the Fifth Schedule, that the detailed Budget Summary of the 2nd Supplementary Budget with analysis of Salaries and O&M be as set out in the Sixth Schedule.
10. That the Committee makes the following proposed changes to the 2nd Supplementary Budget programme as proposed by the County Treasury
Mr. Speaker sir we also have the increments 
i) Mr. Speaker Sir,  that the General Administration planning and support services programming the County Assembly be enhanced by Kshs 6,563,000 to read Kshs 423,650,158
ii) that the General Administration planning and support services programme in the County Executive Services be enhanced by Kshs 1,000,000 to read Kshs 411,301,859
iii) that the General Administration planning and support services programme in the County Treasury and Economic Planning Department be enhanced by Kshs 9,157,992 to read Kshs 245,465,055
iv) Mr. Speaker Sir, that the Trade Development Programme in the Department of Industrialization, Commerce and Tourism be enhanced by Kshs 4,912,381 to read Kshs 12,412,381
v) that the Industrial Development Programme in the Department of Industrialization, Commerce and Tourism be enhanced by Kshs 200,000 to read Kshs 3,500,000
vi) that the General Administration planning and support services programme in the Health Services Department be enhanced by Kshs 53,677,567 to read Kshs 1,898,276,632
Those are the increments Mr. Speaker sir, now let’s go to the reductions
i) Mr. Speaker Sir, that the Legislative Representation and Oversight Services Programme in the County Assembly be reduced by Kshs 563,000 to read Kshs 243,649,574
ii) that the General Administration planning and support services programme in the Department of Lands, Housing and Urban Development  be reduced by Kshs 1,657,993 to read Kshs 67,780,859
iii) that the Early Childhood Development Education Programme in the Department of Education and ICT be reduced by Kshs 500,000 to read Kshs 256,523,436
iv) that the County Polytechnics Programme in the Department of Education and ICT be reduced by Kshs 500,000 to read Kshs 35,677,042
v) Mr. Speaker Sir, that the Tourism and Wildlife Conservation Development Programme in the Department of Industrialization, Commerce and Tourism be reduced by Kshs 6,112,381 to read Kshs 29,445,799
vi) that the Water Supplies Development Programme in the Department of Water and Irrigation be reduced by Kshs 3,000,000 to read Kshs 550,117,878
vii) that the Irrigation Development Programme in the Department of Water and Irrigation be reduced by Kshs 22,500,000 to read Kshs 13,260,000
viii) that the Curative Healthcare Services Programme in the Department of Health Services be reduced by Kshs 36,677,566 to read Kshs 648,853,364

in conclusion Mr. Speaker sir,THAT, this House adopts the Report of the Budget & Appropriations Committee on the Second Supplementary Estimates of the Baringo County Government for the Financial Year 2017/2018, laid on the Table of the House during a Special Sitting on Tuesday, 5th June 2018 and in accordance with the provisions of Article 224 of the Constitution as read together with Section 135 of the PFM Act and Standing Order 220 of the Baringo County Assembly Standing Orders, approves -  
(i) The Report of the Budget and Appropriations Committee on the Second Supplementary Estimates of the 2017/2018 financial year;  
(ii) An increment of the total recurrent expenditure (R.E) for the financial year 2017/2018 byKshs 38,247,257to read Kshs 4,245,686,050 in respect of the votes as attached in the Fourth Schedule;  
(iii) A reduction of the total Capital expenditure (D.E)for financial year 2017/2018 by Kshs 5,765,420 to read Kshs 2,713,700,251 in respect of the votes as attached in the Fifth Schedule;
(iv) Mr. Speaker Sir, Further this House resolves that, the Schedules herein attached (First to Sixth Schedules) form the basis of the enactment of the Second (2nd) Supplementary Appropriations Act 2018
Mr. Speaker sir I beg to move and call upon Hon. Chepsongol to second, thank you Mr. Speaker sir.
The Temporary Speaker(Hon. Tarus): Yes Hon. Chepsongol.
Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I rise to second this Second Supplementary Budget report and as it has been read and I think it was clear that it is the routine of this Assembly to receive the request from the Executive on issues pertaining maybe salaries and other things. I think the main issue that has made this Hon. House maybe to come back and discuss this Second Supplementary Budget is the issue of salaries and you know Mr. Speaker if the doctors misses salary then at the end of the day the people who will suffer be the people of this County.
Mr. Speaker,  I remember when we were agitated for our mortgage and the first supplementary budget was done so that Members can get their right and that is what we did the other time. When we came here some people were saying that Members of County Assembly have reallocated money for development to their mortgage and I think Mr. Speaker that went round but at the end of it that one really got lost and Members were allocated their dues. 
So Mr. Speaker, I urge Members of this Hon. House to pass this supplementary budget so that our doctors and other civil servants get their salaries at the end of this month. Mr. Speaker ,what I learnt when we were doing this supplementary budget is that we got some advices from people and I think this is my second term being in this Assembly and I have learned a lot. I remember during our time when it reaches 15th of June when you want to access the Integrated Financial Management Information System (IFMIS) Mr. Speaker it is a problem. Even if we will have committed funds maybe to pay for some things or even contractors, people will not do any contracts from now because they know they will not get money Mr. Speaker.
The delaying of IFMIS will be there when it reaches 15th and I think it will be next week on Friday but coming Monday 18th you cannot access the system to get money and I think we are here and we are all going to be here and learn. So I want to urge Members that I hope we shall learn more as we go on. So Mr. Speaker I request Members that as agents of this County; we are the leaders who need to show good leadership in this County because at the end of the day if you shoot down this supplementary budget,  the people to carry the cross will not be the mwananchi but you as the Members of the County Assembly and people will go round saying that you know Members did not pass the supplementary budget because of their own issues and that is why we didn’t get our salaries.
We don’t want Mr. Speaker to be embarrassed on such an issue.  Mr. Speaker I urge Members that let us be keen on this issue to make sure that we pass this Second Supplementary Budget no matter what it will take. Our people such as nurses need our help and if they ask what happened  that we are now coming back due to a deficit of salary, maybe Members can ask themselves why did they not plan the other time well and now they are you coming back again requesting for funds.  I think Mr. Speaker the Chairman has already elaborated what went wrong and as leaders we have to take that burden on behalf of our people. Mr. Speaker I beg to second thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay thank you Hon. Chepsongol.
(Question Proposed)
Debate is open. Okay I will start with Hon. Cheboiwo.
Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker for giving me this opportunity for my input on this Second Supplementary Budget. Mr. Speaker sir before I give my opinion, I heard what the Chief whip said that we are being intimidated to pass this thing because people will blame us. Mr. Speaker sir we must know that this is something which someone made and we have provisions. We have accountants in the department of treasury. Mr. Speaker sir it is them to be blamed for wrong projection. We know that every department knows the exact number of people who are working in that department and the Human Resource is the one to be blamed as well the payroll department because you cannot tell me when you employ people you don’t know the much to pay them for a given time frame. 
Secondly Mr. Speaker sir,  every department has a projection of how many people are going to be employed. We are very sure that we have been having a gap for the position of Chief Officers, County Secretary and people to work in the Governor’s office. We were told that we are going to make Second Supplementary Budget in order to commit over 24 million which was yet to be used by those people from development. So Mr. Speaker sir we are now being told that it is a deficit that we need to fill a gap in salaries and yet we know very well that we have savings. 
We have savings because we were to have new COs after the exit of other COs and we have been staying without COs and other people have been acting on those capacities. We don’t have a CS in this County.  Mr. Speaker sir because we have known and I knew from the start that tabling a document without Members perusing though and forcing Members again to come and pass within one day is very wrong but for now Mr. Speaker sir because we are learners.
 We are accepting and saying that let us pass it and be a lesson but I want those people who are working in those department dealing with money be scrutinized and find out whether they have a goodwill or ill motive for this County because our Members need mortgage, car loan and their pending bills to be paid and there is a lot of money being rolled here. 
They should have given the Assembly to spend it wisely by paying the Members mortgage and other things instead of playing with us because in the last budget which was done around last year June had indicated all the projections.  Mr. Speaker sir who took the money? And even in the development expenditure we have not touched anything especially in 2018/2019 which will be rolled over. So Mr. Speaker sir who used the money which was to be a supervisory amount for the projects which should have been done?
So Mr. Speaker sir let us pass this thing but let us know that there is something that we must investigate very well. There is something that we must follow up because there were no new employees who were employed. I think there was none. There were a lot of things Mr. Speaker sir and I don’t know. We should have been shown where the money goes before we are told can you add this amount to this. Otherwise Mr. Speaker sir I support this Motion because I have no otherwise and I have been pushed.
 I know we are going to go through the budget process soon and roll over will be there because those people have used money without a plan or projections they will blame us that we didn’t pass the money for salaries as the Chief whip has said and he has accepted that we should own up. How can you own something that we have not created? So Mr. Speaker sir thank you I support the Motion.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay thank you Hon. Cheboiwo the MCA for Kisanana Ward. I believe the Chair Budget and Appropriation Committee is noting those comments and sentiments that have been raised by Members because it is actually wrong for us to be told that we need to pass the motion within a day. Okay Hon. Ng’otie MCA for Ravine Ward.
Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir , I would like to register my disappointment about this second supplementary and first I think we should be told who messed up if it is in the side of the Executive there must be somebody who messed up with the first supplementary that now we are summoned urgently to come and cover up for somebody when you will meet him or her tomorrow he or she will be walking as if he or she knows everything and yet he or she is messing up.
So Mr. Speaker,  I would like to kindly ask the Chairman Budget and Appropriations Committee to assure us that after passing this Second Supplementary Budget and the person who messed up is going to be summoned to the Justice Committee or any other committee because he has to know that there are systems here and that we are not summoned anytime to come and rubber stamp some budgetary things which the Chief whip himself has said maybe it is because of salaries and maybe something like that and even him he doesn’t know the details of this report.
 Secondly, Mr. Speaker sir we came here to pass this supplementary budget because of salaries but at the moment where we come from we have gone back to what we call locally Kibagenge on our roads. I thought when we are passing this report concerning salaries there is something to save us on this Kibagenge thing which we are doing back at home because if we come here only to pass reports  for salaries and what we are not going to do there then what is the use? If they can get some money from other places why don’t we get some few coins for each Ward to repair these roads as emergencies?
Mr. Speaker sir,  I have gone through this Second Supplementary Budget, on page 26 about urban development which was reduced by 4 million. I am very much interested to know which particular item was reduced for this part and this other thing on the same page. The reduction of amount on education and scholarship to the tune of 5 million. What is the implication Mr. Speaker sir? Also the legislative and oversight services reduced by Ksh 563,000.
 I would like to know where it touches because in our committee or many committees when they are planning to go for report writing or something like that and we have reduced ourselves then we will be blaming the Clerk or other people that they don’t want to release the money and yet we are the ones who are reducing by Ksh 700, 000. You are going to tell us why they are reducing this one and there are a lot of things we are supposed to do, there are a lot of reports we are supposed to submit and yet we are coming here to reduce so as to cover up for somebody. That one, in fact we are saying we are going to pass but I think we can do it next week. We can still do it next week and if it delays somebody will be sacked and know that we are not coming here to joke.
 Another thing I have seen in your recommendation on page 29 to 31. It is very okay but I don’t know whether it will be implemented because I have realized when these people of budget committee tables the budget they usually give us very nice words. That they recommend for this and this; very nice and enticing words but it is just taking us to a trap and the same thing because  recommendations are wonderful but I don’t know whether they are implementable or they are just making us to pass this one because we will not read everything page by page. So Chairman you need  to assure us that these recommendations are what is going to happen in the main budget which we are about to  peruse.
 Another thing Mr. Speaker sir, is that I came across that there are some cash for operation and maintenance which has not been spent or used. Just imagine a lot of millions not used. These are the money they are taking….
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Order Hon. Ng’otie, don’t address the Chair directly but through the Speaker.
Hon. Ng’otie: So I should be like that Mr. Speaker?
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): No as …
Hon. Ng’otie: I am allowed Mr. Speaker sir as…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): As you are talking.
Hon. Ng’otie: I didn’t mention the name.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay.
Hon. Ng’otie: I didn’t mention…You know am allowed to move around but I am addressing Mr. Speaker sir, I am addressing you and not the Chairman.
(Laughter)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Proceed.
Hon. Ng’otie:  Mr. Speaker sir this cash of operation and maintenance can be used. If we can get something, if we can squeeze something that each Ward can get cash for maintenance of our roads because actually what is happening, I don’t know whether it is my place only but I believe it is everywhere. If it is everywhere and we are saving somebody here  lets also save ourselves from what is happening here, thank you Mr. Speaker sir and I still reserve whether to support this Motion or not but if we can push to next week I think I will support, thank you Mr. Speaker sir.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, thank you Hon. Ng’otie we now go to Hon. Cheboiwo and then we move this way. Hon. Bowen sorry.
Hon. Bowen:  Thank you very much Mr. Speaker sir. I rise to support this Second Supplementary Budget for the reasons that Baringo employees depends on the resolutions that are passed by this Hon. House. Employees do not know what their bosses have done. How they have messed up and at the end of the day if we refuse to pass this report there are so many innocent people who will suffer. It is my recommendation Mr. Speaker sir through the Chair and Majority Leader that we would like to have some bonding. 
There are so many things which have gone wrong with the Executive. We do pass budget here yet it is not implemented. We would like to ask these people on the face why they are misusing the public money and I know we are here to pass; we pass and other people mess up with it. If it was not because of the employees that are currently in our Executive Government, I would have also reserved my support.
 I want to say there was something which touched my heart, let those who are responsible, those who are in power, the Executive including  the County Assembly, I think we should note what was said that if you under estimate the salaries that will  bring a lot of problems. So it is very important Hon. Members that we pass this because of the timelines and the strict deadlines of   IFMIS and we would like to have the employees enjoy.  I ask the Majority Leader to quickly talk with His Excellency,  the Governor. We want to see the MCAs meeting with the Executive so that we face them. They have been misusing us and we want to ask them why they have been doing so.
 If we refuse to pass many people will suffer, I beg to request the Hon. Members that you are everything in this County but there are messes ahead. Let us talk with these people since we are also new. Let them know that this is a new group of Members of the County Assembly which does not condone any corruption. Any officer who messed up with this budget will be dealt with accordingly, I beg to support.  thank you very much Mr. Speaker.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay thank you Hon. Bowen now we move on to Hon. Selemoi the MCA Churo Amaya who also doubles up as the Deputy Speaker.
Hon. Selemoi:  Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. I want first of all to thank the Chair Budget and Appropriation Committee my good friend MCA for Saimo Kipsaraman for tabling this Second Supplementary Budget appropriation estimates. Mr. Speaker sir I think as a House we should not be here doing this thing. Why? Because we have been summoned here to come and correct an anomaly that was created by an officer who is still earning a salary in the County Government. This is the second time we are called to come to pass a motion because of a panic somewhere. We have been reduced into robots.
Mr. Speaker, we were told last time that we pass a motion because there was a mortgage in it which we rushed to pass it. We are now told that we should pass the motion because the children of Baringo will suffer. The officer in the treasury should have corrected the mess in the previous supplementary. I am astonished Mr. Speaker sir because we were given the document twenty minutes before we convened in the House and there are many errors. We will be confronted by glaring errors of letters in the next supplementaries which we will be told to pass because of panic. 
It is more astonishing to have officials in the treasury who do not include salaries in their figures in the previous supplementaries and not be able to project revenues which they projected as Kshs. 350 Million. They should have told us about the status of projects and payment of contractors in various wards. Most of the projects are not completed in our wards neither commissioned by the Governor since we were elected as members of County Assembly.
This is because our priorities are upside down. We should be employing quantity surveyor, architects and about 300 interns who will be collecting data of projects in the ground and bring BQs to departments. Why are we rushing to pass this motion which is going to employ people who will directly affect the development of our County Mr. Speaker?
Mr. Speaker,  there has been misperception about the motions that we have passed in the past. We passed in the ADP and CFSP that each ward be allocated Kshs. 30Million. The treasury officials in the recent public participation told the people that the area MCAs slushed the money to Kshs. 25 Million. That is what my people of Churo Amaya ward were told…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Order Hon. Ameja Selemoi, so that you continue, let us move to Standing Orders 29 (2) says unless for the convenience of the House the Speaker or the Chairperson as the case may be, directs earlier or alter interruptions of business at 6:30 p.m. on the occasion of an afternoon siting and at 1:00 p.m. on the occasion of a morning sitting, the Speaker or the Chairperson of committees shall interrupt the business then under consideration and if the House is in committee the Chairperson shall leave the Chair ad report progress and ask leave to sit again.
(3) Notwithstanding paragraphs (1) and (2), the County Assembly may resolve; 
a. to extend its sitting time,
b. to meet at any other time on a sitting day or,
c. to meet on any other day in order to transact business
I suggest we extend time so that we dispense this issue. Members suggest the time for extension so that the Hon. Member may proceed. Hon. Chepsongol MCA Bartabwa ward
Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker I propose that we add another twenty minutes.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Any other suggestion? Hon. Musa Cheruiyot MCA Koibatek Ward.
Hon. Cheruiyot: Mr. Speaker sir, I suggest we add more time because most of us have not contributed maybe between 30-45 minutes if possible because this is an important issue.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Ng’otie.  
Hon. Ng’otie: Mr. Speaker we add twenty minutes than we break for lunch then in the afternoon we can pass it.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I direct that we add half an hour we will be through this document. Hon. Ameja proceed.
(Applause)
Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Thank you for your wisdom, I will speed up for members to contribute. Mr. Speaker sir, there has been blame game between the treasury and the department of budget of the Assembly. There has been counter accusation and abusation that these errors emanate from either side. This must end and I agree with Hon. Bowen that we need a consortium meeting with the County Executive so that we sort out the glaring accusations and blame games Mr. Speaker sir. 
Secondly, we passed budget that contained a provision of Kshs. 300,000 per ward in the past to clear bushes, clear culverts, roads and June is ending and we have not gotten that money Mr. Speaker sir. Also, we passed Kshs. 12Million for scholarships for students in TIVETS which was to translate into kshs.400, 000 per ward other than kshs.920 000 which most our members have not received. What is the importance of us passing provisions that do not benefit us?
I suggest going forward we be given what is due for us in the previous subsequent budgets Mr. Speaker sir. The rollover we shall experience this second financial year will terrible. It will be quadruple, meaning that there will be no development will be reflected in our wards which the people will say the MCA has done nothing which will replicate into something else which we do not want to go that way. We should come back and face the rollovers
Finally, we have been broke as an Assembly and can the Chair tell us what he has put for us so that we operate up to June Mr. Speaker so that we implement our travels and other operations. Lastly, there has been an ongoing debate of donors and investor assisting our County on supplementation of projects. One of them is Kenya Commercial Bank who have donated fund to our County who have scheduled a meeting today at 3:30 p.m. at Kenya School of Government. We should listen to them and support in our developments. Thank you, I support.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I give Hon. Musa Cheruiyot to contribute and I urge all of you to use minimum time in contributing because time is not on our side.
Hon. Cheruiyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir for giving me this chance. I rise to give my reservation on why I support this motion. I have briefly looked at the document and I am discouraged why I came all the way to this session. I expected something for our roads which have been dilapidated I have personally used a lot of money in my ward. I have been trying to reach the CECs and engineers to come into my rescue of the roads in my ward which are impassable. We come here only to be told to pass a motion of inadequacies of people; shortcomings of people who do not do their planning well.
It is a shame to be called to pass a second supplementary because of a failure who did not addressed his issues well. Budgets are done to address issues for the whole year but to be called berceuse of someone’s failure is very unfortunate Mr. Speaker sir.
 Moving forward, when this shortcomings happen, we should be told who failed and actions done to that person. I was of the opinion that we do not pass this document today we move it to another day, maybe next week for someone to realize that it is a serious work. I reserve my support to this motion unless some convince me well. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Cheserem MCA Saimo Soi Ward than as he comes Hon. Kibai and Hon. Kebut should prepare.
Hon. Cheserem: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, for giving me this opportunity I know someone is longing for the passing of this motion. But I want to know how much damage it will cost if we do not pass this and what lesson will we get if we pass it to that person who is failing to do the work on time. 
I have perused this document and much money has been allocated to administration; meaning someone is sitting on the job. Mr. Speaker sir we need a meeting with the Executive, this Hon. House should not assist people who have failed their work which in turn those people who are working for this County tirelessly day and night will suffer because of some few people. 
I am not against the Chair and Members of the Budget committee but we want to correct a mess. To be on record, this is a House which know what they are doing and to help this County. The recommendations by the committee are good and I wish they appear in the next budget of 2018/19 financial year. We have problems facing this County which needs to be addressed on time and we need people who are focused. We have short sighed people in the Executives. 
I thank the budget committee who sat and saw the messes in the document. We will pass the motion but it should be put in record that we are not happy and it should not be repeated. Time is money and if we waste time, we must be making money for our County, and we are here just to mess up. Otherwise we are seeing somebody whom we are going to look at him/her with all our eyes and in the near future we might impeach that person because we cannot continue coming to assist people who are still crawling.  
Hon. Members of this House we are already working and that is why we are given this opportunity by the people and by God to serve at this time, this is the appointed time we were given by the people and by God and we must use it to the maximum so that those who gave us the opportunity will be happy for what we are doing.
Otherwise, I am not reserving but I am supporting just because we don’t want others to suffer because of one person who messed up otherwise Mr. Speaker sir I am supporting but that person must know that we are not happy. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, thank you Hon.  Cheserem, for those sentiments which you have put properly and squarely.  I believe it has been understood by the Chair and let me call upon Hon. Kibai to proceed. 
Hon. Kibai: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I thank the budget committee for what they have dome. It is only that there are some few issues the Members have raised. First I received the massage at around 6 O’clock in the evening yesterday and I was in Nairobi.
So , I call upon the secretariat or the clerks so that in future you consider giving us enough notice so that we can prepare ourselves well. I have met this supplementary document here I have not gone through well. I just went through it when the budget Chair read it.
I don’t know what necessitated for such lateness because they knew the mistake when we passed the first supplementary budget so as I support the motion because of the challenges that we are seeing, I call upon the relevant committee to summon the CEC Finance so that in future we cannot repeat such things or blame one another on issues that we could have corrected earlier.
Mr. Speaker, I support this motion but on those preservations and other things to be corrected in future. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Kibai, Hon. Kebut.
Hon. Kebut: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support the motion and I know we are throwing a lot of stones to the budget committee but I think they have done their part.
I also want to register my disappointment to these people who are working in our County, we are being rushed to deal with a document which could have been corrected sometime back and if they work very well they know the number of employees then we could not be talking of this supplementary.
Someone somewhere should do his work well so that at least we know the number of employees, the amount we require to pay our employees from the time we start our budget until the time we end Mr. Speaker.
So it is wrong for the department to call us to pass a supplementary, but I also thank the committee you don’t want our people to suffer,  you want to assist them at least have something at the end of the month. So, Mr. Speaker other issues I know numbers have complained, our roads are impassible they are terrible.
I know the National Government have budgeted some amount in their next financial year budget I also want to urge the budget committee to consider and allocate some amount to save the situation because as clearly said by MCA Eldama Ravine, we are sorting back to Kibagengesystem and the person who is leading in this Kibagenge is the MCA, we are losing a lot of funds through our pocket. 
I know the roads are developed, Chairman on roads, I think we are disturbing the CEC roads calling him every now and then but he is also complaining that he doesn’t have a budget to assist us. So in future this thing called operation and maintenance should be enhanced to solve this unforeseen disasters happening in our Wards because of the rains.
Finally, when you go through this document, I thought this elderly grants is being handled by the National Government. I don’t want to see a situation where we double up also as County because if the National Government is assisting then we also… as the County Government we also have a many roles to play and follow the National Government in assisting in the same field.
So, Mr. Speaker sir I think the budget and appropriations committee should look in to that so that we dont double issues which are handled by the National Government and the issue of  interns, my suggestion and I think because every now and then we complain of having one architect then can we continue complaining year in year out and now he is retiring whom can we complain to.
We are resorting to employing interns how long are we going to sustain this because we are complaining of the wage bill which is standing now at 56% so I think as Members of this House we really need to sit down and come up with a permanent solution. 
Mr. Speaker, I think engaging the intern is not going to be a permanent solution, because they will be employed for some time. But we need a permanent solution so that we can solve this thing called roll over, otherwise we are going to be rolling over funds all the time.
We are now rolling funds about 90% next year, I think we will roll another 90% are we really moving? What were we elected for Mr. Speaker sir? We need to sit down and do our work and make sure we oversight the CECs yes we are requesting for bonding but before that they need to do their work because they were employed to do that.
Mr. Speaker we have a lot to do and as I support the motion but next time we should be given time so that even the budget committee can get enough time to give us the document so that we can go through it. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Kebut now we move on.  Let me have Hon. Kipchew then we come to Hon. Lemlem.
Hon. Kipchew: Thank you Mr. Speaker. As we go through this document, I congratulate the Members of the budget committee but I want to ask something Mr. Speaker that this document is not very much new.
I thought we are working on a time table the other time we came in on a special sitting based on first supplementary budget we are also coming in again for the Second Supplementary Budget on a special sitting meaning to me at the back of my mind there is no time table for activities in the County.
Mr. Speaker if possible this time table should be given out and the CEC should be working on the time table on such a month before this date this document should be submitted to the House so that we do not interfere with the Members program.
Mr. Speaker, we don’t have time lines on some issues maybe it could be there but somehow we have relaxed, this one has caused a lot of roll over in the County. As we are looking at this some people are calculating on how the Members of this House will be removed easily come election 2022.
So we cannot wait on that, we want to do our job if a person is going to lose a seat let the person lose the seat but the work to the people of Baringo has already been done.
I am always wondering if we are only coming here for supplementary budget, secondly this document is bulky some people  do not know the financial languages that have been used and we need to get ample time to interrogate on some of this documents. 
This is because we cannot be rushing when we are talking about minus and plus people do not know when we talk of a minus what it means Mr. Speaker. I think this kind of behavior should stop in future. I support this budget for now to safeguard and also to ensure smooth running of activities in the County until when we come for the real budget. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you. Yes Hon. Lemlem.
Hon. Lemlem: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I register my disappointment on this document. First of all I want to congratulate the Chair of budget and appropriations committee for a good report that they have brought to this House.
On page 24 we are told that, Kshs. 95 million of development has been moved to personal emoluments. Mr. Speaker, that means there are some development projects that are not going to happen which means there is a project which is likely be affected the common mwananchi.
Mr. Speaker sir my disappointment is that I expected to come and pass the Second Supplementary Budget which it should have captured issues of emergence and disaster. As we speak there is an irrigation scheme in my Ward that the river Endao busted its banks and it flooded into Endao Empuri Irrigation Scheme sweeping about 50 actress of already planted maize.
Mr. Speaker I have not seen money that has been allocated for emergencies when I raise this issue with the department of disaster they said they do not have money, and they are going to be allocated in the second supplementary. 
It is very wrong for the Executive to reduce money for development and take it to personal emolument when we have issues of disaster. Again it is so sad when Kshs. 22 million of water and irrigation have been reduced, Mr. Speaker sir on the big 4 agenda of the National Government is on food security.
We should be enhancing irrigations while today we are debating a supplementary that is going to reduce Kshs. 33 million in the department of water and irrigation. We are shooting the agenda down.  Mr. Speaker sir it is also sad to see that we are reducing Kshs. 19 million in the department of lands while our urban centers are not fixed, while our urban centers the street lights are not working.
In our urban centers we don’t have tractors to move away cabbage. Mr. Speaker sir I register my disappointment on this supplementary and again as Hon. Member Kipchew said this is a big document and Members should be given enough time to interact with this document so that when we come to the floor of the House we contribute constructively to this document.
Mr. Speaker as I finalize, on page 24 again the County Treasury are saying that the reallocating prom development expenditure was from flagship projects which have not been committed. Mr. Speaker sir why was this not committed? 
Who is failing to commit money that had been budgeted we want to hold the Governor responsible he is the man at the top if someone at the Executive is not doing the job we are not going to go for anyone less than the Chief Executive  of this County.
Mr. Speaker, I also register my disappointment on this document and expect the County Executive to do a better job so that in future budgets are focused on well. On issues of personal emoluments this are issues that touch salaries, employees it is not an emergency for re adjustments, Mr. Speaker sir someone is sleeping on his job because there is what we call employees forecasting. 
You forecast their salary, emoluments and you even know who is retiring and they need to be paid what. For the Executive to hold this House at ransom when we should be busy interacting with the electorates they call us here we come and rubberstamp and we pass a document that is going to correct their mistakes it is very wrong.
Mr. Speaker sir, going forward we are not going to accept and as I end the Executive needs to wake up and we are not going to watch them use us as a conveyor belt of passing their mistakes. I don’t support the passing of this document and I register my disappointment. Thank you. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay.  I give to the Chair for budget, there are some issues which have been raised and I want you to look at them. The Budget and Appropriations committee should investigate the mess because this has been a problem that has been recurring.  
And those budgetary gaps that are coming all the time to ascertain who is not doing what is; they should be held accountable for that particular mess and action should be taken to avert future problems from recurring.
 Chair, I believe the other time when we were passing the supplementary budget we had said that we need time to go through the document all the same we have another ambush which I believe we need to stop, and I would direct that you liaise with the County Treasury to iron out this anomalies in the budget and that will be you need to summon the CEC for Finance and the Treasury to address, these anomalies.
Of course the roll overs because it is the concern of the Members that the roll overs are becoming too much and the Majority Leader whom I will give the opportunity to speak before the Chair for budget should think of organizing a bonding meeting.
And I believe this thing we have been talking over it for a long time, it is either it is done or it is not there at all.  So you organize for that. Let us hear from the Majority Leader first before the mover replies.
Hon. Kipchumba (Leader of Majority): Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, on the issue of bonding, I have talked to the Governor and it is that it is most likely to be around 15th or 16th this month that we will be having a bonding session and that is when the Hon. Members of this House will be taken through the various issues touching this budget.
Mr. Speaker, I may also say that I am disappointed but we don’t have any other thing to do but hold the bull by its horns because we have no other option. It is much better we pass the budget than meet our workers in the streets. I think we will not be building our County but bringing a bad image to the County. 
To add on what the Hon Chair said is that we are also trying to deal with the mistakes done by the previous regime. I think the employment was done without calculating well on the projection of what we are going to get from the equitable share. As the Majority Leader , I have passed through all the salary increment annually in this County and I have come to notice that every year we have an increment of around 222 million, and from the equitable share we may be getting an increment of 100 million. So there is a problem, we have the increase in salaries and small increase in the equitable share. I think that is what our Hon members will be taken through during the bonding. 
We cannot say there are no problems but you always try how to get out of the problems. I think of our doctors and nurses strike today it will be a bigger problem when our people will be dying in hospitals while not being attended to. So I urge our members please let us pass this budget as we have said and before we pass the main budget we would have sat for the bonding session with the CECs and I call upon the elected members we have to go and talk much on the issue of Wards. 
The issue of emergencies, roads I cannot lie,  if I say that if elections are done today even our brother Cheboiwo has always been saying he is confident I am assuring you none of these members will come back. The disappointment by the members is that they are getting worried that if elections are done today they are not going to come back.
I think before we pass the budget our first budget as this House, we are still new; we are not a year old in this House. So before we pass this budget 2018/19 we seriously have to sit with the Executive and I am sure we are going to get the way forward on how we will cure the problem of rollovers and any other problem. I urge our members please let us pass this budget and we try to cur e the problems as we move on. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you the Hon. Majority Leader I now call upon the Chair budget and appropriations to respond
Hon. Aengwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir for sure today, you know when the members start by saying that they are disappointed, as a committee even when we were sitting down to look at this document, first of all we were also disappointed. I want to say it was only because of one thing that actually prevailed upon us to accept this document. Otherwise if it was not because of the salary component that our workers could even go on the streets to strike and the word will round that it is the County Assembly which never passed the budget. It was only informed by that otherwise I am seeing personally we are reading from the same page. 
If you look at our recommendations, most of it we are actually very candid on what we want to do. I want to say the urgency of passing the budget is because of the IFMIS system and our workers will not get their salaries. Otherwise if it was not for that we would wait until next week or any other day until some of the things here are sorted out. I also want to inform members that the projects that were removed will be reinstated in the next budget. 
Hon. Members when we were presenting the first supplementary budget for our mortgage we got monies from projects and we have brought them back. This time round I want to urge members to desist from saying rubberstamps, I believe this will be the last time members will be using that word rubberstamps.  We want to be looking at issues and addressing them but not rubberstamping the way people are saying. 
I think members are also not getting it well that the CFSP, our ceiling for the Ward Fund is 30 million and that is what we passed in the budget. Whoever went back and reduced that is his own. We are going back to 30 million. So I want members to get it right, our next budget is 30 million, if yours is reduced can you go back to 30 million because that is when you will also know that the committee has some teeth to bite. Somebody cannot go and sit down and start derailing the some work we have done in this Assembly. I want members to get it clear that is the CFSP ceiling for every ward. I want also to inform that we worked and Hon. Member for Churo Amaya talked of 300 per cent that we passed in the Assembly for maintaining our roads. Some of the things that our members are talking about are in the main budget and I want them to gom back and look at the same budget. We want real input from you. When we shall be calling the sectoral committees and this is what we said. There is some amount of money if I can recall from the main budget that is meant for maintaining of our roads, it is not in the supplementary budget. This budget is only dealing with few issues but most of the issues that you are raising are in the main budget that we have been given. 
I also don’t want to be seen as if, this thing was just sneaked in the other day but what about the main budget. You have it, you would even be applauding the committee for that. We have presented it early enough and that you will have 21 days to go through the main budget. That is actually the main thing, we would be focusing on rollover, and we would be focusing on the issues of emergency fund that it is too little and yet we are now experiencing a lot of problems and calamities cause by the rains.  I have said the 9 million for maintaining our roads that we passed in the Assembly that one is catered for.  We cannot go down because what we are seeing now is that the County roads, those ones will be catered for. We have some amount of money for bursary, I am answering questions which if we would be very keen we would be raining in the sectoral committees as we go along. 
Mr. Speaker sir I want to say that a member raised and issue of whether the Assembly has enough funds. We never mentioned anything to do with the Assembly here because I think the money that is there is adequate for maintenance and for operations before the next budget is passed. That is why there is nothing here. The essence of you being called for this special sitting is nothing other than the salaries for our workers. 
Our recommendations number seven that the County department should prioritize the needs especially on furniture computers accessories before budgeting, when you go to number eight that to forestall future budget deficits arising from salary adjustments all sectoral departments through their sectoral committees, I know majority of us here are Chairs to the committees, you have a task ahead. You must be in the forefront to know in your department how many workers are there because we have an elephant in the House called salary deficit. We have noticed the way Majority Leader has said that every other time salary deficit of 2000 million, where are these workers coming from? 
We know the other time when we were dealing with the first supplementary budget the salary deficit arose because of the CBA with the Government, we had no choice but to implement it plus our mortgage but this time round we took the treasury team to task and that is why we are putting measures and we are putting punitive measures if the department will not give us the number of employees and the salaries they earn every month we cannot be dealing with this case year in year out. I want to actually say that I concur that there is some lapse but I want to urge you members that for the sake of our brothers and sisters, our children who are going to school, families who depend on salary to have food on their table in the evening.  I will want to urge … even if we are disappointed that just because of them I want to urge this Assembly to pass this motion so that they can have food on their tables. 
I am actually pleading with the members because I am foreseeing a problem ahead of us and after this when we come back next week the main thing I wanted us to look at is every sectoral committee will look at what is there in their budget so that we can be able to correct this thing early enough and move forward as one.
Lastly, we want to meet with the treasury and the Executive and this is long overdue.  We need to fast track it so that we can also see if somebody is sleeping on his job then there are many other Baringo children who can work. We need to meet so that we can be able to streamline some of these things. As the Chair of Budget and Appropriations Committee, I don’t want to be seen, that my committee is not up to the task. This will be the last time we shall be discussing and talking of disappointments. Going forward I believe and trust there will be no other disappointments because we shall get our acts right. Let me not say much.  I have actually said that I am requesting and pleading with our Hon.Members to actually for the sake of our people, children to pass this motion so that they can have food, we can continue, they can educate their children. Thank you Mr. Speaker sir.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon Chair. When are you summoning the CEC? Because we want to put this thing to an end.
Hon. Aengwo: Mr. Speaker sir because of the budget that is ahead of us that is the time, because it is just next week we shall be embarking on the budgeting process. Even now we are going as a budget committee but by next week we shall summon the CEC and you will realize in the end that we are not mincing our words. Even the Hon member from Eldama Ravine said that we make very nice recommendations, I want to say that it will not be nice to be written and be heard only but I want to assure you that there will be recommendations which will bear fruits in this House. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you for the assurance, we are now coming to the close of the contributions.
