The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Members the leadership of the House have gone for a meeting in Uganda but we can proceed. Clerk!
NOTICES OF MOTION
Construction of Kiosks and Stalls for Small Scale Traders
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Members we have notices of motion. The first one is from Hon. Julius Ng’otie MCA Eldama Ravine Ward.

Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I rise to give notice of motion,

Aware that the constitution of Kenya appreciates the doctrine of separation of powers,

Noting that the objects And principles of devolution set out under articles 174 and 175 of the constitution provides for the promotion of social and economic development and the provision of proximate, easily accessible services throughout Kenya,

Acknowledging that presently a majority of the Kenyan population is facing harsh economic times occasioned by the escalating of prices for basic commodities,

Further acknowledging that many residents of Baringo County are small scale traders including mama Mboga who operate from undeveloped road reserves, shades and outside their homes,

Concerned that town administrators have cultivated the habit of harassing and collecting revenue from these traders on a daily basis despite the fact that some of them even close business without selling a single item or product,

Disturbed that if this habit by the town administrators is not checked and if no proper mechanisms with regard to collecting revenue from these traders is adjusted, a majority of the residents will continue wallowing in abject poverty,

Now therefore pursuant to the above, this House urges the County Government;

i. Not to move these small scale traders without allocating alternative places for carrying out their business,

ii. To speed up the construction of modern kiosks and small stalls in towns and centers and allocate them to these traders on priority basis,

iii. To instruct the town administrators to have authentic registers of such small scale traders and their areas of businesses.

I beg to give notice.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): House business to allocate time for the motion to be debated. Next is for Hon. Francis Kibai MCA Baringo County. He is not around.  Who was given the responsibility to read on his behalf? Hon. Fransisca Cherutich.
Hon. Fransisca Cherutich: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, this is a notice of motion from Hon. Francis Kibai MCA, Baringo County.

Capacity Building and Establishment of Biashara Fund for Special Groups 
Aware that the constitution of Kenya 2010 in the Bill of Rights and specifically in articles 43, 54, 55 and 56 provides that the state shall take measures including affirmative action programs to ensure that youth, women and persons with disabilities have appointments to participate in political, social and economic spheres of their life, get access to employment and have the right to social security to fend for themselves and their dependents,

Further aware that the objects and principles of devolution set out under articles 174 and 175 of the constitution provide for the promotion of social and economic development and the provision of proximate, easily accessible services throughout Kenya,

Concerned that unemployment rate in Kenya has persistently remained at its highest levels and at the same is a major contributory factor to the dwindling economic rate in Kenya,

Further aware that special groups herein being youth, women and people with disability carry the most border registering the highest number of unemployed persons within Baringo County,

Now therefore this motion urges the Baringo County Government in collaboration with other stakeholders to establish the following;

i. Establish a County related revolving development (Biashara fund) enterprise targeting youth, women and PWD to provide access to capital and financing facilities for star up business and expansion of already existing enterprise

ii. To develop a framework for investing in and facilitating growth of micro small enterprise sector to spur economic growth within the county and curb huge unemployment rates.

iii. In liaison with the county assembly appropriate funds and set out criteria for direct lending to micro and small enterprise and initiate linkages and partnerships with medium and large enterprises and allied suppliers for technical support,

iv. To scale up proven innovations that have high potential of creating jobs and facilitate trainings, mentorships programs and offer technical assistance to the concerned groups in product value addition and market development.

Management of Diabetes in Local Health Facilities
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Fransisca for standing on behalf of Hon. Kibai. The House Business shall allocate time for this motion to be debated on Thursday. The third notice from Hon. Richard Rono MCA Barwessa Ward.

Hon. Cheruiyot: Hon Speaker I beg to give notice on behalf of Hon. Richard Rono.

Aware that the constitution of Kenya 2010 article 43 (i) (a) provides that every person has the right to the highest attainable standards of health which includes the right to health care services,

Further aware that the constitution of Kenya 2010 schedule four part 2 (a) provides for the functions and powers of county Government as health services including In particular county health facilities and pharmacies,

Disturbed that diabetes is an increasing burden of disease in Kenyan communities accounting for 3.3% of deaths and is predicted to rise to 4.5% in 2025 according to World Health Organization (WHO),

Concerned that two thirds of diabetics may be undiagnosed among the populace hence, hindering treatment and care,

Therefore this House urges the county Government to do the following as a cost effective strategy for diabetes prevention and control,

i. Provide diabetes test kits to all rural facilities in the county

ii. Ensure all patients visiting the health facilities are tested for diabetes

I beg to give notice.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Cheruiyot on behalf of Hon. Richard Rono MCA Barwessa Ward. I urge House business to allocate time for this motion on Thursday. Next order!
STATEMENTS

Facilitation of Ward Offices by BCASB
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): We have old statement by Hon. Richard Rono and we require an answer from the Chairperson or a Member of County Assembly Service Board. Since we do not have answer, we give the service board a week and Tuesday next week the answer should be provided to this House. Next is also an old statement by Hon. Koech seeking answers from Chairperson Economic Planning Committee. Hon. Kebut.

Hon. Kebut: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I still request for time until Thursday afternoon. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): This week?

Hon. Kebut: Yes.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Koech, would Thursday be satisfactory to you?

Hon. Koech: Thank you Mr. Speaker. Since it has taken a long time, I request to withdraw the statement and the CEC be allowed to appear before the Finance Committee.  

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Koech. I believe withdrawing that statement diminishes the base of having the statement in the House and therefore, it is on the basis of the statement that the CEC can be summoned and the answer be provided. Hon. Koech, will Thursday be okay with you?

Hon. Koech:Mr. Speaker, the other day I was absent and the answer that was brought to this House was; ‘yes, we were right’.  I know that the same thing will come back. Maybe the CEC is not good in writing letters so let him appear before the Committee for some questions.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): The rule is if you withdraw the statement that marks the end it. 
Hon. Koech: I suspend the statement.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Meaning that you will bring it another time? 

Hon. Koech: Yes. I will bring it back if the CEC doesn’t give a satisfactory answer.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): But you cannot say it is not right if you have not seen it. Wait for it on Thursday and see if it meets the threshold. If it doesn’t, then we can direct so. 

Hon. Koech:Mr. Speaker, let it be tomorrow morning because the CEC is around. This is a matter of urgency.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Kebut, will tomorrow be okay? 

Hon. Kebut: I had requested for Thursday because we might not manage for tomorrow.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Since the Member has requested for Thursday, let it be so because pictorial evidence was required.

Lack of Green Park and Enough Public Toilets in Marigat

Statement 012 by Hon. Nixon Lemlem to the Chairman Environment. 
Hon. Mailuk: Thank you Mr. Speaker. In response to;

i. If I am aware that in the entire town of Marigat, there is no resting and green park? Yes. I am aware that the land which was meant for this has issues and that it now belongs to individuals. The said land is opposite the District County Commissioner’s office, Marigat. The department is currently seeking other options to acquire land for the establishment of a recreation/green park. Presently there are ongoing discussions with the office of the administrator and Department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries for the possibility of establishing one at the Auction ground near Chief’s office Marigat Location. 

ii. If I am further aware that there is no public toilet in Marigat Town and that the newly built one is yet to be commissioned? As far as we are concerned, the Department is aware that there is one public toilet next to the newly built eco-toilet in Marigat Town opposite Sun City Hotel. However, the facility is very small relatively to town population and this is the reason the department budgeted to construct a bigger and better facility which is about to be completed. About the newly built toilet, yes we are aware but the challenge is that there is a trader who had encroached into the site. This has hindered the contractor from completing the works as it has resulted into conflict over the land. The Department of Environment has already communicated to the Department of Trade about the said trader to be relocated.
iii. If I am further aware that the single toilet is not sufficient to serve the huge population of town? Yes. I am aware and it is for this reason that the Department of Environment initiated the construction of the modern toilet in town and which is yet to be commissioned for use once all the works are completed and approved by the works engineer. Beside the department has a plan to construct more toilet blocks in Marigat town in future considering the availability of space for as this has been a big challenge.

iv. What action is the Baringo County Government taking to ensure that the already constructed Eco-toilet is commissioned and that a resting green park is provided? The contractor of the eco toilet was instructed by the works engineer to make corrections to the toilet block. He is in the process of doing so and once the corrections are completed as required and the encroachment issue resolved the toilet will become operational. On the subject of the construction of recreational/green parks the department recognizes its importance and need. In account of this, the environment sector in the CIDP for the period 2018-2022 has prioritized the establishment of the facility in major towns in the County. This shall be achieved in collaboration with the department of Lands and Urban Development in the acquisition of space within the town to establish the recreational facilities. 

Mr. Speaker. I am a bit worried because I can’t see Hon. Lemlem here yet we need to know whether he is satisfied with the answer. We have answered what we know as a department and the challenge that we have in making this recreational park is land. We request the Lands and Urban Development department to try and secure a space in every town for such projects. Thank you. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Lemlem is not in to state if he is satisfied with the answer. This is not a debate but I can allow only two Members to give their reactions. Hon. Kibet

Hon. Kibet: Thank you Mr. Speaker. This is a very good question and I thank the Chairmann for the answer given. This is a problem in almost all the towns and I was very encouraged when Hon. Lemlem asked about the same. We need to take this seriously because our towns are growing and not all of us can afford the laxity of a hotel because some of our people travelling to towns have to buy tea in hotels in order to be allowed to go for a nature call in the hotels. Women travelling with children are forced to pay for a hotel room in order to change their diapers yet this could all have been done in a small room in a public park.  

Mr. Speaker, we need a sort of motion on this so that we can capture other towns and bring forward our people’s experiences in town. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I believe what you have mentioned is indicated that the environment sector in the CIDP for the period 2018-2022  has prioritized the establishment of the facility in major towns in the County and that is captured. Hon. Julia Kandie.
Hon. Julia: Mr. Speaker, this question was directed to the wrong committee. It should have been directed to the Committee on Lands and Urban Development. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): However, the question has been answered properly…
Hon. Julia:Yes but it was directed to the wrong committee.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): We will not allow a debate on this 

(Loud Consultations)

Hon. Koech.
Hon. Koech: Mr. Speaker, it is not a debate but a matter of concern. If a Member answers questions that don’t fall in his department, then it is wrong. It means we are getting the wrong information. It is wrong for the Environment Committee to answer a question on how to plan a town yet we are here. It seems like the Committee is not active. I request that the question be directed to the right Committee which is Lands and Urban Development

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Which you are the Chair.
Hon. Koech: Yes.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): And you are saying that the Committee is not active.
(Laughter)
You are actually saying that your Committee is not working.
Hon. Koech: We lack questions like this while someone comes from the backdoor to grab our questions. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): But the question is on the toilets not the planning of the town. I believe that statement has been answered properly and we will not have a lot of debate on it. Hon. Leparsalaach and that will be the last person. 

Hon. Leparsalaach (Leader of Majority): Thank you Mr. Speaker mine is just a concern. I am from Marigat and I am actually very conversant with the area and when the CEC talks about reallocating of the green park or a resting place to Marigat auction, I think it is very wrong. 

I believe when you require a place where people can rest when tired or to maybe wait some other people you need somewhere within town and from Marigat town  to the chiefs office is about two kilometres.

So, the location is very wrong; they need to do some thorough investigation and look for another suitable place.  Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): So Hon. Leparsalaach in other words you are saying the suggested location is inappropriate.  Hon. Chair for Environment you need to look into that. 

What is your point of concern?

Hon. Kibet: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I think the Chairmann has raised a very funny question, you know we don’t ask questions in vain they are meant to be answered and they should be answered rightfully and about the right people.

I think the Chairman especially when he raised the concern about where the land will be available or where it will be located, I think when we were in the Lands committee we had something about the park, where is it and whether it was given to people and it is this committee of lands to probe who took over the land.

And if it is possible the land can be returned  back to the park so Mr. Speaker I am not saying that the Chairman has not done a good job, he did a good job because it was directed to him,  it is also within your powers you can as well re direct that is your power Mr. Speaker.

So that is my humble request our Chairman is requesting for work, I don’t see the reason why you should not reward him, I am also the Vice Chair.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): What is your point of concern Hon. Julia.
Hon. Julia: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I think I still request the question to be re directed back to the Members of the Committee of Lands because that question was not answered well. Mr. Speaker you see what Hon. Leparsalaach said, when you go to Perkerra   and the action area it is a place of business but not a resting place.

Secondly, in Marigat the place where toilets were put somebody complains that it is his lands and the Members of the committee on Lands should go there and do that business. That is my request Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, I have heard you and I believe Hon. Cheboiwo you have something?

Hon. Cheboiwo: Mr. Speaker I think the question was answered by the right department. You know the issue of Budget always for the toilets and green parks is always part of environment.  Mr. Speaker I don’t see why these people are… the issue of the plot lies in the docket of land.  Lands committee should answer questions in their docket while the environment team to do their duty well.

So can you look for the land where we can reserve for the toilet, the green park and so on but the issue of answering about the toilets and developments is the work of environment.  Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay that is the last person now, the Hon. Chair for environment has answered the question correctly but the only thing that we require is for the Hon. Member for Marigat Ward; he should come up with another question concerning the said plots where the toilets has been constructed and the green park area and that should be directed to the Lands Housing and Urban Development Committee.

I think Hon. Lemlem should be told to frame another question for the committee on Lands.

iii. What measures has the County Government put in place to ensure that the facility is connected with electricity to fully operationalize and modernize the facility?

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Chairperson when do you intend to provide the answer to this House?
Hon. Serem: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, we are requesting for the answer next week on Wednesday in the afternoon. Thank you. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Yes next week on Wednesday, Hon. Chrles Kosgei is that okay?
Hon. Kosgei: Mr. Speaker sir is he requesting for the answer or he will provide the answer?

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Providing the answer…
Hon. Kosgei: But he is saying requesting for the answer …
(Laughter)

Hon. Serem: Thank you Mr. Speaker, you know my brother Hon. Kosgei this thing is not a matter of saying yes we shall bring, we are requesting.  So we are requesting for time to bring the answer next week on Wednesday that was what I meant. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): So that will mean on Tuesday 20th in the afternoon you provide the answer, Hon. Kiptalla is that okay with you?

Hon. JerutoKiptalla: Yes Mr. Speaker sir.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, let us move on to the next order!
MOTION
(Resumption of Motion interrupted on 20.2.2018 at 2:30pm)
Compensation for the Loss Occasioned 

by Reptiles at Lake Baringo

Aware that the Constitution of Kenya under Article 40 provides for the protection of the right to property by every person in Kenya;

Acknowledging that, Article 40 (2) (b) provides that parliament shall enact legislation to enable the state or any person to seek just compensation for such property;

Concerned that, there has been widespread wildlife attack on domestic animals within Lake Baringo and its environs occasioning to lose of property thus sinking further the farmers into abject poverty;

Disturbed that, if the situation is not arrested at the earliest instance the residents within Lake Baringo will continue losing their produce and livestock thereby affecting their only source of livelihood;

Deeply concerned that, the reptiles such as the crocodiles in Lake Baringo have become a total menace as they attack even human beings at times leading to death or lose of limbs;

Now therefore, this House urges the Baringo County Government to liaise with the National Government to ensure the residents who have lost their livelihoods in and around Lake Baringo are fully and adequately compensated for the losses and attacks occasioned by the reptiles.

More specifically to urge the County Government of Baringo to immediately initiate a process of structured engagement with the Kenya Wildlife Services (KWS) to ensure that claims of compensation across the County are fast-tracked.

I beg to move.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay Hon. Members we have the motion by Hon. Leparsalaach and I believe this was moved in this House and therefore I believe that we just need to have two or three Members to contribute but off course if you had contributed the Standing Order Number 82 (1) says that no member shall speak more than once to a question except in the Committee of the Whole House.

I will not read the other part so if you had contributed it is on record. I will expect those members who had not contributed to rise up and contribute. That has checked members not to contribute more than once, is it?

Okay, the contributors during the previous motion were about eight so we need maybe two more then we put the question.  Yes Hon. Ngotie.
Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr Speaker sir. I want to support this motion considering that in number two that he urges the County Government to liaise with KWS. We are aware that there are a lot of people who have suffered from this crocodile attacks and up to now most of them have not been compensated. In fact it is not most of them but all of them so if there is a situation where the county Government can actually talk on behalf of these residents I think we will reach somewhere, so this motion has come at the right time and I think it is going to go a long way to assist the people on the lower side and other places we have crocodiles. So it is a very good motion and it is going to help those residents and I support the motion. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Rono.
Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr Speaker sir, I rise again to support the motion. I noted that it takes long to compensate a person and urge the County Government to liaise with the National Government and come up with a simpler way of compensating the affected faster. Environs bordering the lakes like in my Ward I have Lake Kapnarok where people have lost lives and properties. It has taken a long time for the affected to receive compensation. I support and I would like the County Government to look for a simpler way of compensating the affected within the shortest time possible. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you. Hon. Bowen you had contributed and you can’t do it again. Let’s have Hon. Kosgei.
Hon. Kosgei: Thank you Mr Speaker sir, I rise to support the motion and it is not only compensation that we want but compensation that is equivalent to the loss. When the KWS compensate, they do so to people who have died by giving only Sh 30,000. So the compensation should be improved so that the next of kin can feel that they have been compensated. Compensation should also be for the animals which have lost so that the owner can buy others. Thank you  Mr Speaker sir.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you well put. Hon. Cornelius and the last person will be Hon. Francisca Cheburet. 
Hon. Cornelius: Thank you Mr Speaker, I stand to support this motion. Reading the mood of the House, it is up to you to put the question. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you, Hon. Cheburet. 
Hon. Francisca: Thank you Mr Speaker sir, I rise to support this motion and to comment on this point on the area of concern to the motion mover. That there has been widespread wildlife attacks on farm as well as reptile attacks. Prevention is better than cure. While we were going round with the tourism team, we asked some of these questions to the workers at Lake Bogoria and they were telling us that in the low areas most of the lakes are salty and during dry season like January to March most of the animals go out of that place to look for fresh water. Their proposal was that if dams are built so that they can get fresh water then these animals will not be moving to the farms or closer to human beings. 

The other thing is that I want to believe that in these lakes we have or the gorges and Lake Kapnarok we should have a separate place for the animals and for human beings.  If we provide water to those people they will not be going to the lakes. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Now that we have 13 members that have contributed in total, I want to put a question. I think I have jumped the gun. Let the mover reply.

Hon. Leparsalaach: Thank you very much Mr Speaker sir, I would like to thank the members for their contributions and I remember the other time we deferred because we wanted to enrich the motion and we have done that. I would also like to thank the committee of tourism because after we discussed the motion they went round and ascertained the issues that we have raised in this motion. Maybe what I would like to request the committee on implementation is that it will be pointless for us to pass motions here yet they are not implemented. It is a high time that the committee on implementation takes these motions very seriously and make sure that they are implemented as we approve in this House. Thank you.  

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): That is the responsibility of the Chair of Implementation Committee and therefore he has to make sure that these motions are adopted and acted upon.

Purchase of Exhausters for Major Towns

Next motion by Hon Julius Ngotie MCA Eldama Ravine Ward. 

Hon. Ngotie: Thank you Mr Speaker sir, I rise to move this motion that I had given a notice sometimes back.  Aware that the Constitution of Kenya as enshrined under article 174 provides for the objects and principles of devolution.

Noting that the objects and principles of devolution set out under article 174 and 175 of the Constitution provide for the promotion of social and economic development and the provision of proximate, easily accessible services throughout Kenya.

Acknowledging that the constitution provides  that every person has a right to a clean and safe environment. Concerned that that there is only one operational exhauster in the whole County which is stationed at Kabarnet and supposed to serve the major towns and the satellite centres.

Disturbed that the scarcity of the exhausters have been detrimental to the majority of the residents, whereby many people nowadays depend on private exhauster providers who charge exorbitant fees of up to Ksh 16000 per trip. 

Further disturbed that some residents in major towns have resorted to the use of unorthodox means of disposing filled up septic tanks and thus putting themselves at the risk of contracting diseases such as cholera. 

Now therefore, pursuant to the above this House urges the County Government to;

1) Immediately appropriate funds for the purchase of at least 3 exhausters to be distributed to the majors towns in the county

2) Negotiate with the private exhauster providers to lower the charges for the exhauster services 

3) Provide short term solutions as the County Government procures the exhausters 

4) Provide a proper timetable/duty roster on when and what time the available exhauster will be available in a particular town.

Mr Speaker sir the issue of exhausters is a major issue in all our major towns. Especially now that we are entering the rainy season most of the people dispose the waste using the sewage because of lack of exhausters. The exhauster that we have is the one that is stationed in Kabarnet. For example in Eldama Ravine, to access that exhauster it takes up to three months to have it in that town. For three months in a town which has a population of 15,000 you can imagine how the situation is. 
I really urge this House to support the motion because it is going to help major towns like Ravine, Mogotio, Marigat and other towns so that the exhauster which is available at the moment can be permanently stationed in Kabarnet. Considering also that Kabarnet is our town, I really urge that we join hands and see to it that we get means to have additional exhausters and we don’t have to rely on the budget of the County because we know that our Governor is someone who can get funding from other sources or other friends from outside. 
We urge the Executive to see other means which we can get these exhausters even if they are old because I remember in Ravine we use tractors and trailer but at the moment they are broken. So if we can see other means of getting exhausters it is going to really help us. There is also a problem on where to dispose the waste. At the moment in Ravine we rely on another County;  we used to take the waste to Molo in Nakuru County, imagine transporting waste from Ravine to Nakuru County, in some occasions when the tracks reach there the County Government of Nakuru refuses to take this waste unless you give prime price to be able to dispose the waste… Mr. speaker, we are in a fix, considering this,   I think we can liaise with the KFS or the National Government now that there is no logging… and you know this waste is also fertilizers and if we can get space in the forest and construct a lagoon to be used there the it can be of help to us and the trees will enjoy the fertilizer…

(Laughter)

We should look for a lagoon especially in Ravine and Mogotio so that we may not be taking out waste to another County because you cannot rely on another County.

Mr. Speaker sir, if we don’t act on the need for getting an exhauster we will be running to a danger of getting Cholera especially during the rainy season.  Mr. Speaker sir, I urge this House to kindly support this motion and also urge the Executive to look for short term and long term ways of getting these exhausters to be stationed in major towns.  If we can get additional two to three, I think it is going to do some good and you know there are not expensive like the fire engines.  Mr. Speaker sir, you can get these at very cheap prices which is nothing compared to what this County Government get considering that it is also a very rich County; getting an exhauster is not a big deal Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Speaker sir, I beg to move this motion and request my sister Hon. Francisca Cherutich to second this motion and give her contributions, thank you Mr. Speaker sir.

(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, Hon. Francisca …. 

Hon. Francisca: Seconded. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, the motion has been seconded. 

(Question proposed)
Now debate is open… Hon. Kibet.
Hon. Kibet: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I want to appreciate my fellow colleague; the mayor of Ravine.  He has put forward a very good motion.  Mr. Speaker you know those who are providing exhauster services are charging Ksh.16, 000, it is because we don’t have a dumping site. Mr. Speaker, as a businessman in this town, I have been doing with Ksh.18, 000 to Eldoret per trip so if you do five trips to empty your tank that will be a lot money.  I think the real issue here is, can the County Government provide a dumping site? We at Kabarnet sometimes use the lagoons in the Hospital and they refused to allow that and so we have been relying on individuals who have septic tanks which can accommodate but at a fee where the exhauster charges Ksh.5,000 and the individuals charges Ksh.6,000 which is Ksh.11, 000 and if you take to Eldoret it is Ksh.18,000 and if you take it from Ravine to Nakuru County they charge Ksh.16, 000 per trip.

Mr. Speaker we need the County Government to invest in the exhausters; we need an exhauster in every town and we should have a lagoon where we will be dumping the liquid waste. Mr. Speaker I support this motion and it is going to make our towns clean. Thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, thank you Hon. Kibet MCA Kabarnet Ward, we now move to Hon. Kibarar MCA Emining Ward.

Hon. Kibarar: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I rise to support this motion and I will start by saying that the motion has its objective of achieving clean and safe environment.  I want to thank the mover for coming up with such a motion. 
Mr. Speaker, the Baringo residents have been denied their rights of getting that service, one as human beings we all know that there is excretion hence we have toilets and all those that such a facility like an exhauster… we are denied our rights and I see this motion going to address this issues and to me it has come at the right time.

Mr. Speaker, I also want to concur and add that Hon. Members have talked about getting exhausters for three towns. I am trying to imagine a place in Tiaty, Chemolingot… if the machine is stationed in Ravine and one may need this service I think it will be not fair…  I propose that each sub-county get one exhauster to cater for such services from each major centers and small towns in each sub-county.  That is what I would wish be added to the motion, I want to request the mover that the word stationed should remain because I have been seeing in most occasions members put such machines to be for like Kabarnet or Ravine but there should be no County machine that is supposed to be for a particular place, it should be only stationed at a place.  I am very happy with the mover for he has used the right term… like if there is a trailer or anything bought for the County it is not supposed to be for a particular place but be stationed some place to serve the interest of the entire County.

Finally Mr. Speaker, I am seeing some negotiations mentioned here but we don’t have to keep on negotiating but we have to have our own. So that point should be put correctly to avoid the term negotiation.  I must say that I thank the mover and also request the concerned committee to also go deeper and make a proposal to the budget team because the budgetary cycle is on so that this can be considered as early as possible so that we don’t waste time until something happens like the fire incident we recently witnessed and we have nothing in place.  I support the motion, thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, thank you Hon. Kibarar; MCA Emining Ward, we move on to Hon. Cornelius Cheruyot.
Hon. Cornelius: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I rise to support this motion that intends to purchase exhausters.  Mr. Speaker these private exhausters’ providers are not for one from Baringo County… let me say I was a businessman before joining this Assembly and I used to work with exhausters and an exhauster is not very expensive. A small one can cost about Ksh.7 million and the larger one can go up to Ksh.11 Million or Ksh.12 Million.

Mr. Speaker when we talk of three exhausters in Baringo County we will be talking of  about Ksh.21 Million or Ksh.33 Million which is a small amount to the County.  So three exhausters are enough for Baringo County.  Mr. Speaker since the Hon. Member has moved such motion we have to fully support it and assist this County.  I support the motion and I thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you… Hon. Koskei.
Hon. Koskei: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I rise to support this motion from my friend Hon. Ng’otie.  Mr. Speaker sir, exhausters are needed urgently as fire extinguishers.  Mr. Speaker sir imagine our modern towns using flying toilets because there are no exhausters, all the towns in Baringo County have no sewerage and if we had sewerages we would not be in need of exhausters that much.

Mr. Speaker sir, we need about six exhausters that is one exhauster per a sub-county. Last time our leaders led by the Governor went to Germany and they brought materials for our polytechnics.  I would urge them to go back but now to Japan and look for exhausters. 
(Applause)

Mr. Speaker, when Eldama Ravine was a town council, we afforded to buy an exhauster and it was a small town with little resources, why can’t our County buy six exhausters! Mr. Speaker I would urge the County Government to expedite and buy these exhausters because sooner it will be raining, our toilets will be full and they will overflow and when it rains food will be much, our people will eat they will be very health and the toilets will be full… thank you Mr. Speaker sir.
(Laughter)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay I believe you have contributed well and let me give to Hon. Francisca Cherutich.
Hon. Cherutich: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I also rise to support this Motion from my MCA and I want to agree with him that using an example of Eldama Ravine there is a major problem. One, I will say Baringo County is losing a lot of revenue because of lack of exhausters. As my MCA had put it,  in Eldama Ravine for example there is the use orthodox means. We have guys who nowadays exhaust toilets using manual ways. How they do it, if I explain it now I think most of you will not take supper but for real that is what is happening.
 I was lucky to have worked in an institution and I even happened during my tenure. Why? Because we didn’t have any option. I would say the issue is urgent as yesterday and I really support this Motion seriously. Secondly,  especially now that this is a rainy season, all the water is being directed to the rivers up streams and down streams. We have human beings like me who take water directly. That tells you how serious the whole thing is. 

I also urge this House that we really embrace this Motion and ensure that it is put in place as early as possible and I want to thank my MCA because he is also the Chair of…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): What is your point of order Hon. Cornelius?

Hon. Cornelius Cheruiyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker, is it in order for the Hon. Member to say my MCA?
The Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): I believe that is in order because she is giving respect to her MCA and it is actually true that Hon. Ngotie is the MCA for Hon. Francisca Cherutich. So it is in order. Proceed Hon. Francisca Cherutich.

Hon. Fransisca Cherutich: Thank Mr. Speaker sir for protecting me. I said that and I am in my right  senses.   So I really support this Motion and I want to say I am also grateful that my MCA is also the Chair for…. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): Implementation.

Hon. Fransisca Cherutich: Implementation Committee.  I kindly request him that immediately we pass this, kindly Implementation Committee do the neccesary as early as yesterday. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): Alright Hon. Tochim the MCA Tenges Ward.
Hon. Tochim: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I want to join my fellow Hon. Members to support this Motion and state that it is appropriate and long overdue to have these exhausters in Baringo County. However, I also want to support that the number of exhausters proposed by Hon. Ngotie is appropriate. The three exhausters to serve the County are enough especially when placed in the major towns.
Hon. Members we need to understand that exhausters are mainly used in septic tanks and not in pit latrines. Water closets and septic tanks gets full when we flush toilets and when the septic tank is full it is emptied by an exhauster. So it is not really appropriate to have exhausters in remote areas where there are no modern toilets like the one we are flushing. So while we budget  for these exhausters, we need to consider improving our Houses so that we have enough water to flush toilets in our hotels and Houses and this will improve the living standards of our people.

We appreciate the fact that we are blessed to have the Cabinet Secretary for water coming from Baringo County. We also have the Director for Water Services who comes from our County and many others.  So we want to embrace this opportunity to improve our Houses. I want to encourage every Member in this House to have a modern House with modern toilets.

(Applause)

Mr Speaker,  when we talk about exhausters we know that we have exhausters which empties septic tanks and not pit latrines because it is in the pit latrines that we have mattresses, stones and everything and it  cannot use the exhauster because it is going to block it. So thank you Mr Speaker.  I support the Motion in totality.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): Okay thank you. Hon. Cheruiyot MCA Koibatek Ward.

Hon. Cheruiyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir for giving me this opportunity to contribute on this important Motion moved by Hon. Julius Ngotie MCA Eldama Ravine. For sure… 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): What is your point of order Hon. Cheruiyot?

Hon. Cheruiyot: Protect me Mr. Speaker sir because this Hon. Member is fond of disturbing when …

(Laughter)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): Okay your point of order Hon. Cornelius Cheruiyot.
Hon. Cornelius Cheruiyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I stand on a point of order Mr. Speaker sir for your guidance. I am Hon. Cheruiyot also so for your guidance please differentiate the two names that is Hon. Cornelius Cheruiyot Kirui and Hon. Musa Cheruiyot thank you Mr. ...
Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): But Hon. Cheruiyot whom I was referring to was the one whose mic was on but that notwithstanding point taken.

Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): Do you need the information Hon. Cheruiyot Kirui?

Hon. Cheruiyot: Mr. Speaker sir I don’t need any information.
Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): He has said he doesn’t need your information so proceed Hon. Cheruiyot Kirui?

Hon. Cheruiyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir for protecting me. As I had said earlier that Hon. Cornelius had no point. He was just disturbing because you had made clearly that you were giving me a chance to contribute by adding the statement, MCA for Koibatek and I think I am the only MCA for Koibatek.
(Applause)

Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): Yes or you are the MCA for Koibatek Hon. Cornelius?

I belief you are not so proceed Hon. Cheruiyot the MCA for Koibatek Ward.
Hon. Cheruiyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir now I was contributing concerning this Motion on exhausters. This Motion brought by Hon. Ngotie is timely because already we have problems especially in Eldama Ravine on issues to do with septic tanks. These septic tanks are full and when you do to so parts of Eldama Ravine everywhere has a bad smell and it is the right time we have this exhausters. 

In fact I should say that this should have been brought earlier because in places like Mogotio there is an outbreak of Cholera and if there was exhauster this would have been minimized. This is a measure which should be taken when sewerage system are in place so the exhausters can save us when we don’t have appropriate sewerage system. In big cities like Nairobi they have both exhausters and the sewerage systems are appropriately established in place.
So we need to have at least one exhauster in every town like Eldama Ravine Kabarnet, Marigat and other places where they have septic tanks. I also want to say something concerning our landscape. Most of our towns like Kabarnet maybe the landscape is not good for establishing a sewerage system so we need to have exhausters to empty the septic tanks, thank you Mr. Speaker sir I support this Motion.
(Applause)

Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay thank you. Reading from the mood of the House all the contributors have supported the Motion.   I now want to put the question. I request the mover of the Motion to rise up and do the necessary before I put the question.

Hon. Ngotie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. I would like to thank all those who have participated in contributing to this motion. I have seen that everybody wanted to contribute but because of interest of time, I think we are going to stop there.  Mr. Speaker sir but I wanted to acknowledge Hon. Tochim for what he said about people to consider constructing modern toilets. 

Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): Modern Houses.

Hon. Ngotie: My friend from Mogotio Ward has just told me that in Mogotio they don’t use toilets but they just finish the business along the river banks and I sympathize with him because I don’t think they are going to use exhausters and maybe in Marigat and others will use them because them they finish the business along the river banks Mr. Speaker sir. So I think he knew what he was saying.
Mr. Speaker sir, looking at how much we use for these exhausters which we hire from Eldoret and Nakuru, in Kabarnet they are charging about 18,000 and in Eldama Ravine we are using around 16,000 but you know recently we had the financial amendment and they slotted another3,000 for the public health and so you add the 18,000 plus the 3,000 which are the new charges coming up and which was approved by this House but I am the only one who opposed it but I was not successful. 

So my brother you will feel the pinch very soon since it will be a total of Ksh 21,000 and not Ksh 18,000. So if we are going to get the exhausters Mr. Speaker sir, then we will save some money here. Also as a short term solution, let us have a proper duty roster so that we know on this date and time the exhauster will be stationed in Eldama Ravine then we will know and plan for our people on the other side. 
Finally Mr. Speaker, I think the County should think of having their own lagoon even one for the whole County so that we can save paying 5,000 to Nakuru and Eldoret County. We can get that money if we have our own lagoon that can accommodate waste from our major towns. I rest my case there Mr Speaker sir and I say thank you to all those people who contributed on this Motion. 

Temporary Speaker (Hon.Tarus): Thank you Hon. Ngotie.
(Question Put and Agreed to)

(Applause)
