STATEMENTS
Death of a Six Year Old Pupil who Drowned in an Open Septic Tank

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): We have statements which we deferred in the morning to this afternoon. Let us start with statement by Hon. Julius Ng’otie to the Leader of Majority.

Hon. Leparsalaach (Deputy majority Leader): Mr. Speaker we brought this report last week but the Hon. Member was not contended with a small part. We requested to be given up to today to supply the statement. Unfortunately it is not ready because it was about the septic tank which became full before the project was handed over. 
Someone was sent to Eldama Ravine this morning to ascertain if what the Member is saying is true. I expect full information regarding the septic tank as soon as we come back from recess. Thank you.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Are you contended Hon. Ng’otie?
(Hon. Ng’otie agreed)

When are intending to bring the statement …,  Leader of Majority?
Hon. Leparsalach (Deputy Majority Leader): On Thursday of the week we will resume from recess.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi):  That is on 5th April, it is okay? Next statement from Hon. Reuben Chepsongol MCA Bartabwa Ward to the Chairperson Health.

Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. We have had busy schedule for our committee members, we request to bring the answer tomorrow afternoon after visiting the facility in the morning.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Member!
Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker sir, I agree with what the Member has said I am happy that the committee will visit the facility tomorrow then bring a comprehensive report in the afternoon. Thank you Mr. Speaker.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): When are you visiting the site Chair?
Hon. Rono: Hopefully tomorrow sir. 
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Say exactly when.
Hon. Rono: Tomorrow.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Tomorrow, it is. When are you likely going to bring the answer?

Hon. Rono: After recess.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Which day after recess?

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): So it is, 5th. Member!
Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker I believe something will be done after the committee visits the site. Thank you.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you, 5th April 2018.

Remittance of NHIF Contributions for ECD Teachers

 The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Next statement by Hon. Charles K. Choboot to Chairperson Finance and Economic Planning. Chair, Vice or a member of that committee? Hon. Fransisca repeat what you said because it was not captured.
Hon. Fransisca Cheburet: I was standing on a point of order that the Finance Committee are not in the House. 
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order! Hon. Fransisca are you on point of order or information? What is it Hon. Chepsongol?
Hon. Chepsongol: The Finance Committee are done with vetting and Hon. Cheboiwo is here Mr. Speaker. The Member is not in order.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Cheboiwo!
Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. My Chairman is on public participation and I will represent him.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Proceed Hon. Cheboiwo.

Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker. Here are the answers.
One, if he is aware that Early Childhood Development (ECD) teachers are making their monthly contributions to the National Hospital Insurance Fund (NHIF) 

Yes, all ECD teachers like other employees of the County Government or its entities contribute to NHIF .NHIF is a contributory scheme and each ECD teacher contributes on average between Kshs.300 per month depending on their salary categories.
Two, if further aware that the ECD teachers NHIF contributions have not been remitted; no all remittance to NHIF ha been fully paid. There were a slight delay in the month of January 2018 and that was due to exchequer challenges. NHIF payments are paid on or before 9th of every month and when we pay after 9th it is said to be late payment. I have attached schedule of payments for the three months from December 2017 to February 2018.
· December 2017 paid on 8th January 2018

· January 2018 paid on 20th February 2018

· February 2018 paid on 6th March 2018.

What measures is the county government putting in place to ensure that those funds are remitted to NHIF as purposed. 

We are committed to ensure that all payments or statutory deductions are paid on time as required by law. 
Attached is the document that shows how the payments were remitted. The question was valid because there was late remittance. Thank you.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi):  Very well, Hon. Member.
Hon. Kosgei: Mr. Speaker, I am contended with the answer and I hope there will be no late remittance. Thank you.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi):  Thank you let us proceed. What is your point of concern Hon. Chepsongol?
Hon. Chepsongol:  Mr. Speaker the issue of ECD teachers has not been tackled well. I seek clarification, I do not know from who Mr Speaker. The delay of remittance to the insurance have affected some of us Mr. Speaker. I have just come from the bank and I was told to pay Kshs. 2000 for delay. Hon. Makal was a victim in the past regime and whom can we address this issue to Mr. Speaker?
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): What is your point of clarification Hon. Kimosop?
Hon. Kimosop: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. I thank Hon. Choboot from bringing such question and also thank Finance Committee for well elaborated answer. I seek clarification from the department that if the remittance are made later than the dates stipulated by the NHIF? At what stage do you regularize, and we need to put measures to protect our ECD teachers from this embarrassment and legality.  Whom do the ECD teachers take into account, is it the County Government or NHIF if they are told that the cards are not valid. Thank you.

 The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi):  What is it Hon. Cheboiwo?
Hon. Cheboiwo: This thing happens because of the late remittance of money by the exchequer and it affects all departments. We shall consult with the treasury together with NHIF on ways to excuse the employees from penalties when the salaries delay. It is not good when NHIF does not give services to its Members if they delay only once. Thank you we shall revisit.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi):  Hon. Lemlem.
Hon. Lemlem: Thank you Mr. Speaker I provide information that I checked my NHIF card few days ago when my child was sick and I was shocked that it was outdated. Thank God I had another NHIF card that covered the same. This issue is serious because it cuts across departments. We need to engage the NHIF so that they can exempt Hon. Members because this is an issue with the exchequer. We need to be vigilant. Thank you.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi):  What is it Hon. Rono?
Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. I need clarification from the department in that the minimum to be paid to NHIF is Kshs. 500, why do we have people paying Kshs. 300 per month? Thank you.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi):  Last concern Hon. Solomon Makal.
Hon. Makal: I appreciate member for Mogotio who asked this question.  I urge Members to also check AAR medical scheme which I wanted to use in Mediheal Hospital only to find out that it was outdated. Thank you.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): We need clarification from the committee on the exact remuneration that is required for NHIF contributions. Hon. Cheboiwo!
Hon. Cheboiwo: Mr. Speaker the employee’s remittance is deducted according to their salary categories. In the question by Makal, he is a Member of Service Board and he should answer us why the insurance is not active. Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. 
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): What is your point of order?
Hon. Makal: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I appreciate the member for recognizing the office. I urge the Hon. Members to check their AAR card if they are not up to date for the leadership will take action. Thank you.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Is that all Hon. Makal? What is it Hon Ernest?

Hon. Kibet: Mr. Speaker it is wise for Members to only check their cards not only if they are sick but to be making prompt check to ensure that their cards are valid. Hon. Makal was giving us free information. 
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): What is it Hon. Chepsongol Reuben?
Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker I sought clarification on the side of Hon. Members that their money is deducted early but remittance is delayed leading to payment of fines. What is the role of the County Government in this?
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you the relevant authority should remit money on time and they do not need to wait until salaries are paid because those are items in the budget and they ought to be paid even in advance. What is your point of information Hon. Cheburet? 
Hon. Fransisca Cheburet: Mr. Speaker it is prudent for Hon. Members to make a follow up on the NHIF because I went to use my card last week but I was amazed to find that there was no money in my account. I made a follow up to the payroll office that showed me all remittance they have made including upto to February. The problem was the Identification Number that was given to the NHIF did not match although we corrected that issue. I urge all Members to make a follow up in this. Thank you.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Kimosop are sure you want to order the Speaker?
(Laughter)
Okay proceed.
Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Speaker, Hon. Chepsongol has raised a legitimate question and it has not been responded to up to now. We are not in order to respond a legitimate question raised by a Member. I propose that the Hon. Makal and Purity who are Members of County Assembly Service Board take up these concerns. We have had serious scenarios where you are in need but the card is not updated. Hon. Chepsongol, should frame the question properly and direct it to the Service Board who look at the welfare of Members. Thank you.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Purity and Makal should be taking notes on this because we do not want a Member to go through what Hon. Lemlem went through again in future, what do you say Hon. Purity.
Hon. Purity: Tank you Mr. Speaker and I thank the Members for raising these concerns. I assure Members that the matter will be taken seriously and we have noted every concern raised. Thank you very much.

(Applause)

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Fantastic, you want to add something to that Hon. Solomon?
Hon. Makal: Thank you Mr. Speaker I urge Hon. Members to check on the status of their cards promptly. This question was about the ECD and what I want to say is…
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order Hon. Member. Hon. Makal you want to trivialize the issue while you are the employer of this Assembly…
Hon. Makal: Yes Mr. Speaker that is….

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order Hon. Makal! You want to trivialize a serious issue and you are the boss and employer of this Assembly. 

(Applause)
Hon. Makal: That is why I am telling the Members to give us their views so that we can act. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): You already have. Sit down!

In short, you should straighten and authenticate ID numbers of the Members once again because mistakes happen. You should have been telling us that. And in that case, the Hon. Members are the least employees to be frustrated by small technical errors. As it is, take that matters seriously and if we get that matter again, this House will have to revisit. We don’t want shoddy work. 

(Applause)
What is it Hon. Kibai?

Hon. Kibai: Yes Mr. Speaker. The two members of the service board should also check other statutory deductions and whether it is paid on time or not. We might be complaining of NHIF when others have the same problem. 
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Like which ones? 

Hon. Kibai: Pay As You Earn, provident funds, party deductions and others. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): They have taken note of that. And as I said, let us not get such embarrassments in future. Let’s proceed.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Members we have two Teachers and 11 pupils of Kaptiriony Secondary School, Sacho. This is where Hon. Tarus was the principal. Welcome. 

(Applause)

On another note, I have just received a court order and mention from the County Government. It was received by the Office of the Governor on the verdict of the ongoing vetting of the CO’s. It is addressed to Baringo County Public Service Board, PO Box 159 Kabarnet and seeks to stop the ongoing vetting process. It states that take notice that the matter that has been mentioned on 11th April 2018 at 9.00AM in the forenoon or soon thereafter at the employment and Labour relations court Nairobi for the purpose of taking directions on the petitioners application dated 15th March 2018. Take further notice that if no appearance is made by yourself, your advocate or someone authorized by law to act on your behalf, the same will be mentioned and such directions issued your absence notwithstanding. Dated 20th March 2018 at Nairobi. By Kinoti and Kibe Company.

Hon. Member, as it is now, according to the Standing Order No. 88, we may be the subject matter and the matter that is in court. Next order!
MOTION
Supply of Fertilizer and Provision of Extension Services 
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): We have a motion by Hon. Julius Ng’otie, Member for Eldama Ravine. Proceed.
Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I beg to move a motion;

Aware that, the Constitution of Kenya provides for the distinct functions of the national and county governments as per the Fourth Schedule of the Constitution;

Noting that, the objects and principles of devolution set out under articles 174 and 175 of the constitution provide for the promotion of social and economic development and the provision of proximate, easily accessible services throughout Kenya; 

Acknowledging that, agriculture is a devolved function as provided for the part 2 to the fourth schedule of the Constitution and as such is the backbone to the economy to the County but to the entire nation;

Further acknowledging that, there is need to embrace modern technology for proper utilizing and utilization and realization of maximum productivity in agricultural activities;

Disturbed that, the lack of advanced agricultural equipment and knowledge has been detrimental to the detrimental to the productivity in the agricultural sector;

Now therefore, pursuant to the above, this House urges the county Government;

1. To enhance extension services to the farmers in all corners of the County,

2. To deploy and equip extension services and experts throughout the County by providing them with motor cycles and vehicles to visit farmers and offer technical services,

3. That AI services should be re-introduced .that allowance for the said personnel factored in the budget as they offer essential services,

4. That the County Government should factor in the supply of subsidized fertilizer in the budget to compliment the National Government efforts,

5. That the personnel sent to the field provide periodic reports on the status of agricultural practice in the County.

Mr. Speaker as you are aware, Agriculture is the backbone of the Country’s economy and more so to Baringo County. This motion seeks to enhance and modernize farming in the County. This will introduce and enhance extension officers and provide them with motorcycles and vehicles to assist our farmers in the fields.  Currently, extension officers cannot move from their stations because they don’t have vehicles and if there is, they lack fuel. I urge this House to support this motion and I being the Chairman implementation, it will be a priority because I am also a farmer. 

Again, the AI Service is very important to our farmers and currently such services are done by private service providers and we would like to have a subsidized AI services.  It’s not only semen but we would also urge the County Government to employ officers who can offer these services. They tried this but it was not successful because it was left in private hands who offer the service for Kshs. 1,700 despite getting the semen for Kshs. 300. 

Mr. Speaker, we can have more interns giving out these services. Also, there we a lot of problems in Kabarnet, Tenges and Ravine because of the subsidized fertilizer from the National Government leading to decongestion. If the County Government could introduce subsidized fertilizer to go in hand with the National Government program, we could be very far because currently, Trans Nzoia County Government, are doing the same. 

When we get extension officers, they will provide periodical reports detailing what is in the fields. Farming pays and there are a lot of youths who would want to venture into it but they can’t because they don’t have the knowledge but if we employ the extension officers, we will kill the unemployment. I beg to move and ask Hon. Cheruiyot to second. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Cheruiyot.
Hon. Cheruiyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I second the motion and congratulate the Member for bringing it to the House and as stated; our County depends largely on Agriculture. Like those of us from Eldama Ravine, we were educated through the proceeds from Agriculture and up to now, it stands as the backbone. As we encourage our farmers to plant fruits, we should have extension officers to guide them and have improved breeds from the AI services. If we have better breeds like Friesians which can’t walk for a long distance, this will eradicate cattle rustling. I urge the House to support this motion because of the benefits. The unemployed people and trained extension officers will get jobs and more returns will be realized from farming.   

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Before I propose the question, I inform Members that there is a power outage and each time they alternate between the Kenya Power and the generator, chances are that your charger will blow up when charging your phone. Kindly switch it off till we have a full supply.

(Question Proposed)

Debate is open. Hon. Tarus

(The Deputy Speaker consults with Hon. Saphina)

Hon. Tarus: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support the motion but with amendment on part IV That the County Government should factor in the supply of subsidized fertilizer in the budget to compliment the National Government efforts. I suggest we add that the distribution will be decentralized so that farmers will not travel long distances to acquire it and all the cereal depots should have that fertilizer to ease the transport and decongestion in the County Depot in Kabarnet. I suggest that we add “there” after the word government efforts and distribution of fertilizer should be decentralized to the depots within the County. Thank you

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Purity.
Hon. Purity: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I also support the motion but with amendment on Part III to be that AI services be free and be re-introduced. So, I am putting the word “be free” and “be re-introduced” 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): There is a process for amendments but because I was distracted by Hon. Saphina, I could not guide on the issue of amendment by Hon. Tarus. Amendments should be brought by written submissions. I acknowledge your concern on the amendment but let’s debate the motion then you make written amendments. 

Hon. Purity: I know and I was reading so that Members can refer to number three. I will write the amendment and hand it over to the Clerk.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Bowen.
Hon. Bowen: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support this motion and it is very important because the poverty rate in Baringo is very high and our people depend on relief especially those in Kerio Valley from Salawa, Barwessa, Kolowa and other areas in lowlands. The Ministry of Agriculture has not been able to make plans to enrich the locals with various crops. An example is Cotton which is a very important cash crop for the people of Kerio Valley and parts of Mogotio where it can be grown. 
The Ministry used to give subsidies to farmers by giving them a half or full acre land or crops.  Kerio Valley is one of the areas where experts have gone and found out that about 36 different types of crop that can be grown there. If the ministry had planned for small irrigation in some of the parts. I can give you an example of sunflower which is found to be of 36 inches in diameter and what has been missing is the market. The ministry has not been keen, livestock is the same, people depend on livestock but we do not have extension officers as it has been said by the Hon member. Why is it that there is employment in Baringo County without considering extension officers in livestock and agriculture. Even if they brought one within the whole Ward and provide a motor bike.  I think this one will be able to move across the area and advice farmers on how best or what methods they would use to ensure that they grow crops and they succeed. 

More money should be given to the ministry of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries because our people will always depend on agriculture for their survival. Otherwise there is poverty because there is no plan and the department has to be very keen to go and sensitize the people on how to grow various short term and long term crops. 
Mr Speaker I believe this House believes that in the highland areas there are so many cash crops that can be grown, coffee, tea and others. But there are extension officers who can really go deeply and encourage our people to work hard instead of begging along the streets. With those few remarks Mr Speaker sir I beg to support.

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Thank you. Switch off your gadget. Hon. Leader of Majority, Hon. Ernest switch off your gadget.
Hon. Kiplagat (Leader of Majority): Thank very much Mr Speaker for having caught your eye. I rise to support this motion by Hon. Member. 

(Laughter)

His eye has caught me, as long as you have understood members. I rise to support this motion brought by Hon. Ng’otie from Eldama Ravine. Having in mind that Eldama Ravine is a productive area,  we are losing a lot in terms of production simply because we don’t have  extension officers moving around advising farmers and eventually we reap very few from the farms. This motion has come at the right time since the rains are now starting.  I wish we would have fast tracked this and the funds be allocated to the agriculture sector to allow the implementation of this motion. 

Mr Speaker having in mind that the land is getting smaller as the population increasing, these extension officers should also advice the people on how to utilize the space. They can as well train people on how to rear chicken. In dry areas like Mogotio where charcoal burning has been banned, farmers should also be trained on planting short term crops. This will be subsidy on where they will get their school fees because there is an outcry that people of that area cannot pay school fees due to the ban on charcoal. 

If you see a county like Makueni packaging and selling milk, whereas we cannot do that in Baringo yet we are more productive than them is a sad story. Otherwise, I beg to support the motion, thank you very much. 

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Thank you very much. Hon. Rono.
Hon. Rono: Thank you very much Mr Speaker sir, I think farming is a backbone of the country and more so our County. I congratulate the member of Eldama Ravine for having brought this motion at this particular moment. Our farmers loose crops due to poor agronomical practices because we lack the extension officers. It has been suggested that farmers lose up to 70 per cent of the produce due to post harvest handling and storage. It is hard to hear that we are losing over 70 per cent of our products. Three quarter of our farmers are illiterate and to that extend that means they lack the basic knowledge on farming techniques. We inherited farming from our grandfathers and technology has gone so high that we might not catch up. Extension services is so key that our farmers need to be educated from preparing farms to post harvest so that we don’t lose a lot due to post harvest mishandling of produce. 

Secondly, it is the extension services that we miss so as to diversify our farming. We have the cultural crops that we have been growing since independence but it is high time that the extension officers educated our farmers so that when you plant one crop for a long time. There is  redundancy because of the exhaustion of the soil. Extension officers are so important that they will introduce crop rotation to our farmers to ensure that our soil remain fertile for a long period. On the issue of AI, it has been a culture that our farmers have bulls which to me in dairy we normally have what we call lineage that means if you have the bull which was born in that House and again going to breed the same animals which is related that is the mother and the sisters that is called line breeding. We are cutting production by almost a half ranging from the milk production up the size of the animal. So it is so important so that these extension officers will teach our farmers the importance of avoiding the in breeding or the line breeding to improve milk production and the animal.

Thirdly, AI is cheaper than having bulls because the space is becoming so small that we need to actually accommodate what we need. To me we need a bull once in a year, why should we waste time having a bull for five years when we need it in a single day for the whole year. So AI is very important so that we actually plan ourselves so well. The issue of fertilizer, Hon. Tarus has talked about amendments. It is also high time to see what is happening because the fertilizer we are getting is almost enough for us but the cartels involved in distribution of fertilizer is so dangerous that our farmers have been lining up in the cereals for a very long time. During the evening or after closure, in fact I heard the latest that there are serving ten farmers per day, during the night they are so busy loading lorries to destination we don’t understand. That is a conduit of corruption that this House actually would want to know the clear guideline on distribution of these fertilizer. We are losing to cartels, our farmers are really suffering and Im for the amendment that distribution centres should be extended if not to the Ward level should go to sub-counties. 

Every sub county should be have a depot whereby our farmers can collect fertilizer. Mr Speaker, in future we will even need to go further to the Ward levels whereby distribution will be impossible for the cartels because we will be seeing them and we will put some more measures. Agriculture as we said is the backbone of this County, imagine and an area like Makueni having the best cow that produces  68 litres of milk in a single milking and Makueni is a desert compared to Baringo. I would expect the highest producer of milk to be from areas like Ravine or Londiani. It is unfortunate that because of the advanced technology and the extension services given to the farmers in Makueni they are able to get the best animal which produces the highest amount of milk in Kenya. This motion has come at the right time that we need to pass it. Thank you very much.

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Hon Valerie.
Hon. Valerie: Thank you Mr Speaker sir,  I support the motion and before I give out my sentiments,  I would like to correct our Leader of Majority for saying that people in Mogotio are not able to pay school fees because they depend on charcoal. He should not use a general term, he should apologize and withdraw his statement. 

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Order Hon member! The Hon Leader of Majority was debating and he cited an example. 

Hon. Valerie: But the example is not true. It is false. Not all the people in Mogotio are not able to pay school fees because they depend on charcoal. He is misleading the House.

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): So are you on a point of order? 

Hon. Valerie: Point of information.

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Proceed, can I rescue you Hon Member. You proceed on the debate.

Hon. Valerie: Mr Speaker sir I will support what my colleagues have said. This motion has come at the right time. It is planting season and I think however much we talk about agriculture we should be talking about use of modern equipment, technology for example members who are doing dairy farming should be taught modern dairy techniques. We are all involved directly or indirectly in the agriculture methods. I want to say I support and I rest my case.

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Very well, Hon. Deputy Leader of Majority. Order Lotela switch off your mic

Hon. Leparsalaach: Thank you very much Mr Speaker sir,  first and foremost I support the motion. Baringo is endowed with good fauna and flora. We have fertile soil both in the lowlands and highlands but we are surprised that our production over ten years is declining. Every year our production is going down. It is because as the motion states that we do not have extension officers and veterinary scouts. I remember when I was young we had veterinary scouts all over and those people used to assist our farmers especially pastoralist who were keeping goats, sheep and we had plenty. But as of now the number of livestock is really going down, the areas that used to produce maize are now going down because we lack essential expertise in all those areas. I also remember that the number of diseases that we have at the moment has gone up and everybody in his home has become a doctor or a scout because when you get a sick cow and you don’t have extension officers or veterinary scouts around you have nothing to do but to do that work of a veterinary scout although you do not have the knowledge.

In the case of subsidies, fertilizers, the seeds and all that we really need to decentralize, … It is possible that the Government is giving enough but because they are sharing in a common place then it is open to abuse. So we need to have almost in every Ward a centre so that the essential requirements for agriculture are supplied and distributed to the farmers as need may arise. So I support the motion Mr Speaker sir.

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Very well what is it Hon. Lotela? Order Hon. Chepsongol switch off your Mic

Hon. Lotela: Thank you so much Mr Speaker before I declare my position on whether to support or not to support,  I want to raise critical issues here. In this House we have a budget committee, sectoral chairmen at the same time we have members of the sectoral committees in particular the agriculture. This motion is very noble and it is something that needs to be done but the reality is not with us. As at now, the wage bill in this County is 56 per cent meaning in the next eight years we might not even think of employing anyone. This will render kind of motion not implementable. 

As we speak,  there is a place where they raise in this motion that let us provide AI services. It is a good idea, that is what we all want, although we are saying it is for the whole County which is now impossible. In my place we need cows that can walk for 100 kilometres but for you, you need cows for zero grazing. The target for AI services should be in Central, Kabartonjo, Ravine and maybe Mochongoi. 

Think of a budget of all those motor cycle and vehicles but here is the point, if the CO for agriculture doesn’t have vehicles. The directors of agriculture don’t have vehicles to use that is as a department before you think of the sub county. Are we realistic? That is why I want to caution the members that as much as we can think of good ideas let us also think if it is going to be implemented. The budgetary implication is that health as a department is consuming 1.3 billion and it is still understaffed and we are still thinking of employing extension officers again. 

(Loud consultations)

I don’t need that point of order there is no violation of any Standing Order. It is a contribution. Whoever has a problem let them contribute later but for now I need your protection Mr Speaker. There is an issue that is becoming a thorn in the flesh; the issue of ECDE teachers, we are paying them, they are handling the lives of our children and we are paying them meagre salaries and we have not confirmed them. We are putting them on contract every year and we are introducing other issues before we settle the issue of ECDE teachers. Let me inform the members as we speak, County Government of Baringo is not in a position to provide food for ECDE teachers. Mr Speaker, the truth is always bitter, they are now waking up.
Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Order Hon. Lotela, what is your point of order Hon. Kibai.
Hon. Kibai: Mr Speaker is it in order for Hon. Lotela for deviating from debating the motion and discussing other issues which are not contained in the motion.

(Applause)

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Order Hon. Komosop. Hon. Lotela can you stick....

Hon. Kimosop: Let me make a point of order just for your clarification. I have not said, by the way this is a motion....

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Order Hon. Kimosop. Order! There are orders in this House you wait until you are given a chance. I know it is a point of order. May I make my clarification first, Hon. Lotela you were on your feet can you strictly stick to the matters before the House. 

Hon. Kimosop: This is very simple....

(Hon. Kimosop speaks off record)

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Order you are not on record. Hon. Lotela.
Hon. Lotela: Mr Speaker, I am interested on the prayers of the motion. I said clearly from the beginning that I wanted to put across some critical matters before I declare my stand. I am not supporting this motion on the grounds that I have raised. It is immoral for us as a House to close our eyes on the budget implication of this motion and the implementation part of it. 
(Loud consultations)

Mr Speaker, I need your protection and the members should know that this is a free House. I have the right to debate the way I want. My friends should be patient enough, take that courage and receive the bullet the way it is.

(Laughter)

Mr Speaker there is a committee on implementation and I am very sure that as we speak at the moment they know this motion is not going to be implemented. I am not saying the motion is bad. It is only that I am not going to support now on grounds that I have raised. Let us not pass a motion for the sake of passing a motion. Allow the County Government to make a budgetary allocation to feed our ECDE children and pay the teachers. Equip our learning institutions, I am a hundred per cent sure that we are jumping the gun. At the moment we don’t even have director for agriculture, we have a person who is acting for sub counties and you are still talking of extension officers. By the way who has done HR audit to know that we need these people? There is a classmate of mine in Koibatek doing these AI services who is telling me that there are no people there at the moment. 

(A member loudly consult)

I don’t need the information and I ending by saying that I am opposing the motion

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Order Hon. Kipsang. He does not need your information because he doesn’t want it. Hon. Chepsongol proceed to debate the motion.
Hon. Speaker: Asante sana Mhe Spika nimesimama kuunga mkono hoja hii. Sababau gani naunga mkno Mhe Spika? Kwanza najua kilimo ni uti wa mgongo, bila chakula hakuna maisha. Hata tunapoongea hapa wenzangu wanapojadili hoja hii walikula ndio waweze kuwa na nguvu na waweze kufika mahali hapa. Kwa hivo tunaposema pengine hakuna pesa ya kuajiri wale ambao wanaweza kusaidia wakulima kuzalisha vyakula vya kutosha tunajidanganya. Ninanposimama nakumbuka wakati nilipokuwa naibu wa chifu, kwangu Bartabwa.
 Mhe. Spika kwangu katika eneo la Bartabwa hasaa kata ndogo niliyokuwa nina wakilisha, nilikuwa afisa mkuu wa Kilimo, afisa ya public health, afisa ya wanyama… kazi hizo zote Mhe. Spika nilikuwa ninafanya kwa sababu hapakukuwa na mtu wa kuweza kusaidia wananchii Mhe. Spika.

(Applause)

Wakati huo serikali kuu ilikuwa inasimamia hayo mambo yote, mimi nimeyafurahia mambo haya kwa sababu hazi wizara zimeletwa kwa serikali za Kaunti, Mhe. Spika tunapoongea hivi sasa, katika sehemu zetu za Wadi tuko na shida mbalimbali, sehemu zetu hatuko sawa, Mhe. Lotela kutoka Wadi ya Silale amenena kwamba hatuko sawa, sehemu zingine hasa sehemu yangu ninayo wakilisha Mhe. Spika upande wa Ng’orera nyanda za chini inayo pakana na sehemu ya Ribkwo kwa Wadi ya Mhe. Tuwit ni sehemu ambao kama tungekuwa na maji pengine tungekuwa na shamba za kunyunyizia maji ili tuweze kupata chakula cha kutosha Mhe. Spika.

Mhe. Spika si ukweli kusema kuwa kuna sehemu ambayo wakifanya ukulima chakula haiwezi kutokea ninaimani kuwa hata sehemu ya Silale maji yakiwemo chakula itapatikana, huko ni sehemu ambayo haitaji mbolea hata kidogo, mimea zinapandwa tu na zina mea, kwa hivyo Mhe. Spika ningeomba wajumbe wale pengine wako na shida na pengine hawahitaji wale maafisa wakuelimisha watu jinzi ya kupanda mimea waunge mkono mjadala huu kwa sababu watanufaika kwa ile sehemu ya ng’ombe. 

Mhe. Spika, sehemu kama eneo bunge la Tiaty wanaweza pangiwa mipango ya  kuwapa ng’ombe itakayo badilisha mifugo yao na itakayo fanya wanyama wao wawe na kilo elfu moja na kwenda juu itakapo letwa kwa mnada na kuuzwa inaweza pata pesa nyingi, hii ng’ombe ya kukimbia kilomita mia moja haitajiki nyakati hizi Mhe. Spika

(Applause)

Mhe. Spika haifaidi kitu mtu afanye kazi yenye haina faida, kwa hivyo ninamsihi mjumbe wa Silale kwamba tupitishe hoja hili na tukishapitasha maafisa husika wataangalia na kufahamu kuwa ni sehemu gani wanahitaji AI, na ni sehemu gani inahitaji wale ng’ombe ya kubadilisha mifugo, Mhe. Spika hilo ndilo ombi langu. Mhe. Lotela hakuchunguza vizuri hoja hili na kufahamu kuwa inaweza msaidia kwa njia gani, mimi nimemfafanulia kuwa yeye atanufaika kwa sababu kuna ng’ombe kubwa itakayo badilisha ng’ombe na itakayo punguza mbio ya ng’ombe ya upande huo mbaka badala ya kukimbia kilomita mia moja kwa saa watakuwa wazito na nyama nyingi na watakuwa wakikimbia kwa takriban kilomita mbili kwa saa…

Mhe. Spika ninataka kuwa shukuru wajumbe kwa sababu, kulingana na udadisi ulio fanywa kuchunguza hali ya umaskini kwa kila Wadi, mimi niko nambari la tatu karibu sawa na Wadi ya Mhe. Lotela, kwangu ni 75% na kwa Mhe. Lotela ni 91% kwa hivyo tunatafuta mbinu 

(Applause)

Kila mtu alete dawa tuweze kusaidia nchi yetu, Mhe. Spika hata mimi ninahitaji njia ya kusaidiwa ili wananchi wangu waweze kubadilika Mhe. Spika kwa sababu umaskini ni kubwa, sasa hivi ni wakati wa kutafuta mbinu ya kuboresha mwananchi nah ii ndio njia moja ya kuboresha mwananchi Mhe. Spika na ningeomba wajumbe waweze kurudi na kusoma yale matokeo ya hali halisi ya umaskini ilioletwa kwa bunge hili, kama haujapata uende ukaulizie kwa wale walio fanya utafiti huo uweze ufahamishwe, Mhe. Makal ujue yako, mimi ninajua yangu, mwenye baba ya taifa alikuwa kwake ako aslimia 63 kwa hivyo tuko shida, kume kuwa na uongozi wa taifa inalete shida wakati mwingine kwa sababu haukumbuki unakotoka balu unakumbuka kwingine. Kwa hivyo ningeomba wajumbe wakumbuke nyumbani wasikumbuke watu wanje zaidi ambapo baadae utakapo rudi kukaa kama wazee watu wanaweza sema wewe ulimaliza nchi yako.

Kwa hivyo Mhe. Spika ningeomba wajumbe waunge mkono mjadala huu na tupitishe, Mhe. Spika ningependa kuguzia mambo ya mbolea kwamba tuweze kuletewa karibu ili wanainchi waweze kunufaika kwa zile sehemu ambazo zinahitaji mbolea, hivi leo Mhe. Spika gala yetu ya Baringo haina mbolea hizo kwa sasa, wananchi walipanga foleni kuanzia juzi, jana, leo na wengine walipata na wengine walirudi bila mbolea, kwa hivyo mambo ya mbolea iwe na gala katika kila Wadi sio eneo bunge 

(Applause)

Ili mbolea iwe karibu na wakulima Mhe. Spika, sehemu ya Tiaty tunaomba serikali kuu na hii ya Kaunti waweze kushikana mkono na kuona ni njia gani tunaweza kufunga maji ili waweze kunyunyizia mashamba yao wakati tunapo pitisha miswada kama hii tuwe tunapitisha yale yataweza saidia hata na wao Mhe. Spika.

Nikimaliza Mhe. Spika ningeomba pengine Mhe. Valarie hasiwe na hasira kwa kiongozi wa walio wengi bungeni kwa sababu Mhe. Kipchumba hana makosa, sisi tufahamishwa kuhusu hiyo habari kutoka kwa runinga na mjumbe wenu akisema kwamba hio ndio chakula cha wananchi wa Mogotio hapo yeye hana makosa, kwa hivyo ningeomba kuwa tuweze kuboresha kutoka leo hii Mogotio waweze kutumia maji inayotiririka hapo wanyunyizie maji kwa mashamba hayo mambo mengine yaishe jamani ndio tupate mazingira yetu iweze kutunzwa, kwa hivyo Mhe. Spika ninaunga mkono kwamba tuwe na maafisa kule nyanjani na tusisemekuwa hatuna pesa kwa sababu tukisema sasa hivi kuwa tuna njaa pesa yote kwa afisi ya Gavana itatumika kununua chakula kwa wananchi mtalia sana kwa hivyo wacha tutumie pesa kidogo na tuboreshe mambo ya mifugo na usalishaji wa chakula katika eneo zetu.

Mhe. Spika mimi ninaunga mkono na kuomba wajumbe wote waliunge mkono mjadala huu, na kama kuna changamoto kwa upande mwingine ni sawa kwa sababu sehemu zetu zote haziko sawa kuna changamoto hapa na pale na vile vile kunauzuri papo hapo, ninaomba Mhe. Spika wajumbe wote waliunge mkono na pia ninampongeza mjumbe wa Ravine kwa kuleta hoja hili na ninaliunga mkona na wajumbe wote tuliunge mkono, asante sana Mhe. Spika.

(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Asante sana… Hon. Caroline Kessei.
Hon. Kessei: Thank you Mr. Speaker, before I make my contribution,  I am just mesmerized by the member who spoke a moment ago because we were elected by our people and even nominated by various people because the people believed in us in a ray of hopes and if you are a leader Mr. Speaker you should give your people hope, you should not be a pessimist Mr. Speaker.
(Applause)

You should be an optimist and be a ray of hope Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Speaker, farmers in Baringo County lack basic knowledge that they may use in cultivating their land and giving value addition to the products they get, Mr. Speaker I have just checked right now and the Deputy president has just said the elderly people and the orphans are going to get cash transfer fund, if we can utilize such funds Mr. Speaker and channel it to our farms through the extension officers, people will get food and will eradicate poverty in our County.

(Applause)

Mr. Speaker to contribute on the fertilizers issue, I think we should not even be sitting here because the fertilizers which is supposed to benefit the residence of Baringo is probably going to other Counties and benefiting other people who have junks of land and it will not benefit the people of Baringo Mr. Speaker, thank you and I support the motion.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you very much.  Hon. Kimosop!
Hon. Kimosop: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I stand to support this motion and begin by congratulating Hon. Ng’otie the MCA Eldama Ravine Ward for his well thought out motion and his aggressiveness in bringing motions to this House, Mr. Speaker I think Hon. Ng’otie is exemplary member who really means well to this County.
Mr. Speaker I will want to be very brief Mr. Speaker so that we shall have as many members as possible contributing. Mr. Speaker before I go to the specifics of what I wanted to say is asking the question what really we mean by a motion. A motion once passed by this House is actually an opinion of this House, when we pass this, we actually communicate to the County, the Country and to the people that this is what we are suggesting that it should be done. Questions of implementation, budgeting and all these will be followed up later, it is not a Bill that becomes a law because I think there is a provision that whenever you are bringing a law that has budgetary implication then it has to get approval from the treasury. Mr. Speaker this a motion and Hon. Members should not be scared about the implications of the budget and all that.

Secondly, these motions forms part of the records of this House and part of communications that we can use to lobby, when we have such a motion whenever we have partners and when we are in our Wards we can use it to actually communicate to the partners that we deal with, that this is the resolution and aspiration of the County Assembly, having said that Mr. Speaker let me now go to the prayers of the specifics of this order.

Prayer number one Mr. Speaker, talks about enhancing of extension services to the farmers in all corners of Baringo Mr. Speaker sir, …
(Loud consultations)

This is a very important point that the prayer…. Mr. Speaker protect me from loud consultations… Mr. Speaker I come from one of the major settlement schemes in this County, actually what can easily be the bread basket of Baringo County that is the Mochongoi settlement scheme, but this year alone we have gone into a terrible loss because our farmers have been forced to sell their produce at a throw away price and as leaders particularly as a representative of those people I am now forced to think hard to improve the poverty level of the people I represent and this motion gives me a ray of hope and opportunity because with the extension services we are able to help members diversify their work and agricultural practice so that we can have extension services on various other fields like on dairy farming and other several fields.

Mr. Speaker in my opinion this is a very good suggestion by the Hon. Ng’otie, I would not wish to go in to all this other once but I want to talk about the fertilizer distribution, members, a part from the suggestion given by this motion I want to bring to the attention of this House that the supply of fertilizer has been left to cartels our farmers are really suffering and the cereal deports we have are not receiving the fertilizer in time or not receiving the fertilizer completely because I think it is in the interest of this House that this motion is passed.

Mr. Speaker, as we pass this motion I suggest that our Agricultural team the chair of Agriculture will actually engage cereals board to see the distribution of the fertilizer, otherwise so that I don’t tire up members and spent more time because a lot of what I wanted to raise have been raised I want to thank this House and specifically Hon. Kessei for the comment she made about optimism. 
(Applause)

We can only lead Baringo by being optimistic, remember the debate about the Kisii University the other day, the motion that you brought in your great wisdom, from that you could tell that there was sense of hope here in Baringo.  I think yesterday our Governor and a team… I congratulate Hon. Tarus the MCA Sacho Ward for leading the team together with the Governor to Kisii to salvage and give hope to our Kisii University students. Mr. Speaker we have gone on record as a House for salvaging people whose careers would have gone down the train so whenever motions come except when it is completely ridiculous or unobvious I think this kind of motions should be approached with a lot of optimism, thank you Mr. Speaker.

(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well, I want us to go to the amendments, but before that,  anyone with concerns… we have Hon. Kipsang, Hon. Makal, Hon. Tuwit… may I give the three of them in the order of ladies first.  So Hon. Kipsang.

Hon. Elizabeth: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir for giving me this precious opportunity, first of all I would like to say I am 100% in support of the motion that was brought by Hon. Ng’otie, bravo Hon. Ng’otie for bringing this motion on time. Secondly Mr. Speaker my support is informed by the fact that I was lucky the other time to be an Agricultural sector support program as a plat form co-group value addition member.

Mr. Speaker sir, this motion is really in order because the extension officers in our sub-Counties are not in a position to reach the fields because they don’t have motor vehicles, the only motor vehicles that were bought in the year 2015/16 the ten of them are just lying here in our offices without fuel so we need a pool of fuel so that the extension officers can utilize the existing motor vehicles instead of buying new vehicles Mr. Speaker sir.

Mr. Speaker sir, the vehicles that were used by the extension officers are now grounded in garages, the Agriculture sector is in a total mess Mr. Speaker and I am not seeing any reason that prevents us to put more money here so that this sector can be up scaled Mr. Speaker sir. Art. 43c of the Constitution of Kenya says every person has a right to be free from hunger and to have adequate food of acceptable quality Mr. Speaker sir and if this Agricultural sector is not up scaled and the law of Kenya states that every citizen should have food, how are we going to have food in Baringo and yet we don’t have extension officers who can go to the ground and teach our people on how to do modern Agriculture.

Mr. Speaker sir we have to be very serious as members of this House because we are heading to the intention of vision 2030 and if we as a House will not have such vision especially on Agriculture then we will be doomed and be very poor and as we move to the vision 2030 we need to see a light at the end of the tunnel, so I am in support of this motion thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well, Hon. Solomon Makal

Hon. Makal: Thank you Mr. Speaker I want to take the House back to the first Assembly of 2013 where we passed a lot of motions but almost four motions were the only motions that were implemented, by saying that I do not insinuate that I don’t support the motion but only to bring to the attention of Hon. Members that while passing motions we also should bring to our understanding the ceiling of finances of each department.

Mr. Speaker I was in the Agriculture department during the last term and lucky enough I am still a member.  Mr. Speaker we have been pushing for such things but they have never materialized. Mr. Speaker the motion is good but the budgetary allocation may be an impediment, we may pass this motion because we want motion of hope; it will be okay but at the end of it all it will not reach the threshold Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Speaker, what I also wanted to say is that, going forward Hon. Members should be told to be bringing motions after considering the budget so that we may not pass 200 motions yet none is implemented, that is my fear. Mr. Speaker…Because Hon. Ng’otie is my friend and because I may need him to support me another time… Thank you Mr. Speaker 

(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Finally before we go to amendments Hon. Tuwit Loreria

Hon. Tuwit: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I rise to support this motion and thank the Hon. Member for coming with a very good motion, Mr. Speaker, passing this motion will mean that we will be creating employment to the youth in Baringo Mr. Speaker sir.
(Applause)

Mr. Speaker we know knowledge is power, I remember when we had extension officers in 1982-1985 we had a lot of food.  Mr. Speaker sir but when lacked people to teach our farmers on the best seeds and the best breeds of our animals.  Mr. Speaker that is why we want those services to be back Mr. Speaker. With these officers in place Mr. Speaker will put food to the table and food security will improve.

I support this motion Mr. Speaker sir because should this motion pass and be implemented we will have quality milk, quality meat, quality crops and a lot of good products from our land Mr. Speaker.  We don’t know these things now because we don’t have these extension workers, so I support this motion and tell members that when we pass this motion we will be creating employment and we will have done a good thing Mr. Speaker sir, thank you very much.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): very well, Hon. Members can we go to the amendment before we come back to members contributions… let us go to the amendment speedily before we come back to you then the mover to reply and we will see what happens. We have two amendments, first is by Hon. Purity Talam… Hon. Purity are you still interested with the amendments?...Okay move your amendment then… Prayer number three

Hon. Purity: Thank you Hon. Speaker, I have just lost what I had written…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): I can give you the one I have but you have to bring it back. 

Amendment on Prayer No. Three of the Motion

Hon. Purity: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir for allowing me to move this amendment, Mr. Speaker sir I had an amendment on prayer number three where the prayer should read like this “that AI services be free and be reintroduced…

(Loud consultations)

Mr. Speaker I don’t need any information as of now because I am moving an amendment

(Laughter)

Mr. Speaker sir, the amendment goes like this that “the AI services be free and be reintroduced” thank you Mr. Speaker.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order Hon. Member who is seconding your amendment.

Hon. Purity: Thank you Mr. Speaker my seconder is Hon. Kibai.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Kibai.
Hon. Kibai: Seconded.
 (Question on Amendment proposed)

Debate is opened. Hon. Makal.
Hon. Makal: Thank you Mr. Speaker,  debating on the amendment is that I am of the opinion that the Hon. Member should put the word subsidized if she wants the amendment not to die

(Applause)

Because Mr. Speaker there is nothing for free at the end of the day

(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Any other interest…
Hon. Makal: Okay thank you Mr. Speaker and as I debate on the Motion I am on the opinion that the Hon. Member to ensure that the Motion sails through then should replace the word free with subsidized so that at least we can….
(Applause)

 Because there is nothing free Mr. Speaker at the end of the day.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Any other interests? Hon. Cheruiyot on the amendment.

Hon. Musa Cheruiyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker I stand to support the amendment to be subsidized instead of the word ‘free’.

(Applause)

So it should read that AI services should be subsidized and reintroduced. Thank you.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very wel, l any other interests? Any other debate on the matter? Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang.

Hon. Kipsang: Okay I support what Hon. Purity has said because when you go to places like Uasin Gishu Mr. Speaker sir, AI services are subsidized and free. Why not in Baringo County?

(Loud Consultations)

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Any other interests, Hon. Tochim. Is that Hon. Tochim or whose mic is blinking, Hon. Tochim.

(Hon. Tochim Speaks off record)
Hon. Tochim: Yes Mr. Speaker sir, I think the correct wording to read is that; to be reintroduced and subsidized.

(Applause)

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well,  any other interest, Hon. Leader of Majority then I put the question

Leader of Majority (Hon. Kipchumba): Mr. Speaker I also support the word subsidized, anything free Mr. Speaker does not last for long and we want this AI services to be available throughout and if possible the longest time possible. Thank you very much.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you,  any other interest I think we should be finishing.

Switch yours off Hon. Kibai.
Hon. Lemlem: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir,  I would wish to contribute to the Motion but that I will do later. For now I think this is agriculture as a business and there is nothing for free. So the right wording that is really sustainable even for years to come should be the word subsidized, thank you. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well thank you. I now put the question…

(Loud consultations)

Any other concerns? Hon. Kimosop then we go to Hon. Saphina.

Hon Kimosop: You see Mr. Speaker I think the mood is that we go for the word subsidized then the right procedure will not be to put the question because the amendment that is before you is from Hon. Purity and reads free and so if you read the amendment that is put before you then we would have adopted free. The right procedure would be that Hon. Purity withdraws and then she does amendments again with the right word then Hon. Kibai seconds by bowing and then you put the question without more contributions.  Thank you.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Saphina.

(Hon. Saphina speaks off record)

Okay Hon. Purity.
Hon. Purity: Thank you Hon. Speaker I want to thank the Hon. Members it is true and it makes sense. There is nothing for free so I withdraw…

(Applause)

 My amendment and I will rewrite again thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Okay let’s go to the Standing Orders No. 53. One second.

(The Deputy Speaker Consults with the Clerk)

On amendments of the Motions 53(9); an amendment may be moved and if necessary seconded at any time after the question upon the original amendment has been proposed and before it has been put to question, correct. So Hon. Purity you wish to delete the word free and you insert the word subsidized?

Amendment on the amendment proposed

Hon. Purity: Absolutely Mr. Speaker.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Seconder.

Hon. Purity: The same Member Hon. Kibai.

Hon. Kibai: Seconded.

(Question on the Amendment to replace the word free with subsidized proposed)
(Laughter)

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well fantastic.

(Question on the Amendment Put and agreed to)
Let’s go again to a second amendment by Hon. John Tarus. You wish to have your initial…

(The Deputy Speaker Consults the Clerk)
Amendment on Prayer No. Four of the Motion

Hon. Tarus: Okay thank you Mr. Speaker sir I rise to bring amendment on prayer No.4 and I would wish that it reads; County Government should factor in the supply of subsidized fertilizers in the budget to complement the National Government efforts and the distribution of the fertilizers be decentralized to the available cereal deports near the farmers namely; Tenges, Kabarnet, Marigat and any other that is available maybe in Tiaty and then Mochongoi.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Seconder.

(Loud Consultations)

Hon. Tarus: Okay I would ask Hon. Saphina to second.

Hon. Saphina: Mr. Speaker I second the amendment by Hon. Tarus because by doing so that is delivering the fertilizers to these stores near the farmers Mr. Speaker will reduce costs that is currently incurred by the farmers and the agony that they undergo or experience they are going through now like here in Kabarnet National Cereals and Produce Board (NCPB) stores. Famers come and camp for three, four or even one week and they travel back and forth until the subsidy doesn’t even make sense to them so Mr. Speaker I support the amendment thank you. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well Hon. Tarus can I have the sheet of paper?

(Hon Tarus forwards the amendment to the Deputy Speaker)

(Question on Amendment Proposed)

Debate is open,  any interest Hon. Leader of Majority?

Leader of Majority (Hon. Kipchumba): Mr. Speaker It is well putted but I also suggest that instead of naming Tenges, Kabarnet, Mochongoi and others, for people to feel devolution purely then it should be distributed to the ward level, thank you very much Mr. Speaker.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Are you bringing amendments or you are debating on it?
Leader of Majority (Hon. Kipchumba): Mr. Speaker I beg that we replace the word others with ward level, to every ward.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Okay any other interests, Hon. Kabon?

Hon. Kabon: Asante sana Mhe. Spika mimi naunga mkono vile Mhe. wa wadi ya Sacho amesema na kusema kweli mambo ya mbolea imekuwa tatizo katika Kaunti ya Baringo. Ilikuwa tarehe ngapi? Ilikuwa ijumaa na kusema kweli watu wengi walikesha kule cereal. Watu walijaa kule hadi nikaitwa na nikaenda kule kwa maana ghala ya (NCPB) iko katika wadi yangu ya Kapropita. Nikakuta watu wamejaa kule na mambo ya mbolea imekuwa shida. Watu ambao wanaumia ni wale wanachukua gunia chache kama gunia moja, mbili ama tatu na walikuwa wamejiandikisha mwaka uliyopita.

Ukitazama kwa makini huwezi elewa kama kuna ufisadi ama kuna nini kule? Lakini tulingangana hadi tukaita askaris ambao walisimamia shughli hiyo hadi nikaona watu wakapata angalau mbolea chache. Ata mimi nilijiandikisha lakini sikupata mbolea. Sasa nataka niseme namna hii, naunga mkono kweli ghala hizo ziwekwe katika kila wadi ama kwa kila kata hili kila mtu na watu wa sehemu hiyo apate mbolea. Kwa vile sisi watu wa Baringo ya Kati na Baringo Kusini tunajazana kule hadi zote tunarudi nyumbani bila mbolea na kama kungekuwa na ghala zingine kule Baringo Kusini na zingine Baringo ya Kati kisha mbolea zigawanywe na zipelekwe wadi ya Sacho ama katika Kata, hivyo ingeonekana na kuwa rahisi kwa watu kujulikana wanatoka pande gani kwa sababu hapo ndo wafanyibiashara gushi uingilia.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Asante sana.

Hon. Kabon:  Kwa hivyo naunga mkono.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hasante sana. Any other interests before we seek the mover of the amendment to shade light on the suggestion by the Leader of Majority? Any other interests? Hon. Kessei on the amendments.

Hon. Kessei: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, on the amendments it should not be ward or division considering if they have depots. We can say ward but they don’t have depots. For me I support that it be in Sub Counties like Kabartonjo where we are sure that we have depot, Marigat like that as per Sub County Mr. Speaker.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well Hon. Rono.

Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker I support the decentralization of distribution points because it doesn’t make sense for a villager from my ward to travel all the way to Kabarnet to collect one bag of ferilizer. He or she spends on the road more than 2,000 shillings to come and buy a sack of fertilizer which goes for around 1,500 shillings it is not of economical essence. So, I actually support and the distribution point should not be actually a major problem here as long as a certain place has a store then let it be distribution point to serve the particular place, thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well any other interest, Hon. Lemlem on the amendment?

Hon. Lemlem: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir I will confine myself on the amendment. Supply chain and distribution is a complex issue and I want a gain to support the amendment as moved by Hon. Tarus on the reason that once this fertilizers are decentralized to the deports let’s say Marigat and Tenges, then it will be upon the leaders now to provide direction on the means and the ways of distribution.

Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well.  

 Hon. Lemlem: Take for example if it is today Marigat ward are going to collect at Marigat, next week it will be Tenges ward collecting at Tenges. In that case we clear the issue of queuing for days to get this fertilizers thank you.

Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well last concern before we go to amendment, Hon. Kimosop.

Hon. Kimosop: Yah Mr. Speaker I want to plead with my colleagues that we support this amendment as it is for now and the reason why Mr. Speaker is that it would actually save the situation as it is now; the situation in the short term. We can still come back later with a much more enhanced Motion but we want to save the situation at the moment. And the reason why I say this Mr. Speaker is that of course our wards are different, we have wards that are predominantly pastoralists, we have wards that are settlement schemes, we  have wards that are irrigation schemes and that kind of thing.

 Like myself whom 80% of the area that I represent rely entirely on maize farming actually the distribution of fertilizers to us is key. We would wish to have this amendment so that we push for the delivery of fertilizers close to those farmers. I am happy and I was likely to have issues but I am happy that Mochongoi has been mentioned specifically because the trouble and I plead with you Members, Mochongoi settlement scheme is the face of Baringo. I have your people in Mochongoi from Baringo North, Eldama Ravine, Baringo Central and everywhere.

In fact 40% of the farmers who are lining up in the cereals here are actually farmers who are taking those fertilizers to Mochongoi because most of the farmers here have their farms in Mochongoi. The trouble that they have to go through travelling and coming down because of insecurity and dilapidated roads, you have seen it in the Television networks. So these farmers are forced, can you imagine you go to Nyahururu then Nakuru then to Marigat and if they don’t get it in Marigat they come to Kabarnet. 

So Members let me plead with you that we allow this amendment to include the depots that are there now because of the reality in the ground for now but we can come back and relook at even the distribution of cereals because I think the way cereals were distributed recently, it was not done fairly. We may need to revisit cereals depot gazettement as an agenda but for now please lets support as it is now. Thank you.

Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well,  any other concern? No. I don’t think if I should go though it but I can.

(Question as Amended Put and agreed to)
(Applause)

So let’s go back to the Motion briefly any interests? Hon. Lemlem then we go to the mover. Hon. Lemlem.

Hon. Lemlem: Thank you Mr. Speaker I rise to support the Motion and first I want to thank Hon. Ngotie for this fantastic Motion. It is actually the foundation that will ensure that the Jubilee agenda, the big four agenda of the president…

(Applause)

Number one on food security.  I o support this Motion and again I want to quote a renowned London based Zimbabwean business man who is a billionaire indeed, who has a successful business in telecommunication. He said; As an entrepreneur I am really excited by the potential in agriculture. If I was to start again as a young man I will go for agriculture.

I think this is a wonderful Motion which is going to put sons and daughters of Baringo in the right path, instead of tarmacking around looking for employment they can go directly to their farms and make money. Again I would want to say that when we are talking about AI services, these services are not only confined to hybrid animals like Friesian, Ayrshire and the rest but also even Sahiwal and Zebus and I would want to urge my counterpart the Member of Silale to start embracing this AI services in Tiaty.

As I come to the end Hon. Speaker I want to say that we are now moving in the right direction because even now at the village level our farmers are doing trial and error. With extension services they will be able to do agriculture as a business and not as a trial and error agenda thank you Mr. Speaker.

Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you very much, mover.

Hon Ngotie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir I would like to take this opportunity to thank all the Members who have contributed and so those who have been with us mentally and spiritually…

(Laughter)

 In this very important debate and seeing or reading the  mood of the House Mr. Speaker sir I would not like to add more things Mr. Speaker sir thank you.

Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well.

(Question Put and Agreed to)
