The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Welcome back to this session. We have a task ahead of us. Clerk!
MOTION
County Fiscal Strategy Paper 2018/2019FY
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Members we have a motion of the Budget and Appropriations Committee on County Fiscal Strategy Paper 2018/2019 financial year. I call the Chair to present the motion to the House.
Hon. Aengwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. I take this opportunity to present a report of Budget and Appropriations Committee on the Baringo County Fiscal Strategy Paper (CFSP) 2018/2019 financial year. Mr. Speaker we had postponed this motion because of the delay of ADP and that is why it has been presented at this particular moment.
In introduction, the Baringo County Government County Fiscal Strategy Paper (CFSP) 2018/2019 was presented to the Baringo County Assembly on 28th February 2018 and laid on the table of the House on the same afternoon. Upon its tabling the Speaker committed it to the Budget and Appropriations Committee in conforming to the requirements of Section 117 of the Public Finance Management Act, 2012 as read together with Standing Order No. 211 of the Baringo County Assembly Standing Orders.
The CFSP which is a requirement of Section 117 of the Public Finance Management Act, 2012 is an integral part of the budget process, which specifies the broad strategic priorities and policy goals that will guide the county government in preparing its budget for the coming financial year and over the medium term. 

The CFSP for 2018/19 financial year is special, because it forms the first part of the implementation of the 2nd generation County Integrated Development Plan (CIDP) under a new county government administration. The Paper has, therefore, been formulated by adopting four (4) Thematic Pillars which shall form the transcending approach to the CIDP for 2018-2022 period. In line with this the 2018/2019FY CFSP is aptly themed; ‘Kick Starting the County Transformative Agenda.’

Mr. Speaker sir, it is important to inform members that the BAC was ready to table its report on the CFSP on 14th March, 2018 in compliance with the PFM Act, but moved a procedural motion to allow for more time for Sectoral Committees to give their input as well as allow the public and other stakeholders to present their views on the contents of the CFSP as envisaged in Article 196 of the Constitution of Kenya 2010 and Standing Order 211(3) (d) of the Baringo County Assembly Standing Orders. 

Mr. Speaker sir, I wish to report on behalf of the Committee that no Sectoral Committee presented their reports to the BAC. Nevertheless Public participation was carried out and memoranda received from some stakeholders, whose contents are contained elsewhere in this report.

Principles of Public Finance and Fiscal Responsibility Principles; this CFSP is prepared against restrictive environment with regard to principles of public finance as well as fiscal responsibility principles which are set out in the Constitution of Kenya and PFM Act, 2012 and Regulations 26 of the PFM County Regulations. Thus the CFSP is a provision of both the Constitution of Kenya 2010 and other National legislation. Hon. Members to go through the laws I need not to read.
Mr. Speaker Sir, on Committee mandate,the Budget and Appropriations Committee draws its powers and mandate to examine the CFSP and by extension oversight the Budgeting process, from Standing Order 192(3)of the Baringo County Assembly Standing Orders which states that the Committee shall;

a) Investigate, inquire into and report on all the matters related to coordination, control and monitoring of the County Budget,

b) Discuss and review the estimates and make recommendations to the County Assembly
c) Examine the County Fiscal Strategy Paper presented to the County Assembly.

d) Examine Bills related to the County Budget, including Appropriations Bills; and 

e) Evaluate tax estimates, economic and Budgetary policies and programs with direct Budget outlays.

The necessary facilitation was duly provide by the Clerk to the Assembly whom we wish to thank for providing an able Secretariat, report writing venue and other necessary logistics that enabled the successful conclusion of the task at hand by the BCA.

The Committee would also wish to acknowledge the support granted by the County Treasury through the CEC member, who ensured the Committee got all information required to the extent of designating an Officer, (The Head of Treasury, and BudgetMr. Kandagor) to be permanently present at the Committee sittings for purposes of clarifying issues as they arose.

It is thus my humble duty and privilege to present to this Hon. House the Report of the Budget and Appropriations Committee on the 2018/2019FY Baringo County CFSP.
CFSP Pillars and Thrusts;
The 2018/2019 FY County Fiscal Strategy Paper (CFSP) is the fifth to be prepared by the County and is the first under the second generation CIDP. It seeks to kick start the transformative agenda under the vision of the new County administration by adopting an integrated sectoral approach. It has alsoin build the transformative agenda for the Governor through focused investment in all sectors of the Economy.  It is in this view that the four (4) development pillars are envisioned. These are; employment and wealth creation for sustainable economic prosperity; Universal access to social amenities for improved standard of living; Social protection and equity through empowerment and safety nets; and Legal and Institutional Development, Service Delivery and Public Engagement under the MTEF Period 2018-2021/22.

The four Thematic Pillars are supported by 10 (ten) Thematic Thrusts which are expected to consolidate the efforts of the various sectors into a focused approach to socio-economic development. The following are the Thematic Pillars and Thrusts. 
Pillar 1:Employment and wealth creation for sustainable economic prosperity.
Thrust 1: To build competitive business enterprises, industries and cooperatives which generate income and wealth for the people of Baringo County.

Thrust 2: To attain food security and modern rural and urban infrastructure for the people of Baringo County

Thrust 3: To promote value addition and manufacturing through attracting investments and partnerships. 

Pillar 2:Universal access to social amenities for improved standard of living.
Thrust 4: To ensure ease of access to clean water and sewerage services while protecting and conserving the environment including sustainable utilization of natural resources.

Thrust 5: To provide accessible, affordable and quality healthcare services in a prompt, professional and equitable manner.

Thrust 6: To ensure universal access to quality, affordable and relevant education and training.

Thrust 7: To develop a functional Integrated, Physical, Logical infrastructural facilities and renewable energy access for economic prosperity.

Pillar 3:  Social protection and equity through empowerment and safety nets.

Thrust 8: To empower Baringo People by reducing dependence through nurturing and promoting talent while mainstreaming gender.

Pillar 4: Legal and Institutional Development, Service Delivery and Public Engagement

Thrust 9: To deliver public services and manage all public affairs in a professional and equitable manner using efficient, effective and reliable governance systems.

Thrust 10: To develop sound policy and legislative frameworks as precursor for strong and effective county institutions. I understand that all Committees have this document I do not want to take time reading all details.
In conforming to the requirements of Article 196 of the Constitution of Kenya 2010 and Section 117 of the PFM Act as read together with Standing Order 211 (2) (d), the BAC moved a procedural motion in the floor of the House to increase the time for passing the CFSP which in essence created more time to engage relevant stakeholders and the public in the process. The Committee undertook public participation forums in Baringo North, Mogotio and Baringo South Sub Counties on  Wednesday, 21st March 2018 and in Eldama Ravine, Baringo Central and Tiaty Sub Counties on the Thursday, 22ndMarch 2018. 

In addition the Committee invited memoranda from stakeholders and towards this end it received a memorandum from BACSOF a coming together of Baringo Civil Society Players which contents is here on attached.

In line with the Constitution of Kenya and PFM Act 2012 requirements for public participation in public finance management, members of the Baringo Civil Societies Forum (BACSOF) conducted a rapid analysis of the County Fiscal Strategy Paper 2018 and hereby presented their observations and recommendations: let me just highlight little on revenue on key obseravtions, projections and priorities form the CFSP 2018/19.
(I) Revenue; 

The County Fiscal Strategy Paper 2018 denotes a decrease in the first half of 2017/2018 in revenue collection were 150.71 million compared to 146.68 million collected during a similar period in 2016/2017; whereas the target for 2016/17 was 330 M the target for 2017/18 was 350 M. Even more Baringo County Government has consistently fallen short of the revenue target since 2013/14 (see annex 3). Therefore, the target of Kshs. 371 M projected for 2018/19 needs to reviewed and justified.  - Baringo County government has continued recording increased revenue growth from the national equitable sharing allocation at an increase of 57% so far since 2013/14 FY. The budget appropriations should rely more on this rather than conditional grants that sometimes are not remitted as in the case of FY 2016/17. 

Mr. Speaker sir, based on its analysis of the CFSP as presented by the County Treasury, Memoranda received and the views received from the public during the Public Participation forums, the Budget and Appropriations Committee makes the following recommendations;

1) That, to give the right to Communities to manage their own affairs and to bring services and development closer to the people a sum of Kshs 900 Million (Kshs 30 Million per Ward) of the Development budget be apportioned equitably for priority project interventions for each of the 30 Wards in the County in line with consultations with stakeholders through Public participation and ADP recommendations approved by the House.

2) That in line with the investigatory function of the Budget and Appropriations Committee as envisaged in Standing Order 192 (3) (a) of the Baringo County Assembly the Committee to undertake a detailed audit of rollover funds in the 2016/17FY and 2017/2018 FY to ascertain the actual amounts pending for specific projects especially Departmental Countywide/Flagship Projects. This be done through perusal of Budget documents, Contract documents, Payment Invoices and Payment Vouchers and other supporting documents before the Budget Estimates for the 2018/2019 FY are tabled in the Assembly. Mr. Speaker sir we find that there are the flagship projects since 2013 which are given allocation year in year out. We need to look into those projects to ensure that more is not siphoned leading to corruption.
3) That all projects and programs downscaled or removed from the budget during the making of the 1st Supplementary be reintroduced in the main budget with its full allocation as previously approved in the 2017/2018FY budget.
(Applause)

4) That the Fire engine that had been budgeted for in the Supplementary with an initial allocation of Kshs 10 Million be allocated an extra amount of Kshs 40 Million to make a total of Kshs 50 Million to enable the initiation of the Procurement process through IFMIS.

5) That all the County Departments present their latest respective IPPD payroll print outs to their respective Sectoral Committees to provide for perusal of the total wage bill of each Department by the Sectoral Committee before finalization of the 2018/2019FY Budget Estimates.

6) That the Lands, Housing and Urban Development Department prioritizes the establishment of a County GIS Laboratory with an allocation of twelve million shillings(Kshs 12 Million)  to enable the digitization of Land demarcation, recording and data storage of Land related records.
7) That the Participatory Budget (PB) Sub Locational project Development Committees be capacity built on their roles and mandate in the Budget making process to avoid conflicts with elected leaders on project prioritization.
(Applause)

8) That flagship projects be evenly and equitably distributed amongst the Sub Counties and Wards to ensure that no Ward/Sub County has more than one flagship project budgeted while another Ward/Sub County has none.
(Applause)

9) That all Wards that did not benefit from the First (1st ) Phase of Ward Offices Construction be prioritized for funding of the construction of their Ward Offices in the 2018/2019FY budget.
(Applause)

10) That having received no report of any proposed amendments to the CFSP or the attendant ceilings from any of the Sectoral Committees as provided for in Standing Orders 211 (3) and (4) of the Baringo County Assembly Standing Orders , the aforesaid Sectoral Committees are in concurrence with the CFSP ceiling proposals as presented by the County Treasury.

11) That an amount of Kshs 9 Million (Kshs 300,000 per Ward) be set aside from the Development Budget of the Transport and Infrastructure Department to cater for Labour based maintenance of roads in the Wards with specific emphasis on unclogging culverts, repairing drainage canals, bush clearing, spot patching amongst other minor road works to ensure the Rural roads are motor able
12) That the Education and ICT Committee prioritizes the equipping of existing ECDE classrooms in its developmental budget.

13) That the County government should fast track validation and implementation of County rating and valuation Act to give effect to the use of updated Valuation rolls thus enhancing local revenue collection as a key ingredient to the underestimation and low collection of Local  revenue is the of use of a valuation roll that dates back to 15 years ago.

14) That all ongoing construction works for projects that have a revenue generation capacity (including the Market sheds across the County), be properly funded and works fast tracked to enable the County Government expand its revenue collection base.
15) That the Overall Expenditure Ceilings for the 2018/2019 FY Budget be as set out in the First (1st) Schedule, that the overall Budget Expenditure ceilings with Rollover for 2018/2019FY be as set out in the Second (2nd) Schedule, that the Budget Expenditure ceilings for the 2018/2019FY without Rollover be as set out in Third (3rd) Schedule and that the Ward Specific Projects per Department ceilings be as set out in the Fourth (4th) Schedule. Revenue remains unchanged from the Treasury proposal as presented in the CFSP

16) That, the County Treasury should provide a guide on how to address the overstatement of revenue for the 2018/19FY to forestall non- implementation of budgeted projects as prior year projections have fallen short of target.

17) That, the County Treasury should make full disclosure of any grants and or Loans anticipated in the 2018/2019 FY budget with details on the amounts, the term of the grants/Loans, the beneficiary Departments, the programme activities funded and the location(s) of such programme activities or projects.

18) That, all savings from implementation of projects in the 2016/2017 FY (including rollover projects) and projects so far implemented in the 2017/2018 FY, should be tabulated and presented to the Committee alongside the 2018/2019 FY budget Estimates.
(Applause)

In conclusion, the CFSP must contain the following;

1. The Overview of the recent economic developments and medium term outlook

2. The Broad Strategic Priorities or Goals

3. Assessment of the Fiscal Risks

4. The summary of Revenue Envelop by Source

5. The summary of Expenditure by vote and Economic classification  (Ceilings) 

6. The summary of Expenditure by Vote and Programs (Ceilings) ;

All of which upon scrutiny by the Committee were found to be included in the presented document in complying with the requirements of various Laws touching on Public Finance Management.
I thus on behalf of the Budget and Appropriations Committee ask the House to approve the 2018/19FY CFSP with amendments as proposed by the Committee.

Mr. Speaker Sir, I beg to move. I request Hon. Kibarar who is my Vice Chair to second. Thank you.
Hon. Kibarar: Seconded

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Tarus for seconding and the Chair for Budget and Appropriation for moving the motion.  

(Question proposed)
Debate is open. Hon. Chepsongol.
Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I thank my able Chairman and his team for bringing us a good report on the CFSP. First, I would like to mention the issue of road maintenance and thank the Committee for bringing this issue and proposing that some funds be allocated for this because I remember I had brought a motion on the same. I trust that the funds amounting to Kshs. 300,000 to Kshs. 500,000 per Ward can be raised when making the budget and I think Members can conquer to my sentiments. 

Mr. Speaker, on the issue of the ECD’s in the previous Assembly, we talked about equipping the completed facilities but that has not been done because no money was allocated but now this will happen because I have three ECD’s with no equipment’s. The other issue is on the Feeding program and I saw in the ADP that there was a proposal that some money be allocated and we passed a budget with the same but up to now, the children have not benefited from that money. I hope going forward; something will be done on the same. 

There is an issue of savings because we allocate money to projects like Kshs. 2 million but in tendering, the money quoted by the contractor is like Kshs. 1.7 million. Where does the balance go to?

(Applause)
The Budget Committee should really emphasize on that and I commend it for a good work. I beg to support.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Chepsongol. Hon. Ng’otie

Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support this motion and highlight some of the recommendations by the Committee especially the assurance that those projects that were downscaled or removed in the first supplementary will be reinstated. I salute the Chairman and his Committee.  

(Applause)
Mr. Speaker, it is good that the Committee noted about Sub-location on development Committees who have taken as if they are the ones to give directions on development in various Wards and its good that they have put a gap so that they can know their position and I salute you for recommending that they should work hand in hand with the elected leaders from those areas. 
The flagship project is a good one also because in some cases you find that some Wards are given two projects while others don’t have while others are given a cattle dip as a flagship project. This will save a lot of people if it is distributed equally. 

I also support Hon. Chepsongol on the issue of  Kshs. 9 million. This is a bright idea and if it can be up scaled to Kshs. 20 million for the 30 Wards, it will assist in employment of the youths and you really thought about this.

(Applause)
Hats off for that. I also support projects that can generate revenue like markets, Bus Parks and others which have been allocated. Even stadia, like in my case in Eldama Ravine, we have a stadium where every year the volleyball team in Kenya usually come to Ravine for National Volleyball Tournament but the stadium is pathetic and we cannot collect anything from them because it is an open field. If we can build a good stadium, we can collect a lot. 

(Applause)
We should all embrace it and put money to it. We have a very active market in Ravine and what we collect from it is in two days in a week more compared to car park but the market is small and they have not even completed the gabro inside because of the allocation given last time. I also noticed that the County Government gives us estimates that they know we cannot attain and I agree that if they cannot justify that projection, then we should go to the lower one that we can attain. I beg to support.              
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Ng’otie. Hon. Kipsang.
Hon. Elizabeth: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support the motion but there is a recommendation that the Chairman did not read in Page 28 on Baringo Civil Society Organization.  If the recommendation will be factored in, all these issues of revenue allocation will be sorted out. For example, No. 2 revenue based for 2017/2018 was affected by non-remittance of conditional funding for health equipments and maternal care. Therefore, provision of essential services and key County priority areas should not be begged on conditional grants. This is a risk that the County Government should mitigate through the CFSP provision. 

No. 3, the County Government to fast rack, validation and implementation of County rating and valuation act to enhance local revenue. In this County, there are so many areas that are not considered in revenue collection like in Lake Baringo we are losing much revenue because those people who collect it are cartels. This idea is brought so that we as Baringo County can see into it and know what we can do. It was Kshs. 150 million but we are not collecting Kshs. 146 million but if these recommendations are followed, we will get more revenue and I stand to support Baringo Civil Society Organization with all these valid recommendations and Members should read from page 28 to page 30 because this Society is a membership of all Civil Society Members in all the six sub counties in Baringo. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you. Those are sentiments that we need to look at for your own consumption. Hon. Cheboiwo.
Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support the CFSP but I am concerned about the rollover and as indicated, the rollover that was removed through the supplementary budget be reinstated. We need to look into it that we monitor the origin of the projects in existence in the final rollover budget this year. Also, projects which were omitted in the making of the supplementary budget should be reinstated and the Departmental projects should be specified so that we don’t confuse the flagship projects with the Ward based projects. 

Mr. Speaker, our Wards only depend on Ward based projects and we don’t realize that the department projects or the flagship projects. Flagship projects are those big projects that go across the Wards or the Sub-counties or bordering Counties. Am also concerned about revenue collections because we always make our budget but we don’t invest in collection of revenues. In fact in this paper, I don’t see where we invest in new centre’s planning, survey and allocation of plots in these towns makes a lot of revenues. We must invest in these areas and it should be indicated where conditional grants go to so that we can be equal in the County.

Mr. Speaker, we always see in the papers that in the papers and others don’t benefit from it. Let the lost projects be reinstated or else we ought not to pass the next budget because we lose many projects every time we go for supplementary.  I followed a certain projects from the last time and realized that it is missing yet it is a Ward project. I support and congratulate the Committee because it is their first time. Let us work together to make this County better.  

(Applause)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Ameja Selemoi.
Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support this motion and congratulate the able Chair and all who were involved in this brilliant document. The issue of savings has been a major concern to all the Hon. Members. There is a calculated way of losing money allocated to Wards through savings. It is a common knowledge in the villages that every Ward in Baringo County is allocated Kshs. 30 million through Ward Development Fund but see what we undergo through in practice. Through procurement process finally the amount allocated to companies through contracts comes down to around Kshs. 21 to Kshs. 23 million and the other amount just disappears.

This is the reason why equity and equality and you know justice is never met. I totally agree with Hon. Chepsongol that we need to pressurize the treasury to recoup the balances and savings and plough back to Wards.

(Applause)
Mr. Speaker, Kshs. 30 million is a small amount and when they plough back the balances, they will cushion some projects. Secondly, I am happy that the famous LAROU project when I was young I used to see people line up on the roads with pangas and machetes to clear roads and in a way, that is a small stipend to help our people.  The Kshs. 300,000 to clear roads, culverts and drainage canals is good for labour but we need to bring legislation to cushion such money so that the Engineers don’t take the money as their padiem.  

Thirdly, we are not getting our acts right in this County especially on revenue collection. We are demanding for more money but how we collect revenue is par hazard. I have in mind tourist sites in my Ward like waterfalls, rocks and very beautiful sceneries but none is prioritized by the Executive equally in Mochongoi, Bartabwa and even in Kiboino. We want to prioritize tourist sites and this will give us revenue. Even in markets, the collection of Cess money is not water tight because the cess people collect it till midday then from midday to five 0’clock money is not remitted. 

Mr. Speaker, we need to see loopholes in the County borders and collect revenues from there. I guess you have travelled to Eldoret and seen that they collect money in every County border. Even here, in my Ward we border Samburu and Turkana but none of those border points have revenue clerks especially in my Ward, we have a very big market called Amaya where businessmen from Laikipia line up to 17 trucks to that market and yet we lose revenue from that.  We need to have our priorities right and first we need to Gazette Centers that have big markets but are not recognized like Churo Centre.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): I believe the Chairmen Budget and Appropriations, and Finance Committees are taking notes on that.

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Thank you Mr. Speaker. Not only in my Ward, but many other Wards have markets with no revenue clerks. Money exchange hands up to Kshs. 10 million a day but no collection of revenue. How do we develop our County without revenue? Once the County Government gazettes these centers, it will now be official that we can collect revenue. Finally I have about three projects that I have lost through supplementary budget Mr. Speaker sir. I thank the Chair because he has assured us that such projects shall be reimbursed.
(Applause)

The community will vindicate us saying that we leaders have consumed the money. Mr. Speaker we need to curb wastages for the people of Baringo to get their value of money. On page 30 the document highlights the wards that have lagged behind like Silale, Tirioko and Churo Amaya on health centers. I was shocked to learn that Silale has three health centers, Tirioko has four.

The leaders of each Ward need to equalize budget on the pressing issue. In Silale, water is much pressing issue than dispensaries. The MCA of Silale need to at least put an amount of money to other sectors not majoring to water alone.
This is a good motion I beg to support.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you Hon. Selemoi for your contribution. Hon, Kimosop.
Hon. Kimosop: I thank the Committee and the able Chair Hon. Aengwo for the good job. Recommendation number 3 has persuaded me that the Committee is serious in doing its job. That all projects and programs downscaled or removed from the budget during the making of the 1st Supplementary be reintroduced. Our anxiety including my radical approach to debate in the morning was that were dubbed as a House to approve a supplementary budget that had hidden projects that had been taken from our Wards Mr. Speaker.
From this commitment, the Committee is on track. Mr. Speaker, recommendation one is good though the executive has created that only Kshs.30 Million goes to public participation. There should be proper disclosure by the executive because the other money above 30Million per ward should go to public participation even the power of flagship projects to be spread to all wards.
Number five says that all the County Departments present their latest respective IPPD payroll print outs to their respective Sectoral Committees to provide for perusal of the total wage bill of each department before finalization of the 2018/2019FY Budget Estimates. This also is a good recommendation that will enable us to know of ghost workers and so forth.
I wish the Committee should extend this recommendation to this County Assembly who are equally not above the law, they should be able to present their IPPD, we should be able to know our employers here, know our payroll here because there were suspicions all over that there are ghost workers in the Executive and there could be also other practices around here and I think the Committee should also extend the proposal to that one also.
On number seven the Sub-Locational project development Committees, Mr. Speaker they should be capacity build,  this is the gist of the matter and I suggest that a law actually be brought that will help in the project implementation. 

And I don’t know how maybe a bill by a private Member or the department so that we have project Committees, a Committee that is in charge of a project and that Committee should manage the project because occasionally there has been occasions where a Committee does not have a role in a project. 

The contractor will come any time, he will do his work he will leave and does not require any authority from the Chairman of the project. We should make it a mandatory law so that BQs, completion of a project, the Committee should have a role of even signing documents that will help the contractor to be paid.

There are many other comments,  I think I will go to number 14, that all ongoing works for projects that have revenue generation capacity including the market shades across the County should be properly funded.

This is an issue that I thank the Committee for bringing it up because there is no reason why we should finance projects including market shades to a tune of millions like in my Ward we have a project funded Kshs. 20 million it is a market that is supposed to be operational but it has no electricity.

And the County systems and the departments that are supposed to have been facilitating that have been adamant to do that for the last six months or even almost one year so we have an underutilized facility that could have been generating us money but because it has no electricity people are forced to leave early in time and nothing happens. So I agree that we need to ensure that this projects that we are funding are properly facilitated properly.

Then finally on the recommendation number 17, my comments are that it is true that we need a full disclosure of any grants, any loan so that we know as an Assembly we know our grants and loans and our financial status, this is a good recommendation that I support.

Mr. Speaker on revenue generation by our County departments and Treasury we must get tough I agree with Hon. Selemoi that we are relaxed in our efforts to generate revenue. This year alone Mr. Speaker  for us that we boarder other Counties, myself predominantly I think I boarder Laikipia and in a season like the season that we have just come from we are losing all our money I mean the maize produce,  the beans produce the potato produce,  milk produce all of them go to Laikipia County. 

We supply to Laikipia but there is nothing wrong with that because it is business, they come buy our maize and they go back using different routes, a lot of routes but we are not collecting revenue in fact it is so laughable just across Laikipia is collecting revenue from maize that come from Baringo, it is collected just across the board.

In one of the stations in my Ward Mr. Speaker, where we boarder Laikipia in the extreme towards Nyahururu we have a wonderful quarry a quarry that is tarmacking the entire Laikipia West, but they just come in the morning take quarry and go back, no revenue officer. 

In fact in the same quarry, Laikipia has decided to set a market just across the quarry and they have their revenue officers collecting the revenue but for us we are just there, I have given myself this suggestion to the treasury that we should not lose this revenue.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Chairman Finance I believe you are noting because if we are losing revenue then it will not be proper for us to continue even debating about the budget you should get us those money,  even a single shilling will help in developing Baringo County, so proceed Hon. Kimosop.

Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Speaker as I conclude we have to be creative, I was listening to Hon. Sonko personally I have never taken Hon. Sonko seriously for all the dramas but recently I listened to him and I was amazed that Nairobi makes over Kshs. 200 million or Kshs. 300 million occasionally or even up to a million shillings a day.

They have sealed all the loop holes of corruption and all the loop holes of losing money, so our Committee on finance save us, hold the friends of the treasury to their toes,  we have ideas as MCAs and as leaders on how we can get more revenue.  We have ideas and places to be sealed.

Finally Mr. Speaker, is on our team in the treasury,  I think the commitment… you know Mr. Speaker matters of resources, matters of budget is almost precisely what sent our friends home and what brought us here. 

So these are resources that we are talking about we want to caution and I want the Committee to help us tell the CEC Finance to caution his staff and even the Governor to caution his entire departments that whatever documents that we pass here nobody at the level of departments has the power to change anything.

I was shocked that the budget of 2017/18 was clear that I had a foot bridge in my Ward of about Kshs. 7 million I just lost that and the time I am to secure it to my Ward I am told the guys at the department of transport and infrastructure were at the procurement stage of the illegal foot bridge that they have started elsewhere they have taken my footbridge that was passed in the budget of the last financial year and taken it to a different place and they have gone ahead to procure and they are almost finalizing it. It is a document that exists, perhaps that is what they used to do, maybe they robbed the MCAs that were not keen at scrutinizing budgets, please tell the fellows in the treasury and in the department that this time round this Assembly is a serious Assembly. 



(Applause)

And I can assure you members this is going to be a very lively Assembly, let’s not get emotional, we will agree on many areas, we will disagree on many areas but it is the reason the people of Baringo want us to be while here, this Assembly is going to be a lively Assembly and we are going to be very keen on such documentation, thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay thank you Hon. Kimosop, I am seeing no member is applying to speak so… sorry I forgot that I had promised Hon. Francisca Cheburet, there you are,  please proceed

Hon. Francisca Cheburet: Thank you Mr. Speaker I rise to support this motion and congratulate the Committee for budget and appropriation, my contributions will touch on the same document. I was looking at it and I am a worried Kenyans when I look at the way we handle tourism, most of the members have talked about revenue, when you look at the civil society at their comment is that we are not getting our target and I thought maybe on the recommendation of the Committee they would have indicated the areas they feel will be bringing more revenue.

Mr. Speaker I am so disturbed that Baringo is a base and a hub for tourism but we are not even looking at it very well, when you go to the public participation you will never hear any member of  the public talking about any allocation of funds to tourism but then I thought the Government, as the legislature team plus the executive should have known that this is an area that we get our own income and ensure that we set aside funds to support the same.  This County is earning an income of around 75% from tourism yet when you look at schedule three “Expenditure ceilings without rollover for environment, Natural Resources, Tourism and Wildlife management” is just Ksh.53,532,706 yet tourism alone raise an income to this County of around Ksh.70, 000, 000 per month then I was imagining if we doubled the support of tourism sector, how much could we be earning at the end of it all.

Mr. Speaker I believe next time… it was to be much better if we would have directed all our allocations to tourism so that we may get more money and we will meet the targets meant for Baringo County. I can’t imagine a situation where we will be reducing our targets so that we may be in our comfort zone so easily because when we say we are targeting Ksh.110 million then we will get there so easily, the question will be where are our efforts? We will not put more efforts because we know we will get to it easily. 

So I think we should be giving ourselves a proper gauge up so that we work for it and get more income, so next time I wish the budget Committee to rethink on the tourism sector, we have so many problems in tourism that if we streamline we will be getting more income and avoid even the equitable share that we normally receive from the Government.  I support the motion thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you, Hon. Majority Leader that should be the last.

Hon. Kipchumba (Leader of Majority): Thank you very much Hon. Speaker for giving me this chance, reading the mood of the House Mr. Speaker is that all members are in agreement that this budget is well prepared and also that the Committee in which I am a member for coming up with a very good proposal and ideas that will ensure that service delivery to our people is well done. 
My contributions is to emphasize that in future we should make sure that we put more efforts on revenue collection because we are losing a lot of money simply because we inherited a Government which was relaxed in revenue collection Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Speaker, in areas of Eldama Ravine I have a place called Kapcholoi sale yard, no revenue is collected in the name that there is an outbreak of east coast fever, there is an outbreak of this and that, they use those words when they want escape paying revenue, those buying cows makes sure that take their cows to some places outside Ravine town and sell their cows without paying even a single cent to the Government so I think we should focus very much on revenue collection, and also make sure that we look for tourist attractive centers.

A place like Chemusus, has a very large dam, people like going there during the weekends to view the place and they go without paying any tax.  I think we should raise a gate so that when a person comes with his family he leaves about Ksh.100 and we will be busting our revenue. Otherwise I thank all the members in the House for debating in a very sober way, let us embrace all good ideas and reject the bad ones, otherwise we are not a rubber stamping Assembly Mr. Speaker but we are doing our work correctly, thank you very much.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Majority Leader, now I will ask the mover to reply

Hon. Aengwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker.  I would like to take this opportunity to sincerely thank Hon. Members for supporting this motion.  Mr. Speaker sir we have taken into consideration many of the comments that the Hon. Members have contributed towards this motion. Mr. Speaker sir we have taken notes and I think going forward we are going to urge the CEC member for finance and the treasury that when we are undertaking such debates in the Assembly they should be in the gallery to get the comments of the members. 

(Applause)

We are mentioning very important areas of up scaling our revenue collections and they are not here with us Mr. Speaker sir.  I think next time when we have matters dealing with finance we should have the relevant department to be here in the Assembly to hear what members are saying and note down.

Mr. Speaker sir, I also wish to say that maybe after the supplementary budget I am regretting that there was a paper that was moved round, I want to assure members that I will never stand for injustice in this Assembly but I will stand for justice and nothing shall go wrong.  I want to assure members in this County Assembly.
(Applause)

So anything that comes around please Hon. Members should always ignore because we a Committee which was constituted legally in this Assembly and I stand for Justice Mr. Speaker. Lastly on the projects as I had mentioned the other time that I have a cattle dip called Kasok which its funding is not there but we are tracing it back with our technical team to make sure that any other project should not get lost because we don’t want to create a recipe for our members to be targeted on the ground when they go back to their respective Wards.

Mr. Speaker sir, taking into consideration all that has been written because I can’t mention one by one I want to say even in the cases of roads we shall see whether we shall upscale for the goodness of our County otherwise Mr. Speaker sir I want to thank all the members for supporting  this motion and I beg all members to pass it and we will have finished everything, thank you Mr. Speaker sir.
