The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem):Hon. Members welcome to our afternoon session. Clerk!

Matters of Public Participation and Award of Tenders on Projects

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): We have a statement 026 of 2018 by Richard Hon. Rono MCA Barwessa ward seeking a statement from the Chairperson Finance and Economic Planning committee on matters of concern. Chair Finance and Economic Planning
Hon. Kebut: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, the answer to this question is not ready now we are still following with the department. I will bring the answer first week after recess.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Which day?
Hon. Kebut: Wednesday. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Morning or afternoon.
Hon. Kebut:  Afternoon.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Thank you Hon. Member, Hon. Rono do you have a concern?
Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I think it has become a culture of the Chair of telling me to wait for answer which has never been brought. What are the timelines to bring such a statement?  I need your direction. Questions in this House need not to be postponed to; they do not require rocket science. With your direction Mr. Speaker the Chair has to provide the answer after recess.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Member your concern is noted.  Chair, please liaise with the Executive and I think he is in full position to advice the House. I request we move on with his request. However Chair of Finance and Economic Planning kindly provide the answers as per your request because we do not want Hon. Member to feel you are not supplying answers to the House as requested.
(Statement Deferred)
Submergence of Kokwa Island Dispensary

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Statement 035 of 2018 by Hon. Joseph Ole Parsalaach MCA Ilchamus ward seeking a statement from the Chairperson health services committee.

Hon. Rono: Thank you Speaker sir, I rise to give a statement from Hon. Joseph Oleparsalaach, MCA Ilchamus ward.
If the department is aware that Kokwa Island dispensary was submerged and destroyed by water from Lake Baringo; it is indeed true that the said facility submerged into Lake Baringo when the water tides rose in 2013. The facility is still in water and the submergence making it practically impossible to be put into use…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon.  Chair are you reading the answer or the questions? Do we have answers to this statement?

Hon. Rono: I think I am reading the answers if I am not wrong. I am giving the answer. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Thank you proceed.
Hon. Rono:  the response it is indeed true that the said facility submerged into Lake Baringo when the water tides rose in 2013. The facility is still in water and the submergence making it practically impossible to be put into use to offer services. At the time of construction such an event had never happened before and the land on which it submerged was virtually suitable.  This was an act of God.
Two, if the department is further aware that a new dispensary was constructed at a new site on a higher ground in 2015 and up to date it has not been completed;
It is true that two facilities were constructed on a new site which was higher and safer. The first block was constructed by CDF funds 3014/15 up to the lintel level after the health care was devolved, it was observed that the department could not have much control over financial flow from CDF and as such health development activities funds was slowed or stalled completely.
The second block was constructed approximately four meters away from the first one using County government development fund which started in financial year 2015/16 but not completed to date. It is over 85% complete and the contactor could be facing geographical challenges in doing his work. It is believed that work is ongoing towards completion.
Three, if the department is aware that temporary dispensary services are using an ECD class room and operates at most one week a month; 

An ECD classroom is being used to offer services however the cause that the facility operates once a week is not true. The officer is currently upgrading his course by distance learning as required by the nursing council of Kenya and he is not in duty except on a few instances where he goes out for tutorial and practical sessions outside the County. The department believes that offering services in a classroom, on an island is better and sensitive to the needs of the residents than no services at all, waiting for completion of construction.

Four, if the department is aware of construction works at Loropil, Sintaan, longewan are complete and the facilities are operational;

The said facilities are structurallycomplete. However the fitting and painting are not done. The storage of staff experienced in the sub County cannot allow for normal operations of new facilities. Staff houses are not available in all mentioned facilities and no trading centers around for staff to live in even if postedthere currently. The alternative would be to recruit a resident qualified health worker from the respective village. The projects have not been handed over to enable decisions on the next steps.
Five, Ilngarua health center is operating with only one nurse who closes it whenever there are other pressing issues?

Ilngaura is a dispensary not a health center as stated. All dispensaries in Baringo South have one nurse running and as such, this is not a unique case. Some facilities have no staff completely. If is naturally justified that a health worker can have pressing issues related to self, family or employer which may force the staff to be away from the station. Out of the 28 dispensaries, only 23 have government staff while 5 are manned purely by volunteers. The same volunteers are at a point of despair, they offered services earlier and were getting stipend, later they got appointment letters, but then were instructed that such stipend was discontinued since. So, Ilngarua is among lucky facilities to have one government staff. We believe that volunteers would get County government support soon.

What measures is the department putting in place to ensure that;

a) The construction work at Kokwa dispensary is completed; the dispensary block and the pit latrine. Only the incinerator is pending and the facility is ready for handing over. 

b) The completed dispensaries at Loropil, Sintaan and Longewan are operational. Staffing needs to be addressed. The alternative of the volunteerism/internship policy that was developed by the department could offer interim solutions if implemented.

c) The day to day operations at Kokwa and Ilnaruadispensaries run smoothly? The department is working on partnership with USAID AFYA Uzazi to support lunch allowance to volunteer to activate maternity services at Ilngaruadispensary. The officer reported on 28/04/2018.  There is a stop gap measure to wait for long term solution from Baringo County government. For Kokwa Island, it is hoped that new additional staff from the County government would be recruited to complement the officer even as he completes his course.

Mr. Speak sir, I had consulted the MCA from that area and the staff who is in distant learning appears to be in a full year studies. I will make a follow up because he has just shared to me now the truth if he is not rendering services stated. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Parsalaach you have had the answer kindly respond.

Hon. Parsalaach: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I congratulate the Chair for bringing the answer after quite some time. The answers that the Chair has given are contradicting in themeselves. In the first response he says that the first block was constructed by CDF funds 3014/15 up to the lintel level after the health care was devolved another facility was constructed. This is waste of resources it could have been prudent for the department to complete the first facility then it continues to construct other essential services within that area. 
He further accepted that the dispensary is not complete and said it is 85% complete. Down the report he says that the Kokwa dispensary is completed, which is which? it is better to say it is 85% complete  or not fully completed.

Also it is a white lie to say that Loropil, sintaan and Longewan facilities are complete save for fitting and painting. It is the duty of the department to ensure that the facility is handed over for use. The above challenge of the above facility as mentioned is not staffing but housing. The department should post a health worker to these dispensaries so that community look for them where to live.
Mr. Speaker in the last part, the department has provided a satisfactory answer because at Ilngarua we have two nurses and one volunteer. I urge the Chair to be serious because if five facilities are complete without staff because of housing is not satisfactory. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Tarus.
Hon. Tarus: Thank you Mr. Speaker for giving me this opportunity to air my views. In the question if the department is further aware that a new dispensary was constructed at a new site on a higher ground in 2015 and up to date it has not been completed; the last part of the answer it started in financial year 2015/16 but not completed to date. The contactor could be facing geographical challenges. I do not understand whether geographical challenges can be a problem because it could have been earlier bed detected in the BQs. Towards the end of that answer, it continues to say that works are going on towards completion. Construction works must have factual basis as it should be.

We are also told that utmost the facility is operational once a week while in part five Some facilities have no staff completely. If is naturally justified that a health worker can have pressing issues related to self, family or employer which may force the staff to be away from the station. Out of the 28 dispensaries, only 23 have government staff while 5 are manned purely by volunteers. To me, this answer was cooked to impress the Members of this House but justifying absence while the Hon. Member must have done some good research, so that he gives us an information that once a week and this person is on studies. The health worker is taking advantage of taking his studies at the expense of the serving the common man on the ground. The Chair should request the CEC o give up todate answers and also and not try to exonerate staff who are working by validating their absence.
This document must have been signed by the CEC but this has been signed for the CEC we do not know who signed it. We said earlier in this House that we shall no accept documents that are not sighed by right personnel. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Kimosop.
Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Speaker I have proposals I want to give to the Chair Health Services because apart from Ilchamus Ward, this questions and answer interests all of us across the County because it happens in our wards.
Number one, is on CDF which the committee finds challenging on how to address it. I have the same challenge in my ward because CDF funded project until when the devolution came into place, the projects were abandoned. These projects are across the County. I propose that the committee do a thorough follow up because it is not right for national government to abandon their CFD funded projects before completion.The grey area on our part of County government is to start a new facility which is also happening across our wards.

On the staffing, an audit need to be done to know the distribution of staff because we have facilities that occasionally have no or limited staff.

Lastly, as we go for our long recess, I wonder whether our departments are operational but we will need the direction on the Chief Officers, what their fate is so that when we ask questions from departments we are sure to get valid answers and signed by the right CECs. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Chair make your comments.
Hon. Rono: Mr. Speaker,  I have heard what the Members have said but I have observed a mix up and I will go back to make that correction. About the one who signed is that our CEC is in Nairobi in on a mission with the doctors from Cuba and we could not postponed the statement so it was signed on her behalf.
As a committee we are doing staff audit and we just sent it back for correction it had a lot of loopholes. We have a problem of staff in three sub counties that is Tiaty, Baringo South and Baringo North but other three sub counties are okay. A dispensary could be having up to four nurses and a clinical officer while in Tiaty a big facility could be having only a nurse without a clinical officer. There is a lot of imbalances but the committee is working to see that there is balance. We will furnish the House with staff audit later after recess. 
Economic Stimulus Programs and CDF were abandoned mid-way and no one took it from there. We need to ask our Members of Parliament what happened. They need to have funded it completely or the County could have taken it completely and these are the things that we will take as a Committee and upon coming from the recess, we will have something to tell the House.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Chair, could you commit to this House the first week after recess?

Hon. Rono: The second week after recess and that will be on Thursday afternoon. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Provide a comprehensive report around this statement plus your fact finding on the issues around employment on that day.  
Hon. Rono: Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): What is your point of information Hon. Saphina?

Hon. Saphina: Just a clarification on the matter by the Chair, about the signing of the parliamentary statements… what has been done here is that the CEC’s must and shall sign the parliamentary statements and not signed for and if he/she would be away, it can be given to another CEC to sign for because in future, it can also be signed by a Clerk. Therefore, any parliamentary statement that is signed for is not admissible to the House. Any statement to this House should be checked first before it is admitted and the reason is that when we are doing oversight, the Committee normally summons the CEC and he/she must take a personal responsibility for everything in the Department. Not even the CO. Thank you. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): I think that all the Committee Chairs have got it right that any document that comes to this House should be signed by the CEC or for the CEC by another CEC.

MOTION
Management of Diabetes in Local Health Facilities

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Motion by Hon. Richard Rono, MCA Barwessa Ward

Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker. Aware that the Constitution of Kenya 2010, Article 43(1) (a) provides that every person has the right to highest attainable standards of health, which includes the right to health care services;

Further aware that the Constitution of Kenya 2010, Schedule 4 part 2 (a) provides for the functions and powers of County Government as health services, including in particular health facilities and pharmacies;

Disturbed that diabetes is an increasing burden of diseases in Kenyan communities accounting for 3.3% of deaths and is predicted to rise to 4.5% in 2025 according to World Health Organization (WHO);

Concerned that two-thirds of diabetics may be undiagnosed among the populace hence hindering treatment and care;

Therefore this House urges the County Government to do the following as a cost-effective strategy for diabetes prevention and control;

a) Provide diabetes test kits to all rural facilities in the  County
b) Ensure all patients visiting the health facilities are tested for diabetes.

I beg to move. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Member, I remind you that you need to put some meat on your motion because you will not time another time

Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I believe that the majority of diabetic patients realize it when they have complications and that is why I suggest that it is prudent if we ensure all facilities in our County are provided with diabetes test kits to test all patients visiting the facilities. Researchers have stated that most people visit the referral hospitals when they have complications like eyesight problems and kidney failures but if they could have known earlier, such cases could have been prevented.   

We have had cases of amputees whereby somebody had a cut wound that complicated to a point of amputation because he never knew that he was diabetic and take care of the cut and others going blind because of a cataract complicated from primarily diabetes. I urge this House to pass this motion to ensure that we and our people are safe and I am sure that most of us here don’t know our sugar levels and if someone knows, we might even fight to tell us. We are so ignorant that we don’t know the need to test ourselves for diabetes.

Previously, it was a class kind of disease for the rich and the well of but now it is common across due to the lifestyle and that food we take and we don’t have an age limit to suspect diabetes because there are newborns that test positive for diabetes which is so dangerous. I urge the House to ensure that these kits are provided in our facilities not just rural for necessary precautions because we have been fundraising for kidney failures and amputees. I request Hon. Koech to second.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Koech.
Hon. Koech: I second.   
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Thank you.
(Question proposed)
Debate is open. Hon. Bowen.
Hon. Bowen: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I congratulate Hon. Rono who is also my MCA for having thought keenly and discovered that the disease is killing so many people not only in Barwessa but in Kenya as a whole. This is the second killer disease after cancer and HIV/AIDS being third. It has been discovered by experts that a HIV positive person can live for over 30 years after accepting his status but a diabetic person cannot live for long because the person may not be aware of the disease. This disease is inherited and a person can succumb to it when there is a high blood pressure and somebody who lives 200 miles from the headquarter cannot reach Kabarnet.   

It is important that the Hon. Members start testing themselves and the kind of food that they take. Personally, I have a diabetic wife and it is now ten years and I have been taking her to Mombasa to the experts and there is a time I had to pay Kshs. 200,000 for examination of all the organs in her body. It is very expensive but because we have the insurance companies, it’s a high time we start with ourselves and then encourage our people to get tested of this killer disease. I strongly support because I have experience and I have used millions of money but for the last 10 years I have contained it.  

A diabetic person doesn’t want any quarrel but when you have drunkard kids and want money, the disease shoots and I am called to take an ambulance and bring the patient to the headquarter. 

(Laughter)
I have even warned the community members not to approach my wife whenever my cattle destroy somebody’s crops so that she doesn’t die. I support and ask Members to pass the motion. 

(Applause)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Tarus

Hon. Tarus: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support the motion because it has come at the right time and this disease as much as it has been said to be hereditary, it also comes with stress and lifestyle. Let us all support the motion and ensure that budgetary allocation is done and the test kits are provided in the dispensaries because it is better when a patient is diagnosed early than when the disease has been in the person for too long. Thank you Hon. Chair for looking ahead and save the lives of Kenyans who would actually have died if there were no precautions.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Francisca from Ravine.

Hon. Francisca Cherutich: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support the motion especially part (b)which states that; Ensure all patients visiting the health facilities are tested for diabetes. I remember way back when HIV was a very big issue and when this was passed in most of our facilities, the virus has come down and I believe that if we pass this motion today, the issue of diabetes might come down. I also believe that if it is diagnosed early, diabetic patients can live for a long time even over 30 years. Mother to a lady friend of mine was diagnosed with the disease when she was a young girl and she passed on when she was 70 years old and we may help our people live long if it is diagnosed early. It is a major problem nowadays and as one Member has said, even young children get this disease and the test kits will go a long way in helping with that. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Member for Kabarnet Ward.
Hon. Kibet: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I fully support this motion and congratulate the Member for bringing this motion. The disease has brought a lot of challenges and affects the entire system. I have a cousin-brother who is an engineer and the experience that we have gotten is so scary. He was as healthy as me but at one time, he had a wound underneath the foot at the toe finger and one day when he tried to clean it, the bone fell off. We were shocked and realized that he was diabetic when we went for a test but he had not shown any sign of sickness. 

I agree that we really need this especially in the rural facilities. We were launching a facility maternity in Kiboino dispensary and we realized that there were no malaria test kits and I am sure they don’t have diabetes kits also. It is in order that we support this motion and if we agree that this becomes one of its kind customer care service whenever you visit a hospital, we will manage the disease. 

I am in agreement with Hon. Bowen that this is a disease that requires a lot of attention and drains resources and you have heard that at times he has to restrain villagers from unnecessary quarrels. Recently, there was a story where a visitor had gone to see an old man but the visitation was refused and almost said that it was on medical grounds. I know Members understand that and we should admit that the disease needs a lot of care and management. You should not take offence when you come to my House and I don’t allow you to see my wife. Thank you.    
(Laughter)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Caroline Kessei

Hon. Kessei: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I am a Member of the Health Committee and congratulate my MCA. Diabetes is a killer disease and most people don’t know that they are diabetic and from a personal experience, my mother is diabetic and she wasn’t aware of the disease till we went to visit a person in the hospital and she started complaining of a headache and upon taking the blood sugar test; that was the day she was to pass away because the blood sugar level and pressure were so high and instead of the visit, she was admitted. 

We thank God because right now she is well and is taking her medication. Members be checking your blood sugar as I always do because may be slender but it doesn’t select. In the Urban areas may be aware but those people living in the rural areas don’t know that they may have it and the kind of food we take triggers diabetes, blood sugar and blood pressure. I support the motion.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem):  Hon. Saphina.
Hon. Saphina:Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support the motion by Hon. Rono and thank him for bringing it. Diabetes is becoming common and a long time ago people didn’t know what type of a disease but now people are aware because it affects almost all families. The beauty of this disease is that it can be prevented and one way is the proposal through this motion. Testing kits are not even expensive and if we pass this motion, we want to urge the Budget Committee to take up this immediately and in cooperate into the budget of the financial year 2018/19 so that it can make sense because it is also a priority.
It is a problem which is affecting everyone. Mr. Speaker I was saying that the test kit is not expensive it is also something which is portable. Mr. Speaker even the health workers can go with it, and even test people in the rural areas.

Mr. Speaker in the urban areas like the towns even in Kabarnet this big health facilities we have those test kits but in the rural areas apart from the absence of the kit in the health facilities there is a lot of ignorance about the disease and that is why it reaches a point where people suffer from it and they realize when it is too late. 

So Mr. Speaker for us as leaders in this Assembly we need to help our people so that we provide some of these very simple equipment and also the campaign against or the campaign for prevention of the disease should also be launched. 

Mr. Speaker this proposed motion also goes hand in hand with the Governors manifesto of preventive health rather that curative, meaning that we should prevent diseases instead of curing them. 

Mr. Speaker I support this motion and like I said before each and everyone in this House apart from us testing and knowing our status of diabetes we should help our people to also know their status so that we can save the amount of money that people use in curing themselves as a result of getting diabetes. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Yes Hon. Francis Kibai.
Hon. Kibai: Thank you Mr. Speaker. Maybe before I contribute to the motion allow me to thank this House because of the function that we had in Baringo South in Mochongoi. This House helped a lot during the time the MP for Baringo South passed.  Allow me Mr. Speaker to happily thank this House for the great work and the contribution of this House, thank you so much. 

Mr. Speaker I support the motion and if you see, so many people in the rural areas have lost their legs, limbs and the early testing can assist them on the management part so that they cannot be affected in a way that they cannot lose their parts of the body.

In our constituency we have so many people that are affected by the diabetes they have lost their legs, arms and even others lose sight so I support the motion.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Yes the Hon. Member of Ewalel ChapChap.
Hon. Kebut: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I also rise to support the motion by Hon. Chair health, first this is a very important motion and I also want to congratulate the Member. Secondly is that it is important because this motion is coming from a Hon. Chair of health and the department of health has some budget.

So I think he has already proposed to his department to factor in the budget of buying the testing kits in this financial year 2018/2019, because I know very well this all Hon. Members, because we had the document of ADP in this House the other time and I didn’t see anywhere in Ward fund where they have even allocated…

The only allocated the money for building dispensaries and health centers but this other kits and equipment for hospitals they didn’t allocate money.

So I urge the Hon. Chair to follow up with the department or any other partner who can assist, another thing these are very expensive disease to manage because once you test positive with blood sugar anytime even small hunger as the Hon. Member Mr. Bowen put it the next minute you are in hospital.

It is very difficult to manage and at long run it is expensive so it is very important to treat at an advanced stage so that it can assist. We used to hear that it is a lifestyle disease but even as we talk some children even in primary school have the disease. 

So it is no longer a lifestyle disease because those children who are in primary schools their lifestyles are managed by their parents so Mr. Speaker, we need to all of us support this motion I know several people have lost their parents they have lost their relatives because this is a very funny disease.

In the morning you are somebody who is very healthy and in the afternoon you are someone else maybe admitted in hospital, I support the motion. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Yes Hon. Cornelius.
Hon. Cornelius: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support this motion and  I first start with congratulating the Chair for bringing this motion at the right time, today I received a massage from my friend in Kericho I am sorry to say this because I lost a friend through diabetes.

Mr. Speaker my friend was involved in an accident last month but in the due course he was taken to hospital and immediately he was found that he was diabetic and he took a month and yesterday he passed away so am so sorry to the family. 

Mr. Speaker this motion I fully support because this disease normally is an inherent and sometimes it comes to lifestyle. I support. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Yes Hon. Selemoi.
Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Thank you Mr. Speaker for giving me this chance to support the motion brought by the Chair health. Mr. Speaker this motion is very important and crucial and to the members of the public.

Mr. Speaker sir may I shade a little bit of light on this disease, I come from the medical profession and this disease has two types the first one is type 1 which is hereditary it can be passed to next of kin and type 2 which is not hereditary which you can get through the courses that earlier Members mentioned including lifestyle and issues of pancreas   disease and other causes which are auto immune, that is a complex de bate.

Mr. Speaker sir I want to go straight to symptoms of this disease first if you are feeling hungry frequently it could be that you are facing threats of diabetes or urinating frequently. And sometimes when you are tested your urine has high levels of sugar or blood, those are some of the glaring signs and symptoms.

Mr. Speaker sir, this disease like the Chair has enumerated is easily distortable and diagnosed even at early stages and the test kits for this disease is quite cheap and very simple to do even you can do it for yourself, it is just a prick then you squeeze your blood and test it. 

Or consequently there are test kits to test urine you can just urinate on the test kit and there is a label, I don’t know why our County cannot factor in such simple in the budget and we are lucky the mover of the motion is the Chair of health and he should take it upon himself to ensure that within 21 days we see the figures of this test kits in the budget because we are now in the budget process.

Mr. Speaker, we also need to factor in health education we have health education department which is up and running with staff but most often than not this department does not go and inform people in public barazas on the health hazard and even including the symptoms that I have talked about to the members of the public.

Mr. Speaker sir we need the Chair to invoke the relevant authorities in the health department that this department should be up and running to educate our people. Mr. Speaker sir like I have just said that once you get tested and you are diagnosed for this disease then it is simple the treatment also for this disease is not very expensive.

There are tablets to treat it and there are also insulin injectable which a patient can do to himself or herself, so Mr. Speaker it is not too much to ask for our department to offer Mr. Speaker if we don’t do it now as a House for posterity we will be confronted by our supporters, our people who are suffering from this disease.

And like one Member has just mentioned the consequences of this disease is very catastrophic, what I mean the complications once you don’t get treated at early stage this disease  is able to affect your brain and once it affects your brain you become cabbage you don’t reason anymore you suffer from what is called neuropathy.

This disease when it affects your eyes you get blind and if it affects even your joints it affects every part of your body excluding the nails and hair so you can imagine including even if you have a scratch or a wound it is able to proceed until you get amputated either limb or hand wherever.

So Mr. Speaker why would we subject our people to suffer this complications including stroke and diabetic coma somebody passing out because of high levels of glucose in the blood so we want to affirm this Mr. Speaker sir by passing motions like this and you know once the infrastructure is in place it is simple what we already have in our dispensaries and I don’t know whether it is still ongoing but when we were still in the health system we used to test each client who attend  the hospitals for HIV and that helped in detecting early diagnosis of the disease and you can see the trend has gone down. Mr. Speaker the health centers spread in our County can detect early stages of diabetesup to including dispensaries.  To conclude, KEMSA who supply drugs can incorporate test kits for testing diabetes in their requisitions to health centers and dispensaries. 
Lastly we can expand this to be part of our flagship project in the ongoing budget process that part of the money that goes to non-consumable and pharmaceuticals should be given to these test kits. Mer. Speaker I beg to strongly support. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Julia Kandie.
Hon. Julia: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir for giving me this opportunity. By reading the mood of the House I see all Members are supporting themotion. I request you to put the question.
(Applause)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Thank you Hon. Member for the concern, I now request the mover to reply.
Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I congratulate my colleague for supporting this motion. As you have heard from the contribution from Members that is the most dangerous killer disease andmore so, difficult to manage.  The deputy speaker said that this disease only spares the nails and the hair and teeth but which eventually will lost.
This disease causes some eye problem, kidney problem, high blood pressure, unhealing wounds and so on. In medical term it is said that when someone has diabetes, he/she becomes a museum of all diseases especially opportunistic diseases.
It is important that Members have suggested that test kits are factored in the pharmaciteucals. This is a preventive health care because if you test someone at early stages it prevents a lot of anticipations. 
The department of health have concluded that 30% of its money goes to preventive health care whereas 70% goes to curative.Also our people need to be taught about testing diabetes in our facilities because it has become rampant and its complications are dire when they rise.
 Hon. Members will agree with me that majority of Harambees done on weekend’s triggers to diabetes complications.When someone has diabetes, they live taking drugs the rest of their lives. To prevent such agonies, it is our high time we prevent the disease at early stages. I thank this House and hope that such motions will come in the future which touches our people. Thank you very much Speaker.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): thank you Hon. Member I now put the question.

Establishment of Catering and Health Service Committee

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Majority Leader

Hon. Kipchumba (Leader of Majority) Mr. Speaker Sir, I want to move a motion to Establish an Adhoc Committee called Baringo County Assembly Catering and Health Service Committee, 
Whereas the catering committee was one of the five domestic committees of the House of Commons, which was considered servicesprovided for the House from 1991 to 2005;

Acknowledging that the National Assembly by a resolution established the catering committee and the catering fund on 14th March 1967 to manage the facilities of the bar and the dining room as well as assets and liabilities acquired on behalf of then members of National Assembly;
Further aware that by the resolution of the National Assembly the committee reconstituted to in cooperate health services and designated as catering and health services committee on 29th Nov. 2011; 
Realizing that the promulgation of the Constitution of 2010 which introduced the 47 County Governments each with a County Assembly thereby establishing a legislature in all Counties in Kenya; 
Now therefore, pursuant to Art.185 of the Constitution section 14(b) of the County Government 2012 and the Baringo Assembly Standing Orders number 1 and 155, I therefore urge the County Assembly of Baringo to approve the establishment of catering and health service committee as an Ad hoc committee and subsequently its membership as herein below;
And further that, the mandate of the committee shall be to consider report on, advice on and make recommendations to the House on all matters relating to all or incidental to catering services provided to the members of the County Assembly.

Mr. Speaker the duties and responsibilities of the catering committee are listed below;

1. To formulate policies and deliver advisories on matters catering in Baringo County Assembly,

2. Holding and managing the catering funds,

3. Authorizing spending of money out of catering funds,

4. Making rules for opening and operations of bank accounts 

5. Fixing prices and conditions for supply of food, drinks and goods 

6. Determining who may supply goods and services

7. Making rules for the meeting for the catering committee, hours of the services in the dining room, any other matter relevant for effective management of the facility

8. Selecting the menu items and determining quality of food along the restaurant catering department

9. Coordinating and plan menu and any type of services rendered 

10. Compare caterers and decide on the best on budget for food, quality and reputation 

11. Receiving complaints from catering manager and handling disciplinary issues

12. Determining the use of incentives in motivating catering staff and employees 

13. Conducting regular visits to the premise.

The catering and health service committee is established pursuant to the section 6 of the catering and health service scheme fund regulation gazette notice of 27th Sept.2017. The regulation stipulates that there is establishment of a committee to be known as catering and health service committee which shall constitute each session and County Assembly whose members shall conform with the Constitution.

Mr. Speaker the committee shall elect a Chairperson and a vice Chairperson from amongst themselves in addition to the Constituted members, there shall be a three X-Officials namely the Clerk of the Assembly, the catering manager and the Sergeant At Arm, the regulation provided the details on the operation of catering services in the Assembly which include;

1. Establishment and the purpose of the catering fund

2. Initial capital and other sources of funds 

3. The catering management committee 

4. Administration of operations and of the catering funds 

5. Procurement of goods

6. Operation of the restaurant proper books of accounts, audit and accounts financial statements 

7. Powers to amend the regulations

I beg to move the motion Mr. Speaker sir thank you and I call upon Hon. Kimosop MCA Mochongoi Ward to second. 
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Kipruto Kimosop.
Hon. Kimosop: Seconded.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Thank you, I now propose the question.
(Question proposed)
Debate is open… Hon. Diana Siriti
Hon. Siriti: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I rise to support the motion brought by the Majority Leader Baringo County Assembly. Mr. Speaker this is a very sensitive department because it pertains life.  This committee given a chance to serve will serve us and look in to our health matters. Mr. Speaker sir, looking this composition of members, I am seeing members who are responsible and energetic men and women.

Mr. Speaker sir, these responsibilities laid down for example fixing prices and condition for food drinks and goods… Mr. Speaker sir we have a problem in the catering area because when you want to argue or bargain about the price there is no body to answer that question because you cannot argue with the staff so this is a good opportunity given to the members because we can now ask the committee those questions. Mr. Speaker sighting a single item that is the price of a glass of milk is Ksh.60… it is unbelievable Mr. Speaker, I am requesting that we support this motion to adopt the Ad hoc committee to work on such issues Mr. Speaker. 

Another very important point Mr. Speaker that I feel it is paramount is the point of receiving complaints from catering manager and handling disciplinary issues, Mr. speaker we even don’t know, maybe the staff have a lot of challenges for example each and every member of this County Assembly deserves to be served as other members, when you look when we are going for trainings and meetings that we draw perdiems, the staff there are not considered because they don’t have any spokesperson Mr. Speaker so it is high chance for the catering committee to be installed so that they can look for the welfare of our members Mr. Speaker sir. 

Mr. Speaker sir, I have a suggestion and I stand to be corrected in this House, my concern is to know if there is a way that we can set aside a place where one has a visitor you be given a table that you are going to converse with your visitor because most of the time we intermingle with people who we don’t know, sometimes Mr. speaker it is very risky for our security, it is also unhygienic because how do you know the health of this person whom you don’t know? 
Mr. Speaker the main reason why we thought of having catering services is for the security and privacy of members and many other reasons, so Mr. Speaker I was requesting if possible to get a separate place where members can meet their visitors the better, so I support the motion thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Tarus.
Hon. Tarus: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I rise to support the motion and I want to go I to specific areas of this motion, first the Hon. Member Hon. Siriti has just looked on number five on the duties and responsibilities, the prices and conditions for supply of food drinks and goods, Mr. Speaker I still see that the food staff in that restaurant is much expensive compared to some of the eateries in town.
(Applause)

Therefore the prices should be pocket friendly, like for example one of my favorite is ugali and matumbo which is going for Ksh.120 while outside there I can get the same at Ksh.80 or Ksh.100 so we should look in to that and all other meals because you will find that the prices are high.

Mr. Speaker moving to number seven, that is making rules for… part be which says hours of service in the dining room, you will find that if you go there at around 2:30Pm or 3PM you will be told this meal and that meal is not available so that is to say as much as we guard against wastage we also ought to ensure that the food stuffs that are used to prepare the actual food are available so that if a member wishes to have a given menu he/she will be prepared that kind of food.

Mr. Speaker there are members who stay around, there is no reason why we should go eat outside there when we have people who are employed here, the staff here wait till 5PM they disappear, Mr. Speaker they should also be preparing supper for members who are available… but of cause they must register themselves so that we avoid wastage; On number 8, selecting the menu items and determining quality of food along with the restaurant catering department…determining the quality of food, Mr. Speaker the quality is not bad but it should either be maintained or improved. On number 9 coordinate and plan menu and types of services rendered, members sometimes reach the restaurant and want a given type of food or white tea and you are told this one is not there, Mr. Speaker that should not arise. 

Lastly, I want to say that establishing this committee will go a long way in improving some of the things we are mentioning and I want to say that these members of the committee listed here have been offering services to this Assembly free of charge and therefore it is prudent that we consider establishing and confirming this committee so that they can also be able to draw some allowances out of it because it is actually difficult to break rules and give allowance to a committee without the approval of this House so I support and say that all members to approve or pass this motion so that the committee can work legally and not become an illegal committee, thank you Mr. Speaker sir I support.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Kimosop.
Hon. Kimosop: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I had seconded this motion by bowing because I needed to make my contribution later. I support this motion and I think it is important to note that this committee has been operating on a volunteer basis and I think it is important as a House to acknowledge, congratulate and thank this committee for the good work that they have done so far.
(Applause)

The members that are here Hon. Bowen, Hon. Kiptalla, our Speaker, Hon. Valarie Ng’eny, Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang and Hon. Kibai and our staff, I think as a House it is important to thank them for the work they have done up to where we are now, it is a sense of patriotism and commitment to duty and I think we have the noble task as a House to approve this committee so that they are legally in place.

My second point Mr. Speaker is that if you look at the membership we have six members which includes the Speaker that means five members of this House… my take is we will approve this motion today but moving forward we will amend the Standing Orders so that we have this committee as a committee of this House permanently and we can add other members thereafter. 

(Applause)

That is another point that I wanted to bring forward.

Again Mr. Speaker my view is, if you look at the Chairperson and the vice Chairperson you find that they have been Chairing this committee previously without responsibility allowances, my view is as we approve this committee today their responsibility allowances need to be backdated so that we do justice.
(Applause)

Mr Speaker, it is not right that we who Chair committees are paid responsibility allowances from the time that we were elected in to those committees and then we have people who have served diligently and they are not paid, in my view if the minutes are available it is important that it goes in to record that we backdate the responsibility allowance of the Chairperson and the vice Chairperson and the allowances for the members just like the other committees that we have been sitting, that to me is what I think by doing it we would have done fairness to them.

Something else Mr. Speaker is that this motion envisages that this committee will sit and elect a Chairperson and a vice Chairperson that is the wording of this motion, my view is let it go on record that we are ratifying the committee as it is with the Chairperson and the vice Chairperson as it is. 
(Applause)

So that it is on record and it is clarified that way that we have actually brought forward a committee which is already in operation.

Finally Mr. Speaker, I will urge this committee to get in to serious business, we really need quality in the cafeteria in terms of the people that we invite, we need regulations in terms of the people we invite, the menu and I think we should give them the leverage to do some study across because I have listen to my brother MCA from Sacho on the pricing, I think the pricing differs depending on where you go for your meals, a meal that cost Ksh.80 in one hotel in Kabarnet cost Ksh.300 in another hotel in the same Kabarnet town so it is relative… what is expensive and what is cheap.

This committee should exercise digression because we should not also want to compromise quality and the fact that we are Hon. Members, I think I will prefer that we ensure that we have this meals available throughout the day and we regulate the number of members that we are inviting, I think it should be clarified that as a Hon. Member at a go, how many people should a member invite and all those kinds of things, I think this committee should be able to look at it. In the morning I have been advised now, I had taken concern on the term health service committee, I think this motion now clarifies that we have a similar committee in the National Assembly and that this is what they do and all those kind of things and I think we will approve it but going forward I my opinion I think we should not look like we are just coping and pasting from the National Assembly because we are independent Assembly really.

Mr. Speaker I was told one time in the last Assembly while the Hon. Governor was giving his speech a gentleman who standing behind as the aide camp and I am told eventually that guy was transferred out this thing was all over the media and it was one of the ridiculous thing that happened in this Country  and in defense the committee organizing for the Governor to come to the chambers interpreted the Standing Orders where it allows the Governor to address with his aide camp and the reason is that we just copied and paste what is happening in the National Assembly and that is the Standing Orders that we have. 

Mr. Speaker to me we are an independent House and we should not be doing copy and paste, we need to get the committee on rules and procedures and privileges to look on this Standing Orders and review it to suit our wording, interests and… because what they do in the National Assembly is not necessarily what we do here, my wording for this committee would have been Catering and Hospitality committee that could even be the most reasonable wording but you know we have taken this because it is in the National Assembly and it is ok, we will adopt now perhaps more indulgence on this matter will be dealt with when we will be reviewing the Standing Orders, so I support and congratulate members for having volunteered to serve us.

Lastly, Mr. Speaker allow me to join my brother Hon. Francis Kibai who comes from Mochongoi Ward in sincerely and profoundly thanking the members of this House for standing with us on Saturday when we were bidding farewell to our Member of Parliament the Late Hon. Grace Kipchoim, please receive our most sincere regards, I do that also on behalf of our Baringo South Members of the County Assembly, some of them are in this House.  I think Hon. Julia and Hon. Leparsalaach are here and we really thank you for that. 
We also thank you for the financial support, Hon. Kibai represented us in the fund raiser that was in Nairobi and I think within a very short time members of this House were able to mobilize a good amount of resources that gave dignity to this House when we were represented there so I thank you all for that receive our regards, God bless you, thank you.

(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Francisca. 

Hon. Francisca Cherutich: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I also rise to support the motion, it is very important for us as a House to alleviate this committee so that they can work officially and I would say in Kiswahili;  mvumilivu hula mbivu, they have been very patient and today if this House passes this motion they will have a reason to smile.

I only want to urge the committee that when they will have their first meeting after this… the issue of prices of food is really very high and I am imagining now that the restaurant doesn’t pay rent, the workers are paid by the Assembly then their prices are supposed to be subsidized.  I urge the members that in your first meeting these are among the first things that they need to look in to otherwise I want to congratulate the Chair who have been working up and down to ensure that whatever the members have raised… I think he must have been having sleepless nights but today I want to thank God that they have been acknowledge so the Chairman and your team congratulations, thank you Mr. Speaker.

(Applause)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Saphina.
Hon. Saphina: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I also rise to support the motion with very brief comments on it. Mr. Speaker I want to thank the Assembly for considering this Motion and all the Members also for considering this Motion and also to thank the proposed Members of this Ad hoc Committee who has been serving voluntarily I think for the last almost 8 months Mrby giving us  good services and  specifically to the Chair Hon. Charles Bowen and his Vice Chair Hon. Jeruto Kiptalla for committing their time and serving with a lot of dedication  to ensure Members get the best services and also the food  that we get from there. 
Mr. Speaker it is good that it has come a time when we should be considerate so that we validate this committee for Members to enjoy the privileges that the other committees enjoy. Mr. Speaker I am also urging the Assembly management and administration to ensure that when we do the review of the Standing Orders we incorporate this committee to become a fully fledged committee in the House. 

Having said that Mr. Speaker I want to challenge the Members of this committee now to take up their work seriously not that they were not doing it but because there are gray areas that needs to be straighten and among them is food prices which Mr. Speaker I support Hon Francisca and Hon.Tarus because the prices are very exorbitant as compared to even the outside food joints considering again what she said that there is no rent paid, the staff are paid by the Assembly and there is no apparent reason why a glass of milk should be charged 60 while in another hotel even like Paradise, a glass of milk I think goes even for 40 shillings if not that. 

 Mr. Speaker apart from the amount that they charge, I am urging the Chairperson and this committee Members to start their business with those concerns that has been raised by the Members. Apart from that Mr. Speaker they should also look into the issue of the quality of the food even if it means recommending that the chefs who are cooking the food be taken for a refresher course or attached to good hotels so that they can improve the quality of the food that they cook.

Mr. Speaker it seems again that we might come to a close of this Assembly because now we have finished one year and we are remaining only with three years that the gym they normally talk about might not even be completed. So I want to urge this Hon. Members to take up that matter immediately so that Mr. Speaker the procurement of the gym equipment is done expeditiously so that Members can improve their health and true to their name health services it will not just be feeding ourselves but also improving our health through doing exercise in our gyms. 

So Mr. Speaker,  I want to support the Motion and congratulate the Members who have been enlisted here to become the Members of this committee and we have full confidence in them that surely they are going to give the best services that we require, thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Kibai

Hon. Kibai: Thank you Mr. Speaker I want to thank the mover of the Motion, the Leader of Majority. I am among the Members who have been volunteering on this work.  Mr. Speaker before I continue I wanted to raise a concern to this Hon. House. Today I think the male Members of this House have received obscene messages, threatening calls from a lady Mr. Speaker and I think from tomorrow or Friday we are going for our recess and I think we should not assume it. I think from tomorrow we are going for a recess so Mr. Speaker I am kindly requesting for your indulgence on this because I understand there is a lady who is conning male Members here. She is sending obscene messages, beautiful pictures…

(Laughter)

Vulgar words…  I think Mr. Speaker you should give some direction on this so that the security agencies investigate this faster. So Mr. Speaker I think I have passed that message.  
On the Motion, I support it fully and I thank the Hon. Members or the Majority Leader for moving and seeing the importance of the Members who have been immensely contributing to the Members on the part of catering. 

Mr. Speaker, I also want to thank the Chair and the Vice Chair who has been assisting us on volunteering on this catering and health services sector that is Hon. Bowen. There is a time when Hon. Members had complained about food that they have been taking in the restaurant but now they have improved their services so Mr. Speaker I support the Motion. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Thank you Hon. Member, I also confirm as the Chair that I received those funny messages. It is prudent Hon. Members to take caution and if need be you can contact the security agencies so that you are sure we are all safe, Hon. Elizabeth.

Hon. Kipsang: Okay thank you Mr. Speaker for giving me this time. I think mine is saying a word of bravo to those Members who thought of this because for a length of time, it is only because most of the Members of this committee are Christians and they have dared not to complain. So our Hon. able Chairman plus the Vice we have been rolling this ball without even a single cent but today we want to appreciate what the Hon. House has done.

 Secondly, we are going to take up the matter the way it has been brought by the Members. I think the prices we are going to look into and we will always have a menu on each table so that Members can see the kind of meals a Member can take. We are going to customize from the hotels and we are going to come up with a menu. At the same time I think we even took time and even ensure that the manager who was there is now aside for the smooth running of the restaurant. So from today I think we are going to take up the matter and incase of any complain please let us know because we are ready to serve you Hon. Members.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Bowen, is it Bowen or Hon. Kebut sorry. It is Hon. Kebut.
Hon. Kebut: Thank you Mr. Speaker let me start by supporting the Motion and congratulate the Chair and his team for doing good work for quite some time on voluntary basis and I know it was hard because it was something they were starting so I want to thank them. Secondly the other time we complained about the quality of food but currently they have actually improved. The only issue Mr. Speaker which has been mentioned by other Hon. Members is the price. 

You know very well Mr. Speaker sir buying a plate of githeri at 100shillings is quite high and even a glass of milk at 60 shillings is also still high and you know if I go to other hotels in town that is 100 shillings we can share with about three of my voters because a plate is going from 30 to 40 shillings so I can buy lunch for at least two or three voters.

Another thing Mr. Speaker sir, the committee should be facilitated to go for training on how they should carry on their activities and even on a fact finding from other counties on how they can improve their services. Otherwise I want to support and thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): Hon. Bowen.
Hon. Bowen: Thank you very much Mr. Speaker sir for giving me this golden opportunity to express my views on the same. I would like first to thank the Hon. Members for thinking it’s wise to bring this Ad hoc committee on catering in the County Assembly for approval. I would like to thank in particular the Majority Leader who has represented the Assembly on the same. It has been a long time. Mr. Speaker sir that the Catering and Health Committee was started sometimes back and some people were employed but there was no direction. 

There was no work and they have been just staying there until recently when you complained. The Majority Leader complained the Deputy Speaker asked me to check what was happening and we checked with my deputy and we came out very clearly that there were a lot of problems and I am very glad to say that most of those problems have been solved. Despite the fact that we have not been getting any allowances but we said we are Kenyans we must volunteer, we came here for service and the facility is now trying to take off. 

There are some of the equipment which was not there and they have now been bought including refrigerators and many other things. We have ordered for some Televisions because we thought it is wise for Hon. Members while taking their mills well let them also be able to watch what is happening in the country…

(Applause)

and I think soon or later you will get more than three to four TVs and we shall also be able to put some of the TVs in some of our offices or our Chairperson’s office. Well I want to thank the Hon. Members who have contributed positively. I know you may not know the kind of challenges that we have been facing. We have been quarreling, we have been trying to do some reshuffle, we have even threaten some of the employees that they might not be qualified but I think it is high time that these people should be taken for trips and visit other areas like National Assembly and other institutions so that they can see preparation of food.

 I am glad to say it was yesterday when Hon. Chepsongol who was against the institution, there was a time when he said this thing should be given to private developers but yesterday I think he came with one of his visitors and he congratulated me. He did not want to talk to me some time back so I am happy to say that as we go along there is an improvement. Anything that has been started with a low profile may not actually take off.

 I want to thank the administration particularly the Clerk and the Speaker because there was also a time when I threatened that if that facility cannot run it should be closed but they were able to avail some funds which is now running. I want to say it is not a business actually it is true that is not a business facility but to serve the Hon. Members and the staff of this Assembly and so for this reason we shall be able to sit with my committee so that we shall be able to check some of the complains that you have raised including the prices. I think if you can allow us to continue then we shall be able to do including the quality of food. 

On security, last week we discussed about security and I have already taken measures in fact we are going to meet. We feel that we should have some badges. There shall be some visitor’s badges where an Hon. Member with a visitor will give him or her a badge. He will bring the badge to the catering facility to prove that he is somebody who is trusted by the Hon. Member and then Members should bring not more than two. 

There are policies that had been formulated and we are going to improve according to your wishes but for now they should only be two and I think I almost gave some directions but I think the Clerk was not there so that there is somebody from ICT who is now very busy preparing 45 visitors card for Hon. Members so that whenever you have your visitors you give them the card and they bring it and their names will be recorded using their IDs by the security personnel so that we know that the person who is in is somebody trusted by an Hon. Member.

Now what is going to happen? We have other people who come in the pretext that they are going to other offices. I do not know whether we have offices that have been rented by the County Assembly. These are the people now who will confuse us because whenever they come they do not go to the offices but to the Clerk’s office, Speakers office without notice that is why we want proper clarification about other offices that are within the County Assembly so that we shall be able to guard you against any person who come from outside without authority.

 What I’m to appealing to the Hon. Members, let us corporate, whenever you have your own members please if you have 10 people  please come, see the manager and then bring your people at your own time so that food can be prepared for them but not at the time when the Hon. Members are taking their meals. Now we have directed the employees that whenever a Hon. Member comes with a staff please serve the Hon. Members first because they are going to the Assembly and I think I have not heard any complain. I am happy any time I come there and there is any complain or any of our committee members there, we normally act on the spot. We do not want any complain that is a place for Hon. Members and the staff but the staff who have time can still give room for you.

On the time, I want to ask Hon. Members to ensure that we appear at the restaurant in time as per our sittings programme . At the time when meals are ready, it is about two hours and you should come within two hours because meals can be finished by very many visitors who come to the place. I think next time we come you will see the changes and we do not want Hon. Members to complain.

I want to assure you that you don’t have to complain. Once you have your badges you know who to give and who not to give. We do not want you to say that I want the same badge because once the badge has been brought to the room then that badge will be kept by the manager until the day is over then you will come and take it the next day. So that is how we shall be doing…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): You should be winding up Hon. Member.

Hon. Bowen: Thank you very much and I want Members to know that we are going to sit as a committee, we shall improve some of those things you have said and where we might not be able to improve we shall tell you with reasons. With those few remarks Hon. Speaker sir I want to say thank you very much and May God bless this Hon. Assembly for seeing that we have been serving without eating anything, thank you very much.

(Laughter)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): I now call on the mover of the Motion… Hon. Kibarar do you want to say something?

Hon. Kibarar: Thank you Mr. Speaker,  I think I am honored for being given the very last chance before the mover proceeds. I wanted to say that I urge this committee to observe the following, one is that as we talk or take our lunches, breakfast or whatever in that catering facility we request that if you have a guest you use the lower side, downstairs so that they cannot hear our secrets. You find that when we want to talk visitors are there and they can listen to what we are discussing and they leave when knowing our secrets or whatever and maybe it will affect us in future. I don’t know how they will organize that but let them look at that. I also looked at the composition of the committee and you find that there is no elected Member and I urge that you think of adding more Members like an elected Member who should be there I don’t know…

(Loud Consultations)

for the interest of them because I am seeing it is only the nominated who are here, we need to mix these things. Again we need to have a gym we should come as early as possible and the Chairman should be aware of that so that we can cut weight for those who might be interested. Again when we request for soda or anything like juice it is not there. Let us have those drinks so that we shall even be taking cold water and other soft drinks because others might need or not need to take some of the drinks. The drinks should be introduced so that it will make that department to be very vibrant.

Again about the staff, they should be good in handling Members well. It is good that anytime we come there they should be very happy and if there is any promotion or demotion it should be done in the right way. I am very aware of such things happening at the moment. Finally I want to ask that such more Ad hoc committees should be formed. It is high time that we want the Majority Leader to come with very many of this including the one we talked about like the disaster management. They should come in now so that we can approve all them and have a full House with all the committees that we require and to say it all if need be we might need a suggestion box we air our views on how to improve the way the Members have requested thank you and I support the Motion.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Lemlem): I now welcome the mover of the Motion.

Hon. Kipchumba (Leader of Majority): Mr. Speaker mine is to thank all these Members for the healthy debate. They have debated well and they have seen the need for the approval of this committee which has actually volunteered and has been working tirelessly without any pay. Mr. Speaker I congratulate them. Mine is to only remind the Chairman that the issue of the gym is wanting. I can see how Members are gaining weight and if you can now weigh Hon. Julia Kandie she has really add weight so…

(Laughter)

people like Hon. Kibarar, the gym is really needed like yesterday. Otherwise Mr. Speaker…

 I am okay I have been working on alone in the night. Otherwise Mr. Speaker thank you very much and I thank the Members for that, thank you.
