The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Statement 081 by Hon. Jacob Cheboiwo to the Chairperson Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries. Hon. Paul Serem

Hon. Serem: Thank you Mr. Speaker we seek for more time until next week Wednesday at 2.30pm.

Statement 084 by Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang to the Leader of Majority. Leader of Majority.
Budgetary allocation for Civic Education
Hon. Lawi (Leader of majority): Thank you Mr. Speaker as per the question by Hon. Kipsang, on;

i. If the department of civic education has a budgetary allocation from County Government? The County Government of Baringo has a budget of Kshs. 2 million in the approved budget of the FY 2018/2019.

ii. If the department has been able to fully discharge its mandate on the following areas:

a) The number of citizens and number of Wards reached out for civic education on various issues in the last quarter. The Department has been able to conduct its activities either through focused group meetings in a workshop or public meetings (Barazas) at the local venues at Ward level. At least, 10,000 people in the County have been reached in 30 Wards in the County. 

b) How the civic education activities are undertaken in the department? Civic  education activities have been undertaken and facilitated directly by the civic education department and indirectly with the support from other actors like; other County departments, National Government and some non-state  actors operating within the County. The Civic education and public participation programs are based on shared information on what needs to be addressed and disseminated, for example community sensitization and review on the County Integrated Development Plan (CIDP), budgetary plans and processes, emerging issues, location livestock management, project and development committees, peace, disaster response management and resilience, general County development progress to mention but a few.

c) The number of civic educators recruited to serve in the department? The directorate of civic education is under the department of public service management, administration, devolution, information communication and Technology and E-government has an established office with a dedicated staff of three officers (1 director and 2 senior civic education officers) who are based at the County office.

iii. Whether the Department has engaged interested partners/donors to support civic education activities in Baringo County? The department has been able to work in partnership with a few actors both National Government and non-state actors for example; Civil Society Organizations under the umbrella body of Baringo County Civil Society Forums; Centre or Enhancing Democracy and Good Governance, BARECARE, ACTION AID. United Nation funded programs with; Food Agricultural Organization (FAO), National Drought Management Authority (NDMA), World Food Programme (WFP), UNDP, Regional Livelihood Pastoral Programme.

iv. What action will the County Government take to ensure that the Department of civic education is improved in Baringo County? The government needs to enhance on the following aspects;

a. Budget

b. Staff at both Sub-county and Ward level

c. Allocate a motor vehicle for mobility of the Government officials conducting the civic education activities.

d. Collaborations and partnership to complement

e. Trainings (structured, technical assistance and non-structured)

f. Mainstreaming the Civic Education activities in all levels of government deliverables. 

Thank you Mr. Speaker. I think the question is well answered. 

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): I note that you are confident that the answer is right. We will ask the seeker if she is satisfied. Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang.
Hon. Elizabeth: Mr. Speaker, I am not satisfied with the answer because you cannot tell me that you trained 10,000 people in the whole County yet you are not specific. The Department should be specific because when I went round and asked Members especially the Electedthey have never seen civic education in their Wards yet the answer says 30 Wards in the County. We need more answers so that Members can be following up because Kshs. 2 million can do a lot of work. 

They are also telling us they need budgetary allocations and yet we have not seen the work of the Kshs. 2 million. Why should we give them more money? I have even gone to the Executive and this complain is there it’s not only in the Assembly. That is where I collected the whole information. If there is Civic Education, all Members could be having constitutions through the civic educator who is now the director because I know most Members don’t know the color of the Constitution yet we have a civic education with a director. They are giving us quite a number of NGO’s that are doing the work but we need the money that we allocate through the budgetary allocation. They should give us because there are a lot of gaps in this answer. Leader of Majority, go and sit down with the CEC Devolution and bring to the House the number of Civic Education done in Wards like Marigat.  

Through the Speaker I request for…

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): There is a point of order from Hon. Ng’otie. Yes Hon. Ng’otie

Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker.Is it in order for the Hon. Member to direct to do something? This morning I told you something and I am reminding you again. 

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Yes. Hon. Elizabeth you direct all your communication to the Speaker. 

Hon. Elizabeth: Okay Mr. Speaker. Since I am still new in the Assembly, am on the learning process and I need to be forgiven. Maybe some were Councilors but this is my first time in the Assembly. Thank you for the correction and I am ready for correction. I request the Leader of Majority through the Chair to give us a comprehensive answer because you cannot tell us that you have trained 10,000 people. 

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Hon. Kosgei.
Hon. Kosgei: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I don’t know if the civic education that was done in the 30 Wards was done at night or during the day because I have never seen the civic educators in my Ward or heard of them. If they have done it, I think it was overnight. Whatever is written in this answer are just imaginations that were written in the office. They have no appeared anywhere. As the seeker of the statement said, this should be answered in the correct way. 

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): A concern Hon. Rono?

Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I congratulate Hon. Kipsang for the statement. I have heard of CEC giving Civic Education in my Ward but I request the Majority Leader through you that he needs to get the specific programmes and the budget because when one gives an answer that they have trained 10,000 people and when I see the programmes undertaken, the budget of Kshs. 2 million is too small and to some extent we need to get itemized kind of programme from the civic education so that in future we can allocate them more money. The Ministry of Devolution tells us that they have run those programs with Kshs. 2 million.  I think they are lying.    

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Majority Leader, you have taken note of those clarifications and the concerns of the Members. Ensure that you address them. Next!

A report on the operationalization of the Agricultural 

Mechanization Services (AMS) Station in Marigat

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Hon. Paul Serem Chairman Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries. 
Hon. Serem: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, the report of the Joint Committee of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries and Finance and Economic Planning on the operationalization of agricultural mechanization services (AMS) station in Marigat.

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Before you proceed, yesterday Hon. Serem you had a challenge of copies, can you confirm whether members now have copies?

Hon. Serem: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I think every Member has a copy…let me continue.
Hon. Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): You can proceed. 

Hon. Serem: Mr. Speaker Sir, following your ruling from the Chair on 18th July 2018, that Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries Committee jointly with the Finance and Economic Planning Committee should conduct an in-depth investigations into the operationalization of the Agricultural Mechanization Services (AMS) Station in Marigat in terms of revenue management and the specific activities which the AMS station is undertaking and report back to the County Assembly. It is my humble duty and privilege on behalf of the Joint Committees to present the report of the Committee of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries and Finance and Economic Planning on the Operationalization of the Agricultural Mechanization Services Station in Marigat.

Mr. Speaker Sir, it is important to remind the honorable Members that you directed the Joint Committee to conduct investigations on the operationalization of the AMS Station Marigat following a response from the Department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries to a statement which was requested by Hon. Jacob Cheboiwo, MCA, Kisanana Ward which according to you and the House, the response was not well substantiated in terms of the revenues which was reported to have been generated from the AMS Station specifically from the tractors.

Mr. Speaker Sir, let me take the Members through the issues which the Honorable Member (Hon. Cheboiwo) wanted to be addressed. The statement was directed to the Chairman Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries Vide Order Paper No. 097 Statement No. 058/2018 dated 4th July 2018 to give a report on the following matters;
i. If he is aware that there are tractors owned by the Baringo County Government?

ii. How many are these tractors and what are their registration numbers? 

iii. Where are the aforementioned tractors located at the moment, and what activities are they supposed to perform?

iv. Is there a policy guiding the distribution, use and maintenance of the therein mentioned Tractors across the County and Sub-Counties?

v. Have these tractors generated any income to the County, and if so, what are their yearly outputs since their acquisition?

vi. What immediate action is the County Government taking to ensure that the above mentioned tractors are properly utilized to uplift the lives of the constituents as well as generate revenue to the County? 

Mr. Speaker Sir, it is of paramount importance to remind the members that the response from the department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries as earlier mentioned specifically on the amount of revenue generated from the County Tractors was not Commensurate to the number of six tractors stationed at the AMS station Marigat. The following table shows the report of the revenue generated by the AMS tractors for the Last Five Years. I can give one example KBZ377D 2013/14 Kshs. nil, 2014/16 Kshs. 124535, 2015/16 kshs.100000, 2016/17 Kshs. 65000, 2017/18 Kshs. 7872. Members can go through the other vehicles.
Mr. Speaker Sir, as per your ruling, you co-opted the Finance and Economic Planning Committee to jointly do the investigation with the Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries Committee in reference to Standing Order No. 188, which provides that (1) Two Committees of the House considering similar matters may, with the approval by the Speaker, hold joint sittings. 
Mr. Speaker Sir, the joint Committee decided to engage all the aforementioned Officers in   trying to find out the actual state of the operationalization of the AMS Station in totality. The joint Committee widen the scope of investigation to not only look into the revenue generated by the tractors but the General Management and Administration of the Station in terms of its activities and revenue generated by all the Machinery.

Some of the issues which the Committee wanted clarifications included but not limited to the following;

i. The Objectives of AMS Station

ii. The Status of revenue Collection specifically from the AMS Station from 2013/14 to 2017/18 FY

iii. The number and names of the Machinery Operators and supervisors attached to each Machine  and revenue officers stationed at the AMS; Further details on  whether the staff are on Permanent and Pensionable terms, casuals and the Mode of Payment of their Salaries and the Number of years which the staff have been stationed at the AMS

iv. The work plan for the operations of the AMS Machinery for the Last five Years?

v. The specific activities which each Machinery has undertaken for the last Five Years; In terms of the Number of acreage each tractor has ploughed, bailing of hay, transportation and the Number of pan dams dug by the dozers. (Specifying each Sub County and Ward)

vi. The Status of the Operationalization of the AMS regulations and proposed amendments in order to improve revenue generation at the AMS station

vii. The Challenges faced by AMS station in terms of revenue generation and its other activities?

viii. The Assessment of the Conditions of All the Agricultural Machinery Services(AMS) in Marigat

ix. The possible measures/recommendations which can be taken to improve on the operationalization of the AMS station specifically in terms of revenue generation?

Member can go through both the manadtes of the agriculture, livestock and fisheries committee and finance and economic planning and also the comittee composition.

In acknowledgement Mr. Speaker Sir, I would like to thank the Members of the Joint Committee for their dedication and Commitment towards developing this report. I would also like to recognize the support accorded to the Committee by the secretariat.

Committee Findings;
Mr. Speaker Sir, In Kenya there are twenty four Agricultural Mechanization services (AMS) across the country which have been devolved to the County governments through legal Notice No. 33 Annex 1.

Mr. Speaker Sir,AMS -Marigat was established as a soil conservation station in 1980 with a Mandate to address issues of soil erosion and surface runoff through various interventions all aimed at soil conservation and improving agricultural  productivity. The station activities are;

i) Water pans and Dams construction

ii) Mechanized soil conservation including terracing.

iii) Farm planning and layout

iv) Bush clearing to open up new farms 

v) Opening up farm roads/paths

vi) Farm Tractor hire services

Committee Findings;
Mr. Speaker Sir, as earlier mentioned, the Joint Committee invited several persons of interests to present their reports on the operationalization of the AMS Station. The following provides the report of the key witnesses and the Committee observation.
The evidences by;
i). Hon. Dr. Richard Rotich, CEC Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries

The CECM Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries appeared before the committee on the 7th August 2018 to shed light on the operationalization of the AMS Station.

He gave his report based on the Joint Committees’ request as follows;

Staff establishment at the ams Marigat;
I can give an example Simon Kirui P/NO 1989049803 manager on permanent and pensionable in county payroll number of years at AMS is five. Members to go through. 
Report on the number of plant machinery stationed at ams Marigat
A). Farm tractors
The CEC Member in charge of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries informed the Joint Committee that currently there are 6 farm tractors which are owned by the Baringo County Government with the following Registration numbers;

KBZ376D, KBZ377D, KCA321F, KCA322F, KCA323F and KCA324F

The Committee made a fact finding visit to the Station and the following table shows some of the grounded farm tractors;

There are photos showing the following; oone of the grounded farm tractors stationed at AMS Marigat- As depicted by the Photo, it has worn out tyres, and there is one of the dysfunctional Farm tractor at the AMS Station Marigat Some of the Plant Machinery implements found at the AMS station. Alsosome of the Hon. Members of the Joint Committee while conducting fact finding visit to AMS Marigat and alsogrounded dozer at the AMS Station
Committee Observation;
The Committee observed that the Answers given by the CECM in terms of revenue generated by all the Machinery and the activities which the AMS Machinery have been doing were not satisfactory.
Based on the CECM explanation on the resourcing of the AMS Station, the Committee noted that the AMS station was poorly resourced even when a higher allocation had been appropriated by the Assembly.

On the mode of revenue remittance by the AMS Station, the Committee noted that, based on the CECM explanation on the persons who were operating on the tractors, the Plant operators who have been employed as casuals as well as those who has been played on contractual terms the serious integrity issues i.e. transparency, accountability, falsification/misrepresentation of Information) could be the underlying problems in AMS.

The CEC Member recommended to the Committee that, the department urges for the speedy deliberation and approval for the developed regulation to ensure proper management of all machineries and equipment at the AMS station and that the department has planned to fit all the tractors with trackers to monitor their movement and minimize misuse.

The department is negotiating with the National Government and other development partners to acquire more tractors and implements for adequate service delivery and revenue generation in the County.

ii). Hon. Dr. David Sergon, CEC Member Finance and Economic Planning and hon. Jane Barus CO Finance and Economic Planning.
The County Treasury officials appeared before the Joint Committee on the 7th August 2018 at the Kenya School of Government, and reported that, indeed the AMS station was not generating revenue as expected. They applauded the County Assembly for the initiative of revamping the AMS Station.

The CEC Member further notified the joint committee through his letter dated the 2nd August 2018 that the adopted house recommendation number 10 contained in the third quarter budget implementation report was properly before the CEC for Agriculture Livestock and Fisheries. The confirmation was verified and documented.

He reported the approved allocations to AMS in FY 2013/2014 to 2017/2018.

He also reported on the collections made in the same period

He gave possible measures/recommendations to improve on operationalization of AMS

The CEC Member informed the Joint Committee that the County Government in the 2013/2014 FY did not allocate any Budget to the AMS Stations because it was still in under National Government. 

The operation for AMS under County Government started in FY 2014/2015 and it allocated funds to the AMS Station in the 2015/16 and 2016/17 FY.

The CEC Member reported that the following are the revenue generated from 2014/15 to 2017/18 as stated and reported in their financial statements. You can go through the table 

Committee’s Observation:

It was also observed that the CEC for Agriculture Livestock and Fisheries was complacent in his duties including how he responses to the committee businesses and implements house resolutions.

The CEC gave conflicting revenue amounts in the same period

The CECM for the County Treasury was indifferent i.e. he proposed revitalizing and at the same time closure of AMS.

iii). Mr. Simion K Kirui, MANAGER AMS STATION MARIGAT

Mr. Speaker Sir, the Committee invited the manager AMS and his team on the 9th October to shed more light on the activities of the AMS Station which was not clear to the Committee

Some challenges that the officer reported were; Very old dozers; two grounded and one operational, lacks of funds for rehabilitation and repairs and lack of low-loaders to mobilize and demobilize the dozers.

Mr. Kirui submitted a report on AMS revenue generation summary for the last ten financial years i.e. from 2009/2010 to 2017/2018. The allocated funds to the Station increased from Kshs 2.5M in 2009 to Kshs  6.6M in 2011 then dwindled to Kshs 1M in 2013 then nil in 2014 and 2015 but later increased to Kshs 1M and Kshs 1.5M in 2016 and 2017 respectively. Revenue increased from Kshs 3.5M in 2009 to Kshs 5.7M in 2012 then decreased to Kshs. 130,956. It was reported that acreage tillage increased from 600 to 1000 acreages. Income to maize producing farmers was projected to increase from Kshs. 18M in 2009 to Kshs 30M in 2016.

On the 9th August 2018, the manager gave information on the operationalization of the station. He reported the following;

Revenue generated by machinery: The Dozer generated Kshs. 3.6M, 2.4M, 0.4M, 0.26M, 0.17M in 2013/2014, 2014/2015, 2015/2016, 2016/2017 and 2017/2018 respectively.

The Farm Tractors generated Kshs.  0.21M, 0.8M, 0.62M, 0.71M, 0.18M in 2013/2014, 2014/2015, 2015/2016, 2016/2017 and 2017/2018 respectively.

iv). Hon. Philemon Ronoh, CEC, Transport and Infrastructure
The CECM in his submitted report dated 20th August 2018 on the Assessment of the conditions of all the Agricultural Machinery Services (AMS) in Marigat to the Joint Committee, showed a detailed assessment of eleven (11) Machineries i.e. the general condition/remarks and the machinery estimated sale value ‘as is basis’.

A brief report on the Workshop status was documented

A brief report on funding by the County was included for FY 2016/2017 and FY 2017/2018. 

He further made his recommendations to the Joint committee

The following presents a verbatim report on from the CECM, Department of Transport and Infrastructure

For example KBZ 376D-TRACTOR;make MF44O, TYPE tractor, model 440XTRA, year of manufacture 2014 the original cost not given. Members to go through the others.

Proposed Recomendations on the Improvement Of AMS Station
1. Management of the plant equipment should be done as per transport policy recently forwarded for legislation and adoption. The following should be adhered to ;

i. Request for usage of equipment must be made

ii. A contract agreement between AMS officer and clients must be done as to avoid bound legal conflicts that may arise while dealing with clients.

iii. Daily records for equipment utilization tallying with the work tickets entries must be made

iv. Daily records of hours meter readings of the plant equipment should be entered before and after use must be made for proper accounting.

v. Proper records of official invoicing of the services rendered must be made

vi. A deposit fee should be paid to the county revenues, before starting of service and ensure full payments or balance payments are done once a service is rendered.

vii. Monthly returns of work schedules must be done without failure.

2. The management of AMS to be properly constituted through a legislative Act.

3. Ensure proper routine maintenance schedule is properly done

4. Ensure only qualified personnel do the technical maintenance

5. Ensure operations of the plants is done by a qualified personnel employed by the county government

6. Ensure annual reports and work plans are done and presented annually

Committee Observation;
Six Tractors and one Dozer were serviceable. 

Three Tractors and one Dozer were not serviceable and were recommended for boarding

One dozer was not assessed

The current locations of the Machineries for both serviceable and non-serviceable were varied. Some in the AMS Station and others scattered across the county.

No machinery management policy in place at the AMS Marigat.

A Brief Report on the Benchmarking Visit To Kisumu AMS Station 
The Joint Committee learnt that, the revenue management by the Kisumu AMS station was based on cashless regime whereby the station had employed a Pay bill number whereby the farmers were paying directly to the County coffers for services.
That, the dozers were stationed at the public works but the staff pointed out that it will be proper when they are managed at the AMS Station.
That, the AMS station uses a revolving fund strategy but due to unpredictability of the cash flow from the County Treasury, the station had some challenges of delays of repairing and servicing of the County Machinery.
They recommended that, all the Plant Operators should be employed on permanent basis.

Committee Observation;
The Joint Committee observed that the cashless regime improved revenue control and administration.

That the, Plant operators on casual or contract terms were less transparent and accountable since disciplinary mechanisms were limited. You can go through the photos of AMS Kisumu.

General Committee Observations;
Mr. Speaker Sir, Based on findings made by the Committee, the Committee makes the following general observations;

That, the AMS station was not operating on any Policy since the advent of devolution. The County Government in 2016 established a regulation on the Management of AMS and ATC but it was observed that the former CECM for Finance enacted the Statutory Instrument to fulfil the fiscal discipline but the said law did not proceed to the implementation stage.

That, for the last two Financial Years, the County Government has been allocating funds to the AMS Station to which it was supposed to generate revenue. But, based on the Submissions made by the Management of the AMS Station, the department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries and the County Treasury, has not been remitting the approved allocations to the station thus starving it with the much needed resources for its operations and other day to day activities. AMS was poorly resourced by the department even when a higher allocation had been appropriated by the assembly.

The committee was informed that the County Government charged for ploughing one acre of land for Kshs. 2,500 of which, Kshs. 1,000 was used for fuel, Kshs. 300 was used to pay the supervisor, Kshs. 200 was used to pay the plant operator and the reminder Kshs. 1000 was remitted to the county as revenue.
The Committee while interrogating the AMS Officials noted that, the AMS Machinery were operated without insurances risking the lives of the Plant Operators and even the state of Machinery.
Based on the report of the Assessment of the Conditions of All the Agricultural Machinery Services (AMS) in Marigat, the Committee noted that, Six Tractors and one Dozer were serviceable. Three Tractors and one Dozer were not serviceable and were recommended for bonding. 

The current locations of the Machineries for both serviceable and non-serviceable were varied. Some in the AMS Station and others scattered across the County.

The Committee observed that, the Department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries, did not implement the House resolution on grounding of all the machinery at the AMS station. When the Joint Committee demanded for answers for not implementing the House resolution as per Article 183(i) of the Constitution of Kenya, the CEC Member in charge of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries Committee did not provide any valid reason.

Based on the presentations made by the AMS team, the Committee noted that Farm tractors sometimes were idle especially after ploughing seasons because of lack of other farm implements e.g riders, balers, mowers, rakes, sprayers and trailers and maize planter.

The Committee also noted that, most of the farm tractors were operated by Casual Plant operators. This scenario reduces the aspect of accountability and proper revenue reporting which is the major cause of revenue pilferage. Due to the Limited number of supervisors, it was inevitable that the revenue reported was not commensurate to the revenue that the farmers were paying to the County.

The Committee also averred that, based on reports from the National Government before devolution, the AMS Machinery Services especially the dozers were allowed to operate within and without Districts they were assigned to.

The Committee further noted that there were no proper Work plans on the distribution, servicing and repairs of all the Machinery at the AMS station.
The Committee noted that, the station has a total of seventeen (17) staff which comprised of eight(8) staff employed on permanent and pensionable terms, five (5) on contract terms and four (4) casuals.  Those on permanent and pensionable terms were; One manager, one workshop manager, one field supervisor/surveyor/designer, one mechanization extension officer/field supervisor, three plant operators and one driver. Those under contract terms were; one clerk/registry/typist, one office cleaner/messenger, three Tractor operators. And those reported as casuals were four Tractor operators. 

The Committee also noted that, due to the Limited number of Supervisors (2), monitoring the activities of the tractors posed as a major challenge.

On the number of acreage which the tractors have been ploughing for the last five years the Committee noted that, optimal production by each tractor could not be established. The Committee noted that there is a lot of inefficiency by the AMS staff.

The Committee after interrogating all the witnesses noted a total failure in terms of Management from the County Executive level to the AMS station.

Recommendations;
Mr. Speaker Sir, Based on the observations and findings made by the Committee while investigating the operationalization of AMS Marigat Station, the input from the CECM’s of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries, County Treasury and Economic Planning and Transport and Infrastructure, AMS Manager Marigat and Benchmarking Visit to Kisumu, the Joint Committee of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries and Finance and Economic Planning makes the following recommendations;

1. That, the CECM in charge of Agriculture, livestock and Fisheries should ensure fast-tracking the formulation of AMS fund regulations to be in tandem with the National  Agricultural Policy

2. That, the CECM in charge of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries should put in place Measures of reengineering the Management of the AMS by formulating day to day operational guidelines on the management of the Station which should be tabled through the relevant Committee within two Months after the Adoption of this report. The Operational Policy/ guidelines should include; 

a). Criteria for the distribution of all Machinery per Sub County

b) Mode of remittance of revenue, i.e through a Pay Bill Number

c). Repair and Servicing of the machinery

d).Structure of proper reporting,

e). Annual Work plan

f). Daily records of equipment utilization 

g).Daily records of hours meter readings of the plant equipment should be entered before and after

h) Proper records of official invoicing of the services rendered.

i). Tracking systems to be fitted in all farm tractors.

3. That, the Department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries in Liaison with the County Public Service Board should address the Management of AMS officers and deploy staff who are competent in the Field of Management, Mechanical Engineering and Plant operations 

4. Mr. Speaker Sir,all the Plant Operators attached to the Dozers and Tractors should NOT be Casuals; the County Government should either engage the Plant operators/drivers on contract basis or employ them on permanent and pensionable terms.

5. That, the Department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries should ensure that the AMS station is fully equipped with all farm implements so as to ensure the station operates optimally throughout the year. Some of these implements may include; ridgers, balers, mowers, rakers, sprayers, Sheller, trailers and maize planters among others.

6. That, the County Treasury in Conjunction with the Department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries should introduce a cashless system mode of payment for all services rendered to the Public by the AMS Station. The relevant Department should set up a Specific Pay Bill Number to be used by the farmers from the Ward Level. 

7. Mr. Speaker Sir,The County Treasury and the Agriculture department should ensure that all the allocated funds as per the approved Budget should be transmitted to intended purpose on time. A case in point is the budgeted allocations for the AMS and ATC 

8. The County Treasury should support the AMS station through the Department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries by setting up a revolving fund. The Committee proposes that a fund of Kshs. 5 Million be allocated as a pilot study for one year. In turn, the Station is expected to plough back 1.5 of the allocated fund 

9. The County Government should ensure that, no County Machinery should be allowed to operate without insurance as per the Traffic Act.

10. Mr. Speaker Sir the County Government Internal Audit Section should conduct an Audit on the revenue generated by all the Machinery at the AMS station for the last Five years and report back to the County Assembly through the relevant Committee within two months after the Approval of this report.This will address the issue of variances in terms of revenue generated/reported at the County Treasury and the revenue reported from the AMS Station.

11. All the CECM’s and Accounting Officers must comply with all the house resolutions failure to which the CA shall institute stringent measures against such member pursuant to the relevant legal provisions. 

12. That, the revenue management from the AMS station should be supervised by the Sub-County Administration, Ward administrators, and the Agricultural Officers at the ward level. The County Treasury should post a revenue officer at the AMS Station who will be monitoring and reporting on the day, today progress of the Station. 

13. In respect to all the dysfunctional/Old machineries stationed at the AMS, the Department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries in liaison with the County Treasury and pursuant to the Public Procurement and Assets Disposal Act, should immediately initiate the process of boarding all the dysfunctional Machinery. 

14. To reduce low demand of dozer services and increase revenue from the Dozers, the department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries in consultation with the County Treasury should come up with a Policy of Hiring out the AMS Machinery specifically the Dozers to contractors within and Without the County during the periods when the County farmers have low demand.

15. That the County Assembly should ensure that all the adopted resolutions are implemented. The committee on implementation in conjunction with the relevant Committee which should regularly table a report on status of implementation as per standing Orders No.187

16. The Department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries should ensure that, as much as one of the objectives of the AMS station is to stabilize Market prices,the department should also endeavor to ensure that revenue collected from the AMS station is at the optimal level.

In conclusion, Mr. Speaker Sir, as you and the Honorable members are aware; Agriculture is the Mainstay of most of the people of our County. Through proper mechanization and innovations on the modern farming technologies and practices, the people of our County can be able to improve on their economic livelihoods and get value for their investments. In addition, through proper revenue management of the revenue generated by the AMS Station  in Marigat, the County potential of local revenue generated which is still very low can be increased. Therefore, Mr. Speaker Sir, for the AMS Station Marigat to perform optimally in terms of revenue generation, support to the County Farmers by stabilizing the prices and providing best mechanized farming, i urge this house on behalf of the Joint Committee to adopt the report of the Joint Committee of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries and Finance and Economic Planning Committee on the Operationalization of the AMS Station Marigat. 

I beg to Move and request my brother Hon. Kebut to second. 

Hon. Kebut: Seconded. 
The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Thank you very much Hon Serem for moving that motion and the same having being duly moved and seconded by Hon. Kebut I now wish to propose the question. 

(Question proposed)

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Members debate is open, you are now free to contribute to this motion. Yes Hon Francisca Cherutich.
Hon. Francisca Cherutich: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir I rise to support the motion by first thanking the joint committee of agriculture livestock and fisheries and the finance and economic planning where I am a member. I want to also agree with the committee that there are very serious issues about the AMS in Marigat and one of the serious issues is the policy. We realized that the AMS has no policy and hence the activities of the station are done in a funny way. So I want to agree with the committee that the recommendation on the policy is very important.

Number two we also realized that there was a lot of contradiction in terms of information because when we asked treasury to give us the repot comparing what the treasury gave us with what was given by AMS you realize that the funds collected were very different, so that was another very serious issue which I think in our recommendations we have given that proper issue of recording is also an issue. We also realized that these tractors, dozers and these other equipment’s are not insured. That is breaking the law and we realized it was very serious because in case of anything then it can become very serious in terms of issues of insurance. 

We also realized that most of the workers are casuals and this was very serious because you can imagine giving a machine of 2 million to somebody you cannot make any follow up in case of anything. That resulted to a situation where we got some of the tractors being parked outside people’s houses. That was very serious and again it goes back to the management and the issue of the policy. 

Lastly I would want to say something also about the issue of the dozers, when we did this investigations we realized that most of our dozers were not giving us any money and doing further investigations we realized that these dozers are used by contractors in a very funny way, I don’t know whether it is a kind of collusion with the people in the treasury or something like that. They use the dozers and at the end of the day there are no any income. So I would want believe that this time round the recommendations given by the committees will be taken seriously because the other time we had recommended that all the tractors be put into an halt but when we talked to the CEC in charge of agriculture that was not dome and I don’t know whether this time round it will be done and if it is not going to be done maybe our chairs will give a direction on the same. Thank you Mr. Speaker sir.

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): I was looking at my left but since I don’t see any hand I will come to Hon. Saphina

Hon. Saphina: Thank you Mr. Speaker my contributions will be brief since I am also a member of agriculture committee as well as finance and I would wish the other members contribute but just to highlight some of the issues that we found as a committee during the fact finding.
First, I want to thank joint committees for the report and I would only urge the house to support us so that the recommendations can be realized. The project AMS, the county government entered from the year 2014 whereby it used county resources to purchase some machineries with the clear and good objective of assisting our people. 
However, the whole objective of the government reaching out to the common mwananchi was hijacked by some unscrupulous government officials and it is very sad because it seems there is a collusion between these officials which the committee found out through the figures that they normally post. The figures that the treasury have, the ones that AMS have and the ones that reaches the agriculture department is quite different. The figures that finally come through as revenue also was quite different. It was quite clear that some money was being channeled to people’s pocket which is very unfortunate and I think we will be able to continue to watch as our resources is being robbed in our county.

Mr. Speaker, another thing is that even in terms of the policy, of course there is a policy which was drafted but it is not giving clear guidelines and addressing some of the issues that arose. You cannot explain why the machineries which were bought almost three to four years ago is now grounded. The same machineries are being kept in custody of people’s private homes not the government institutions. It is quite unfortunate also because Baringo we have to count ourselves as lucky because having an AMS station is a good thing because not all the 47 counties have the AMS stations. Baringo having one of them should have utilized that one but unfortunately it is like the officials who are in charge have decided that they are not going to serve the people but to go to an extend that, you know when you mismanage the machinery that you have been given by operating the machines without insurance, by employing casuals, not even deploying machines to do some farm work in areas that the manager does not even know leaving them for as long as three to six months without tracing and following up to know where they are.

This actually means that and it was clear to the members that it has now become an income generating activity for some few people. It was also shocking for us to find out that the CEC had not even known that there is an AMS station, they have its operations and what they were doing. At first he was defending them but when he found out that there were problems, now he started trying to cooperate with the committee. But it is unfortunate because the AMS is hidden somewhere and the department is not following. 
It is up to this house to make sure that we come to the aid of the common mwananchi. This report just like the one which was tabled in the morning from the health department is just the beginning to address the problems that is ailing this county. What I am saying is that just like when I had told the health committee that it is just the beginning of what they found out that early report in the morning, it is also the beginning for this joint agriculture and finance committee to find out what is really happening at the AMS station. It is upon us as membership of this house to decide whether w want to continue with AMS or what do we do with it and also ATC in Eldama Ravine. Because those are silent institutions that are supposed to benefit our county but it seems that they are just very remote operating in isolation somewhere out there without the input of the county and without assisting the people.

Lastly, one that really touched me during this time when we were working is when interrogated the revenue officer. He seemed that he didn’t know what was going on yet he receives money and he cannot even account. He didn’t even have the receipts, they do not even have revenue office yet the AMS is one of the revenue sources. That tells you why the revenue figures started dipping from 2014 coming down until 2017 when we had revenue of 280000 for six tractors. These tractors had been shared out to various officials because some tractors were, one was in Barwessa, one in Salawa, one in Eldama Ravine, they were just spread all over and no one was following up. One of the tractors almost got an accident in Salawa and it didn’t even have an insurance. So this is something I can say the facility is sick and it can only be cured by a policy and the two committees to work hand in hand so that we can address this issue once and for all. Thank you.
The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Yes Hon. Rono.
Hon. Rono: Thank you very much Mr. Speaker,  I first need to thank the joint committee of Agriculture and Finance and Economic planning for the report. I stand a worried person because the status of these tractors and the dozers is not welcoming simply because… I believe a tractor or a dozer owes to be self-sustaining unfortunately this one is not sustaining itself but at the end it is consuming more funds than what it is generating. Mr. Speaker earlier when I was discussing about statement sought by Hon. Cheboiwo I told this Hon. House that I was one time given a contract at Perkerra Irrigation Scheme in Marigat and one season using my two tractors I had not less than Ksh.1.2 million for only two tractors.

Mr. Speaker I am really dismayed by one tractor generating Ksh.11, 000 a year, this is very unfortunate Mr. Speaker, if a tractor in a whole year can generate Ksh.11, 000 this cannot sustain anything even the servicing of that tractor alone leave a lone the issues of tires and any other thing. 
Secondly I just want to remind members that this is not serving the true intended purpose of the County of purchasing these two tractors simple because these tractors are run by individual where they generate a lot of income but I think they are not displaying to us the income and now they are grounded with no money to service them.

Mr. Speaker the recommendation of the committee to me was like they are still babying it that they can service them, come up with policy papers to run it. A policy paper is just but a guide line implemented by human being so if the human beings are crafty like the way they have been, even if we have the best policy we will not manage this tractors, my suggestion was that these tractors be assembled… in fact I saw CEC roads making a valuation of these tractors and I think this valuing was for disposal not actually for status, these are supposed to be disposed which I agree with him, these things are supposed to be disposed and the money be used in other quarters which are useful to this County.

For the dozers Mr. Speaker… unfortunately the County gives contracts to contractors especially on roads and they just go to an extend of hiring other dozers to make our roads instead of… I could have suggested that they use the dozers to make these roads and pay back the money to the County Government. 

Finally Mr. Speaker is that, it is suggested that the employees have integrity issues in terms of transparency and accountability so in simple terms we are not supposed to be having these employees running our machines, so I urge the committee to go back and look in to it but my suggestion and my humble request is that if you want us to safe Baringo people to save their revenue and the misuse… I will just quote one and I wish the committee should get a fact finding visit to my neighboring Ward that is Kabarnet who have dismantled the tractor, the baler is used by a private person to bale grass out there and it is generating money to an individual while the tractor for the County is parked in an individual house in a private farm.

Mr. Speaker, what is happening is that there is no follow-up coming from the CEC to the managers, unfortunately when you see the figures… when you are being told the managers runs Ksh.300 per Ha the drive Ksh.200 per Ha, the tractor then retains about Ksh.1,000 so in simple mathematics, if these tractor ploughs about 10 Ha, the manager will get Ksh.3,000, the driver will go with Ksh.2,000 and the tractor will remain with around Ksh.10,000 that means a half of what the tractor generates goes to the management and I don’t know whether these managers are still the ones which we have been told they are in permanent and pensionable terms or not but to me it unfortunate because the person who is supposed to be in these should be the one who is on permanent and pensionable terms and don’t need to be paid anything.

Mr. Speaker what I see is that these tractors were bought to employ some individual and run as a private entity so I recommend to the committees and suggest to them that for them to salvage us from losing our funds is that you assemble them dispose and we get the money and use in even building a rehabilitation center for this County or make one of the stadiums to engage our boys and girls who have been engaging in taking alcohol and drugs… we will use these money to buy balls and nets and let our youth play and enjoy themselves instead of making others rich and denying us some revenue, thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Thank you very much Hon. Rono… now to Hon. Bowen.
Hon. Bowen: Thank you very much Mr. Speaker, I would also want to congratulate both committees for work well done because this one has given us a picture of how these people have been siphoning money from the time when these tractors were bought. It is very unfortunate that we have departments that are assigned duties to take care of public property and instead of doing so they collude as a group.

Mr. Speaker if you hear a tractor earning as little as Ksh.11, 000 it means that tractor does not belong to a Government, these tractors have been bought for individuals, farmers are suffering, poverty is looming in Baringo, Hon. Members are talking in this County Assembly and yet there is nothing that is realized at the end of the day. I quite agree with what Hon. Rono has said, we want all these tractors to be assemble and all be brought to the headquarters and then we shall discuss whether to come up with a new policy and question all those who have been using these tractors.

Mr. Speaker we can use whichever means possible to investigate why is it that the collect Ksh.11, 000 yet people are earning millions, our people have not been benefiting, otherwise if we get that a policy cannot be made then we will want a recovery of all the money… leave a lone the question of assembling the tractors without going deeply to find out how much money had been collected, otherwise I want to thank the committee and I want to say if this is the way then corruption is left to harm our people while we sit… I do not know where we are going.

May I request that the committee to give orders to the CEC, Directors and the managers to bring the tractors here and they should be questioned, you can bring in anti-corruption unit, CIDs … these people should be taken to jail, they should not eat the properties of the people of Baringo in the pretext that there is no policy…. If there is no policy and this is a Government, why then did they buy the tractors? And how are they going to operate, otherwise I thank the committee you have given us a light, in fact today have been a great day for me, we have now participated in activities that help the people of Baringo not this questions of arguing on petty issues, thank you very much both chairmen of Agriculture and Finance and we shall continue doing so if we want to ensure that Baringo will realize that there were leaders in the County Assembly, thank you very much Mr. Speaker.

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Thank you very much Hon. Bowen, I will give to Hon. Elizabeth

Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang:  Mr. Speaker sir I also stand to support the motion and I want to thank the Agricultural team for going this report writing so that we can get the indebt of what is happening in this sector, Mr. Speaker sir I think this is a very fertile land for EACC to be able to do some good work, because during the time they were launching these tractors at the Kenya School of Government the intention was to improve the livelihood of the people and bring food to the table for the people of Baringo.

Mr. Speaker the objectives listed here are very clear especially objective number E, it was to raise food production in the County by mechanization for farm operations and G, plan hire services eg water pans construction and farm roads, H, advice farmers on appropriate farm structures. The main intention of the purchase of these tractors was very clear even the mission and the vision is very clear but because of so many cartels and I want to state clearly that there is a lot of political interference per say because for one if there were no political interference on this … because I talked to one of the members who went to Marigat and she told me that the AMS manager said there is a lot of political interference on this, imagine somebody goes there and demands for a tractor and he goes with it, uses it and dumps it when it is worn out , so I think it is time that in this Assembly that we go back and seat down and ensure that the intended objective of these tractors is not taken away by the political interference and so forth.

Mr. Speaker we want to support these because farming is the backbone of Baringo County and especially in places like Marigat and the lower lands where we are producing food, this project was to help the farmers to get tractors easily because it was availing what would improve Agricultural sector. Mr. Speaker I am worried because the tax payers money is used in the wrong way so I am requesting the able committee to meet the CEC Agriculture and reconstitute the management team and take them to trainings because some people may not be having management skills and they are tasked with management, I support this motion because I know Agriculture is the backbone of our County, otherwise I thank the chairman and the committee for bringing us this report, thank you.

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Yes Hon. Musa Cheruiyot.
Hon. Cheruiyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir for giving me this chance to contribute on this issue, first I want to congratulate the committees for Finance and for Agriculture for giving us a report without prejudice, it is a report done without eating anything and I want to congratulate them.  Mr. Speaker, after reading this report and hearing the contributions of Hon. Members I have seen that there are many problems bedeviling this sector especially AMS in the side of machinery, there machines are not insured and in the first place that is illegal, if anything happens then we will be losing the machines and also lives so that one is inacceptable.

Secondly, Mr. Speaker sir,  these machines are underutilized and are not even managed well and from the report they are not productive, they are not giving anything to the County and even the money that was put in this investment is a loss so I am worried when hearing this report because we are not getting anything and we are investing in a project that is not yielding, Mr. Speaker sir these machines are poorly managed, poorly supervised and they are not sustainable, so as Hon. Members we are concerned on the way forward on this projects which are going at a loss.

Mr. Speaker,  the way the Hon. Members have suggested may be the best way to be done is to assemble all this machinery before making any decision be it to auction them or to dispose them because they are really not giving the County anything, a tractor making Kshs. 11,000 in a year something which can be done in a day is really worrying. So Mr. Speaker sir the committee has one us well, they have given us a report and it is up to us now to make decisions and way forward because we don’t want making losses in our county. I think that is the way forward Mr. Speaker sir, to return this machine to the headquarters and make decisions, thank you Mr. Speaker sir.
The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Thank you very much Hon. Musa Cheruiyot. Yes Hon. Ng’otie here.

Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I stand here to support this Motion an first of all I would like to congratulate the two committees made up of 15 Hon. Members and their clerks for a very well done job and very well researched document which we have here of 75 pages, it is a really a good job and I think all of our committees can be representing all their documents like this, we will be proud. 
Now Mr. Speaker sir the only thing that I noticed that the committee encountered and I think we should not encourage is where the CEC of Agriculture did not cooperate with the Members and it seems not even committed to the resolution of this House and it is documented and I don’t know whether the said CEC is aware that there is a document here showing that in some instances he did not cooperate with the committee. It is a serious offense and I think he should be made aware that the document will be adopted in this Hon. House and his name is mentioned here.
The same document Mr. Speaker sir on page 30 we have been given some tabulation on the revenue of the machines. Doing some mathematics we have about 8 machineries and those machineries accumulatively for 5 years we got about 9.2 million. In another page here there is a document which shows that the cost of one tractor is 4.3 million. If you do your mathematics Mr. Speaker sir, for 5 years the 8 tractors could only maybe cover for two tractors if it is 4 point something million. 
I think this thing is not viable economically because when you purchase a tractor by hire purchase, you purchase at the same price and you are supposed to pay in a period of 36 months. This one if you calculate 5 years is how many months Mr. Speaker sir? If it was an individual it was supposed to have been the towedaway. So I think the recommendation in future is when EMS purchases such a thing, they do it in hire purchase so that they know there is something they are servicing because it seems they don’t care. Just imagine 8machines and we get 9 million for a period of 5 years. 
The cost of one machine is 4 million and again I didn’t see the expenditure in terms of repairs and so forth. Maybe for those 5 years we have used 10 million on repairs. We should be told the cost of repairing so that we can know what is happening. It is a very good thing, the recommendations are super and I think going forward let’s do it the way they said they have told the CEC to give the way forward on how this thing will be managed and it should be economical and not the way we doing things just because it is a government thing, thank you Mr. Speaker sir.

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Yes Hon. Kebut.
Hon. Kebut: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I rise to support this Motion and also I want to thank my co-chair and Members of Agriculture and Finance Committee who cooperated in coming up with this document. It was really a hard task and we were looking at how our resources in Baringo are managed. The way AMS is being managed Mr. Speaker sir is like they are managing a kiosk or somebody’s property. Even the office itself where they are operating is like a bush in a big forest and you realized Mr. Speaker sir, the information which you get from those people, they are not cooperating tall and it was very unfortunate Mr. Speaker sir. After coming up with a recommendation number 10 which I think the committee of implementation should investigate why the CEC agriculture was not cooperative to implement recommendation number 10.
 As we were told even by Hon. Rono, we recommended that all machines should be assembled in Marigat AMS station but up to now Mr. Speaker sir, one machine is grounded in somebody’s house in Salawa. I understand the baler is being used by a different person and when they were operating Mr. Speaker sir, it didn’t have insurance, the insurance expired on 30th June. So I was wondering how these things are being done. I think it is high time Hon. Members to start impeaching these CEC’s if they are not implementing what we are recommending. They should honor the rules and recommendations of this House Mr. Speaker sir. 

Mr. Speaker sir you can imagine the collection of revenue for 4 tractors for a period of 4 years cannot even afford to buy a new tractor. So that is a serious problem and it shows the stealing or how our money is being misused in AMS. The records for AMS Marigat, the records in the agriculture department and the records in the treasury department are not tallying. So who is messing up? And all of them are working for the County Government of Baringo. So those are the serious areas Mr. Speaker sir which we need to consider.
Another area Mr. Speaker sir, there are several tractors or about three tractors which are lying there. I don’t know whether they can still be boarded because they are in pathetic condition and we were wondering who is picking the spare parts one by one and before we even went there to board, maybe we will only get a shell of a tractor. So we need to move very fast and salvage what is still there and maybe we board so that we can get some few amount of money.
The policy which the CEC for Agriculture is coming up with is going to address the rates. In some other areas they have talked of old and new land that is the virgin one which I think they are comparing a new land and a land that has already been ploughed. The rates might not be favorable in other areas. I understand in Mogotio the rates of the County Government are high and the aim of this AMS was to stabilize prices and assist farmers from being over charged by private entrepreneurs. 
Mr. Speaker sir,  I think the policy should also address that they should have a good price offered to farmers. So Mr. Speaker sir I urge this Hon. House to adopt this report and again also the executive should respect our recommendations Mr. Speaker sir, thank you Mr. Speaker sir. 
The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Thank you very much, Hon. Members I can see that, yes Hon. Chepsongol.

Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I rise to support this Motion and I want to congratulate the two chairmen for agriculture, finance and their team for a good work on those issue. Mr. Speaker, I concur with Hon. Rono for what he stated earlier that what the AMS machines generate for the County Government is compared with the projections of those machines. Mr. Speaker,  I remember I said one time that even me I have got a tractor and after only a short period time of ploughing a land Mr. Speaker, got over Ksh 300,000 and it was only for a month and Mr. Speaker you can imagine three tractors and another one gives the County 11,000 for the whole year. It cannot even service the same tractor, so I support that as per the report of these two joint committees, that these tractors be assembled the way the chair and committee Members have suggested here. 
More so, I want to request the chair and his team, maybe now it is only the job for the implementation committee to make a follow up since the committee of agriculture has brought up this Motion to the House, it is their duty to make sure that implementation has taken place Mr. Speaker. We wanted to see action in this thing. I think this one maybe it will take time until when we come back becauseI am seeing we are only remaining with one week Mr. Speaker and implementation maybe can be done when we will be in recess. We expect changes or action when we come back from recess, so Mr. Speaker I support the adoption of the report from the committee of Agriculture, livestock and fisheries Mr. Speaker, thank you.
The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Members, I think seeing the way it is going, I think it is time to go back to the mover Hon. Paul Serem.

Hon. Serem: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I take this opportunity to thank Members for supporting this Motion specially the joint committee of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries and also thank the originator Hon. Cheboiwo because if not him we could not have even gone to AMS Marigat. If it was not for Hon. Cheboiwo our CEC Agriculture could not have known that there is AMS in Marigat. I thank the House, County Assembly of Baringo for that contribution, otherwise I have no much to say but wish Members the best of all while we are doing work for our people. Otherwise thank you Speakers sir and I don’t have much to say but beg this House to adopt the report of this joint committee, thank you Mr. Speaker sir.
