The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Members we have notices of motion in the order paper. The first is from Hon. Diana Siriti MCA Baringo County. I call the Member to give the notice.
Hon. Siriti: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I beg to give notice of the following motion;
Aware that sports is the new frontier in terms of most paying careers in the world,
Further aware that there are many talented sportsmen in Baringo County whose talents remain untapped,

Concerned that many of these talented county men and women have no facilities fortraining and opportunities to hone their talents,

Cognizant that the department of sports is devolved; this House urges the Baringo County Government to institute the following measures to create employment and wealth for local athletes.

Further aware that the majority of county residents cannot access primary health care due to extreme poverty. 

Concerned that the said inaccessibility of most county residents is are of the leading causes of mortality in the county.

Now therefore, this House urges the County Government to institute the following measures in order to address this enormous problem.

i) Set aside funds to cater for NHIF cover for 200 most vulnerable residents in each and every ward as a stop gap measures in the 2018/19 financial year and to be increased progressively in the preceding years.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Next statement by Hon. Cheruiyot, MCA Mumberes/ Majimazuri Ward to the Leader of Majority. Leader of Majority
Hon. Leparsalaach: Mr. Speaker, the other time we sought for time up to today but it is unfortunate that we underestimated the magnitude of the question. And if you go to question (iii) can the Leader of Majority table a comprehensive report on the status of all the public cemeteries in the County, that means that we have to go round the entire County and come up with the statement. We beg for one month that is mid May.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Don’t you think that is too long?

Hon. Oleparsalaach: We require that time bearing in mind the magnitude of that statement. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay allowed. That will be on Tuesday 8th May 2018 but at that time we will be on recess. You better move it closer.

Hon. Oleparsalaach: Three weeks. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Three weeks from now will be on 26th April…

Yes Hon. Kimosop.
Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Speaker, we will not be in the House on 26th April because of the Devolution Conference and we may need to get another date.

The Stake of County Government in BAMSCOS Company Limited
Hon. Parkei: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I didn’t get the answers to the question but I consulted with the Member for more time and walked out to consult with my Clerk who told me that the CEC requested for time until Thursday next week and the seeker accepted the request. 
(Statement Deferred)

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): So, next week on Thursday. Statement 030/2018 by Hon. Paul Kibarar to the Chairperson Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries Committee. This is a new statement and therefore, I would ask the MCA to seek the statement. Hon. Kibarar

Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Speaker since he is not around because he is attending a meeting on Implementation let me read it on his behalf. Hon. Paul Kibarar seeks a statement from the chairperson Agriculture Livestock and Fisheries committee on the following matters of concern;

i. If he is aware that Emining slaughter house is in a poor state and that no general repairs and renovations have been undertaken at the slaughter house since the year 2015 despite several requests by the community that it is restored to tip top condition?

ii. If he is further aware that the same facility has no crush to keep the cattle awaiting slaughter?

iii. If he is aware that the said slaughter house has neither water and electricity nor a perimeter fence?

iv. What measures has the County Government put in place to ensure that the said facility is fully renovated and modernized to the expected standards to enable it resume normal operations?

Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Kimosop for seeking the statement on behalf of your colleague now I want to ask the chairperson Agriculture to inform this House the exact date and time that he will bring the statement to the House.

Hon. Parkei: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. Before I request for some time I think I need your direction and indulgence because I understand Hon. Kibarar is a Member of the committee on Agriculture and I don’t think whether he is in a position to ask a question to his committee.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, so if he is a Member of the committee then he is not supposed to ask in the floor of the House, he was supposed to finish that matter at the committee stage and therefore I believe he is out of order.

Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Speaker since I am holding brief on his behalf though I may not have really very direct instructions , I would wish to plead that I agree with our senior Member Hon. Parkei that in this circumstance he would not have actually asked because he is a Member of the committee.

But then so that we also don’t lose because we are here because of the interest of the public, can we substitute that I have asked on his behalf for the sake of the publics interests so that we do not lose because I think the question of the slaughter house is a very pertinent particularly to most of us who supply livestock to Mogotio. So we do not really want to lose a very important issue Mr. Speaker. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): What is your point of order Hon. Rono.
Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I think this is not the right direction because this is a House of rules and regulations and it is not right for him to try and circumvent the question he should have sorted it out of this House.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay. Point taken, I believe that is the way to go, the Hon. Member should finish at the committee stage or otherwise if he so wishes he can reframe the question and let another person ask and not him. So finish that at the committee level or let someone else ask the question.  Let us move on to the next statement by Hon. Ameja Selemoi.
The Role of the Amaya Triangle Initiative

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Thank you Mr. Speaker. I arise to seek the statement from the chairperson Finance and Economic planning on the following matters of concern;

i. What is Amaya triangle and its overall objectives?

ii. Which County Governments are involved?

iii. Who are the secretariat of the Amaya triangle initiative?

iv. What is the criteria of resource mobilization, financing and distribution including sharing of the donor funds?

v. Which projects in Baringo County have been projected to benefit from the Amaya triangle initiative and what is the budgetary contribution from the respective County Governments involved including our County?

vi. Has the members of the public been made to know all matters concerning this triangle and whether public participation was done and if so who should do it and when?

vii. Whether the County Government of Baringo has entered into any MOU with other County Governments involved and if so what is the content of that memorandum?

Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay thank you. This is a new statement and therefore the Chair of Finance should inform this House when he will avail the answer. Yes Hon. Kebut.
Hon. Kebut: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. We will provide the answer to this question after two weeks that is on on 19th in the afternoon.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): That is okay on 19th in the afternoon Session. Next order.
(Statement Deferred)
MOTION
Consultations and Public Participation on County Projects

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, Hon. Members from our order paper we have motions and we have one motion by Hon. John Aengwo MCA Saimo Kipsaraman Ward  and I am not seeing him here so if he has delegated that responsibility of moving the motion to someone then that Member should move the motion on his behalf. Yes Hon. Rono

Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I am standing to move a motion on behalf of John Aengwo.

Aware that the Constitution of Kenya as enriched under the Article 174 provides for the objects and principles of devolution,

Noting that, the objects and principles of devolution set out under Article 174 and 175 of the Constitution provides for the promotion of social and economic development and the provision of proximate, easily accessible  services throughout Kenya,

Acknowledging that, one of the greatest tenets of the Constitution is public participation in all matters as set out under Article 196 of the Constitution,

Concerned that, projects are undertaken by the County Government in Wards without inputs and consultations from the area leadership and the public which often leads to misplaced priorities,

Disturbed that, if the County Government continues to undertake projects without prior consultations it will lead to confusion and disconnect between the legislative arm and the Executive arm of the County Government,

Now therefore, pursuant to the above this House urges the County Government to ensure that before projects are initiated thorough consultations should be done with all the stakeholders to ensure that the projects undertaken are initiated with regard to the need and necessity of such projects so to avoid situations of misusing public resources on projects that may not be of essence.

I beg to move.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you. Who is the seconder? Yes Hon. Selemoi.
Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. I beg to second this motion by Hon. Aengwo. Mr. Speaker sir, this is very timely,  you know the reasons why we are Members of County Assembly is to bring Legislative motions like this which helps in sorting out  the issues that be novel our people in our County.

Mr. Speaker I don’t want to dwell much on this because it is a very elaborate motion which should not even generate any much ado other than passing it and voting for and approving Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Speaker I have interest in the prayers that the Hon. Member is concerned with especially the prioritization of projects in our County, Mr. Speaker Most often than not the priorities we have in this County sometimes go against the tenets of which comes first. For example like earlier echoed by other members in other forums, we want to generate ways and programmes that will help in alleviating poverty, disasters, conflict resolutions and getting wage bill going down. But most often than not we make programs that are not very urgent and leaving out projects that are more pressing. Because of this we want to streamline government bureaucracy and government prioritization of projects and programs including budgetary provisions.

You are aware that more pressing issues like health issues, food security and welfare of old and the young are neglected and this motion helps in streamlining and bringing in to focus programs that are dearer to our people. Because of the importance of this motion I beg to second and leave the other time to the other members. Thank you Mr. Speaker 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Since the motion has been seconded I will now propose the question.
(Question proposed)

Debate is open and members are free to contribute to the motion. Hon. Kimosop.
Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Speaker I rise to support this motion, it is a good motion and timely. I only wished I had been a bit specific on the aspect of public participation that we are yearning for. You see there is a mischief in our County executive which should actually be brought to the attention all of us and it should be properly debated and I even remember when we were discussing with the County fiscal strategy paper we insisted that we would wish the department of treasury to be at the gallery to follow the proceedings when we are discussing. 

The mischief in question is that what is provided for public participation by our department of treasury is only the kitty that is Ward development fund. They will make it look like there is a huge public participation going on. But that is just a portion of public participation that should be there. Each ward for example in the last financial year and perhaps in the next financial year got 30 million. So what our departments do is subject the 900 million to public participation. But we have a bigger budget than that. The public are equally entitled to be involved on even flagship projects. How do you arrive at which flagship projects go to which ward, or which constituency. 

So I agree entirely with my brother Aengwo it is only interesting because it comes from the chairman of budget who ideally ought to be engaging with these officials almost every day and is actually the guy that is in charge of the budget making process but I agree with him that our department of treasury and generally the executive committee including even the money that we get from the donor money, the proposals that we take around. It should be consultative, there should be proper mechanism for us knowing this. And then duplication of projects, this has also been witnessed elsewhere including my ward where we have similar projects duplicated. You know KERRA has done this and then we also pump some few money to appear like we are doing something, a confusion is created. 

So I support this motion I am only afraid because I am seeing today the morale of our embers is very low and my worry is by the time we put the question perhaps we may not have the quorum so I will want to ask the mover to mobilize more members so that we do not lose this motion when we put the question. I support.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, I believe we still have quorum, so we move on to the next contributor. Hon. Elizabeth Kipsang.
Hon. Elizabeth: Thank you Mr. Speaker for giving me this time and I also want to recognize the head teacher of Kaiso Primary School knowing that I was a teacher there way back in 1989 before I was terminated and I want to say welcome to this assembly because I am now member of the county assembly of Baringo. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Let me hope he was not involved in the termination of your contract.
Hon. Elizabeth: No, he was not involved. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Okay, proceed.
Hon. Elizabeth: So I want to support this motion because for one in schedule four of the constitution of Kenya number 14 recognizes and says it ensures the coordination and participation of the communities and locations in governance at all levels and assisting communities and locations to ensure that public participation is taken care of. So this motion has come at the right because for one if projects are being done in our various wards without civic education there are a lot of misuse of our tax payers money. This motion is proper and I am here to support and I want to say that we need more funding to ensure that our people get civic education and it is written in the fourth schedule. So I support the motion.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): So I thank you Hon Elizabeth. We move to Hon Kipchew MCA Kabartonjo Ward.
Hon. Kipchew: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir I rise to support this motion as it has been put across by the fellow members that this motion has come at the right time. When we are going for public participation in our areas, we are putting priorities on what the people need in that particular area as opposed to these flagship projects that are being undertaken by the County government. Let me take for instance a place like Kabartonjo, a project can be done by the County government which has not been subjected to public participation and indeed that project might have not been needed by those particular people at that time. I support that there is need for all the project to be subjected to public participation so that people will own and they will put them in their priorities.

Secondly, one person may decide to put projects that are of no value to the people in the ground, so I beg to support.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Kipchew. Hon. Bowen.
Hon. Bowen: Thank you very much Mr.  Speaker sir I rise to support this motion knowing that devolution has come but members of the public have not felt it. What is being felt is CDF from the national government. A lot money is going to the ground but it is not seen. The projects may not have been started and when you ask…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Bowen, are you insinuating that the County Government has done nothing and nothing is on the ground?

Hon. Bowen: Not sir, not like that Mr. Speaker I was only trying to compare that projects goes to the public, the National Government use the projects to serve the public and at the same time the County Government use money to start projects, I was only trying to do comparison of the systems that the National Government use and noted that they are different from the system that the County Government uses.

Mr. Speaker,  I can give a good example that of CDF, when they want to build a school, the committee which had been established in the ground that will be manning the money but for the County Government they use contractors and this contractors do not work with the committee and that is why the public do not know what is happening yet a project is seen to be done, so I was only saying if there is public participation then it should be given power and authority to ensure that they man the projects, they see the implementation of the project until the project is over, otherwise I want to say this motion has come at the right time so that corrections are done and the public is involved, thank you very much Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Noted, I believe Hon. Kebut who is the chair finance is ready to contribute.

Hon. Kebut: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I also rise to support the motion and it has really come at the right time, Mr. Speaker since it is not specific, let me also raise my concern that happened to me this morning, I visited one of the departments and several projects are being undertaken in my Ward without any consultation, a contractor is seen in the ground doing his work without any consultation or the information from the leaders of the area especially as an area MCA… I can only have information from the members of the public that there is a certain contractor undertaking certain project in the Ward. Some projects go up to completion and even handover stage without me being informed so I am wondering what am I suppose to oversee if they are not suppose to tell me what they are suppose to do.

Mr. Speaker we also realized that… Mr. Speaker sir the other time we raise the issue of the Bill of Quantities (BQs) that the members of public are not given the BQs so that they really know the work the contractor is suppose to undertake on that particular project. Secondly Mr. Speaker sir, if we allow this trend of not involving members of the public in public participation especially in the Flagship County projects, if for example there is mischief and the executive undertake all the projects in one or two sub-Counties what will happen with the other Sub-Counties so it is important also that we know this flagship projects so that we can have the information and involve the members of the public or they should also be  aware of what projects that are supposed to be done or undertaken in each Sub-County.

Another area of concern Mr. Speaker sir is that you remember well that we were elected in August and there was transition and there was a budget which was passed by the former Assembly… we as well that the former Assembly for proposing certain projects which was also factored in in the budget but I was disturbed today to realize that when I inquired some projects that were to be done in my Ward, I was told that you were not there and you might not have much information and the issue is they are suppose to come and undertake the projects without my involvement then the question is what is our role if we don’t oversee that and when we don’t have any information… Mr. Speaker priorities are more important because the projects which they are doing in my Ward was not actually necessary, they left an area which was of much important than what they are trying to do now, so we are losing priorities if we allow the executive to do their work without the involvement of elected leaders, thank you Mr. Speaker, I support the motion.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you, lets hear from Hon. Cheruyot MCA Koibatek Ward.

Hon. Cheruyot: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir for giving me this chance to contribute to this motion, first I support the motion that all the projects should be subjected to public participation, the reason is that the public need to own the projects as theirs, they have to prioritize that which projects should come first, Mr. Speaker I have in mind a project in my Ward which was done by the County Government which was a water pan and the public was not involved, maybe some requested but the public was not involved and it was done and up to now it is not complete and when you try to inquire how it was done, the answer you get from the department is that it was a flagship project.

Mr. Speaker we are ending up in a certain cost because there is a cost implication on this since the area was not cleared the water pan is not assisting the locals should they be owning it may be it would have assisted them but since they were not involved even in the first place, the area is not even cleared hence nobody can reach the water pan, I noticed that nobody knows the project and even the cost of constructing that water pan, so I support this motion and projects should be subjected to public participation for them to own and even the public to know the cost which is to be incurred in the construction of such projects so I think this motion is timely and I support it, thank you Mr. Speaker sir. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Thank you Hon. Cheruyot, now the Deputy Leader of Majority Hon. Leparsalaach.
Hon. Leparsalaach: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir I rise to support this motion but with amendment, as it is Mr. Speaker sir, it is a bit confusing because when you talk of public participation, the entire projects that are now implemented in Wards were subjected to public participation, the only projects that were not subjected to public participation are the flagship projects so I propose Mr. Speaker sir that between “Government to ensure that before flagship projects are initiated, thorough consultations should be done” the word flagship to be inserted between before flagship projects are initiated…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): So that has to be put in writing as per Standing Orders 54(1) which says you must have your amendment put in writing at least two hours before the motion is tabled.

Hon. Leparsalaach: Mr. Speaker that is correct and if we had already received the motion two hours before we sat at the chambers then we would be able to do that, but we are still in a learning process, I kindly request that I do it in five minutes time and then we continue.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Allowed Hon. Leparsaalach do the writing of your amendment so that we can be able to move faster, Hon. Losile MCA Loyamorok Ward.

Hon. Maria: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I rise to support this motion but also with slight amendment Mr. Speaker sir this motion is one of the very important motion, Mr. Speaker sir where I would like to amend in this motion is where it reads the County Government to ensure that before the projects are initiated, thorough consultations should be done with all stakeholders especially the area MCA to ensure that the area projects should be well undertaken, that is my humble request Mr. Speaker sir.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): So the procedure is also that you want some amendments you will put it in writing, Hon. Elizabeth.

Hon. Kipsang: Okay I think Hon. Losile it is the public is suppose to determines the projects which are on the ground so the MCA here coming on board is just there as their leader. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): So Hon. Losile I belief that information is very important but before I come to Hon. Losile or Hon. Losile  just finish first before I go to Hon…

Hon. Kipsang: Okay Mr. Speaker sir I don’t refuse that the members of the public are not there to also oversight but the area MCA has the mandate to supervise even during the implementation and even after the implementation of the projects. That is why I am suggesting that all the stakeholders and especially the area MCA that is where I stressing so much thank you. 

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Right, so meanwhile if you want us to include your amendment you put it in writing as the procedure requires. Hon Makal, maybe you put right your names, Okay.

Hon. Mailuk: Okay thank you Mr. Speaker, I am Mailuk not…

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Mailuk yes.

Hon. Mailuk: And I have stand up not really to support this Motion just because of the following reasons Mr. Speaker. I have happened to attend two public participations in my ward and looking into what the officers were asking the community…

(The Clerk Consults the Speaker)

The Temporary Speaker(Hon. Tarus): okay Proceed.

Hon. Mailuk: I need your attention Mr. Speaker.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Proceed

Hon. Mailuk: And looking into what the officers from the executive arm was asking the community during the participation,  I saw that the issue of these projects called flagship, these are projects that I saw the officers were asking the community about them where they are proposing that those flagship projects should be put in their wards and I really wonder what the Hon. Member was raising concerning this issue because I have seen that the flagship projects are undergoing public participation but it is not a specific thing to say it. 

They usually ask them what is your proposal concerning the flagship project and what project do you propose as a community to be done in your ward that will be funded in a bigger way like that of the said project?

 So Mr. Speaker and you know also this flagship projects are not a must that they are in all wards because these are projects that are funded with a lot of money and saying that we need to put it in public participation is like saying we need to have those monies in each ward. So in short Mr. Speaker the Hon. Member should tell us that we need to add some amount of money from the flagship projects in the County Government to the ward development money meant for the projects. So I am really confused from this point Mr. Speaker because it is not normal to see all the flagship projects in each and every ward in this County Mr. Speaker thank you.

The Temporary Speaker(Hon. Tarus): Okay now I want us to look at the last statement there we have now therefore pursuant to the above this House urges the County Government to ensure that before flagship projects are initiated thorough consultations should be done with all stakeholders. Who are these stakeholders? Because we should get it clear. Does it include the MCA? So Mentioning the MCA may not be…so I belief I should direct that the stakeholders should include the MCA, so that amendment by the Hon. Losile may not be appropriate. Hon. Purity Talam.

Hon. Purity: Okay thank you very much Mr. Speaker, I almost stood on a point of order on how you have made your sentiments right now because you seem like you are making a ruling instead of  putting a question for us to indicate if we are agreeing or not with the sentiments of Hon. Maria Losile.

Secondly, I have also stood maybe to partially support the Motion but my point is that this should have even come as a question to the executive as why are they initiating projects in all our wards and not inviting the leaders for instance the MCAs but putting a Motion on such a thing I am not seeing the sense so much. So Mr. Speaker I am just waiting for the part that you will put the question for us to say yes or nay thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): You want me to put the question. Okay fine now, let’s look at Standing Order number 53(4) which says; upon any amendment to insert words in or add words at the end of a Motion, the question to be proposed shall be that the words of the amendments be inserted or added, so now I put the question.
(Question on amendment proposed)

(Question on amendment put and agreed to)

Now we continue with the contribution as amended so we continue who is ready or I put the question. Okay before I put the question I want the mover of the Motion to reply.

Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir on behalf of Hon. Aengwo I am glad with the contribution of the Hon. Members and especially the positive one simply because I think we have had experienced shared by most Members including Hon. Kebut that most of the time we get the executive starting or sending contractors to the wards without our knowledge which to us is like undermining the Members. I belief that when the Governor is the president of the County, I as an MCA of Barwessa ward I am the president of that ward and before entering my territory I should be notified  that tomorrow or the day after, I shall be visiting you with this goodies.

 I think this aspect of just coming with a contractor to a certain ward starting construction work or any project without involving the leadership is like there is something behind it. So in simple terms I wanted to say that I am grateful that Hon. Members will of course support this Motion so that they will be disciplined or we will ensure that before the come to our wards they should inform us and consult us so that we also give our direction or our support on those projects and we will do our oversight role properly because if they come to our ward until the work is finished then the oversight role which is ours may not be actually done well so thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Tarus): Any other Member? I think we are done with the contributions.
