STATEMENTS

incapacitated kampi samaki health centre

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Member of health committee there is a statement sought by Hon. Richard Kambala Saimo Soi Ward. Hon. Tuwit
Hon. Tuwit: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir the statement by the County Executive for health services sought by Hon. Richard Kambala Saimo Soi Ward. In the response, to the County Assembly by Baringo question raised on 31st March 2017 it is stated as follows;

i. If he is aware that Kampi ya Samaki Health centre gate is being padlocked at night?

   I am aware that Kampi ya Samaki health centre gate is being padlocked at night. This is because of security reasons. The facility can be accessed through clearance by the watchman and the gate is promptly opened for the patient to access services. But if there were instances when the watchman was unavailable to open the gate for patients at night then that enables us to investigate and appropriate action upon him to serve as a deterrent.
ii. If he is further aware that there are no nurses to attend to patients at night?

The facility is operating 24 hours 7 days a week. We have two nurses and three volunteer medical workers. These staff is supposed to operate the maternity 24hours a day. We are not aware of a time when a staff was reported absence from the facility but we will further investigate to establish if there is laxity or any conduct that may have rendered the facility unattended to by our staff at any given time and we will take stunt action against any form of negligence.
iii. If he is also aware that there are no medicine at the facility?

The facility is stocked with basic essential drugs. The supply has been prompt and timely from KEMSA. The occasional stock outs are mainly on the non-essentials which are not used in health centers. However, in some instances drugs such as AL that are on high demand due to malaria outbreaks in areas that are prone to the disease this causing stock outs faster than anticipated. In such occasions, our staff is usually advised to get from nearby facility.
iv. What immediate action is the County Government taking to ensure that the said health centre is operational at all times to serve the health needs of the Saimo Soi community?

The County Government is at all times making sure that Kampi ya Samaki health center will;

a. Ensure prompt supply of kits and adequate commodities.
b. The County Government has advertised vacancies for additional staff dated 31st March, 2017 to supplement the existing staff in our facilities such as Kampi ya Samaki upon recruitment. 
c. Ensure equipping all the new maternities and dispensaries to ensure access and quality of health services throughout the County.
Thank you, Mr. Speaker sir.

 The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Hon. Kambala although you arrived when your answer was half way.

Hon. Kambala: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I thank the committee for the answer and only seek clarification on question two that the facility operates on 24 hours in seven days a week yet the gate was padlocked that day, two the drugs are not promptly supplied to the facility.
Mr. Speaker appreciate the statement but to me it is a matter of public relations I am not satisfied.  The chair and the CEC have fulfilled their mandate but we will sit with that locality and raise our grievances through other avenues.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Member for Ewalel Chapchap.
Hon. Kitilit: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I seek clarification from the chair that the 24 hours attendance must be adhered and it is PR as my colleague as stated. When I was travelling some few days ago along Kituro, I found a woman about to deliver at the road at nine yet you tell us these health facilities are working 24 hours. It is until you assure us as the chairman that they are fully operational especially this time of campaign.  
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Member for Bartabwa.
Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I want the chair to clarify whether dispensaries should be closed by four or five, what if something happens between that time and midnight, where do patients go?
Secondly, is the dispensary working only on weekdays, what of weekends? In my ward Mr. Speaker, nurses work from Monday to Friday and from 8:00 am to 5:00pm, what if emergencies arise? That means that facility is of no use Mr. Speaker because maybe it was meant to help patients’ daytime not night hours. I need the chair to clarify such issues. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Hon. Tuwit clarify on those issues

Hon. Tuwit: Thank you Mr. Speaker I thank the Hon. Members who have spoken especially Hon. Kambala who raised the question. We sat as a committee together with the CEC and we concluded that we will look further into matters arising especially the issue of locking the dispensary at night.
Mr. Speaker sir, dispensaries normally work from Monday to Friday from eight to five evening. There is a procedure in a dispensary that there is usually nurse on call either at night or weekends living around if emergency arises because a dispensary usually has one or two nurses and sometimes in shifts. 
 I want to tell Hon. Kitilit that we as the committee of health we are firm as we are going for campaign; we will make sure that the people of Baringo get health services. Thank you, Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Leader of Majority.
Hon. Toroitich (Leader of Majority): Thank you Mr. Speaker, I stand to move a motion of Adjournment for a long recess that this House adjourns for recess from Friday 7th April to Monday 8th May 2017. 

Mr. Speaker this recess that has come at an appropriate time, because this is when Hon. Members will have time to do their campaigns. If Members don’t go for campaigns their competitors or other candidates who are on ground will gain momentum.

So this is an appropriate time for this Hon. House to break for a long recess. This is the time that it is only the Lord who will determine who to win in the nominations.  Mr. Speaker, this is an election by itself because once you get that nominations form you are half or three quarter sure that you are going to win the general elections.

Mr. Speaker for the Hon. Members and as much as we are going for recess, I wish them success in their primaries including myself; I have a large number of aspirants so I ask for your prayers so that when we come back here after nominations we come with the certificates for August elections. 

I wish all the Members who will be going for the nominations on 21st March success. It’s my prayer that we win favor from God and from the voters in the nominations.

Mr. Speaker I move a Motion of Adjournment and ask the Chief Whip to second. 

Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Mr. Speaker. As I rise to second the motion.  We as Jubilee Members we are facing a hard nomination while our fellow Members from KANU might be having their certificates in pockets and are now enjoying.

But Mr. Speaker Jubilee Members and I believe that we shall be victors and come back here with your prayers. I do request that Hon. Members like Hon. Tarus who has already stepped down, retired but not tired that he is going to support us, maybe he has even already started praying for us and he also wished us well yesterday Mr. Speaker. With that faith we hope that we are going to come back Mr. Speaker. I beg to second.

(Question Proposed)

 The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor):  Debate is open. Yes Hon. Kipkuto.

Hon. Kipkuto: Mr. Speaker first I support the motion taking into consideration that Members of Jubilee have said that they are going through the primaries but Mr. Speaker I am grateful that the Majority of the Members currently have gotten the tickets for August elections.

Mr. Speaker it is even very good to learn from the Member of Mochongoi that it is not politics which can make someone to live.  He is a role model. In future Mr. Speaker I think that even most of these Members should retire. 

Mr. Speaker the law was in such a manner whereby Members of the National Assembly, the County Assembly can vie for the seat for whichever terms but for the President is two terms, and for the Governor is two terms.

So Mr. Speaker this recess is very much complicated, one,  we have got the budget which was tabled late and two, Mr. Speaker there is party primaries and it is also my sincere prayer that all Members of this House make to the next level.

Mr. Speaker it will be very much demoralizing that when we will be back many Members will be relaxed or retiring and it will be very unfortunate. So it is my prayer that God gives them good health, even I Mr. Speaker I don’t really know what my party thinks about the primaries because as at now I am not seeing any light but at the end of the day I should be able to make it to the finals.

Mr. Speaker the reason I say the budget is something complicated is that the County Executive through the Leader of Majority who brought the budget when the timelines were late. So I don’t know Mr. Speaker despite what you ruled the other time that the budget will go upto May. So maybe we can use the local way which other Counties have not used and ensure that we pass the budget when we will be back. 

Otherwise, it is my sincere prayer that even God give us rain so that when we are going through even the small roads the vehicles can stay and we use our normal way and ensure that we finish the race nicely.

Mr. Speaker, rain is a blessing and you understand that even within town there is no hay for our animals and this is a tough time that we are facing many challenges. Even our people when we are campaigning they are really after the money because there is hunger.

I don’t have any other thing to say but only to support and if there will be time to recall back the Assembly earlier because of the budget, maybe it is the office of the Leader of Majority in consultation with the Minority Leader and the Clerk and the Speaker so that other businesses which can come in between we can be able to do. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor):  Yes Hon. Kambala.

Hon. Kambala: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I support the Motion that this House adjourns for a long recess. This recess has just come at the right time, we know we have many challenges within our Wards and our County.

We have the issue of insecurity on the other side of Baringo South, Baringo North and Tiaty and our neighboring Counties. Mr. Speaker the other issue is the issue of drought which has swept livestock across even in the highlands.  When a lorry of hay is brought to this town people just try to get one or two because people are now feeding livestock and also feeding themselves as human beings.

So Mr. Speaker we had a very hard time, the campaign is around the corner and as other Members had eluded that nominations for our party that is Jubilee is about two weeks to go and I also wish Members of the party success in their nominations.  I urge the other Members of the other parties who could have gotten direct nominations like ODM and hope so KANU don’t know how they will do it but the Members are also not aware because it is the party that provides direct nominations.

I am hoping that they also do nominations because giving somebody direct nominations unless if you don’t have an opponent, but when you are five and just choose one as a party leaving others out I think it is not democratic. 

So I wish them to follow suit as Jubilee party and we wish each and every one success so that when we resume back here we will have tickets for our parties to contest in the General elections.

Mr. Speaker I echo what the Chair of Finance committee has said. The issue of budget came here very late now that we are on this other issue of campaign and we are on recess. I hope our Majority Leader in consultation with the office of the Speaker and the Clerk, will see the appropriate time to recall this House and we pass the budget.

We have done all other proposals so we need to pass the same so that the next parliament will get everything in place. Otherwise I support the Motion Mr. Speaker that we adjourn. Thank you.

The Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Member for Ewalel Chap Chap.
Hon. Kitilit: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support the Motion. Mr. Speaker as Hon. Members have said that this is the right time for Hon. Members for Jubilee to go for the primaries and also KANU Members should follow the suite. 

For my case knowing that I moved to Maendeleo Chap Chap since I am comefrom Ewalel Chap Chap Ward. I will be among the people who will be praying for you the Members for Jubilee and KANU that may God see you through so that you come back and we finish the business before the final lap of August 8th 2017.

Mr. Speaker this is a very vigorous campaign, even in my Ward I have 14 candidates for Jubilee and 6 candidates for KANU making a total of 20 candidates, and it is not an easy task. This is democratic but for this time I have never seen such a big number of contestants. 

Like in my place, someone who was working in the mortuary is campaigning to secure a seat and saying that he has worked with the dead and he now needs to work with people who are alive. This is very funny! Mr. Speaker there are a lot of things going on and we really need God in this process.

We need God to intervene so that we can have a peaceful nomination.  I also wish well my colleague from Mochongoi, he was telling me that he has now grown very strong and healthier because there is no more stress.  We need him to really pray for us so that when we come back successfully and we meet somewhere we can have a cup of tea and congratulate ourselves and we move forward.

Otherwise I support this Motion of adjournment and wish well all the Members who are going for the nominations. I know we are going to celebrate and thank God after the primaries. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor):  Hon. Purity, Where are the Hon. Ladies or they have started serious campaigns.

Hon. Purity: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I support the motion. As ladies we are vulnerable because from the nominated Members in the House it is only two or three of us who are vying. 

Pray for us because the campaigns are hot especially when there is drought, there is no food, you find people running after you asking for money. I think that this is a festive season for the people but we believe in God that we are going to come back as ladies. 

I urge the Hon. Members to learn from what the Hon. Member for Mochongoi has done and know that there is life after politics, anyway I wish everyone success and hope that we will see each other in May when we have succeeded, otherwise God bless you. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor):  Member for Kisanana.
Hon.  Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support the motion since we have other plans and we might lack quorum if we continue. It has been long since we had an argument on adjournment but in for this one we all accept.

We thank God for the time he has given us and pray for success, Mr. Speaker you know some Members have not attended this Assembly for more than two weeks and to the Members there is life after elections so you should feel very comfortable because there are other things that God has put in place for you.

We have been doing this campaigns for various years, some of us have been in serious battles and I urge the Members that you should not worry know your plans do them perfectly and know where you are heading to.

These are just numbers and calculations and there is no number two in politics so put all your efforts and you should not believe that you are done until it is done; until  the time of announcements when they announce that you have won.

You can even be snatched the tickets, that’s what is usually done in KANU that is why I am worried for my colleague Hon. Kipkuto because he might not get the ticket so you should prepare to move to Maendeleo Chap Chap or the other party for Hon.Maklap.
