The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Clerk proceed.

MOTION

2016/2017 first supplementary estimates
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Chairman Budget and Appropriations committee, Hon. Chebon.

Hon. Chebon: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I would like to move a motion that this House adopts a report of the Budget and Appropriations Committee on the 1st Supplementary Budget Estimates for 2016/17 Financial Year. 

Laid on the table of the House on Wednesday, 29th March 2017 an in accordance with the provisions of Article 223 of the Constitution as read together with section 135 of the PFM Act and standing order 217 of the Baringo County Assembly standing orders, approves.

Mr. Speaker I would like to send to this House the report of the Budget and Appropriations Committee and Mr. Speaker, this is the first and the last supplementary of this Financial year.

Mr. Speaker I am not going to read the introduction and the composition of the committee, and Mr. Speaker may you allow me to read the findings of the committee.

Mr. Speaker, Section 135 of the Public Finance Management Act provides that a County Government may submit to County Assembly a supplementary budget in certain circumstances. The following circumstances were pointed out by the County Treasury as having necessitated the preparation of this 1st Supplementary budget.
1. Revision of Revenue/ Income

2. Revision of expenditure to match revised revenue target

3. Response to emergencies occasioned by drought

4. Re-allocation of funds within to other budget lines within same vote-head

Secondly, Revision of Revenue or Income. During the year the following changes on revenue or income have become necessary:

a) Reduction in local source of revenue - Ksh 142 million 

The revenue budget for the financial year under local revenue sources of Ksh 472 million should be reduced by Ksh 142 million to Ksh 330 million. 

The amount approved in the revised budget of Ksh. 472 million represent an ambitious target which could not be achieved since the actual receipts for the last financial year was only Ksh. 279 million. An increase of Ksh. 193 which is 69% of the previous year’s receipt may not have been feasible in the first place considering the gradual growth in revenue over the last 3 years.

b) Other factors which contributed in revenue shortfall include:

Continued insecurity in Tiaty and parts of Baringo North and Baringo South Sub counties, drought situation which has affected livestock market and produce cess, closure of markets due to foot and mouth disease which affected Mogotio and Eldama Ravine Sub counties as well as doctors’ strike that has hindered revenue from hospitals.

c) Transforming health systems for universal care project-Ksh.24,656,046

Mr. Speaker Sir, The County Government has signed up for the World Bank funded project which is intended to strengthen health systems for universal healthcare. This is a 5-year project on reproductive, maternal, neonatal, child and adolescents health (RMNCAH). The amount of Ksh. 24,656,046 is expected to be received for this project in beginning this financial year.

Mr. Speaker on  revision of expenditure to match revised revenue budget, the revision of revenue downwards by Ksh. 142 million requires a matching reduction in budgeted expenditure.

The following represents proposed changes which result in net decrease of Ksh. 58.2 million and Ksh.83.8 million of recurrent and development votes respectively and a total net reduction of Ksh. 142 million to match reduction in revenue.

Mr. Speaker, I hope Hon. Members understands the problems that this County is undergoing. Mr. Speaker, those are the recurrent expenditures, development and the totals. The shortages and the additions are indicated in the table Mr. Speaker. I hope Hon. Members will be able to read for themselves.

Response to emergencies occasioned by drought. Mr. Speaker Sir, the current drought situation in the County requires quick intervention to avert loses of human beings and animal lives. The amount of Ksh. 25 million which was approved for spending in the original budget is hardly enough for reasonable response to the drought situation.

It has become necessary to re-allocate a total of Ksh.31.2 million from the development budget of departments as shown below. Mr. Speaker, tourism department contributes Ksh. 2.5 million, Land Housing and development Ksh. 5 million, Environment and Natural resources Ksh. 2. Million, Education and ICT Ksh. 5 million, Water and Irrigation Ksh. 5 million, Treasury and Economic planning Ksh. 2 million, Agriculture Livestock Production and Fisheries Ksh. 5.5 million, Health Ksh. 4.2 million and total Ksh. 31,200,000. 

Mr. Speaker, re-allocation of funds within to and to other budget lines within same vote- heads.

Departments have also made re- allocations from budget lines which have balances and may not be required to budget lines where funds are required. Some re-allocations are for settlement of pending bills.

Mr. Speaker Sir, proposals by County Treasury as presented in the Supplementary were thus in the recurrent expenditure:

i) The County Assembly had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh 32,728,000 

ii) The Office of the Governor had its R.E budget increased by Ksh 1,925,441 with salaries reduced by Ksh 4,000,000 and the Operations and Maintenance expenditures increased by Ksh 5,925,441.

iii) The Office of the Deputy Governor had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh 628,486 with Salaries increased by Ksh 685,328 and the O&M reduced by Ksh 1,313,814.

iv) The Office of the County Secretary had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh 2,672,263 with O&M reduced by an amount of Ksh 2,672,263 and no change on Salaries.

v) The County Public Service Board had no adjustments in its R.E budget.

vi) The Department of County Treasury and Economic Planning had its R.E budget increased by Kshs13, 410,419 with O&M increased by Ksh 13,410,419 and no change on salaries.

vii) Tiaty Sub County had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh. 1,245,396 with O&M reduced by Ksh 1,245,396 with no changes on salaries.

viii) Mr. Speaker Sir, Baringo North Sub County had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh 604,422 with O&M reduced by Ksh. 604,422, Mr. Speaker those are money for operations and no changes on salaries.

ix) Baringo Central Sub County had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh 1,330,200 with O&M reduced by Ksh 1,330,200 and no change on salaries.

x) Baringo South Sub County had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh.  1,019,896 with O&M reduced by Ksh 1,019,896 and no change on salaries.

xi) Mogotio Sub County had its R.E budget decreased by Kshs860, 200 with O&M reduced by Ksh 860,200 and no changes on salaries.

xii) Eldama Ravine Sub County had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh.  657,887 with O&M reduced by Kshs657, 887 and no change on salaries.

xiii) The Transport and Infrastructure Department had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh.  2,240,619 with O&M reduced by Ksh.  2,240,619 and no change on salaries.

xiv) The Department of Industrialization, Commerce and Tourism had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh.  492,365 with O&M reduced by Ksh.  492,365 and no change on salaries.

xv) The Department of Education and ICT had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh.  6,149,482 with O&M reduced by Ksh.  6,149,482 and no change on salaries.

xvi) The Department of Health Services had its R.E budget increased by Kshs23, 271,557 with O&M increased by Ksh.  23,271,557 and no change on salaries.

xvii) Mr. Speaker Sir, The Department of Lands Housing and Urban Development had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh.  123,611 with O&M reduced by Ksh.  123,611 and no change on salaries.

xviii) Eldama Ravine Town had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh.  85,000 with O&M reduced by Ksh.  85,000 and no changes on salaries.

xix) Kabarnet Town had no adjustments made on its R.E budget.

xx) The Department of Agriculture, Livestock Fisheries and Marketing had its R.E budget decreased by Ksh.  907,855 with O&M reduced by Ksh.  907,855 and no changes on salaries.

xxi) The Department of Youth, Gender, Sports and Social Security Services had its R.E budget decreased by Kshs876, 199 with O&M reduced by Ksh.  876,199 and no changes on salaries.

xxii) The Department of Water and Irrigation had its R.E budget increased by Ksh.  833,705 with O&M increased by Ksh.  833,705 and no changes on salaries.

xxiii) The Department of Environment and Natural Resources had its R.E budget decreased by Kshs1, 631,000 with O&M reduced by Ksh.  1,631,000 and no changes on salaries.

Mr. Speaker those are monies for operations it is either increased or reduced.  Mr. Speaker Sir, as pertains to Development Expenditure the County Treasury proposals were thus;

i) The County Assembly had its Development Expenditure budget decreased by Ksh.  10,000,000.

ii) The Office of the Governor had its D.E budget increased by Ksh.  3,161,705.

iii) The Department of County Treasury and Economic Planning had its D.E budget increased by Ksh.  6,463,741.

iv) The Department of Transport and Infrastructure had its D.E budget increased by Ksh.  103,210,086.

v) The Department of Industrialization, Commerce and Tourism had its D.E budget increased by Ksh.  3,376,340.

vi) The Department of Education and ICT had its D.E budget increased by Kshs13, 764,319.

vii) The Department of Health had its D.E budget decreased by Ksh.  47,466,595.

viii) The Department of Lands, Housing and Urban Development had its D.E budget decreased by Ksh.  10,125,214.

ix) The Department of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries and Marketing had its D.E budget decreased by Ksh.  44,813,236.

x) The Department of Youth, Gender and Social Security services had its D.E budget decreased by Kshs27, 097,036.

xi) The Department of Water and Irrigation had its D.E budget increased by Ksh.  6, 413,628.

xii) The Department of Environment and Natural Resources had its D.E budget decreased by Ksh.  20,086,111.

xiii) Kabarnet Town Administration had its D.E budget increased by Ksh.  14, 172,475.

xiv) Eldama Ravine Town Administration had its D.E budget increased by Ksh.  1,971,889.

xv)  Tiatiy Sub County Administration had its D.E budget decreased by Ksh.  11,337,993.

xvi) Baringo North Sub County Administration had its D.E budget decreased by Ksh.  8,881,990.

xvii) Baringo Central Sub County Administration had its D.E budget decreased by Ksh.  6,432,214.

xviii) The Baringo South Sub County Administration had its D.E budget decreased by Ksh.  8,969,363.

xix) The Mogotio Sub County Administration had its D.E budget decreased by Ksh.  2,485,939.

xx) The Eldama Ravine Sub County had its D.E budget decreased by Ksh.  6,026,809.

Roll over funds. Mr. Speaker Sir, while analysing the document the Committee noted some anomalies in Rollover funds.

The approved budget had an amount of Ksh.  892,709,408 as Cash transfer from 2015/2016 which figure has been enhanced in the 1st Supplementary Budget Estimates by an amount of Ksh.  50,798,082 to a new figure of Ksh.  943,507,490.

Mr. Speaker I think that figure has gone up from the previous budget that is why the committee was having doubts on this because it has gone up by substantive amount.

After scrutiny the Committee was satisfied with the new figures as presented though the itemized budget summary for the supplementary had a printed estimate amount of Ksh.  943,507,490 instead of Ksh.  892,709,408.This had an effect of making the comparative analysis of approved budget and Supplementary as presented by Treasury invalid.

The effect of this is that the Roll over funds are now actual and disaggregated per budget entity which allows for ease of follow up on implementation.

Mr. Speaker in other findings the Committee further made the following observations; Whereas the County Assembly presented its proposal to the County Treasury for the 1st Supplementary budget 2016/2017, the same seems to have been largely ignored in preparation of the presented Supplementary Budget document. Nevertheless the County Assembly presented its own proposals directly to the Committee which assisted the Committee in finalizing its report.

The Committee also noted that the County Treasury failed to capture any information on the budgetary effects of the resolutions agreed upon in several CBA’s entered into between the Council of Governors and the National Government on one side and medical staff on the other. The adjustments of several allowance lines within the Health Department Recurrent budget seem to have sorted the issue. There was also the absence of coding of revenue sources as envisaged in the PFM Regulations 2015.

Mr. Speaker, on local revenue The Local revenue was proposed for adjustments thus in the 1st Supplementary budget for the 2016/2017FY and on perusal the Committee was in agreement based on facts availed;

a) Kabarnet Town be reduced by Ksh.  11,454,613 to read Ksh.  44,049,091

b) Eldama Ravine Town be reduced by Ksh.  9,076,445 to read Ksh.  33,452,806

c) Eldama Ravine Sub County be increased by Ksh.  3,908,779 to read Ksh.  27,169,549

d) Mogotio Sub County be reduced by Ksh.  1.798,641 to read Ksh.  19,913,200

e) Baringo South Sub County be reduced by Ksh.  2,438,528 to read Ksh.  28,298,614

f) Tiaty Sub County be reduced by Ksh.  7,825,830 to read Ksh.  11,083,899

g) Baringo North Sub County be reduced by Ksh.  10,282,833 to read Ksh.  8,308,391

h) Baringo Central Sub County be reduced by Ksh.  7,552,666 to read Ksh.  10,009,700

i) Lake Bogoria National Game Reserve be reduced by Ksh.  74,360,703 to read Ksh.  66,995,331

j) Koibatek ATC be reduced by Ksh.  5,246,632 to read Ksh.  3,340,408

k) Marigat AMS be reduced by Ksh.  9,982,685 to read Ksh.  1,285,835

l) Hospital revenue (FIF) be reduced by Ksh.  5,889,204 to read Ksh.  76,093,176 

The total adjustments (increments /reductions) sum up to Ksh.  142,000,000 and bring the total ORS to Ksh.  330 Million.

Committee recommendations. Mr. Speaker Sir, ased on the analysis of the presented Supplementary budget and supporting documents and putting into consideration the views of the CECM Treasury as provided for in Section  132(4) of the PFM Act and Standing Order 209 (5) of the Baringo County Assembly Standing Orders, the Committee makes the following recommendations;

I. The County Executive specifically the County Treasury to develop a legal framework on Own Revenue Source (ORS) through relevant regulations to be approved by the County Assembly to guide and facilitate optimal Local Revenue collection.

II. The Cash releases from the Exchequer to the County Revenue Fund (CRF) Account should be up to date and prompt.

III. Mr. Speaker Sir, That the Programme Based Budget (PBB) with Votes, Programmes, Sub Programmes and amendments thereto, for the 1st Supplementary Budget be as set out in the First Schedule; that the  Revenue and Expenditure Allocation for the 1st Supplementary Budget 2016/2017 be as set out in the Second Schedule; that the overall budget summary including R.E, D.E and percentages for the 1st Supplementary Budget 2016/2017 be as set out in the Third Schedule (A); that the overall budget summary be as set out in the Third Schedule (B); that the Recurrent Summary for the 1st Supplementary Budget 2016/2017 FY be as set out in the Fourth Schedule; that the Development Summary for the 1st Supplementary Budget 2016/2017 FY be as set out in the Fifth Schedule; that the Overall Summary for the 1st Supplementary Budget 2016/2017FY including Salaries, O&M and percentages be as set out in the Sixth schedule.

Mr. Speaker when I read about the schedules the Hon. Members should go back and look at the schedules which are attached. That the 2016/2017 FY budget amount be adjusted downwards by Ksh.  66,545,872 from the initial Ksh.  6,521,344,576 in the approved printed Estimates of the 2016/2017FY to Ksh.  6,454,798,704. 

The Total Development Expenditure (inclusive of Roll over) of Ksh.  2,549,330,087 represents 39.50% of the total budget while Recurrent Expenditure at Ksh.  3,905,468,617 represents 60.50% of the total budget which is within the Fiscal responsibility ceilings of at least 30% of total budget be committed to D.E as provided for in Section 107 (2) (b). 

Mr. Speaker Sir the following changes inclusive of Roll-over funds be made on the budgets of the respective votes:

I. The Overall Budget of the County Assembly be reduced by Ksh.  26,500,000 from Ksh.  639,523,079 in the approved printed Estimates to read Ksh.  613,023,079 in the 1st Supplementary. The R. County Department of Environment and Natural Resources be reduced by Kshs 21,717,111 from Kshs 102,691,063 in the approved printed Estimates to read Kshs 80,973,952 in the 1st Supplementary. The R. E Vote for the Budget Entity be reduced from Kshs 28,156,515 to Kshs 26,525,515 and the D.E Vote be reduced from Kshs 74,534,548 to read Kshs 54,448,437

VIII. The Overall Budget of the County Department of Health Services be reduced by Kshs 24,695,039 from Kshs 2,284,803,148 in the approved printed Estimates to read Kshs 2,260,108,109 in the 1st Supplementary. The R. E Vote for the Budget Entity be increased from Kshs.  1,818,571,510 to Kshs.  1,841,343,067 and the D.E Vote be reduced from Kshs.  466,231,638 to read Kshs.  418,765,042

IX. The Overall Budget of the County Department of Agriculture, Livestock, Fisheries and Marketing be reduced by Kshs.  47,220,392 from Kshs.  479,264,111 in the approved printed Estimates to read 

a. Kshs.  432,043,719 in the 1st Supplementary. The R. E Vote for the Budget Entity be reduced from Kshs. 227,370,686 to Kshs 224,962,831 and the D.E Vote be reduced from Kshs.  251,893,425 to read Kshs.  207,080,888

X. The Overall Budget of the County Department of Transport and Infrastructure be increased by Kshs.  101,309,467 from Kshs.  589,227,355 in the approved printed Estimates to read Kshs.  690,536,822 in the 1st Supplementary. The R. E Vote for the Budget Entity be reduced from Kshs.  56,155,117 to Kshs. 53,254,498 and the D.E Vote be increased from Kshs. 533,072,238 to read Kshs. 637,282,324

XI. The Overall Budget of the County Department of Youth, Gender, Sports, Culture and Social Security Services be reduced by Kshs. 28,873,233 from Kshs 194,741,564 in the approved printed Estimates to read Kshs. 165,868,331 in the 1st Supplementary. The R. E Vote for the Budget Entity be reduced from Kshs. 33,774,123 to Kshs. 31,997,924 and the D.E Vote be reduced from Kshs. 160,967,441 to read Kshs. 133,870,407

1) Mr. Speaker Sir, Owing to the adoption of the Car Loan Scheme Fund Regulations for County Assembly Staff the Fund Administrators together with the CECM Treasury to fast-track the process of gazettement of the regulations to enable operationalization of the Fund by the Beginning of the 2017/2018 FY. 

2) That the County Department of Education and ICT develop the regulations to give effect to the County Higher Education Loan Scheme Fund and present the regulations to the Assembly for approval, to enable its implementation in line with the recommendations of the Controller of Budget

    Further the same Department in Liaison with the County Treasury align the Baringo County Bursary Fund (Tertiary Institutions) Regulations with the requirements set out by the Controller of Budget to enable disbursement of the Tertiary Institutional bursaries before the end of the Financial Year.

3) Mr. Speaker Sir, That the County Assembly Committee on Implementation together with the County Assembly Committee on Labour and Social Welfare, Children, Youth and Sports, follow up on implementation of the BAC recommendation on promotions, confirmations and recruitments (including salary increments for ECD teachers) as approved by the House during the passing of the Revised Committee report on the Budget Estimates 2016/2017FY.

4) That the County Treasury in subsequent periods present to the Assembly Budget Estimates accompanied by all supporting documents on Cash Transfers for preceding periods (Roll over funds)

In Conclusion, Mr. Speaker Sir, I hereby on behalf of the membership of the Budget and Appropriations Committee request;

That, this House adopts the Report of the Budget & Appropriations Committee on the First Supplementary Estimates for the Financial Year 2016/2017, laid on the Table of the House on Wednesday, March 29, 2017 and in accordance with the provisions of Article 223 of the Constitution as read together with Section 135 of the PFM Act and Standing Order 217 of the Baringo County Assembly Standing Orders, approves. 

(i) The Report of the Budget and Appropriations Committee on the First Supplementary Estimates for the financial year 2016/2017;  

(ii) A reduction of the total recurrent expenditure for the financial year 2016/2017 by Kshs. 15,757,554 in respect of the votes as attached in the First Schedule;  

(iii) A reduction of the capital expenditure for financial year 2016/2017 by Kshs. 50,788,318 in respect of the votes as attached in the First Schedule;   

(iv) An overall reduction in the total budget for the financial year 2016/2017 by Kshs. 66,545,872 in respect of the votes as attached in the First Schedule.  

This is to enable the County Government put in place mitigation measures against the severe biting drought, that is currently facing most parts of the County and to improve general service delivery across the County as we head to the electioneering period.

Mr. Speaker Sir, I beg to move.

Mr. Speaker the Hon. Members will be able to read the schedules attached and I believe the Hon. Members should be able to adopt this report.

Mr. Speaker we have gone through and I believe that the recommendations that we have come up with is guiding this House so that we will be able to implement this first supplementary.

Mr. Speaker you know we are nearing elections and some projects might not have been completed within the time frame and Mr. Speaker some other regulations you will find that they have not been approved like for the loan schemes, HELB scheme and also the moneys which was set out for the car loans for members of staff where the regulation is still pending hence we saw it better to distribute this money so that in the next financial year it is going to be factored in and the approval of their regulations be fast tracked so that it will be possible to facilitate payments and allocations to various individuals Mr. Speaker and I now beg to move this motion and request Hon. Kambala to second, thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Hon. Kambala.
Hon. Kambala: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I rise to second this report from the Budget and Appropriation committee on the supplementary budget of Baringo County for the financial year 2016/17. Mr. Speaker I want to thank members who have been able to be present in this House as you know we are on a campaign season and so I want to thank the members who have managed so that we pass this very important report and so I second this motion.  Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Well I now propose the question…

(Question proposed)

Debate is open.  Hon. Lekakimon.
Hon. Lekakimon (Minority Leader): Thank you Mr. Speaker, I stand to support the approval of this supplementary budget.  Mr. Speaker, I must thank the chairman and the committee who prepared this supplementary budget. It is true that this County has undergone a number of challenges and in fact when we look at these reductions from almost all the departments you find that it is because this County has been hit by a number of problems. Mr. Speaker the issue of insecurity, drought, harboring IDPs and strikes in some departments paralyzed services.

Mr. Speaker as members of this Assembly we should also be looking for ways to maintain the collection of revenue in this County. We have a number of resources that can earn this County a lot of money but we don’t utilize them, for example we have areas of tourism. Unfortunately, the roads that lead to tourism sites have been neglected.  Places like Lake Bogoria, Lake Baringo, Lake Kamnarok we have not improved these places to attract tourists.

We have also not involved media to give Baringo a good face for tourism but instead we feature on insecurity, drought and many other negatives. We want to reverse this and give Baringo a face that can attract more tourists so that we can raise or maintain the collection of our revenue. Mr. Speaker, as we implement this, I am sure when members come back after general elections because I know God will see us through, we should look for a way of making sure that this County get a good face, can attract may tourist so that we can earl our County revenue.

Mr. Speaker we also have GDC, Diatomite sites and so on, this as well can earn this County money. We have a factory here at Marigat owner should pay the County some amount so that the revenue can boost developments in this County. Mr. Speaker, I support that the Committee of Budget and Appropriation have done a good job and for us to implement the incomplete projects and fast track some of the developments in this County then it is vital that we pass this supplementary budget so that they will start working and deliver in this County.  I support Mr. Speaker that we pass this supplementary budget.  Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Hon. Cyrus.
Hon. Kibii: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I would to thank the committee for the preparation of this supplementary budget. I have been eagerly waiting for this supplementary budget because I have an interest in it on the part of developments. I need some development to be done so that I can gain mileage in elections.

Mr. Speaker my interest in this supplementary budget… you know it explains narrowly here and I don’t have the main document but I remember seeing some increment of Ksh.1.1 million in ICT and I want the chairman to clarify if this amount is for bursaries because we are facing a lot of pressure especially those us who promised to assist students in colleges and universities.

Mr. Speaker on page 17,  I need some clarity in the health workers if there are some allowances because yesterday you saw health workers from Eldama Ravine picketing claiming to be given allowances, if this is part of that then the chairperson to shade some light on these two clarifications. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Hon. Chepsongol.
Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I rise to support the adoption of this supplementary budget and I want to thank the chairperson plus his team for making sure that they have completed this report which there after will be passed as the supplementary budget for this year..  

Mr. Speaker, there are some issues that I want to touch on, this include issues like that of response to emergencies occasioned by drought.  Mr. speaker,  you remember we had an issue of insecurity and we still have it now and we have many IDPs.  I think the committee has done it well to increase some money so that money can be used to buy food for those in the camps.

More so, Mr. Speaker is the issue of health workers, what Hon. Kibii said is true, yesterday heard rumors that nurses were to go on strike but as for now my hope is what has been increased in the budget. This will save us and the face of the County, when the nurses get their allowances it will be so good to everyone.

Mr. Speaker, on the issue of the staff funds I would want to thank the committee because they have realized something that the staff cannot access such amount because the year is ending and some procedures are not completed yet and so with what they have done as a committee I want to thank them. Mr. Speaker it is also very good to move money from recurrent to development. It is not good to let money idle, such money will help in the County to develop and so I support the adoption of this report Mr. Speaker.  Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Member for Kisanana.
Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, this report has come without members having enough time to ventilate on it but we want to trust that the committee have done justice to us.

Mr. speaker sir, I have some doubts on this report because it was done in hurry; we needed some time to scrutinize it. We may not know where the money was moved to and from what vote head because there are a lot of funds which has been increased and decreased from departments especially from development. I am not aware where those decreased or increased funds are being transferred to.
Secondly, Mr. Speaker I urge the Committee of Implementation to step in firmly and work tirelessly in investigating the status of these projects which have received funding or deducted funding so that we may get value for money. I had asked a question some time back on the issue of a proposed report which was presented in Nairobi and GTI Kabarnet, Nakuru GTI and Eldoret. I do not known where the funds were drawn from.

Mr. Speaker sir, I am still very doubtful on the status of this report though we have to pass it so that we can be able to function as a County but it is my prayer that God will enable me to come back after the election to this House so that I may ventilate on such issues and I might wish that I join such committee next time or PIC/PAC so that I may know how funds are moving around.

Mr. Speaker, I have heard the Chairman say the funds for bursaries and car loans for the staff have been removed for further reallocation in the next budget and this brings in other doubts because the executive ought to have brought the regulation to this House to be adopted so that those amounts be used for the intended purposes.  I also doubt where those funds have been reallocated to. Let me pray that the committee went around all wards. Mr. Speaker electioneering year funds are transferred from one department to another for some people to benefit from it. I support this motion but my heart is doubtful. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Hon. Cheboiwo the document was laid on 29th March and it was your mandate to scrutinize and validate any concern. However you have accepted and the chair feels that he will pray for you. I now put the question… the chair do you have anything to clarify?

Hon. Chebon: Thank you Mr. Speaker Hon. Cheboiwo has asked a question and it is in the first schedule. Go through schedule one to six and you will see where money has been re-allocated to. 
Secondly, we have not moved the bursaries but it is as HELB loan or HELB Scheme. We moved them from the scheme because we have not finished the regulations for bursaries to college and university students. The money is around 20Million and each ward could get Kshs. 400,000.
Also Members and staff of this Assembly have got debts which have not been paid. If we pass this regulation, Hon. Members will be freed from their debts.
(Applause)

Other issues are in-house and I will not mention to Hon. Members. Thank you and I thank Hon. Members.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. Chemjor): Order Hon. address the Chair.
Hon. Chebon: I want to thank the members and urge them to go through the document. I have gone through it myself three times and it is a good document, we have not rushed it. We moved money to other vibrant departments and other emerging issues. Thank you.
Hon. Chair, Members knew there was something good of them in the document and there are some key directives given by the president on the issue of drought and security issue to be included in our budget which we have considered.
